Dear Mr. Johnson: 


Since our last correspondence, I have' spent considerable time 
on the Bonanza Mine property, getting samples, tracking' the 
veins and trying to determine the best method of getting the 
equipment on the hillside to do some surface trenching along 
the course of the veins. 


Your last letter stated that only a limited amount of assist-
ance is allowed for road construction. The original estimate 
given you was in fact a figure to show the amount of work 
needed to get onto the property. In the event of an exploration 
contract I would be real happy to. do the road work with what-
ever, if any, assistance you could allow. I had thought that 
a portion of this work and money expended could be figured in 
as a part of our share, in the event of a contract considering 
its importance to the contract. 


Along with having the equipment and doing the bulk of the work 
ourselves, we have $6000.00 of our own money to expend at the 
present time, which 'should allow us enough to get through the 
contract. 


As for an alternate program of 'exploration to the East of the 
existing fault, the continuation of veins is exposed at least 
350 feet, with holes and trenches at about 100 foot intervals 
East of North South fault, which represents a large amount of 
veins structure yet unexplored. 


Due to the vein dipping into the hill to the East of the fault 
rather than with the hill to the West of the fault, will take 
some additional crosscut footage to intersect the lower vein 
(#2 on sketch). Then as shown in sketôh #3, the vein stands 
almost vertical about 85 feet horizontally from opening of 
the #2 hole.
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This should make an ideal target area as these two known veins 
should intersect at about 150 feet below #3 collar, making a 
250 foot crosscut from the surface, assuming that vein from 
#3 hole continues a vertical course about 50 feet East of the 
fault zone. 


An error in the original sketch of prospect working showed #2 
on enclosed sketch to the North rather than South of main vein 
course. This sketch is approximate, but may give you some idea 
of amount and type of prospecting done and conservative samples 
from each hole. 


We would like very much to have someone from your bureau come 
out and go over the property with us to definitely assertain 
the potential of this property and dtermine the most beneficial

I have prospected this property at various times in the past 
seventeen years and I think it has great unexplored potential 
compared to the estimated cost of work necessary to expose these 
veins at depth. I think there should be at least 300 feet of 
crosscut work , or enough tocut both veins, and probably 200 
feet of drift on veins. ,' 


This work would com9\to"$26,750.00 at $1i7.5o'a foot for the 
first 300 feet and 62.50a foot additional 200 feet. Any 
raise work at $27.50 'afoot. 


We plan to furnish the housing, transportation cost, fuel, 
normal timber requirements and necessary mining equipment. Will 
provide the cost of building the road with the exception of any 
allowable assistance and perform the work for our share end 
repay the Governments' contribution with interest by royalty 
on any production from the property.

Enclosed are the original and one copy of a new application for ONE 
assistance, dated February 16, 1967, and received in the Field Office 
on February 23, 1967. 


The proposed project consists of an access road, portal site, and 280 
feet of crosscut and drift to intersect a known ore body 40 feet beneath 
an old shaft (125 feet in depth). The work proposed is entirely develop-
mental in nature and as such is not eligible for ONE assistance. Copies 
of letters of refusal from two banks are enclosed, but there are no 
copies of the letters from the applicants requesting the loan. The appli-
cation does not include a property map or any description of the property 
and does not state how the applicants will furnish their share of the 
costs. 


I have discussed the application with Mr. Donald Tatlock (USGS geologist) 
who is familiar with the Rochester District and the area of the property. 
He states that the mine (known as the Raven Mine) is one of a number of 
small properties on the edge of the district that have yielded a small 
tonnage of low-grade ore and does not offer much promise for a significant 
ore body. 


If the applicants wish to expand the proposal to include some exploration 
along the strike or down the dip of the vein in search of new ore bodies 
the project might qualify for ONE assistance, but the probability of 
making a significant discovery is considered poor.

The Rochester Bonanza Mine is now owned by Clinn Lamb, Don Lamb, and 
HalliePfeifer. When this mine was worked previously, it was operated 


under the name of The;Raven. This mine was worked from 1912 to 1921, 


with some work up until the year 1934. 


The above mentibned property is loáated in the Rochester mining Dist-
rict, Pershing,çounty, Lovelock, Nevada, nine miles. East of Oreana on 
the Southern Pacific Railroad. The mine lies in mountainous but not 


rugged country., • at.approximately 6,200 feet. It is accessable practic-
ly the yea1 around at canyon level, some 500 feet below the mine level. 


The ore taken from the mine in these years, had values running from 
one tenth of an ounce in gold to seven ounces in silver. The values 
in silver ran as high as $32.00. 


The vein is 1 t 5 feet thick, running N30°E, and dips 80°W. Itwas 
hoisted to the surface 125 feet, where it was tramtned or skidded to 
the base of the canyon. 


The tram line is gone after 35 years and theshaft is in poor condition.

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INTRODUCTION 


The partnership of C. E. Lamb, D. Lamb, and H. C. Pfeifer, of 


2685 Moana Lane, Reno, Nevada 89502, applied to the Office of Minerals 


Exploration for Government assistance, Docket OME-6598, to explore for 


silver at the Bonanza mine, Pershing County, Nev. The applicants infer 


the presence of, silver-bearing ore shoots in veins cutting volcanic rocks 


and wish to explore for these ore shoots by crosscutting and drifting. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


and made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on July 11, 1967, accompanied by 


Mr. H. C. Pfeifer, one of the applicants. The surface exposures were 


examined and exploration possibilities were discussed with the applicant. 


None of the underground workings were accessible for examination and there 


were no mineralized exposures accessible for sampling. 


SUMMARY 


The Bonanza'mine contains several small quartz veins that are reported 


to have yielded silver ore in unrecorded amounts and of unknown grade. 


There are no accessible exposures of mineralized material on the claim 


and no reserves of silver ore are indicated or inferred. 


The applicants proposed to build an access road to the claim and drive 


a crosscut adit to explore the downward extent and grade of quartz veins 


that have been prospected by shallow workings. This proposal would cost an 


estimated $23,000 and would explore the veins at a depth of about 200 feet 


below the surface. The small size of the ore shoots and the low silver 


cOntent of the deposit do not justify Government participation in an explor-


ation project for silver at the Bonanza mine. There is no geologic evidence 


to indicate the presence of significant silver ore bodies on the property. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is.rëcommended that the application for Government assistance in 


exploration at the Bonanza mine be denied on the basis that the possi-


bility of discovering minable shoots of silver ore is too remote to justify 


the expenditure of funds necessary to accomplish the work. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Bonanza mine is in sec. 18, T. 28 N., R. 34 E., MDBM, Rochester 


mining district, Pershing County, Nevada (Fig. 1), on the south side of 


Lincoln Hill, at an altitude of about 6,100 feet. 


To reach the mine, that is about 20 miles northeast of Lovelock (the 


• neàrest town), drive north on Highway 40 about 14 miles to the Oreana 


exit, turn east on the Rochester Road and drive 8 miles to Lower Rochester. 


The mine is on the hill about a half a mile to the north, across the 


canyon from the Buck and Charlie mine and mill. There is no access road 


to the claim, and a steep climb on foot is necessary to reach the mine. 


The drive from Lovelock usually requires about half an hour and the climb 


up the hill an additional hour. Roadmaintenance is provided by the county.

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PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Silver was discovered in the Rochester district about 1868 but 


active mining did not start until 1912. In the period 1912-1923, the 


district yielded about 7 million ounces of silver and 60,000 ounces of 


gold. •The Bonanza mine (formerly known as the Raven mine), on the 


western edge of the district, was worked in the 1920's, but the production 


records are not available. Total production from the property could not 


have been more than 1 or 2 thousand tons of ore as the workings are not 


extensive and the stoped area is small. The present owners have held the 


property for about 10 years, by repeatedly filing on the claim, but have 


done no work. There has been no production for many years. 


Ownership 


The property consists of a single unpatented mining claim, known 


as the Rochester Bonanza claim, recorded at Lovelock, Nevada, in vol. 6, 


page 398, of the county records.

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Development 


The mine is developed by an inclined shaft about 125 feet in depth 


with about 150 feet of drifting on the 100 level and a stope from that 


level to the surface. Most of the shaft timbers and ladders are gone or 


broken and the shaft is not accessible. There are several other prospect 


shafts, 40-50 feet in depth, also inaccessible, and numerous old prospect 


trenches that are filled with slope wash. 


An aerial tram existedatone time between the shaft and the bottom 


of the canyon, a distance of about a quarter of a mile and a vertical 


drop of about 600 feet, but the towers are down and. the cables and buckets 


rusted and broken.


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Bonanza mine is on the south flank of Lincoln Hill in an area of 


moderate topography. Vegetation is sparse and outcrops are abundant. 


Rocks exposed in the vicinity of the mine are chiefly flows of the Rochester 


Rhyolite, part of the Koipato Group of Permiãn(?) and Lower Triassic age.

In answer to your letter of March 3, 1967, indicating our 
proposal for mineral exploration was more of a mine develop-
ment nature rather than exploration. 


I have in the past week checked quite thoroughly at the Universi 
of Nevada and have been unable to find not one answer to why 
there was never a crosscut run to determine how many, or how 
large in both length and width the veins of ore bodies are in 
this area, Lincoln Hill, Rochester area, Bonanza Mine. 


The noted geologists and mining engineers, J. C. Jones, F. 'L. 
Ransome and J. T. Reid spent considerable time in the area 
during both the prospecting and during boom days and I am going 
to quote portions of their findings'in this area. Keeping first 
in mind the amount and type of work and also the years and type 
of equipment available to do within these years. 


The main shaft sunk 125 feet dipping 80 0 West with stopeing 
both North and South, yet approximately 120 feet to the East 
another incline dipping the opposite direction, yet possibly 
two other veins have been traced on the surface by hand work 
some kOO feet along the course of the veins, possibly 35 years 
ago. 


The following information was written by Jones, Ransome and Reid: 


"At Lincoln Hill the limestones which are leaden to dark bluish 
gray and are, rather thick bedded are in part metamorphosed. They 
are partly schistose, are silicified, and contain diopside actin-
olite garnet and other contact metamorphic minerals, developed 
near the rhyolite, which. indicates that the rhyolite may be intru-
sive and later than the limestones, but the actual contact of 
the two formations is not sufficiently well exposed to prove that 
the metamorphic phenomena was caused by the rhy olit e." 


"On Lincoln Hill, the rhyolites appear to pass comfortably beneath 
the limestone shale series which dips from 20 to 80 0 WSW and
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the layering in the rhyolites is obscure and has been less 
d efinat ely determined than in jo,ning, areas," 


"Exposures de uate for the determination of the thickness of 
the rhyolite do not occur in the district." 


"In the schist in the West slope of Lincoln Hill which he calls 
mica tourmaline achist, the tourrnaline is a pink variety or 
rubellite (possibly what we now call dumorierite) containing, 
however, the pred ominating alkali soda rather than the usual 
lithium and mica that is associated with it also appears to be 
$oda mica paragonite." 


This strata has never been penetrated with a crosscut to exactly 
show the relationship to ore bearing rock." 


"The deposits in LLncoln Hill lie in a strip about a mile in 
width. These belts parallel the range, to which the deposits 
in large conform." 


"The presence of tourmaline associated with the gold in the quart 
indicates that pneumatolytic process as well as hydrothermal 
action, probably played an important part in the origin of the 
deposits and the occurrence of the deposits and associated minerals 
toward the sides of the veins shows mineralization to have taken 
place chiefly during the early stages of fissure filling and vein 
formation. That some of the veins are altered dikes appear to be 
probable, but .	 conclusive evid ence of this has not been observed." 


"The deep seated character of the deposits and their close assoc-
iation with the major geologic structure from the top of mountain 
to some distance below the floor of the valley prove the deposits 
may reasonably be expected to extend to considerable depth. 


So with all this informatiOn, very little above theory it seems 
work no matter how large or small could be considered exploration 
in an area so mineralized and with so little positive knowledge 
about it.	 -
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I think a possible revision of additional work should be planned 
after the initial 280 feet has been done to determine which 
would be the more beneficial, more crosscut footage, some sinking 
on a vein or even drift on a vein or veins. 


We could compute a figure per foot in the event changes were made 
to sink or raise, If additional footage is required to qualify 
f or exploration beyond the proposed 280 feet than an additional 
$15.00 per foot will be added to the original $k7.50 per foot 
cost up to 600 feet. 


Our plans were such that 280 feet would crosscut at least one and 
possibly three or two new veins not yet sampled at depths below 
35 feet. 


The recording was done at Lovelock, Pershing County, Nevada, roll 
6 frame 338, book #6, page 398 of official recorê, file #635k8. 
The Rochester Bonanza Mine lies in Section 18, Township 28 N, 
Range 3 E. 
Silver minerals from reports are ceragyrite and broniyrite. Scales 
of native silver are visable here and there and rarely with pocket 
lens a few specks of free native gold may be seen. Ore from these 
veins ran from $6.00 to $32.00 per ton but with selective mining 
ran to $75.00 to $85.00. 


Some veins carried values of .o6ct to .loçt per ton in gold and 
increased in values with depth. 


The rocks and the ore zone are cut by a nearly vertical East-West 
cross joining into slices 1 to 5 feet in width. 


Note from the approximate map the amount of surface work done on 
the vein to the North-East, long ago. 


As to copies of our correspondence with the banks for tie loan. 
I went to the banks in person and verbally asked for the loans 
and filled out the loan papers there and presented a financial 
statement to them.

I would like to include an additional 80 hours at $35.00, dozer, 
ripper time to expose the veins and explore and sample the full 
length of all surface veins. 


It is quite difficult to image the potential this property has 
and like I stated before, it will remain in this state untilmoney 
is expended to build the. roads to get near the veins to enable 
one to prospect other than by hand work.
