Enclosed is a new application from the partnership of 
W. L. Knell and Nyron Sorenson, 1016 Putnam Avenue,	 -

North Las Vegas, Nevada, requesting ONE assistance in an 
exploration project for copper at the Lakeside Mine, 
Clark County, Nevada. The application is dated February 21, 
1967, and was received in the Field Office on February 24, 1967. 


The proposed project consists of bulldozing, diamond drilling, 
and drifting to explore a copper-bearing vein, at an estimated 
cost of $20,000. The application is poorly prepared and the 
competence of the applicants is questionable. Letters of 
denial from two banks are enclosed but there are no copies 
of the requests. A statement regarding the obtainability of 
consent to lien from the owner is missing. The financing of 
the applicant's share of the costs is questionable. An 
adequate map of the property and proposed work is lacking. 
The topographic map shows the Lakeside Mine as on the boundary, 
or inside, of the Lake Mead National Recreational Area.
