This is to acknowledge your letter of July 31, 1970 to Kr.' liax;old Kirkemo,
Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration. As Mr. Kirkemo is out ef the
office for several days I will reply to your letter.

The OME program provides financial assistance to private industry on a
participating basis to explore mineral deposits. For mercury and gold
the Govermnment's share of the total allowable costs of exploration
would be 75 percent. The applicant for assistance must show that he
has adequate funds to start the proposed work, because the Government
pays its share of the costs at the end of each month after a woucher

. for the costs incurred has been submitted and approved for payment.

It usually takes twe or three weeks to process such a voucher. An
applicant, therefore, should have sufficieat funds on hand to pay for
all costs of the project for the first two or three months.

Owing to the present OME funding situation, it is unlikely that a centract

 as large as the one you propose ceuld be supported. A more modest program

would probably receive more favorable consideration if it warranted a

contract. We are enclosing another set of the application ferm for your

uge if you decide to submit &an application, amd a copy of the information
pamphlet which explains the OME program im detail.
