700; 30 U.S.C. 1 611 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex -I (land description), Ekhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated. above. The Operator

ment will contribute	 percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $. 11 955 ._Min accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 4 ., 5., and 6. "Costs incurred" 
means costs _that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest at the rate of 	 percent shall accrue from the 
dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount, of lbderal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or Obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator' S right in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee,' or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of' the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shalI eexveand maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein,, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Gpverriment's right t''á : blty'on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed dfiigently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b)Thdependent_contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (i)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this, contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regard1ess'of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices f9r the work under the, independent contract to be reasonable. 	 . 


(c.) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the ' Govexnment on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with, all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


	


ARTICLE Ii. Contribution by the Government.--	 The Government will make its contribution on 
the oasis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are' necessary to protect itb interests • The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve: thôe with. respect 'to work. performed 'for at Iea'ètT three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production' for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may ' inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three- 
year periods,' shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent ooks, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator.: If work under-.this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor', supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for 'on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-

(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and  
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate 


engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole . logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of 
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (i).)

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's 
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay 
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the rettlement 
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the 
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of 
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the 
Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


.ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the G'.ern 
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completic;.i of the work, termination of the Government" 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Ope. 
tor shall promptly dispose Of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interst 
for the joint accountof the Government and the Operator, efther by return to the vendor, sale to 
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from'others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item 'of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing thésales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator 1?s able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considerdJin groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator hall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a coat o" the 
exploratitoh. 


(d) 34Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termjnatiñ of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer nded for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property'. Tn which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment underthe contract, may: 


L i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
pro&'ty; 


0(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair 4aluation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such4property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Opextor at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


r (3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated,results and further work is not 
,justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government' -under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 11. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
loner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 


therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corp-
oration for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in Ehployment. The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in 
employment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated. March 6, 1961 as amended 
and supplemented are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, 
a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey, as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative.

At your request, I established a drill site, conducted a cursory examin-
ation of the drill site area and examined the cores from three holes in 
conjunction with property described in (ONE-6845) Exploration Contract No. 
2301, dated June 29, 1971. 


A map of a portion of the exposed vein, drill sites and three core logs 
are attached as exhibits I thru 4 respectively. 


In general, the area is conducive tothe formation of mineral deposits 
or mineralization i.e., intrusion of an igneous body into Paleozoic lime- . 
stones. The intrusion is. probably Tertiary age and has intruded Devonian? 
limestones. Mineralization is evident in the area examined in the form of 
mineralized quartz veins, of varying widths in the limestone. These veins 
vary in thickness from a fraction ;of an inch to 1.5 ft. The predominant 
minerals visible in hand specimens are azurite, malachite, cuprite, chalcocite, 
chalcopyrite and argentite. The mineralization is evident on the surface; 
in a drift going into the hillside at N 65° E and in a shaft at the end of 
the drift; also, in parallel veins to the aforementioned and a vein which 
strikes approximately S 300 W and intersects the main vein. 


The-limestone on the surface and in the cores does not exhibit alteration 
by ascending or descending solutions except in the bottom of the shaft on the 
incline and at a depth of 25± feet in hole number 3. In both instances, the 
alteration has hardened the walls on both sides of the vein. In my examina-
tion, I was unable to determine what, and if any, movement had occurred 
along the fracture containing the vèin; however, in the drift a definite 
hanging and footwall are present, but I did not observe slickensides or 
breccia indicating movement along the plane in which-the vein occurs.
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Differences in-the width of mineralization 'Shown in the incline and that 
encountered in the drill holes, that in the drift being wider, lends me to 
think that the drill holes 'have not encountered the main, vein at depth, or 
the main vein has rolled or been faulted off. I am more inclined to believe 
the. drill holes have not encountered the main vein even though their depth 
and angle, providing the surface strike and dip of the vein remains constant 
or nearly so at depth, should have been intersected. In addition, the lateral. 
area of examination afforded by the three existing drill sites is relatively 
small compared to the length of the vein. It is my recommendation that you 
drill at least two additional holes that would not only intersect the main 
vein under consideration, but also the one which intersects it at an angle 


of N 300 E. The ideal situation would be to "hit" the intersection at 
•	 depth; however, in view of the drilling experience to date, this is probably 


an unrealistic goal. In lieu, of this, you may consider a small, cross sec-
tional area winze in the existing drift with a cross cut to the intersecting 
vein. One other possible consideration is a third drill hole on the south 
side of 'the vein to intersect it at a different angle; also, the intersecting 
vein.

The Rees silver mine (Fig. 2) has yielded about 60 tons averaging about 30 
ounces silver per ton and 1.0 percent copper from a 170-foot adit, 24-foot 
winze, and a 30-foot drift at the bottom of the winze.

2. Summary of Project 


The contract began June 29, 1971 and was terminated December 29, 1971. 
The actual work began July 11, 1971 which consisted of moving equipment to 
drill site, setting up living quarters, and preparing drill sites for 
drillers. July 16, 1971 the drilling crew arrived on the property and 
proceded to set up their equipment. Drilling started July 18, 1971 and 
was completed September 22, 1971. At the completion of the drilling, we 
had core drilled 551 feet of Bx.W.L. size on one drill site and 3 holes.

We also run into hard solicified lime and quartz stringer 
which made it difficult for the driller to cut. 


I feel the drilling operation was successful in determining our ob-
jective of exploring the property. The result obtained from drilling has 
given us good geological information.

At your request, I established a drill site, conducted a cursory examin-
ation of the drill site area and examined the cores from three holes in 
conjunction with property described in (ONE-6845) Exploration Contract No. 
2301 2 dated June 29, 1971. 


A map of a portion of the exposed vein, drill sites and three core logs 
are attached as exhibits 1 thru 4 respectively. 


In general, the area is conducive to the formation of mineral deposits 
or mineralization i.e., intrusion of an igneous body into Paleozoic lime-
stones. The intrusion is probably Tertiary age and has intruded Devonian? 
limestones. Mineralization is evident in the area examined in the form of 
mineralized quartz veins, of varying widths in the limestone. These veins 
vary in thickness from a fraction of an inch to 1.5 ft. The predominant 
minerals visible in hand specimens are azurite, malachite, cuprite, chalcocite, 
chalcopyrite and argentite. The mineralization is evident on the surface; 
in a drift going into the hillside at N 65° E and in a shaft at the end of 
the drift; also, in parallel veins to the aforementioned and a vein which 
strikes approximately S 30° W and intersects the main vein. 


The limestone on the surface and in the cores does not exhibit alteration 
by ascending or descending solutions except in the bottom of the shaft on the 
incline and at a depth of 25± feet in hole number 3. In both instances, the 
alteration has hardened the walls on both sides of the vein. In my examina-
tion, I was unable to determine what, and if any, movement had occurred 
along the fracture containing the vein; however, in the drift a definite 
hanging and footwall are present, but I did not observe slickensides or 
breccia indicating movement along the plane in which the vein occurs.

Differences in the width of mineralization shown in the incline and that 
encountered in the drill holes, that in the drift being wider, lends me to 
think that the drill holes have not encountered the mainvein at depth, or 
the main vein has rolled or been faulted off. I am more inclined to believe 
the drill holes have not encountered the main vein even\though their depth 
and angle, providing the surface strike and dip of the vein remains constant 
or nearly so at depth, should have been intersected. In addition, the lateral 
area of examination afforded by the three existing drill sites is relatively 
small compared to the length of the vein. It is my recommendation that you 
drill at least two additional holes that would not only intersect the main 
vein under consideration, but also the one which intersects it at an angle 


of N 300 E. The ideal situation would be to "hit" the intersection at 
depth; however, in view of the drilling experience to date, this is probably 
an unrealistic goal. In lieu of this, you may consider a small, cross sec-
tional area winze in the existing drift with a cross cut to the intersecting 
vein. One other possible consideration is a third drill hole on the south 
side of the vein to intersect it at a different angle; also, the intersecting 


vein.


In summary: I- The three existing drill holes as evidenced by the 
cores have not encountered mineralized areas extensive enough to warrant 
a full scale mining operation. 2- The existing drill holes and vein strongly 
indicate the presence of an ore body. 30 In general, the geology of the area 
is condusive to the formation of mineral deposits. 4- Additional work is 
required to properly evaluate the area. The area shows promise and should 
be more thoroughly investigated.

Enclosed is a proposed minerals exploration contract between 
the Government and Mr. Decker. We have approved the contract as to 
its legal form. 


The contract states that it is for silver and copper and 
that the Government's contribution is to be 75% of the project cost. 
You have explained that in the subject project it is silver which is 
the principal commodity sought, that it is the prospect of silver that 
justifies the contract, that only a very small percentage of copper is 
anticipated, that if copper were the only commodity sought, a contract 
would not be approved, and that the only reason for listing copper on 
the contract is for statistical purposes. 


You stated that it is a long standing policy of ONE that the 
percentage of the Government's financial contribution to the cost of 
a project is determined by the mineral thought to constitute the majority 
value of the ore or the mineral which justifies the approval of an ex-
ploration contract, and consequently, if that mineral is listed in sub-
section (a) of section 229.3 of Title 30 of the Code of Federal Regulations, 
the Government's maximum contribution will be 50% of the project cost, 
and if listed in subsection (b) of section 229.3(b), it will be 75%. 
You further stated that under the ONE policy the Government's contri- 
bution is limited to 62.5% in projects where the value of the minerals 
sought is about equally divided between minerals listed as eilgible for 
Government financial contribution of 50% and minerals eligible for 
Government financial contribution of 75%. 


In view of the facts and the policy stated by you, we see no 
legal objection to.the Government's contributing 75% of the project cost.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Miles Stanley Decker, an individual, 1921 East Meadow Drive, Salt 


Lake City, Utah 84121, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration, 


Docket ONE-6845, for financial assistance to explore for silver and copper 


at the Rees mine, Antelope claims, White Pine County, Nevada. His application 


requested reissue of Contract 2144 (ONE-6173) dated April 23, 1962, which 


was withdrawn by the former applicant before any work had been done. 


A field examination was authorized by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


and was made on June 2, 1971 ) by R. M. Smith accompanied by Mr. Decker. 


The mine and surrounding area were examined and compared with maps and 


reports in the prior contract. The proposed work was discussed with the 


Applicant and a modified, less costly, program was agreed upon. This report 


outlines the modified program, includes a cost estimate based on current 


prices, and supplements the prior Examination Report by S. R. Wilson, 


January 1962, ONE-6173.


SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Rees mine has yielded about 60 tons averaging about 30 ounces 


silver per ton and 1.0 percent copper from near-surface workings on one 


small ore shoot along the Rees quartz vein. The latest shipment (12-8-69) 


from a 24-foot winze contained 54 ounces silver per ton and 1.5 percent 


copper valued at $96.25 and $5.91 per ton, respectively. Since silver is 


the principal commodity, Government participation at 75 percent is recommended. 


Because the latest shipment is from the deepest part of the mine and 


is the highest grade, and because the ore shoot is longer at this level 


(64-foot level) than it is at the surface, the Applicant infers sufficient 


tons and grade to a depth of 200 feet to mine at a profit. I concur in 


this inference.


1
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Measured and indicated reserves total a few tens of tons containing 


silver, capper, and gold worth about $80 per ton surrounding the 24.-foot 


winze. It is reasonable to infer an ore shoot 50 feet long, averaging 


1.5 feet wide, extending 160 feet below the adit level (200 feet below the 


surface), containing 1,000 tons. Shipments may average between $50 and 


$100 per ton. 


The Applicant wishes to explore the downward continuation of the ore 


shoot in a two-stage program. He considers the work proposed under the 


prior ONE contract to be acceptable, but he prefers a less costly program 


in which Stage I drilling is reduced to about 1,000 feet and Stage II 


underground access is changed from 150 feet of winze to 200 feet of adit 


70 feet lower than the existing adit and 80 feet of winze. He is not 


now prepared, however, to finance his share of the costs of Stage II. He 


wishes to retain control until Stage I is completed, and at my suggestion 


he requested that Stage I--which he can finance--be approved. 


I recommend that the Government enter into a contract to provide 75 


percent of the costs of a core drilling program (former Stage I revised) 


estimated to cost $16,800.00. The Government's share of the costs would 


be $12,600.00.


LOCATION AND PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The land referred to in the application consists of seven unpatented 


mining claims, with all rights pertaining thereto, located in the Eagle 


mining district of White Pine County, Nevada, in unsurveyed sections 22, 23, 


and 27, T. 22 N., R. 68 E., Mt. Diablo Base and Meridian.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The purpose of the project is to explore for the downward continuation 


of ores of silver and copper along the Antelope No. 1 vein by diamond 


drilling.


General Conditions 


The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work done closer 


than 100 feet to the property boundary, nor to the cost of uncompleted 


diamond drill holes. 


All samples, from whatever source, shall be reduced by splitting, as 


necessary, and assayed for gold, silver, and copper. One fraction of the 


sample shall be stored in a proper container, marked as to location, and 


made available to the Government. The Operator may dispose of such stored 


samples after Government approval. 


The Operator shall provide such technical and supervisory services as 


are required to complete the project in a satisfactory manner.

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Description of the Work 


Stage I 


Access roads shall be bulldozed to three diamond drill hole sites, and 


such sites shall be prepared for drilling. The bulldozer used shall be of 


not less than D-7 size or equivalent. 


Approximately seven inclined diamond drill holes shall be drilled from 


the surface, with a total aggregate length of not to exceed 1,170 feet, to 


intersect the No. 1 Antelope vein at various horizons of dip and strike. 


Such holes shall be drilled by BX Wireline equipment or larger, or by other 


methods giving a core not smaller than approximately 1-1/8 inches. 


The locations, lengths, directions, and inclinations of the drill holes 


are shown on the attached Figure 2, "Map Showing Proposed Drill Holes," and 


Figure 3, "Section A-A'." The holes may be changed with prior approval of 


the Government. 


Core from the diamond drilling shall be properly boxed and stored so 


as to be available for examination by the Government. With Government 


approval, the Operator may later dispose of such stored core. 


Core from diamond drilling in significantly mineralized areas shall be 


sampled. Diamond drill sludges shall be caught and in significantly 


mineralized areas where the core recovery is less than 60 percent the sludges 


shall be sampled and assayed. No diamond drill sample shall represent a 


space interval of more than five feet. 


All diamond drill holes shall be logged geologically, and copies of the 


logs of completed holes, together with maps showing diamond drill hole sections 


and assay results, shall be furnished monthly to the Government.
