Enclosed is one copy of a new application received in this office on 
July 22, 1971. A duplicate copy is retained in our files. 


Although exploration may be warranted. as recommended by J. D. Mason, the 
application is incomplete in the following numbered categories: 


1. Financial Eligibility: 


The Applicant's letters to the banks, while forthright, 
request a loan of $150,000, whereas the Government's share of 
the proposed project would be $37,500. 


2. Applicant's Rights in Land: 


The land is not, controlled by the Applicant, but by its 
president under the terms of an Option Agreement from the 
owner, Nevada Park Mining Company, to Jesse H. Knight who 
executed an Assignment of Lease and Option to Purchase, and 
also executed an Irrevocable Power of Attorney in favor of 
Richard Knight, who is president and a director of the 
corporate Applicant. Lien and Subordination Agreements from 
the owner were not submitted with the application. 


The Option Agreement is renewable at yearly intervals on 
June 8. An ONE contract overlapping that date should require 
a renewal payment ($500.00) and receipt' for one year in 
advance.

5. Exploration Work: 


The Applicant proposes to explore the property by two 
methods: an unspecified type and amount of underground 
workings on the 50- and 65-foot levels, and 5,000 feet of 
core drilling in 10 holes from the surface in unspecified 
locations. The relationship of the work to the land 
boundaries is not illustrated or described. 


7. Estimate of Costs: 


It is not clear how the Applicant arrived at an estimated 
cost of $50,000. Total direct cost of diamond drilling was 
estimated to be $48,100 by J. D. Mason in 1968. In addition, 
the Applicant proposes to build a bunkhouse ($6,000), a hoist 
house ($2,000), and employ '... muckers, miners, trammers, 
hoistmen, millmen, etc." for an unspecified number of months. 


No drilling bids are submitted, but figures are quoted 
from a bid received in 1964.
