The leases, geologic description, and assay certificates are marked to be
RETURNED to the Applicant.

The application lists tungsten as one of the minerals to be explored. Although
it is not an eligible mineral, it may have the highest potential. The appli-
cation is incomplete with respect to the following items:

1, Financial Eligibility:

The Applicant's letters to the St, George Federal Credit Union
and Zions First National Bank are omitted from the application.
He proposes to furnish his share of the costs by use of his own
equipment,

2, Applicant's Rights in Land:

The land is controlled by the Applicant under the terms of a
Mining Lease from the Bureau of Land Management which requires
payment in advance of 25 cents per acre per year rental, The
lease itself is evidence that one year's rent has been paid.
There is no assurance of property rights beyond March 10, 1972,

3. Physical Description:

The map is on such a small scale and the geologic description
is so generalized that any opinion on the merits of the






property would be premature, The assays represent specimens, so
they merely confirm the presence of tungsten, fluorspar, copper,
gold, and silver, A larger scale map of the best showings and

a few systematic samples are needed,

Exploration Work:

The Applicant indicates a mile of access road is needed, two
drill holes on unspecified targets are planned, a 1,000-foot
adit is to be driven on a tungsten prospect, and three shafts
sunk on a tungsten-gold-silver-copper, a fluorspar, and an
unspecified prospect. Their relation to the property boundaries
is not specified, and no property map was submitted.

Experience:
The Applicant is known to Donal F, Ziehl of the USGS Conservation

Division to be honest, sincere, and diligent, but without pro-
