County, New York, It may be reached from the village of Chestertown by travel-
ing south on U. S, Route 9 for about 1,3 miles, Turn left on improved gravel
road and travel about 1,0 mile to logging road on left, which followed for
sbout 0.5 mile leads directly to prospect.

The strategic mica at the Carpenter prospect occurs in an extremely

irregular pegmatite which is enclosed in a mixture of coarse-grained gneiss and

schist (probably pre~Cafibrian). The strike of the wall rock foliation is very
ifmgular, ranging from M, 15°E, to N, 50°W. The foliation dips steeply south-
east or southwest,

The pegmatite appears to pinch and swell irregularly, but has a general
trend of N, 10°- 20°E, Inclusions of the wall rock are numerous amd the largest
one is as much as 20 feet longs The pegmatite is believed to dip steeply north-
west, but dnly at the most northerly working could the dip be measured, between
80° and 90° NW, The pegmatit; has a strike length of at least 245 feet amd a
maximum outcrop width of about 65 feete

Most of the pegmatite is medium-grazined, but the texture ranges from
fine to coarse., The fine-grained parts are at, or close to, the contacts,
Streaks of gneiss and schist are intimately related to the pegmatite, but are
not shown sepa.ra‘bgly on the accompanying map. The wall rock contacts are
gradational in most places, but the contacts between the pegmatite and in- |
clusins are relatively sharpe.

It is estimated that about 92 percent of the pegmatite is composed
of a mixture of microcline-perthite, quartz, and plagioclase. Biotite is
estimated to be 6-8 percent, muscovite 1 percent or less, Tourmaline is a
common accessory mineral, but is less than 1 percent. These minerals do not
appear to be in any recognizable zones or visible concentrations, However, in
places the white, microcline-perthite crystals é.re as much as 12 inches long and
10 inches wide. In general, masses of gray quartz are of comparsble size., In
places, coarse intergrowths of quartz and microcline-perthite exhibit a crude 3
graphic granite appearance, Biotite mica occurs most commonly in irregular‘

The muscovite mica books are generallysmall (2" x 3") but Mr. Carpenter
reports that one book waé about 10" x 12" x 2", Most of the muscovite is clear
and hard, flat, relatively free from cracks, and has a rum color. The occurrence
of the muscovite is sporadic or unevenly disseminateds No mica zone1is visible,
or were books sufficiently concentrated in the visible parts of the pegmatﬁ.te
to suggest locations for new prospect pitse The prospect pits which have been
made are at, or close to, the walls of the pegmatite.
