Referring to your letter of October 23rd, may I tell you 
that we have been giving this matter very seriousconsideration. 
As you may appreciate, this is a problem complicated by the lack 
of money, which is usual in all of these companies making such 
applications as ours. 


Frankly, the problem is one of there being a great, great 
number of people who have practically given up the "ghost" and 
are unwilling to invest further moneys, and the group which would 
have to invest a portion of the moneys in order to qualify, from 
what we understand is 20% of any exploration grant, is unwilling 
to carry along a "dead horse". 	 However they would be willing 
to give a percentage to the old stockholders, as to the net, 
through the formation of a new corporation of those financially 
able in the group.	 As a matter of fact, last Saturday night

we had a meeting in which they authorized an employment of an 
engineer, Mr. C. N. Schuette, one of the ablest in the cinnabar 
field, to make a re-examination and full report. We expect to 
have a second engineer with him, and I believe upon this showing 
that we can proceed with sufficient funds to pay our share. 


Now comes the problem of whether or not the resolution 
under hich the Mineral Mines, Inc. stockholders turned over the 
assets to a new corporation, reserving some right in the proceeds 
and giving the new corporation a successorship to this application, 
would be respected by your organization. 	 I appredate that we 
could not, as a new and independent applicant, get the loan under 
the act, but I do feel that as successor, both in interest and to 
a degree in membership, that we should be given this consideration 
and upon your approval of this I will immediately proceed to deter-
mine this matter and will send our engineers, as aforesajd. 


I will greatly appreciate your advising me at your earliest 
convenience.	 This is one of the largest cinnabar properties in 

the country and should be deiioped for the welfare of the United 
States in its defense effort.
