Thank you for your letter just received: 


We spent several years trying to get a big hydraulic property 
on the Kiamath River underway and were just about ready to begin operations 
when World War II broke out with its moratoriwa and complications; some of 
which we were able to get released, but all of the resulting conditions 
were such that it was impossible to operate. In standing idle the property 
deteriorated and what work that had been done had been wasted. The, result 
was that we came out of there with a loss of about 75,OOO, which is the 
chief reason we are not in aposition to 	 in 
fact without that loss we would not have had to appeal to you. While I 
was up there the Bradley Mining Company of San Francisco asked me to examine 
the property for them in Northern 
and chased me all over Northern California to t'elI me about the property 
we have been writing you about. The lawa 'which tie your hands apparently' 
are such that they do not help us at this time.. We could probably sell 
part or all of this property but could only do so at a great disadvantage 
because of its present condition. If we could open it up, we could then 
proceed either on 'borrowed money or with outside help. This is too good 
a property to give away for a few dollars. 


I think we would etosu at this time thatou jjhis 
a1icationinthe active file. You may have to hold it in reserve for two 
or three years when we will 'be able to develop it ourselves, or maybe some-
thing will come about in the near future that will enable us to . go ahead.

Dear Mr. Ellis: 


Thank you for your prompt letter. In reply we will give you as much information 
as we can at the moment. 


1. Enclosed herewith is a map we have drawn which is not exact as to 
distances, but it is suggestive of what we have in mind to open the property 
so it can be proven. We expect to open the Canfield tunnel and the Cooney 
tunnel as heretofore described. The exposed portion of both are now filled. 
The spots marked copper are either out-croppings or small excavations, the 
number of which could probably be multiplied by ten. When we get to work we 
will have to pick out such of these as look the best and will tell us most. 


2. As to the sixty days rental for a bulldozer, as we suggested before, 
this is an estimate. We ca±tht te a at this time how much *orlc these tunnels 
will require, but we think the sixty days is ample and if things go well 
and we make good progress half that time might be sufficient. We don't want 
to be in the position of having to come back to you later for additional money. 
We shall certainly do ever3rbhing n our power to keep the cost down. As to 
the drilling and blasting supplies these out-croppings will have to be blasted 
and we may have to some road building to get where we want to go as this is 
very rugged country. As to costs her again we have estimated, we will keep 
the costs down to a minimum. 


3. I have mined more or less during the past 40 years, not 


but perhaps a totai of 15 years. This work both prospecting and mining 
mostly gold and both placer and quartz and some copper. I have worked both 
for my self and others and could probably furnish all the references you want. 


4. I have explained in our application there are no buildings or 
installations on the property. The items we listed to the value of about 
$4000 are all items which we have hertand could move up therand are things 
which we would have to have to do its work. We have carefully read Section 9 
of MO-S and it appears to us that the price we have placed on this could be 
allowed. What would be the difference? If these figures we have put in are

allowed or if instead we put in 44OOO in cashspent out of our pocket the money 
for these thñings except that would cost a good deal more than our figures. 


I am not familiar with ,raur procedure but I assune this money would not 
be distributed at one time. Our finances are very limited at the moment, as 
my associate has been ill for nearly five months and is just now on the road 
to recovery.. Income is picking up and we thought if you could match in cash 
from the loan an amount equal to what we are putting in now we would be able 
to go along withyou dollar for dollar when this first installment is used up. 
We don't want anything out of line and if this doesn't match your program, 
please let us know.

I concur in the desirability of reopening the Canfield 
tunnel, but wish to point out some features of the project that 
seem to me to be objectionablEt. 


The estimated cost is excessive. It should. not take 
more than a week with a bulldozer and operator, plus two or three 
weeks more for two miners, to reopen and sample the tunnel, if it 
has not caved back of the portal. The cost should not be more 
than 5,OOO or 6,OOO. 


Applicant has no mining experience, so far as is shown. 


Applicant has no money to start work with. 


There is no justification for charging compressor rental 
againt the project as part of Applicant's share of cost, as there 
will be no apparent need for it in reopening the portal. 


Perhaps these and. other points that doubtless will occur 
to your reviewer can be cleared up by correspondence with the Field 
Team and. Applicant.	 -
