This project is declined by the Field Team, Fuller and
Puffet also by'the Regional Office and by Newcomb Geological Survey,
and Chas. Johnson of the Bureau.

The application itself is a poor one, does not explain
the advisability'of doing the proposed work, which consists of a
330 ft. crosscut from present southwest face of main tunnel through
a diorite dike, and then drifting 200 foot on the other side of the
dike which strikes NW and SE, dips 85 degrees to 90 degrees NE,
and shows on the map as LO' thick. It is presumed that this cross-
cutting and drifting of 330 ft. plus 200 ft. will encounter a certain
vein. All that is known about this objective or target vein is that
it is disclosed in an open pit which is 15&9’higher in elevation and

2350 feet horizonally to the Northwest with an inclined distance

between the pit exposure and the proposed intersection, of 2700 feet.
The vein in the open pit which is sought, strikes about N 10 degrees
East dips 21 degrees southeast. .It cannot be expected that this
figure of 21 degree dip given on map should check with the location
point'of‘intersection as the data<§§)too inaccurate at this stage.

The vein where exposed on the surface, is 8 inches thick and it is
proposed to intersect it 1549 feet lower without any other information
between the surface pit and this depth. One cannot help but agree

with the Field Team that this is too far fetched, nor can disagree

with them in their suggestion that this 8 inch vein which has some
L /" bornite and chalcopyrite, and gave a sample

of high grade of 15.46% and sample of stockpiled ore of 5.42% might
justify some tﬁnnel work, somewhat lower down, but not biting off too
big a piece. This suggestion is sound. Another sound suggestion
would be to sink on this vein for a short distance, since it is
explosed only in an open cut. Both of these suggestions by the
Field Team were turned down by the applicant, who is bent on
finding this ore where he wants it, namely on the main tunnel level
where it can be extracted thru the tunnel to the 50 ton conéentrating
mill.,

Since the two obvious suggestions have been made by the
Field Team and they have been refused consideration as per the Field
Team report, it is not for us to write the Field Team and ask them
to again see if the operator will not meét us half way. I agree with
the Field Team in their conclusion that if the operator does not wish
to cooperate with us that he be left to his own devices.

The fact is that if the operator thought very favorably
of this 8 inch vein he should have done more work on it. Under no
consideration should we try for this vein at 1500 feet depth until a
!Stage one* involving the proppecting of this vein on the surface gave
indication,that this mineral showing,at this only place on the ¥ein
was not a "flash in the pan" or due to some intersection at that
particular point. An 8 inch vein is nothing to get excited about.
The distance from 8 inches to zero is too small, with an erratic vein.

The mine is mainly a gold and silver mine in the first place.

There is no indication that any substantial amount of copper would be
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discovered without which indication there is not\merit to an exploration

INTRQDUCTION

The application from the East Eagle Mining Company was re-
ceived at this office November 13, 1952, Examination of the subject
property was begun November 20, 1952 and complsted November 22, 1952,
The applicant, Mr. Raleigh Es Chadwell, Box 699, Baker, Oregon, Vice
President of the East Eagle Mining Company, accompanied the examin-
ing party throughout most of the examination. Snow hindered close
examination of many of the prospecting trenches.but a Brunton and
tape traverse was run to connect all important locations. The main
tunnel was mapped, as was a smaller one on the Monday Claim. The
McGee tunnel and two minor adits were not mapped due to caved con-
ditions and lack of time.

RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the East Eagle Mining Company
application for exploration ‘assistance for copper be denied.

The East Eagle Mine is primarily a goldesilver mine and
could perhaps be operated, as such, at a profit if the price of gold
were raised or mining costs lowerede However, the tenor of the ore
exposed in the veins which the company's proposal would explore does
not indicate that any substantial amount of copper would be dis=-
coverede The minor amount of copper which does occur is sparsely
scattered over a considerable strike length but is in no place con=
centrated in sufficient quantity to be considered an ore shoots
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The East Eagle Mining Company property is in the East Eagle
district, about L5 miles by road northeast of Baker, the county seat
of Baker County, Oregon. The nearest shipping point is Pondosa, Oregon,
a distance of 25 miles, The property consists of two groups of claims,
both under Lease and Option by the East Eagle Mining Company.

The Oliver. Lease and Option consists of 8 patented claims, all
in Sections 32 and 33, T 6 Se, Range hli East of the Willamette Meridian,
The original purchase price of this property was $25,000, Of this,
$23,000 has been paid from sale of timber on the land,

The other group of claims is known as the Pierce Lease and
Option and consists of I unpatented claims. An obvious diserepancy
exists between the location of the Pierce Lease and Option, as mapped
by the examiners, and the description supplied with the applications
The application states that these claims lie in Sections 29 and 32, Te 6
Se, Range 72 East of the Willamette Meridian. Range 72 East of the .
Willamette Meridian does not existe It is assumed that the legal de-
scription of the Pierce Lease and Option is incorrect and Range Ll East
should be substituted for Range 72 Easte .

Another discrepancy was noted in plotting a traverse from the
tunnel, supposedly on the Monday Claim, to the portal of the main tunnel.
This traverse, when plotted on a claim map supplied by the applicant,
put the tunnel in question 800 feet morth of the Monday Claim end-line,
The applicant has been informed of this discrepancy and has replied that
it will be investigated.

GEQLOGY

The East Eagle Mine lies in somewhat metamorphosed, steeply
dipping, sedimentary rocks of questionable ages Ce Pe Ross classifies
them as Carboniferous y because of their stratigraphic position be-
neath the Martin Bridge formation (Upper Triassic)e These rocks, where
exposed in the East Eagle Creek drainage area, are described by Ross as
recrystallized sandstones, conglomerates and cherty slates. In this
brief examination a general field classification of argillite was used,
Bedding is obscure and often difficult to distinguish from strong
Jointing, which is particularly conspicuous underground. In general,
the rocks are reddish-brown in color with purple and green facies ex-

posed occasionallye Lack of exposures prevented the determination of
a stratigraphic sequence,

Several strong, nearly vertical dikes, probably andesite or

- diorite in composition, are exposed in the areae

Four large fault zones are exposed in the main tumnel, These
faults are apparently, moderately low-angle, reverse faults or thrusts.

They are conspgmus by thelr persistence and b,mdulations in both
strike and dipe These fault zones appear to be chiefly crushed areas
with movement being dissipated over large expanses of sheared rocks,
although minor smounts of fault gouge have been developeds The width

of these shear zones varies from 8 inches to 3 feete Surface expressions
of the faults could not be seen. ‘

Two major veins are exposed in the main tunnel; some stoping
has been done on the most easterly of the two. The veins consist chiefly
of orushed and sheared quartz with minor amounts of calcite (probably
secondary) and a very small amount of malachite stain. The veins are
presumed to be post faulting; however, renewed movement along the faults
has crushed and sheared theme 1In one area an apparent swell in the
vein is the raesult of thrusting one portion of the vein over another,
giving an exaggerated thickness. In general, the veins range from 5 inches
to 0 inches in thickness and are contained within the fault zones. The
positions of the veins within the faults are not fixed and shifts from
footwall to hanging wall take place in short distancese The veln material
was observed closely for copper mineralization, but no sulfides were
seens Copper mineralization was so scarce that no samples were taken in
the unierground workings in the main tunnel, Perusal of the assay data
for these workings submitted by the applicant will indeed show that the
amount of copper found here is not large.

The small tunnel reported to bs on the Monday Claim is driven
on a quartz vein for approximately 100 feets A fault, which evidently
offset the vein, was then encountered.

LIFE HISTORY OF MINING EXPERTENCE OF
' "RALEIGH CHADWELL

My father,being a miner and prospector, gave me an early start
in the field of mining. DBetween the age of 12 and 18 I spent
a great deal of time prospecting with him, learning much about
rocks and rock structure as well as vein formations under ground
during that time. ' :

After finishing school I went to work for the U. S. Smelting and
Mining Company as a mucker in their Rainbow Mine at Baker, Oregone.
This was in 1913 and as I wanted to get some practical experience

I moved from mine to mine in CGregon, Nevada, Arizora and Idaho

for the next two years - even a trip into British Columbia, pros- .
pecting. From there I came back to Oregon, working for a time for
the Queen of the West Mine and later for the Cornucopia Gold Mines.
In 1915 T went to work for the Gold Coin Mine of Durkee, Oregon,
and in a short time I was appointed foreman of that operation.

When the Gold Coin Mine closed down I went back to the Cornucopia
Gold Mines as timberman, working there until the fall of 1917.

In 1918 I went to the Couer d'Alenes, of Idaho, working in the
Last Chance Mine as mucker and the Bunker Hill and Sullivan as
timbermane In 1923 I contracted to drive a cross cut tunnel for
the Baisley Elkhorn Mine, completing that tunnel on schedule. In
the years following I worked in several mines at various places

as mucker, timberman, shift boss, all to gain knowledge of mining
in as many phases as possible.  In 1929 to late 1930 I worked with -
Stewart Campbell, E. M., inspecting mines for thétr potentlal
worth, cutting samples for assay and making reports on such mines
inspecteds Following this and up to 1934 I worked for the Daddy
Lode Mine of Baker, Oregon, as sampler, the Mother Lpde Mine as

‘miner, the Whitehead Mine as timberman, the Hiland Mine of Hai nes,
