Enclosed are four copies of a report by Willard P. Puffett,
U. S. Geological Survey, concerning the subject application. This
report was prepared in response to a letter from the Operating
Committee dated November 16, 1953, requesting a field examination
of the applicant's property.

At the time of the examination, the applicant's property
was overlain with snow, which prevented a detailed study of the
property by the examining team. They were able, however, to meet
with Mr. Jim Ellis who is associated with Ketell Mining Corporation
on a co-ventureship basis, and who has been in charge of mining
operations. Mr. Ellis vas able to give them data on the shipments
to Geneva Steel Corporation. The high silica content of the manga- -

_hese ore, as indicated by these data, casts some doubt on the

advisability of continued exploration of this deposit. There is

even some question as to whether the ore can be beneficiated to a_
product : accsptable_uniggmex;stux;LEuLzﬁgulat1ons. In this respect
we wish to call your attention to a letter from Charilton Laboratories
concerning beneficiation of the ore, which is referred to in the
application. This letter notes that ore assaying 34.7 percent
manganese and 26 percent silica was upgraded to 45.1 percent manga-
nese and that silica was reduced to 13.4 percent. On this basis,.
the silica was reduced in quantity about 50 percent; however, it
should be noted that the 26 percent silica used in the test is
considerably lower than the silica content of most of the shipments

to Geneva Steel. Using the same reduction basis, silica content of
the Geneva shipments could not be reduced to below the meximum of

15 percent as specified by GSA. Using the same comparison, there

is some question as to whether the manganese content of ore shipped
to Geneva could be upgraded to the minimum of 40 percent as specified
by GSA. The 34.7 percent manganese ore used in the test is of higher
grade than most of the ore shipped to Geneva.

'Mr. Ellis informed the examining team that the Ketell

Mining Company might cease to have control of the property after
December 31, 1953, as that is the expiration date of the.f-menth
Jlease under which the property is belggvheld. He stated, however,
that he and his associates would be interested in continuing explo-
ration in the event Ketell withdrew his interest. Mr. Ellis had
gg;plan_;nmmlnd~fngexplgrat1on of the property other than testing
the outcrop by.bulldozing. Any bulldoz1ng program.would of course,
cost far less than the $100,000 suggested in the application.
Whether other exploration could more advantageously explore the
deposit could not be determined because of the snow-covered terrain.

If the Operating Committee believes that additional
information should be gathered by another field examination, please
advise and we shall schedule the examination as early as possible
during the coming spring season, otherwise it is suggested that no
further consideration be given this application.

On Wednesday, December 9, 1953, Mr. John Bowsher, mining
engineer, U, S, Bureau of Mines, and myself accompanied Mr. Jim Ellis
to the site of the open pit mining operations of the Ketell Mining
Corporation near Pleasant Valley, Oregon. Mr. Frank DeMerritt pre-
ceded us to the property. To reach the property, one travels east
on highway 30 for a distance of 10.7 miles from the Chevron service
station near the east city limits of Baker. At this place, one turns
to the left and follows a two-wheeled trail up the slope for 2.5 miles
to the open pit, which is situated near the southern end of a flat-
topped knoll. Recently drifted snow obscured the ground sufficiently
to prevent an examination of the property.

The following information concerning the operation was
obtained from Mr. Ellis., He stated that two groups are involved in
the mining operation. Ellis and associates do the actual mining and
Ketell Investment Corporation act as agents and sales representatives
for them. Mr. Ellis also states that Mr. Ketell's organization has
only 6-month lease which expires December 31, 1953, after which time
Ellis and associates will assume control of the operation unless further
financing is arranged by Mr. Ketell, or Ketell exercises his option
to buy.

Mining operations were active over a 2i-month period late
in the past summer. As a result of this operation, seven carloads of
ore were shipped to the Geneva Steel Company, Geneva, Utzh. Geneva
Steel Company had entered into a purchase-contract agreement with
the Ketell Mining Corporation for 1,000 tons of manganese ore to be
shipped within a 3-month period. After the seven carloads, totalling
287 tons, were shipped, Geneva Steel Company cancelled their purchase
agreement. According to Mr, Ellis, this cancellation was due to the





change in use by Geneva from crude ore to the "liquid oxides'?). This
change had been made to insure steady production at the steel plant .
inasmuch as their supply of crude ore had been too erratic and uncer-

tain.

: The mining operation consisted of fairly shallow stripping
and quite careful hand sorting of the ore. Mr. Ellis stated that it
was his experience to see very narrow bands of manganese ore widen
abruptly to lenses from which as much as a carload was produced.,

A1l machinery had been removed from the property for storage
at Pendleton, Oregon. .Mr. Ellis does not plan to resume operations
until weather permits, probably late in February or in.early March.

He was hopeful that a short period of fair weather would permit suf-
ficient thawing to remove the snow from the pit and thus allow adequate
examination by DMEA personnel, Although Mr, Ellis and associates are
not named in the application, Mr. Ellis is still desirous of following
through with the application should Mr. Ketell's interest be terminated
by the first of January.

Mre. Ketell called me from Portland todeay to discuss the applicatione.
I told him that we had not reviewed it thoroughly, but that in going over it,
it was evident that he had not adequately described the exploration work which
he intends to do and I suggested that we would need a great deal more datae.
He promised to send me more information, but I am rather doubtful as to whether
this will be what we requires Upon receipt of the additional informstion promis-
ed, we will review the application in the light of data which may be available
in the offices of the Bureau of Mines and the Geological Survey. Unless the
information, which Mr. Ketell has promised to present, is more informative than
that already contained in his application, I would like to see the application
denied on the ground that no logical plan of exploration has been presented.
If this cannot be done, it is probable that we will have to make g field
examingtion»

Please note that in the application Mre. John Armstrong of Pacific
Northwest Alloys, Ince, is quoted as stating that "with adequate prospecting,
10,000 to 100,000 tons of mangenese ore could be opened." Attached are two
copies of a letter dated October 1 from Mre. Armstrong to Mr. Ketell informing
him that he does not remember ever meking such a statemente

We carefully checked the bulletin, No., 17, written by the Geology
Department of the State of Oregon, called "Manganese in Cregon". We
refer you to this bulletin, You can obtain a copy through U. S.
Geological Survey, in Washington, D. C., We have one copy of the
bulletin but it is out of print and we were unable to get any more,
Several geologists state, in this bulletin, that they have inspected
these properties and feel that further prospecting work would be
fruitfull,

Mr. John Armstrong, Geologist with Pacific Northwest Alloys, Inc,
of Spokane, also inspected the property and according to our super-
intendent, Mr, Ellis, Mr. Armstrong felt that with adequate pro-
specting we could probably open up 10,000 to 100,000 tons of man=-
ganese ore in the near future,

We also refer you to U, S. Department of Interior bulletin R.I.4149
of November, 1947 which is called "Report of Investigations, Con=-
centrations of Oxide Manganese Ore.from the Sheep Mountain property,
Durkee District, Oregon", The Sheep Mountain property is an ex=-
tension of our property and it appears that this whole area from our
property on over to Sheep Mountain has considerable manganese out=
croppings; and if properly prospected we could probably open up

some very fine deposits of manganese. In the concluding paragraph

The "Utah" mine and the claims surrounding it, which we are working
now, are only two miles from the Union Pacific Railroad and two

miles from the paved highway between Baker and Boise. It is a downe
hill haul and we can operate the mines throughout t he winter because
of the favorable location and downhill run from the mine to the raile-
road,

We have a loading ramp at Durkee, Oregon for loading this ore into
the cars, .

I also enclose herewith copy of the ore settlement sheet from the Columbia
Geneva Steel Co., division of the U. S. Steel Corporation, on the first
car of ore for which they paid us.

We have four men working on the property and there is plenty of mane
power available, We ran an ad for some miners and got dozens of
answers., Materials, supplies, and equipment are on the property and
more is available should we need it, in Baker 11 miles away., Water
is available from springs on the property, and we have generating
equipment for power, and power lines are close by

He R. Ketell has had considerable experience in mining in California
and in Oregon and is interested in a large mine in Alaska. James
Ellis, the superintendent, at the property, has worked in mining for

a considerable period of time. He is also an expert at handling dynae
mite and equipment. Frank DeMerritt, assistant manager at the proper=-
ty, is an old time mining expert who has many claims and who has a
great deal of experience in dynamite work, Jjackhammer ,work, and
appraisal of minerals,

We intend to operate the property ourselves, although in some cases we
may do some labor contracting. We are paying $500.00 a month to our
mining superintendent.

We plan to operate the exploration program without allowing any
general overhead, corporate management, interest or taxes, All
money which will be used for exploration work will be for actual
work performed at the property. We are prepared to furnish our
share of the costs of this exploration work,

Introduction

The distribution of manganese minerals of possible economic value is less
widespread in eastern Oregon than in the southwestern part of the State. All
but a few of the known deposits are found in central Baker County included with-
in a circle with a radius of seven miles centersd halfway betweex Pleasant Val-
ley and Durkee. These occurrences are associated with cherts of Paleozoic age.
Just west of Unity, southern Baker County, manganese is found in a pumice de-
posit. Two other deposits occur in tuff and rhyolite of early Tertiary age,

15 and 20 miles north of Burns in north-central Harney County: one occurs in
chert 25 miles southwest of Canyon City on a branch of Murderers! Creek in south-

western Grant County; and two occur ir rhyolite and tuff ten miles north of Hamp-
ton in southeastern Crook County.

Pleasant Valley Area: According to Pardee, 21:213-214:

"Deposits near Pleasant Valley and Durkee, Baker county, are tentatively
classified as resulting from replacement of the country rock by carbonate or
s{ljicate.minerals that have become wholly or partly oxidized.
