We are attaching a letter of denial, to the cited Applicant, 
for Government assistance in a copper exploration project. 


It would appear from the reports that the pro:perty was 
thoroughly examined by Willard P. Puffett (geologist) and. by Webster 
S. Anderson (engineer). Their consolidated report is comprehensive 
and. shows nothing that could possibly be of interest to us. 


Narrow, mineralized, fractures in greenstone are in evidence 
on the property, with barite being the common garigue mineral. Nuiner-
ous prospect pits and. short adits have been excavated, all showing 
narrow veins varying in width from an inch to 2 inches. At times 
these barite veins show tiny discontinuous veinlets of chalcopyrite, 
less than half an inch in thickness. Insignificant amounts of 
galena and sphalerite are noted in certain instances. 


In none of the veins exposed on the claims was there any 
evidence of mineralized. rock of ore grade, or that the structures 
were strong enough to merit exploration for possible hidden ore 
shoots.

The field team examination report recommends the applicant 
be denied exploration assistance. 


Mineralization on the Red Mound Claims is limited to thin 
quartz-barite veins which contain sparse amounts of chalcopyrite, 
sphalerite and galena. None of the vein exposures carry minable ore, 
nor are there any persistent, strong vein structures which justify 
Government expenditure under the DMA program.

RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application for exploration 
assistance be denied. A, few thin, scattered and variously oriented 
quartz-barite veins containing sparse amounts of chalcopyrite, 
sphalerite and galena, occur in Permian greenstones on the Red Mound 
claims, but the veins are too narrow and sparsely mineralized to 
merit further exploration. 


-	 EXAMINATION 


The Red Mound claims were examined Nay 5, 19514., by Willard P. 
Puffett, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and Webster S. Anderson, 
engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. Mr. Charles A. Jones accompanied 
the examiners and directed them to all old workings and prospect pits. 
Seven hours were spent on the property. 


PROPERTY 


The Red Mound. Claims No. 1 and No. 2, are about 1 mile 
southwest of the town of Homestead, Baker County, Oregon. The 
property can be reached by following an old road which branches from 
the state highway to the northwest about 1 mile southwest 'cf Homestead. 
This road extends about a quarter of a mile to Mr. Jones' cabin on 
Holbrook Creek. It is necessary to hike about.three-quarters of a 
mile from the cabin, along Holbrook Creek' to the southeast corner of 
Red Mound ClaimNo. 1. Presumably Mr. Jones controls the property 
between the cabin and Red Mound Claim No. 1, but he did not include 
this land in his application.
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The road from the state highway to the cabin is of an 
elementary type and would not support heavy traffic. Heavy snows or 
wet weather would make the road impassable. 


COMPETENCY OF PPPLICANT 


Mr. Jones originally worked at the Eagle-Picher mines near 
Joplin, Missouri. His other mining experience includes prospecting 
for diamonds in Arkansas, and mining small barite and manganese 
properties in Missouri. In recent years he has been employed at the 
McNary Dam near Hermiston, Oregon. He is probably 60 years ,old and 
appears to be in good health. His financial resources are obviously 
very limited. He seems to have a fair understanding of ore deposits 
and habits of vein-like deposits; it is believed he could supervise 
only the most simple type of prospecting or mining project. 


PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The applicant owns the Red Mound Claims No. 1 and. No. 2 by 
right of location. He first staked these claims in l9li6. He reports 
they are recorded in Book 14.3 pages 568 and 570 of the county records 
in Baker, Oregon.


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


The two claims trend north across steep divides between 
Holbrook Creek and Spring Branch Creek and between Spring ]3ranch and 
Starved-Out Creeks.. Average slope of the hills bordering these 
creeks is 35 degrees. Altitudes range from 2,500 feet at the south-
east end of the No. 1 claim to about 3,14.00 feet at the northwest 
corner of No. 2 claim. Holbrook Creek is a perennial stream, whereas 
Spring Branch Creek is an intermittent stream. 


Workings on the property include four short adits, a shaft 
8 feet deep plus numerous prospect pits. Two of the adits were not 
safe for inspection because of caving ground. The accompanying sketch 
map shows the relative location of the many prospect pits and other 
workings.


GEOLOGY 


The following statements concerning the general geology of 
the area surrounding the Red Mound Claims are quoted from Oregon 
Metal Mines Handbook, Bull. No. 114-A, State of Oregon, Department of 
Geology and Mineral Industries, 1939, p. 57. 


"The older rocks emerge from below the basalt between 
Copperfield and Homestead. In the Basin west of Homestead, the 
contact is a thousand feet or more above the Snake; at Ballards 
it is about 2,000 feet; at Spring Creek 7 miles from Homestead, 
a little less; and at Squaw Creek, 12 miles away, cons iderably 
more.
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ttThis ragged edge of older rocks, elsewhere covered by the 
red blankets of recent flows, is for the most part made up of 
greenstones. The greenstone series, the oldest rocks of the 
district, consist of amygdaloidal, porphyritic and dense flows 
with interbedded breccia, tuffs, sandstones, and. conglomerates. 
The igneous flows make up by far the larger part of the series. 
Smaller streaks of sandstone and conglomerate are imbedded in the 
flows.


'tThe general direction of the strike is N-S, but the dip 
varies in both angle and direction. Microscopic examination of 
many thin sections reveals the fact that the originaJL character of 
these rocks is much obscured by their pronounced alteration. This 
much is evident: Before their alteration the flows ranged from 
ordinary basalt to rhyolite, from basic to acidic, in which are 
roughly bedded masses of volcanic tuffs, breccias, and occasionally 
thin beds of sandstone and conglomerate." 


The basalt is a part of the Columbia River basaits of Miocene 
age, whereas the greenstone has been dated as Permian in age. 


With the exception of at least one narrow basalt dike, the 
Red. Mound Claims are underlain by the above-described greenstone 
series. The general rock type exposed in the many prospect pits is 
a much altered andesite, although locally there are variants of this 
type rock marked by many pinkish blotches which may represent filled 
amygdules


The numerous prospect pits and short adits have explored 
narrow mineralized fractures in the greenstone. These fractures 
strike in a general north-south direction and. dip rather steeply to 
the west, although, as can be seen on the accompanying sketch map, 
many fractures strike to the northeast and dip to the southeast. 
The fractures range in width from less than one inch to a maximum of 
214- inches. At only a few localities can the fractures be traced 
along strike for more than a few feet. 


The most common fracture-filling mineral is barite, although 
quartz is predominant in one or two localities. Near the discovery 
pit, in the southeast part of the area sketched, there is a rather 
persistent barite vein, attaining a maximum exposed width of 214 . inches. 
Within the barite, and rather sporadically oriented, are a number of 
discontinuous stringers of chalcopyrite. These stringers are less 
than one-half inch thick and persist in length for only a few inches. 


On the dump near the portals of the two short adits on 
Spring Branch Creek, are many specimens of barite containing scattered 
crystals of pyrite, with minor amounts of chalcopyrite. The applicant 
reports some sphalerite in this material.
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On the steep hillslope north of Holbrook Creek are a number 
of prospect pits which for the most part exposed only much :Lron-
stained andesite. At one location, just above the site of the adit 
portal of the proposed crosscut, a few tiny grains of galena have 
been exposed. Some oxidized copper stains occur in the rock near the 
galena. It is estimated that the rock in which the galena occurs 
would not assay more than one percent lead. 


To the west, from the exposure of the galena, the applicant 
has sunk a short shaft, following a sparsely mineralized stringer. 
The applicant reports obtaining an assay of i.8o percent copper from 
the finely ground rock obtained from the shaft. At the time of the 
inspection, it was very difficult to recognize any copper minerals 
in the walls of the shaft, or in the rock on the dump near the shaft. 


North from this shaft, and in Spring Branch Creek, are some 
boulders containing numerous black sphalerite crystals. Mr.. Jones 
reports obtaining an assay in excess of 30 percent zinc from a sample 
of this rock. A rather indistinct fracture trending nearly due west 
was seen in this locality, and the rock bounding this fracture was 
much bleached; however, no sphalerite was seen in the rock bounding 
the fracture. 


To the north, and up the steep slope from the sphalerite 
occurrence, a 14-9-foot adit has been driven northwestward into the 
hill. This adit was not safe for examination. Rock on the dump 
near the portal contains scattered chalcopyrite, plus some pyrite. 
Mr. Jones reports obtaining an assay from one of the richer specimens 
which yielded 3 percent copper, 7 percent zinc, 1.8 ounces per ton 
of silver, and $2. 1l.0 per ton gold. This assay was obtained from the 
American Smelting and Refining Smelter at Tacoma, Washington. Near 
the portal of the adit, a rather strong fault could be seen striking 
northwest and dipping 65 degrees to the southwest. It is presumed 
that mineralized rock on the dump was found along this fault. 


Across the steep ridge-top to the northwest, another 
prospect pit explored a fracture containing some fine-grained chalco-
pyrite. At the maximum, this fracture is 214. inches wide, but it 
does not appear to persist very far along strike. 


In none of the veins exposed on the two claims was there 
any evidence of mineralized rock of ore grade, or that the structures 
were strong enough to merit any further exploration for possible 
hidden oreshoots. There are no ore reserves on the property. 


PAST OPERATION 


Past operations on the property consist only of excavating 
small prospect pits and driving a few short adits. No production has 
been obtained.
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APPLICANTS PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposed driving a crosscut for 500 feet to 
explore the projected downward extension of many of the na:rrow, 
sparsely mineralized fractures. He also applied for aid to construct 
an access road from his cabin to the proposed portal site. 


The access road would be about 1 mile long and would traverse 
the banks of Holbrook Creek. The change in elevation from the cabin 
to the proposed. portal site is 500 feet. There is very little 
unconsolidated material along the creek, altered greenstones being 
exposed for nearly the entire distance. Consequently it would take 
much rock work and. blasting to construct even the most elementary 
type of road. The applicant was of the opinion that this road could 
be constructed for $3,000.00. 


The applicant submitted figures for the costs of the adit 
which totalled $19,318.00, or an average of about $38.63 per foot. 


The total estimated cost of the project as submitted by the 
applicant is $23,1i.l2.00. 


The veins on the applicants property are too narrow and too 
sparsely mineralized to merit any additional exploration.
