The completed contract work consisted of seven trenches and
a 28-foot prospect shaft. Mineralized rock was exposed in trenches
4, 6 and 7 and in the 28-foot shaft; however, the amount of recoverable
mercury indicated by this work was estimated to be only about lO flasks.
Most of this production would be obtained from a small ore lens in the
28-foot shaft. The results of the exploration work were unfavorable
and significant amounts of mercury were not found.. A certificate of
discovery was not issued.

The previous project was based on the favorability of the
clay-tuff contact as a possible zone of significant mineralization.
The same information and reports were available at the time of the
initial field examination as we now have for our present consideration,
with the exception of the DMEA trenching results.
