Willard P. Puffett and Webster S. Anderson visited the 
Owen Pigmon property on Thursday, October 28, 1951i, to discuss 
a recent application for DMEA assistance submitted by Mr. Owen 
Pigmon, P. 0. Box 382, Redmond, Oregon. 


On June 23 and 2I, 19514., the same DMEA field examiners had 
conferred with Mr. Owen Piginon at the Amit mine concerning explora-
tion possibilities at the property. In June, Mr. Pigmon stated 
that he wished to explore for cinnabar by drifting westward along 
the ore-bearing structure from the Amity mine underground workings. 
It was Mr. Pigmon's belief in June that he could obtain permission 
from the operators of the Amity mine to use their adit for access to 
this proposed drift. He also believed that should he be successful 
in finding ore, such ore could be treated at the Herschoff furnace 
on the Amity property. 


During the visit in June, the DMEA examiners inspected 
the underground. workings at the Amity mine and made a tape and compass 
traverse of one of the recently rehabilitated adits. In this adit, 
new work had exposed an oreshoot of cinnabar nearly 30 feet long and 
averaging about 1 feet thick Samples taken of this ore assayed about 
103 pounds of mercury per ton across 1 foot, and nearly 12 pounds 
of mercury across 1. feet. This oreshoot occurred in a wide, gouge-
filled shear zone that apparently can be traced over a distance of 
at least four miles in the vicinity of the Amity mine. 


Evidences of other oreshoots in the shear zone were seen 
in old surface workings on the neighboring claims which Mr. Pigrnon had 
recently staked. Thus, in June, it seemed probable that continued 
drifting along the shear zone on Piginon's property would have con-
siderable merit, provided he could obtain access to this shear zone 
from the underground workings in the Amity mine.

Various features of the DIvIEA program were discussed. with 
Mr. Pinon at that time. He stated that it was his plan to submit 
an application for assistance in driving an 800 .-foot drift along the 
mineralized shear zone westward from the Amity mine. 


On July 28, 19511., Willard Puffett made a brief visit 
to the Amity mine to determine if Mr. Pinon were still associated 
with the operations there, and if he still intended to submit an 
application. In conversations with Dr. Benson, general manager of 
the Amity mine, it was brought out that since June, soniè rather 
serious legal and :personal controversies had developed between 
Mr. Pigmon and the operators of the Amity mine. The resul	 these

controversies was that Mr. Pigmon was no longer permitted. to enter 
ijontheproptyof the Amity nllne Thus it seemed quite probable 
that Mr. Pigmon's proposed exploration project would not be feasible. 


The operators of the Amity mine, who had since changed 
the name f	 Athi rMines,Iñc. to Ochoco Nines, Inc., also intimated 
that the neighboring claims which Mr Pigmon had staked were owned 


l T ariton , who is an employee of the Bell Telephone Company 
in_Eugene, Oregon. Mr. Stanton Is said to have staked these claims 
in l95, and. Mr Pigmon's claims, according to the Amity peopLe are, 
iFifl!óf with Mr • Stanton' s claims 


On September 17, 19511. , Mr. Pigmon submitted his a:pplication. 
In this application he had. changed his proposal from drifting west-
ward from the Amity mine- workings, to driving a long crosscut north-
ward on his property to intersect the mineralized shear zone. In 
his application he specifies only 800 feet of underground workings, 
with no breakdown as to how much of this work will be crosscutting 
and how much will be drifting along the shear zone. 


The DMEA examiners revisited the Pigmon property on 
October 28, 19511., to attempt to determine, if possible, whether Mr. 
Pigmon held. valid rights to his claim and to discuss with 	 Pigmon

the possibilities of modifying his proposed work from such a long 
crosscut to possibly surface trenching and. sinking a shaft on the 
shear zone.


The D1A examiners arrived at the Pigrnon property shortly 
after 7:00 a,m., and it was not until 11:00 a,m. that Mr. Pigmon and 
his helper, Mr. Crosby, arrived at the property. While waiting for 
Mr. Pigmon to arrive, the DMEA examiners checked the location notices 
and claim posts on Mr. Pigmon 's property and found that with the 
exception of the Road claim, all location notices seem to have been 
properly filed and recorded, although this does not, of course, 
determine the validity of a possible prior location. klocation 
post and small discovery pit had been placed and excavated on the 
Itclaim but no location notice was posted The Road claim is the 
claim on which the proposed long crosscut is tQbe started,

After Mr. Pigmon and. Mr. Crosby arrived, Pigrnon reported 
that he had not as yet recorded the location notices on the Road. 
claim but he planned on doing that within the next few days. 


Mr. Pigmon reported that the reason for his tardiness at 
arriving at the property was that during the previous day and night, 
he had been negotiating an agreement with the owners of the Amity 
mine (Ochoco Mines, Inc.), and had been successful In obtaining a 
purchase agreement from these people. He reported that the docuinenta-
tion of this agreement was then in the process of being recorded in 
the courthouse In Prineville, Oregon. As aresult of this agreement, 
Mr. PInon believed that once again it would be possible to plan his 
exploration to drive his drift along the mineralized. shear zone west-
ward from the underground workings of the Amity mine. Hot 	 :1

The DMEA examiners suggested to Mr. Pi@non that he wait 
until he was absolutely certain that he could drive his exploration 
headings west from the underground workings of the Amity mine, and 
that no action would. be taken on his application until the matter was 
settled.. Mr. Pigmon agreed. to this and said he would inform the DMEA 
if and when his agreement with the Amity people was more or less 
stabilized. 


A brief visit was then made to the Amity mine. Mr. ]?rank 
0. Reid, a local miner familiar with the company, and another man 
were temporarily staying at the property. No active development or 
exploration at the mine was being done and the camp, in nearly all 
respects, seemed abandoned. Mr. Reid said that it was his impression 
the agreement Mr. Pigmon had with the Amity people was that Pigmon 
had. 62 working days to remove the ore remaining in the one oreshoot 
in the Amity mine. Other than this, he knew nothing about any long-
term agreement. This Is hearsay and we do not know the basis :ror. 
Mr. Reid's Information. However, In visits to the Amity mine and 
other neighboring properties i.ñ the Ochoco mining district, we have 
hëUmany unfavorable references regarding Mr Pigmon Although 
perhaps, in part this can be attributed to local jealousies and 
conflicts, yet the unanimity of these reports is a matter of concern 
to D14EA examiners, if the Government is to enter into an exploration 
contract with Mr. Pigmon. It will be recalled that the Government 
entei'ed into a contract with Mr. Pigmon in 1952 (Idm-E230), but that the 
contract was rescinded before any work was done because, according to 
Mr. Pigmon, the owner had an opportunity to sell at a higher price 
than Mr. Plginon was offering. 


The general essence of local comment referred to above is 
that Mr. Piginon might be termed. an "overly" religious person, given 
to having visIons on which his exploration w6rk in the past has been 
based.	 bt was expressed also whether modest sums of money borrowed

from his fellow church members for exploring the property had been 
idto any effective purpose

In all his conversations with DMEA personnel, Mr. :pinon 
perhaps is overready to "run down" other individuals in the area, but 
otherwise he seems to be a very se'ious and conscientious individual 
whose main concern is to get his affairs in order so that he can 
go ahead with an exploration project. 


The property appears to be worth exploring but in view 
of the situation it is evident that before the Government considers 
the application further Mr. Pinon should be required to show 
that he has clear title to the ground, that he has a valid signed 
agreement with Amity Mines, Inc., giving him right of access to the 
property, and that he has adequate financial backing.
