The denial of the subject application is recommended 
by this Division based on the following information: 


(1) The applicants, John and James McManmon and Kenneth 
B. Farmer,.1617 Division Street, Bend, Oregon, requested 
exploration assistance in the amount of $11,054.00 for bull-
dozing, stripping, crosscutting and shaft sinking. 


(2) The applicants control, by lease from the owner, 
Harry E. Hall, the Fremont No. 1 and Fremont No. 3 unpatented 
mining claims, located in the N.E. ,.
