Following i a brief report on the cinnebar deposit thut was
inspected on September Yéth and 15th by myself accg:ganiod by
yourself and one of the owners of the property, Frank Reid of
Redmond, Oregon,

GENERAL

The property in discussion consists of fé'un atented claims
situated in Section 20 and 26, R 20 E, T 14 N, Cxook County,
Oregon and recorded at the Crook County Court House, Prineville,
Uregon, The property is accessible by traveling 12 miles east
of Prineville on H., . Hwy 26, a good asphalt highwa,, thence
spproximately 6 miies south on dirt roads.

The claims are locaeted at an elevation of 69906 to 6300 ft. and
ere heavely timbered with ponderosa pine. The ares is one of
hesvy rainfall and there is abundant snowfall during the winter
months, The roads are kept open during the winter months by
the Forest Service, except for a short length that could be sus-
ily maintained privately. A short portion of the present road
to the claims is in poor condition, but very little work would
bé necessary to render it fit for the movement of heavy trucks.

GEOLLCGY

}ost of the ares included ir the claims is covered by s mantel
of from 2 to 8 ft of soil, but outcrops, old mine workings and
recent stripging operations show the rock type to vary from an
ancesite to basalt, both of which in places have we:lhered and
altered highly te s soft, porous rock, due to the breakdown
and kaolinization of the feldspars.

Uriginally the property was mined for gold anc the mire workings
shown on the accomganying map were driven to prospect for gold.

The mineralization followed in this attempt, consisted of vexy
narrow seams of pyrite, somewhat "gougey", and exhibiting very
iittle favorability toward gold depositions in the opinion of

this writer., FMost of the old workings are now inaccessible

due te considerablie sloughing and caving of the soft, alterec rack.

in 1942 the property was reopened and an R, F. C. loan was griated
to explore this property by continuation of the 6100 level east-
ward in an attempt to localize gny downward extension of miner-
slization present on the 6260 level. According to verbal repoxts
said work intersected a zone of good grade cinnebar mineralization.
Seversl attempts have bsen made by the present owners to locate
any ?até in regary to this work, but to date have been unsuc-
cessful.
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Mr. Reid and his partners gained control of the prog;tty by
restaking the ground after the ground became free through
fallure of the required assessment work. Since acquiring the
ground the present owners have done a considerable amount of
stripping to expose any cinnebar deposition and it i{s the
mineralization exposed by thie stripping thet was examined and
sempled by the writer,

The mineralization consists of cinnebar, pyrite, and magnetite,
and is confined to zones of fracturing the fractures being very
thin, not exceeding #« inch in width and accuring very close toe
gether with the cinneber and associsted minerals depcsited ao
long these fractures. The zones of fracturing do not appear to
follow any definite pattern as near as could be determined in
the short time spent examing the property.

As stated, the host rock for the mineralization consists of
segregated andesite ond basalt, most of the rock exposed being
highly decomposed as described previously although containing
zones of very dense, harc unaltered andesite.,

Several channel samples were cut across the widest portion of
cinnebar mineraiization exposed Ly the stripping and the assays
obtained as run by the lnion Assay Office, Salt Lake City asre
shown on the accompenying map which is selfwexylanatozz. As
shown thess channel samples wera cut scxoss a 45 ft, dth and
sssayed 0.32% Hg, or 6.4 lbs, of Hg. per ton, a value of $21.70
pexr ton at present prices, across the tosztal width,

On levsl 6200, the data aveilable shows & 77.8 width of miner-
alization assaying U.80% Mg, or 17.3 ibs. per ton, a gross value
of $60.50 par ton et present msrket prices. The accuracy of

these assays @an only be assumed since the workings are not
presently accessible to studg and sample the mineralization and
nothing iz known of the sampling technique employed by the sampier.

Several &rip pite on the property show mineralizetion snd although
not sampied by myself, several sumples were cut by the owners

anu reported to be ecusl in grade to those cut by myself in the
cne exposure sampled,

As stated previcusly, this writer believes the ore to occur in
random zones of fracturing that from all indicatons ore locally
of small diaemeter but are closely spaced., The verticle axtent
of these zones can only be determined by drilling or reopening
the old workings, but should this extent be short it is still
quite possible that the zones of fracturing themselves extend to
an appreciable depth below those known to exist,
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Cinnebar mineralization is known to exist over an area of 1500ft,
by 600 ft. as exposed in the stripping that has been done. It
can certainly not be expected that there will be mineralizatdéon
of & mineable grade over this entire srea but it is reasonable
to assume a caxtain amount of mineable grade within the area and
it is very heartening to have such a considerable areal extent
of mineralization, No attempt has been made to calculate the
tonnage of mineable grade material because of the limited know-
ledge as to both the lateral and vertical extent of the ore.
However, 1 am sure® that the information here presented warrants,
on its own merit, without any assumptions, that the property

is deserving of an explorstion program to detexmine the extent
and grade of the cdeposit and there is at present nothing to
indicate the impossibility of the existence of z sizeable body
of mineable cinnebar mineralization.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY

The mine workings are an the steep north slope of Lookout
Mountain at an altitude of about 6,000 feet. The slope is covered by
a fair growth of large ponderosa pine. The climate is characterized
by fairly dry summers and moderately wet snowy winters.

The mine is developed by at least six adit tunnels (pl. 1)
all of which are now caved at or near their portals. The tobal extent
of these workings is not lmown but in 1930, on the main adit level alone, |
1,500 feet of drifts, several raises, and three stopes were open (Gilluly,
Reed and Park, 1933, fig. 20). It is estimated from maps submitted by
the applicent that at least 2,250 feet of drifting on various levels has
been done en the property.

- Surface workings include 15 or more prospect pits and dozer
trenchss. Soms of the trenches are about 10 or 15 feet deep, the desp-
est being the Dregline and Melm cuts (pl. 1). The walls of many of the
trenches ere sloughed, but the applicamt has reeently re-sxposed the
bedrock in the more important trenches.

A small habitable two-room cebin is located about 800 fesb
norbh of the Dragline cut.

PRODUCTION

Production to 1930 was about 50 flasks of mesrcury (GLllwly,
Reed, and Park, 1933, p. 121). In 1936 or 1937 the Reconstruction
Finence Corporation made a loan on the property and eventuslly took it
over. In 1941 the Gllkey Brothers of Seattle took a lease on the pro=
perty from the RFC with an option %o purchass, Machinery was instelled
and thers was soms production, reported to have besn about 150 flasks.
No definite production information is available., It seems certain that
at least 200 flasks of mercury, and possibly mors, have been produced
from the property. :





CEOLOGY

The property is underlain chiefly by quartz latite flows
of the Clarno formation of Eocene Age. In places irregular-shaped
tmgues and masses of dark fine-grained basalt have invaded the
quartz latite flows; andesite dikes cut the rocks locally.

Where exposed, the quartz latite and andesite diks rocks
have been intensely altered to soft friable material composed chiefly
of kaolin intermixed with considerable amounts. of quartz grains,
Above the water table the altered rocks are buff to cream coloraed but
below the water table they are pale gray-green in color. Rust brown

to maroon colored diffusion bands of iron oxides are common in the

eltered rock. above the water table; in places this coloration makes
viguel detection of cinnebar difficult. The original structural and
textural featwres are generally obscured by the intense alteration.

tion, particularly in the Main eand Dragline cuts (pl. 1).

Cinnabar, together with quartz, opal and calcite £ills
small irregular, branching fractures and veinlets that usually occcuw
in zonss of steeply dipping subparallel veinlets distxibuted over a
zons a few inches to several feet wide. Individual veinlets are only
a few feet long and renge in width from mere films to as much as am
inch, The strike length of the individual zones was not debtermined
but the widest zone observed is abow 25 fest., This zons is at the
southwest end of the Mein cut where samples 335-B and 336-B were taken.

Subsurface information is somewhat lacking but a relieble
estimate of the possible size and shape of the ore bodles can be ob-
teined from the text and figure 20 in Gilluly, Reed, and Park (1933).
In this report stope lengths up to 75 feet are shorn e figure 20,
and stopes from 15 to 20 fest wide and LO feet high are discussed in
the text. '





‘SAMPLING

During the examination Mr. Bellows declared thet hs expscted
to find, and was mainly interested in finding, a large low-grade de-
posit. In addition, the subsurface maps indicate that most of the
ground underlying the terget area has bsen eiplored and #at most of -
the high-grade "vein" material has been mined out. The samples taken,
therefore, were unusuvally long and were primarily designed to determine
the existence or nonexistence of a large low-grade deposite

\ With one exception, none of the samples t aken outside of the
¥ain cut containsd more than 0.l of a pound of mercury per ton., The
exception, sample 340-B, was grabbed from about 20 points on the dump
of a caved adit located at the southwsst corner of ths property.
Sample 3L0-B contained only 0.8 pound of mercury per tom, AS an eco-
nomic' low-grade mercury deposit would have to approach 2% to 3 pounds
of mercury per ton, a potential large low-grade deposit has not been
indicated by the sampling away from the Main cut. FEighteen samples
were taken from the Main cut, of which five comtained a pound or more
of mercury per ton, while only two (330-B and 335-<B), equalled or ex-
ceeded a cut-off grade of 2,5 pounds of mercury per ton. .These two
sample locations are about 150 feet apart and are in cinnabar-bearing
vein zones that have roughly the same strikes Semples 306=B, 307<B,
and 311=B, however, taken along the wall of the cut betwsen samples
335=B and 330-B, greetly reduce the likelihood of a zoms of ore ex-
tending betwesn tham.

MERIT OF THE PROPERTY

For practical purposes thz results of the surface sampling
rule out a large low-grade mercury deposit near the surface of the
area. Furthermores, the subsurface maps show. that the bulk of the
clnnebar occurs as steep-dipping tabular-shaped shoots only a few
feet wide and of limited length. This demonstrated habit reduces
the likelihood of a large low-grade deposit existing anywhere on ths
property. : .

The only near-surface targst of possible interest is the
zone between samples 330-B and 335-B. A high-grading operation be-
tween these locations would be a poor risk because of the interven-
ing low-grade samples. Moreover, subsurface workings, apparently
ralses or stopes, not shown on map, break to the surface at two
points near this zone, indicating that it is alresdy mined out., It
seems likely that any promising structure or high-grade shoot in the
erea has already been explored or mined from the main level %o within
a few feet of the surface.





Because the mine is reported to have produced a fair
tonnage of 6-pound rock, exploration bslow ths known worldngs might
appeal to some people. The heavy ground, however, requiring com=
plete lagging along almost all workings and square sets in the stopss,
takes away much of the appeal.

Certeinly there is no target in ths area that merits
Government-gupported exploration.
