Subject: Review of application

The applicant requests assistance in prospecting a bedded
series of volcanic tuffs for mercury and uranium, The mercury apparently
is associated largely with opalized rocks. When inspected by a geologist
of the State Dept. of Geol. and Mineral Industries of Oregon, Max Shafer
on June 9, 1956, a mineralized zone 300 x 100 feet had been stripped,
From 4 pits, probably within that area, A4 samples were taken. A l-foot
seam afforded a sample that showed 4 pounds of mercury per ton. The
other samples assayed 0,03, 0,015 and 0,08% Hg,

Mr, Shafer recommended that the surface deposits be extended
to their full extent, Nothing is said in the application about further
work having been done., Therefore the Shafer samples are the sole sup-
port of the application,

Uranium mineralization is mentioned and prospecting for uranium
deposits is probably part of the proposed prospecting project. High counts
are noted on the map, Exhibit 2-D, but no specific data are furnished.

If the l6-month permit to prospect terms also give reasons for
denial of the application such would seem to be in order, inasmuch as
the project, as planned, is little other than a prospecting venture.
