Reports: No Field Team report or recommendations. R. C. Treasher of
: the Oregon State Department of Geology and Mineral Industries
reported on the property under dates of February 12-13, 1940
and April 28, 1942, and the followlng information is derived
from this report.

The property has been worked off and on since the first
World War. It was reported that at least two carloads of high-
grade ore were shipped in 1918.. Sometime after 1930 some ore
was concentrated and a small shipment made. :

The upper workings (Applegate} consist chiefly of 50 feet
of open cut, 112 feet of tunnel, and a 50-foot winze or stope
which was sunk in ore. The vein in these workings remains





fairly constant, but the ore shoots in the vein seem to vary
in width from a few inches to as much as |} feet. In the winze
or stope the ore pinched to a few inches in width at two places
and also swelled to two fair-sized pockets within a slope
distance of 50 feet. The ore is 5 inches wide in the sump.

~ In’ the 50-foot, open-cut tunnel approach there are boulders
containing fresh, high-grade stibnite in a matrix that is
decomposed to clay. About 20 tons of hand-picked ore remain
on the dump.

, The lower workings (Antimony Lode) consist chiefly of an
"~ adit 112 feet long, a 36-foot deep shaft, 50 feet above the

adit, and an open cut extending northwesterly from the collar
of the shaft. Apparently a high-grade pocket of ore had been
removed from the shaft and a 6-inch stringer was visible in
the sump. About 90 feet from the portal of the adit there is a
vein about 5 feet wide bounded by well=definied walls with
accompanying gouge.

There are a number of other workings that are caved and
inaccessible. An interesting ore occurrence was found in the
first caved workings southwest of the upper tunnel., It was
reported thaet stibnite float is plentiful on the hillside.

An assessment cut on the Antimony Lode claim exposed the vein,
but no ore was found.

It was concluded that the average grade across a mining
width is low, but the prospect shows definite possibilities
both far concentrating ore and for developing high-grade lenses.

Norman S. Wagner, Geologist, Department of Geology and
Mineral Industries, Oregon, reported in 194k that no clean-cut,
persistent, mineralized vein is to be seen in the accessible
workings on either claim. In both places, judging from the
size and shape of the winze stopes, the shoots have very short
lateral extent compared to vertical extent. However, it is
reported that stibnite float has been found at many places on
the hillside, and it is altogether probable that additional
lenses may be found. Whether these are comparable in size to
‘those already mined and equally widely separated or whether
larger ones, more closely spaced and aligned occur, is proble-
matical.’ '

Commodity Group Comments: _
USBM, Abbott Renick, December 18, 1956:
The application is somewhat sketchy. Additional informa-
tion about the prospect is required. Recommends that the

application be referred to the Field Team for examination and
report. ‘





USGS, T. H. Kiilsgaard, December 27, 1956:

On the basis of Treasher's report recommends that the
application be denied without a field examination. Considering
the nature of stibnite veins and that this is a weak stibnite
vein in an area that is not known to be productive, it would
appear that little could be expected from the proposed work.
Since the old workings are caved it is evident that field
examiners would not see as much as Treasher did, which is all
the more reason why a field examination would be in good part
wasted effort.

Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Div., Michael Ching, Jan. 1ll, 1957¢

The subject property has been a small antimony producer,
Apparently most of the old workings are now caved and inaccessible.
The only information available from the past are the reports by
Treasher and Wagner and these were made in 1940, 1942, and 19Lk.
These reports, while not very encouraging, are nevertheless, not
negative. Treasher concludes that the prospect shows "definite
possibilities both for concentrating ore and for’ developing
high—grade lenses.!" TWagner believes the potential of the
property is limited, but, because stibnite float has reportedly
been found at many places, it is altogether probable that
additional lenses (of ore) may be found, even though the size
and spacing of such lenses would be problematical.

As far as prospects go, this is not a bad one. The
application is somewhat sketchy and it is possible that
accessibility to exposures may be better than indicated.
Also, it is possible that considerable assessment work may
have been done since theproperty was examined by Treasher.
The property has not been examined for 15 years and an
examination may disclose the desirability of an alternate
program such as surface trenching in lieu of rehabilitation
of the old workings.

Conclusions and Recommendations:

Referral to the field, at this time, for a field examination
could produce only a very limited amount of information other than
that presently known through published reports. If the Applicant
makes accessable the presently caved workings, at least those
considered worthy of examination, a field examination should be
made if so requested by the Applicant.

In both places, judging
from the size and shape of the winze stopes, the shoots
have very short lateral extent compared to vertical
extent. In neither place is. there any obvious lead
which would justify the presumption that lenses might
repeat frequently along the strike of either of these
shears. It would appear that structural control, such
as the intersection of shears or joints, localizes
mineralization. The fact that the inaccessible older
workings are situated at uniformly spaced intervals
at right angles to the strike of the main Applegate
workings tends to substantiate this conclusion.
However, it is reported that stibnite float has
been found at many places on the hillside, and it
is altogether probable that additional Zenses may
be found., Whether these are comparable in size to
those already mined and equally widely separated, or
whether larger ones more closely spaced and aligned
occur, is problematical.
