The property has been prospected by Geiger and scintillation 
counters and an open pit excavated in the vicinity of the 
highest readings to a depth of 7 feet. A bed of conglomeratic 
sandstone at the bottom of the pit and a vertical channel in the 
wall were sampled. The assays ran. 0.010 and 0.012% U308, 
respectively. Radioactivity was very slight. Such radio-
activity in a sandstone associated with and containing some 
volcanic debris is not unexpected. There is no geologic 
reason to expect significantly better results if further 


• work were done either laterally or at depth. 


It is concluded that the chance of raking a significant 
discovery on the property is poor. Denial of the application 
is recommended.
