The applicant requests assistance in exploring by drilling 
a fault believed to be uranium ore-bearing. 


As I interpret the scant data furnished, from one exposure 
12 feet square samples assaying from 0.22 to 0,68% U308 have been 
taken. The uranium mineral (autunite) occurs in volcanic tuff, fault 
gouge, and opalized tuff. The relationship is not clear and the 
reason for expecting prime ore in deep drill holes is not too evident 
as auger drill holes 180 feet deep have already been drilled. 


If the White King mine is a fair producer, examination of 
this prospect is probably warranted. 


Referral of the application to the Field Team is recommended.
