APPLICATION OF ALTON D AEUNDSON. ET AL 


L... Physical Description 


(a) We have done approximately 2LO feet of core drilling around 
the edges of the main vein; and last fall we moved approximately 
500 cubic yards of material; putting a face on the south end of 
the vein preparatory to driving a short tunnel to intersect at 
least two veins. There are also several prospect holes on the hill 
from years ago, and oe is evident in practicaliy every one of these 
holes.. All these claims are easy to get to since they are only 
about three-quarters of a mile from a state secondary highway. 


(b) Noast production. 


(c) Claim # 1 covers the main hill and the water rocks, iron stain 
and everything that should indicate good formations for cinnabar 
are very evident. Several geologists have given very good verbal 
reports on it; and your Mr. Alman ; Robertson hp.ve gone over part 
of these claims 


(d) Claims are approximately three-quarters of a mile off a state 
secondary road (gravel), and 8 1/2 miles to a primary paved road 
into Bend, Oregon, a distance of 38 miles. Ample supplies may be 
obtained at either Bend or Prineville (Prineville is a distance of 
35 miles on the state secondary road. Either point could act as 
a shipping point and for living, if necessary, it being a short 
hour's drive. 


(e) Wejave the equipment, dozer, compresser, hose and jackhammer, 
and a vacuum core drill. Water is both above and on the lower claim; 
and we expect to furnish the man power necessary, although experienced 
help is available.

The results of the work 
other than there are indications of good formations for cinnabar, are 
not given. No samples appear to have been taken. 


The proposed work consists of 800 to 1,000 feet of core 
drill ing in 20 holes and a short tunnel no length- given. 


The application is very short of information. Perhaps more 
can be obtained from Mr. Robertson.
