Subject: Supplement to review of Field Team Report of January 2,
1958. The review is mislabled "Review of application".

Mr. T. P. Thayer whose mapping is mentioned on page 2
of the Examiners' Report was consulted regarding the classification
of the rock called limestone in the application. Mr. Thayer agrees
with the conclusion of the examiners that the outecropping reddish
orange silica-carbonate rocks are not_derived from limestone and
are not underlain by sulfide-bearing rock. He has seen numerous
examples of fresh 'carbonatized' serpentine in the general area and
sulfides are practically lacking in such rocks.

Again I concur with the recommendation of the examiners
and Field Team that the application be denied.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum examination
report on the subject property by Howard F. Albee, Geologist, U. S.
Geological Survey and G. G. Waddell, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of
Mines. ‘ :

The basement complex has been intruded by peridotite and
dunite, partly altered to serpentine which, in turn, appears to have
been altered to a silica-carbonate rock. Nickel, probably in the
mineral garnierite, occurs as a low grade dissemination in the
silica~-carbonate rock and to some extent in the unaltered serpentine.
The assays of 18 samples of the silica-carbonate rock taken by the
applicant range from 0.12 to 0.29 percent nickel and average 0.18
percent nickel. These results compare favorably with the assays of
7 samples of the silica-carbonate rock taken by the examiners and
assayed by Peter Mack of Wallace, Idaho and the U. S. Bureau of
Mines laboratory at Albany, Oregon, which range from 0.1l to 0.22
percent nickel and average 0.155 percent nickel. The assay of one
sample of unaltered serpentine taken by the applicant is 0.30 per-
cent nickel which also compares favorably with a serpentine sample
taken by the examiners from a different locality which assayed
0.26 percent nickel by Peter Mack and 0.3l percent nickel by the
U. S. Bureau of Mines laboratory.
