(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and metals there-
from until thé royalty cleim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(f) Notice to purchasers --The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royslty to any
purchaser of the production,; and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty directly to
.the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any
production and sales or other disposition of production, whethér the production is by the Operator or by
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Qperator s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that opera-
tions at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government
may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then per-
formed; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the
Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable time with-
in which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, thereupon:

(l) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice !was given, and

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination.--In connection with the performance of work under this contract,
the Operator agrees not to discriminate against any employeé or applicant for employment because of
race, religion, color, or national origin. The aforesaid provision shall include, but not be limited
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertis-
ing; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
including apprenticeship. The Operator agrees to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available for
employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Government setting forth the
provisions of the nondiscrimination clause.

3 . : INTRODUCTION

This reportidescribes a project carried out jointly by the Office of
Minerals Exploration and A. O. Bartell at the Nisbet Mine, Clackamas
County, Oregon. The purpose of the project was to explore for mercury
deposits on;each'of three veins by diamond drilling from the surface,

Summary -

Work compleﬁgd under the terms of the contract inéluded the following:
l

Construction of access roads ' A 1,570,0 feet
Diamond core drilling, AX size ’ 1,012,.9 feet
Noncore' drilling, AX size 185.1 feet

The total cost of the completed project approved by audlt was $11,571.31,
of which the Government's share at 50 percent was $5,785.65.

Under a 31ng1e stage, the contract provided for construction of access
roads and diamond drilling eight holes with AX or larger size coring
bits, Subsequently the contract was amended to reduce the number of
holes to sixiand permit part of the drilling to be done with AX or
larger size noncoring bits.

| Recommendations
Where intersécted by the drill holes, the veins were principally silica
and calcite with many small specks of pyrite and only an occasional
flake or paper-thin seam of cinnabar, Sludge from each five-foot sec-
tion of hole was panned., The pannings showed considerable fresh pyrite’
but little or no cinnabar. It is, therefore, recommended that no
certlflcatlon of discovery be made and that, on ‘the basis of presently
available informatlon, further exploratlon of this property with
Government funds is not warranted.

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- LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The property may be reached from the v1llage of Sandy on U, S. Highway
26, by following Stage Highway 211 southerly for 13 miles to Estacada,
then turning left and following the Clackamas River road for 26 miles

southeastenly to the Ripplebrook Ranger Station; thence turn left and

follow the Lake Harriet Dam road for 3.5 miles to Mr. Bartell's cabin,
which is about 50 feet from the road on the right hand side,

From Sandy to Estacada, the road is paved and is kept open the year
round by the State Highway Department, From Estacada to the property,
the road is gravel surfaced and is kept open throughout the year by
the county as far as the ranger station, and by the Portland General
Electric Company from there to the property.-

GEOLOGY

The geology of the area is described briefly in an unpublished report
by Randall E.' Brown and George W, Walker of the U, S. Geological Survey,
and a more detailed geologic description of the area and the property
is given in an unpublished report by A. O. Bartell. A copy of each
report is in docket OME-6086, The geology of the property is also
described by M, Meredith Sheets in "Contributions to the Geology of

the Cascade Mountains in the vicinity of Mount Hood": Univ, of Ore.
Thesis, June 1932, Material from these reports will be used in the
following discussion.
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Rocks in the area are sedimentary beds, breccia deposits, and ande-
~sitic flows of the Warrendale series, overlain by what was originally
classified!as basalt; later petrographic studies have shown it to be
more probably andesite. Because of common usage on the property, the
term basalt(?) will be used in this report. There is some -question
as to whether the basalt(?) is part of the Columbia River formation,
or whether it is older, It is probably Upper Oligocene to Lower
g}ggene in age. . e —

According to Sheets, the uppermost portion of the Warrendale series
ranges from fine conglomerates to thick layers of homogeneous breccia
and conglomerate, Occasionally, beds of carbonaceous shale have been
found in the finer sediments. Several beds of the Warrendale series
contain calcite. Outcrops of the Warrendale rocks have been found
from the junction of the Oak Grove Fork with the Clackamas River to
the approximate center of the Portland claim, where they are seen
only in the;river bed., The latter exposure was not seen by this
writer, but it is described by Sheets as a flow breccia that looks
like an agglomerate, -Drill holes put down at the toe of the Lake
Harriet dam, prior to its construction about 1,600 feet upstream from
the south side line of the property, passed through U5 feet of blocky
basalt(?) into a "green tuff" which is believed to be the top of the
Warrendale series.: : '

Except for the western part of the Portland claim, the entire surface
of the property is covered by basalt(?) which is mostly blocky to
massive, is generally amygdaloidal and is frequently cut by stringers
and veinlets.of calcite, in places accompanied by cinnabar, . The
basalt(?) is black when fresh, lighter gray to brownish when weathered,
and has a glassy to aphanitic texture.

Several veins on the property are described by Brown and Walker and
by Bartell, but the writer only examined six of them: the Falls vein,
the Cedar Tree vein, the Yew Tree vein, the Oak Grove Butte vein, the
Fir Tree vein, and the Oak Grove vein (plate 1). ‘ :

The Falls vein, which lies mostly in the Oak Grove Fork of the Clackamas
River, strikes about N, 18° W, and dips vertically. Somewhat softer
than the enclosing basalt(?), the vein has been eroded by the river and,
for about 350 feet of its length, occupies a narrow gorge 3 to 10 feet
wide and 10 to 20 feet deep. Downstream from the gorge, the river bed
widens abruptly to about 50 feet and is filled with boulders that com-
pletely hide the vein, The vein filling is mostly calcite with numerous
ribs of chalcedony and cinnabar. .The cinnabar-bearing streaks are dis-
continuous andioverlapping,‘averaging a few feet long and ranging up

to two or three inches wide, There appears to be little, if any, wall
rock alteration. o :

The Cedar Trée%vein strikes about N, 73® W, and dips 83° N.E. It fdrms
a rib about two to three feet wide that stands out from the steep vest:
S L . . -
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side of the Oak Grove Fork. It is more siliceous than the Falls
vein, and only one or two small hairlike streaks of cimnabar were
seen, The wall rock has been slightly bleached and altered for up
to six 1nches on each side of the vein,

The Yew Tree vein strikes N. 76° W, and dips vertically. It is
similar in size and appearance to the Cedar Tree vein but contains
cons1derably more cinnabar,

The OQak Grove Butte vein strikes about N, 50° W. and dips vertically.
‘It contains less chalcedony and more calcite than either the Cedar
Tree or Yew Tree veins and does not stand out from the stream bank,

A small streak of cinnabar was seen in the outcrop of this vein,

The Fir Treeivein strikes about N. 85° W, and dips vertically, It
is three to four feet wide and closely resembles the Falls Creek
vein in texture and mineral content except that only one or two
narrov streaks of c1nnabar were observed,

The Oak Grove vein is exposed in the steep westerly bank of the

_ stream, It strikes N. 88° W, and dips 77° N.E. Although the outcrop
of the vein 1s heavily covered with moss, it was found to be at least
eight or nine feet wide. Vein material is mostly calcite and chal-
cedony with at least two zones one to two feet wide containing
cinnabar- rlch bands ranglng in width up to an inch or more.

", ' . THE PROJECT

:
From past operations and the observations described above, it was
apparent that relatively small scattered pods and lenses of minable
cinnabar had been deposited in the basalt(?). There was a good chance
that the upper part of the Warrendale series, ranging from fine-grained
conglomerates to thick layers of homogeneous breccis and agglomerate,
would constitute a better host rock for the deposition of mercury ore
and that the chance of deposition there would be greater because of
the denser overlying basalt(?). That the basalt(?)-Warrendale contact
was at a relatlvely shallow depth was indicated by drill holes at the
toe of the Lake Harriet dam and the outcroppings of the Warrendale
near the centey of the Portland claim, It was, therefore, decided
that a modest diamond drilling program to explore the Oak Grove, Yew
Tree, Cedar Tree, and Falls veins was justified, and a contract to
.carry out thls project in one stage was executed

% Contract Prov1s1ons

The work provided for in the contract was essentially the same as

that proposed by the applicant., It included provision for construction
-of 1,570 feet of access road and the diamond drilling of 1 »500 feet

of hole as follow3°

Cedar Tree\veln : 1 hole 150 feet

Yew Tree vein 1 hole 150 feet
Oak Grove vein 6 holes 1,200 feet
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The contract specified that all holes should be drilled with AX or
larger corlng bits, except that EX coring bits could be used if neces-
sary to complete a hole, and at the Osk Grove drill site limited the
lengths of 'two holes to 100 feet, two holes to 200 feet, and two holes
to 300 feet. Amendment No, 1 provided for changes in some of these
limitations and permitted, under certain conditions, the use of non-

. coring bits, Amendment No, 2 made additional changes in the specifi-
cations pertinent to drilling the Oak Grove vein, Amendments Nos. 3
and 4 extended the time within which the drilling should be completed
and extended the royalty period. Amendment No, 4 also provided for
the termination of the contract and a pseudocertification in the event
that thé contract work was not completed within the time allowed.

1 Work and Results

Work started November 1, 1960, with the construction of an access

road to the drill sites, Soft boglike ground at the intended start-

ing point for the road, the result of heavy rainfall, made it impossible
and inexpedient ‘to follow the original plan., The route followed re-
quired considerably more timber removal and blasting than was estimated
for the originally intended route and was about 200 feet longer than

the 1,570 feet allowed by the contract. The approximate location of

the road as constructed is shown on plate 1.

The access road was completed to all three drill sites and drilling
was started at the Yew Tree vein during November; by the end of the
month hole Y had been drilled to a depth of 42 feet. During December,
this hole was completed to a depth of 150 feet, and drill hole C at
the Cedar Tree vein was completed to a depth of 155.5 feet, Both
holes were in basalt(?) throughout,

‘Hole Y, drilled at about -70°, cut the Yew Tree vein from 35 to 47
feet and the Falls vein(?) from 77 to 80 feet. Hole C, drilled at
about -75°, cut the Cedar Tree vein from 35 to 52 feet and a zone
probably representing the Falls vein from 70 to 95 feet, Correcting
for the angle of intersection, the drill holes indicated a width of

5 feet for the Yew Tree vein, 7 feet for the Cedar Tree vein, and
from 5 to 10 feet for the Falls vein. The zone representing the Falls
vein, which was cut by hole C, contained three bands of calcite and
silica, respectlvely, 2 feet, 1 foot, and 1.5 feet wide, separated by
bands of basalt(?) 1.5 and L feet W1de. Each of the veins was similar
to its respective outcrop and comprised calcite and silica with more
stilbite and much more pyrite. No cinnabar was noted in the core from
either hole, but usually there was a selvage of light green to gray
altered basalt a few inches thick along each vein wall (fig. 1).

Four holes were drilled from one statlon to explore the Osk Grove veln,
A-1, A-2, B-1, and B-3 (fig. 2). Hole A-1 was drilled on a bearing

of S 52° W. at -L6° to a depth of 148 feet, The hole was in altered
to fresh breccia(?) except where it cut the Oak Grove vein, At about
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TO feet, the hole cut a 6-inch calcite vein that contained only one

or two small specks of cinnabar, The main Oak Grove vein zone was

cut from ebout 88 feet to 123 feet., The vein dips about 80° within
this hole segment thus it is about 27 feet thick. It comprises
altered basalt(?) breccia that has been cemented with silica and cal-
- cite and contains veins of calcite with silica ribs., Pannings of
ground-up core and of sludge showed considerable fine specks of pyrite
but only an occasional speck of cinnabar,

Hole A-2 was drilled on a bearing of S. 52° W. at -80° to a depth of
251,5 feet.' For about 243 feet the hole was in altered to fresh
basalt(?) and at that depth entered the Warrendale agglomerate. Be-
fore cutting the Oak-Grove vein, four calcite veins were cut; the
first at 98 feet is 6 inches wide with no visible cinnabar; the second
at 137 feet is 4 inches wide and contains a few small cinnabar flecks;
the third at 159 feet is 6 inches wide with no cinnabar; and the
fourth at 177 feet is 18 inches wide with no cinnabar. The Oak Grove
vein zone was cut from 207 to 229 feet but is broken by a horse of
basalt(?) from 216 feet to 222 feet., The total width of the zone,
including the horse, is about 15 feet. The vein material is similar
to that eut by hole A-1, and pannings of crushed core and cuttings
contained occasional flakes of cinnabar.

Hole B-1 was'drilled on a bearing of S. 40° E. at -45° to a depth of
154 feet. Drilled entirely in altsred to fresh basalt(?), this hole
cut two zones of basalt(?) breccia that were laced with calcite
stringers, one from 66 to 86 feet, the other from 96 to 127 feet.
From 127 to 156 feet, the hole cut a vein of calcite that contained
a few flecks of cinnabar.

Hole B-3 was drilled vertically S 52° W, at -88° to a depth of 339
feet. From O to 185.1 feet, the hole was drilled with a noncore bit
and from 185.1 to 339 feet w1th AX size core bit, The hole was in- -
basalt(?) to & depth of 251 feet, where the Warrendale contact was
crossed, At 280 feet an unconsolidated stratum within the Warrendale
was penetrated and below this point, except for a solid stratum from
331 to 336 feet, the formation acted like a quicksand, making the
drilling advance exceptionally dlfficult to impossible.

In view of the numerous, though small, pods and streaks of cinnabar
that were seen in the basalt(?) at the surface, the results of the
drilling program were most disappointing., This is particularly true
of the Oak Grove vein, where two zones 1 to 2 feet wide containing
cinnabar-rich bands up to an inch or more were seen in an outcrop of
calcite and chalcedony 8 to 9 feet wide. Drill holes A-1, A-2, and
B-1 each went through the downward projection of this zone, but in
no case were more than a few specks of cinnabar found in the core or:
sludge pannlngs.

This refers to your memorandum of June 5, 1962. I made an interim
inspection March 2, 1961, at which time the following footages were
verified as reported in my memorandum dated March 13, 1961:

At that time, according to the Operator, hole B-3 had been drilled
noncore to a depth of 188 feet; however, he also used the figure 185
in referring to this hole and was asked to check the depth when he
resumed drilling. In his narrative for March, the Operator stated
that hole B-3 had been advanced from 185 to 293 feet by AX core
drilling. Therefore, the 185.1 feet of nencore drilling claimed in
his March voucher is accepted. The remaining 107.9 feet was drilled
AX core. No advance was reported for May, but 5 feet advance AX
core drilling was completed in June. The next narrative covered
July, August, and September, during which an advance of 10 feet was
made. The total drilling completed through September, 1961, there-

fore, is: i
‘ AX noncore 185.1 ft.
AX core 1,007.9 ft.

Total 1,193.0 ft.





I am unable to account for the difference of 0.l feet between the
1,007.5 given in my June 1 memorandum and the above figure of 1,007.9,
but on rechecking the latter is correct. The depth of hole B-3 at

the end of September was 334 feet. I overlooked in the Operator's
final narrative and his final report that this hole was drilled AX
core an additional 5 feet to a total depth of 339 feet, increasing:
the total AX core drilling to 1,012.9 feet, which is accepted as
correct. ' -

The objective of hole B-3 was to intersect the Oak Grove vein in
the Warrendale formation. The last 88 feet of the hole was in the
Warrendale, Projecting the Oak Grove vein from the surface through
- hole B-l, it should have been cut by hole B-3 about 70 feet above
the bottom of the hole. However, another projection of the vein
from the surface through holes A-1 and A-2 suggests that the Oak
... Grove vein hassteepened and should pass within 5 feet of the bottom
of hole B-3, Had it passed that close to the bottom of the hole,
there should have been some evidence of its existence because of
the nature of the Warrendale as a hoat rock., Because of the un-
certainty of the persistence of the vein dip, ag observed at the
surface and in holes A-1 and A-2, Amendment,authorized drilling hole
B-3 to a depth of not to exceed 500 feet., Although drilling problems
prevented drilling the hole to the maximum depth, it was drilled to
or beyond where the objective should have been.

Summary of Work ;ﬁ‘“:’ o

Work began on tne project Tovember, 1960, and continued until
&ﬁnril 1862, 1,570 lineal feet of access road were constructed at
a fixed unit cost of $1.00 a foot. . Six diamopd drill holes were
drilled with AX size equipment. 1, OO? 5 feet were core drilled at
a fixed unit cost of $8.70 per foot. 185.1 feet were drilled non-
core at a fixed unit cost of 35.80 per foot. Total cost of the
project on the. fiked unit basis is @11 524 33 ' ,

Drill Hole Y on the Yew Tree vein and Drill Eole C on the Cedar
Tree vein were completed as -scheduled, and as shown on the sketches
that accompany this report. The Yew Tree and Cedar Trece veins were
intersected approleately as expected, and both holes penetrated vhat
is believed to be an extension of the Falls vein.. The veins where.
intersected at depth, were identicalain size and in mineralization
to the surface exposures except pyrlte was common, and cinnabar was 4
visible. The country rock was entirely basalt containing frequent
anygdules of calcite- silica.v '

The" other four holes drllled from utation 76 which is in front
of the portal of the river level tunnel on the Oak Grove veln, were
drilled as shown on the accompanylng plan and section sketches. Holes
Al, A2 and Bl 311 intersected the vein system. The point of inter-
sectlon shows that the Oak Grove vein steepened somewhat at depth.
The cores from the vein zone penetrated by all three holes showed
that the Oak Grove veiln is actually two veins separated by a horse
of basalt breccia that has been cemented with calclte and minor amounts
of pyrite and silica. The two veins themselves were large ribs of cal-
cite with pyrite and silica. Cinnabar was visible in the veins, but
was not found in amount sufficient to Jjustify an assay.

, ‘Hole B3 was drilled nearly vertica*ly, and should have reached
an intersection with the OCak Grove veln at about 330 feet. Instead,
~at 280 feet at depth, it went intc an unconsolidated phase of the
- Warrendale formation, which behaved as a caving quicksand. Advance
was made in this materlal only by repeated pressure grouting with
Lumnite cement. At 331 feet solid Warrendale formation was again
encountered. Hoping that this might be the end of the caving ground,
efforts were redoubled, and the ground was secured that had kept cav1ng
in above this point. Tnls solid rock proved to be just a layer, and
the drill again entered cavﬁng ground at 336 fcet. 1In spite of the
heavy 1007 crankcase and gear oil drilling fluid, the drill ceased to
advance and was janmed by the caving formation: at 239 feet. It is
believed thet the hole or the vein, or both, have deviated. Since
~at this point intersection with the Ok Grove vein should have been
imminoaU, one would expecct the formgbtion to bve a mlnerallzed breccia
‘ag encountsred before vein 1nterSCCu’on in.the other holes. Instcad,
the core rccovered was a pebbly mud with ebsolutely no evidence of
mlneralizqtion.,~ rilling wvas stopoed at 339 feet. : o

Co. AHY full- swlvel core barrel with a Tow discharge bit was used.

The pump wWas a Boyles Brothers mud pump, Hodel PB47, operating at 180
pounds per sguare inch, with a 10 h.p. motor. This equipment all per-
forned very well, and was adequate for the job until the caving ground
was encountered in Hole B%. Rod vibration was a problem, but thls was
kept under control by the use of Texaco Karfalk No. 2 HeQVy Duty wheel
bearing grease. Grease was applied below the swivel head to one foot
of each ten foot section of rod as it was lowered in the hole. Core
recovery wWith the above -mentione& core barrel vas excellent. One
hundred percent core recovery we.s common. .

The behavior of the unconsolidatea materfal found from 280 feet
to the bottom of Hole B3 is unique in the writer's experience. Diamond
drilling manufacturers were consulted; the literature was perused;
all suggestions that were feasible with the equipment on hand were
tried. Bentonite, oil-emulsion, and 100% oil drilling fluids in var-
ious viscosities were experimented with, with very little success.

The problem was not just holding ‘the ground open, but drilling it at
all.  The finer sizes of sand (which were clayey particles rather than
°1llClouS) would pump up between the annular space petween the hole

" and the .core barrel, jam and stall the drill, and make recovery of the
drill string sometlmes extremely difficult. Various lengths of core
barrels were tried, including & bit-to-rod adapter with no barrel at
all. Xven with tnis comblnatlon ‘and a heavy exulsion drilling fluia,
sand to spTlt pea size particles would pump up between the rods and
the hole and stall the drill

The writer does not believe that normal casing methods would have
solveq the problem. In any. event, since the drill head would only
accommodate EX casing, casing proceoures were out of the gquestion
because the sm2ll bore of EX rods and equipment would not pass the
“thick drllllng emulsions that were rcqulred

‘The 59 foot advance from 280 feet to the bottom of the hole was
made by advancing as far as possible (a foot or two) with a heavy oil
drilling emulsion; pulling out the string of tools; replacing the core
barrel with a chopping bit; clearing the oil from tne hole; working the
chopning bit bacl down to uhe bottom; and pumping water sometimes for a
- full day to met rid of the clay and sand and creatée a pothole of boul-
ders around the bit. When this boulder-filled pothole was created,
then Lunmnite cement was applied under pressure through the chopbin0
bit to f£1ill the interstices in the pothole. After allow1ng 16 hours
- for the cement to cure, this pothole was drilled tnrougn with a dilamond
bit and parrel, and the process repecated. Often, in trying to pump out
the new nothole velow the one Jjust consolidated, the upper one would
‘break 1oose, and the ground thus gained would be ‘lost. In the area
between 280 feet and 339 feet, some thirty cement jobs were necessary,
at an average use of oné and one~ha1f bags of Lumnlte per cementlng





,On one occasion caving comnenced while the cement wvs oeing pumped
in, making the recovery of the drill stflng 'S0, difficult that the
cement had set up in the entire 330 feet of rods by the time they were

out of the hole. A weeX of work uas required to drlll out the rods
with a tungsten carbioe bit. : ST o

‘Based on past eynerlence, the wrluer believes the next attemct
on this wround should be made with A. size flush joint casing and a
diamond cesing bit, running throuuh a stuffing box, so that a heavy
drilling oil. could De pumped down on the outside of the casing to re-
turn through the inside.” When the 0351ng had advanced to refusal, the
material on the inside of the casing could be chopped and washed out
with a chopplng bit operating as a churn drill from a Cathead winch.
The cesing could then be advanced as before. '

Geological Evaluation‘

Lhe informatlon galned by this diamond: drlllvnU program will have
an important oearlng on future exploration of this mineral property.
First, it has shown that the veins are persistent in depth as well as
surface extent. Second, ‘it has shown that theré is a persistent para-
" llelism in the occurrence of the veins. Third, it has shown that there
is a hiatus in the geological formatlons at the mine site that werc
~unsuspected. heretofore ‘it has been thought that the basalt lay more
or less horlzontally on top of the Warrendale ‘formation and, that
judging from core drilling at the damsite and from exposures of the
Warrendale formation in the creek bed less than a quarter of a mile
below the mine ”orhings, that the contact between the two formations
“would be less than 50 feet below the creek level at the mine site.

The drilling has shown that. in the vicinity of the Cedar Tree and Yew
Tree veins, the basalt 1ls at lecct 150 feet thick, and at Station 76
at the Cel Grove vielin workings, the basalt-Warrendale contact is at
251 feet below the level of the creel bed. ' ’ :

The basalt encountered in tne drill holes is the same ‘hard black

" basalt found on the surface. It is brickbat fracturea, and the fract-
ures have: been healed with calcite and minor amounts of pyrite and

" silica. The Warrendale formetion at depth is identical to the out-
‘cropping aoove and below the falls in the creek bed a quarter of a
mile below Station 76. The drill cores often showed hair-line streaks
“of carbonaceous matter. In the unconsolidated material beyond 280 feet
" in Hole B3 .the slud e often showed as much as one percent small frag-
ments of coal. ;heee fragments would ectually burn,.leav1ng a high-
~ash residue.

Conclusionﬂ and Qecommendatlons Fo” Further Exploration

While it is regretuable that the dr111 holes that penetratea the:
Oalr Grove vein showed only traces of cinnabar rather then commercial
ore, it would have been remarkable, consldering the small size of the
‘core and the extent and depth of the vein, if an ore shoot had been
penetrated. The fact that the vein does persist in depth as well as
in length on the surface, makes further drilling worthvhile, especially
since all three Lntersections showed visible- 01nnuber in the core.

The time fér completion of the subject contract expired February 28,
1961. An inspection was made March 2, 1961, -and the interim
inspection report, the original and two copies of which are enclosed,
describe the results of the drilling to that date, The results
of the drilling have been disappointing. However, the Warrendale
agglomerate in which it was hoped to find ore bodies larger than
those found in the basalt has been deeper than was indicated by
holes drilled at the toe of the lLake Harriet dam. The only hole
to enter this formation was A-2 drilled from station 76, and this
hole cut the Osk Grove vein above the contact. Hole B-3 is now
being drilled from station 76 and at the time of the inspection
has reached a depth of 188 feet. This hole should pass into the
Warrendale at about 240 feet at which point it will be about
20-30 feet from the vein, It should cut the Osk Grove vein at
about 450 feet and pass through it within 500 feet,

In order to avoid duplicating core in the basalt so close to that
taken from holes A-1, A-2, and B-1, the Operator has drilled this
hole with an AX size non-coring bit, As he nears the probable
position of the Warrendale, he will change to an AX coring bit
and use it to the footwall side of the vein, where the hole will
be stopped.

Either the ore zone in Hole A-1 died out at an altitude above where
its projection would be intersected by Hole A-2 or it has steepened.
If the structure has steepened to 90° at the Hole A-l intercept,
Hole A-2 might require as much as 340 feet to reachit., If it is
not cut by A-2 after 300 feet of drilling, I would suggest a third
hole at 73° which should reach the vein 160-180 feet if it has
steepened to 90° and would Justify drilling Hole A-2 deeper than

‘300 feet. If this hole did not reach the ore zone at 200 feet, I

would recommend abandoning the A-Series and drill Holes B-1 and B-2.
In any case, it is doubtful that drllling Hole A-3 would be of
any value,

The section accompanying the Narrative Report for January indicates
that Hole A-2 has cut b calcite veins. It is quite possible that
a 4-inch calcite vein with visible cinnabar cut at a depth of about
137 feet, or an 18-inch calcite vein with no visible cinnabar cut

at about 177 feet could represent the downward extension of the
vein. However, Mr, Bartell does not believe that they are, and

I agree with him that we will not know until Hole A-2 has been
drilled deeper. ‘ '

In the event that Hole A-2 does not cut the ore zone within 300
feet and the 73° hole is drilled, the core from the first 120

feet would duplicate ‘that from Holes A-1 and A-2 and will not be

of any particular velue. If this 120 feet were drilled AX size,
noncore, at $5.80 per foot, it would cost $696.00. If the vein
proved to be vertical between the A-1 and the T73° holes, this

would permit Hole A-2 to be deepened to 380 feet with no increase
in total cost. This 'should be ample footage to permit Hole A-2

to reach the vein at la depth of about 430 feet below the outcrop
measured along the vein.

To provide for this eventuality it is recommended that an amendment
be prepared along the following lines: .Hole A-3 shown on figure 3
shall not be drilled.

The Applicant,proposes an underground exploration program consisting
of shaft 51nk1ng, drilling and drifting to test the ore possibilities
of 01nnabar-bear1ng veins in basalt. Total cost of preparatory surface
work and underground exploration is estimated to be about $100, ko0,

Would it not be advisable to first teot the lateral and downward exten-
sions of the velns by drilling from the surface before undertaking the
extensive program proposed by the Applicant? Test holes to depths of
100 feet or more could be core drilled with a portable, hand-held drilling
machine (e.g.;Bucyrus-Erle s Winkie drill). No road building or expensive
equipment installation would be necessary and no drainage problems would
be encountered. Both the Applicant and Brown and Walker_express concern
about excess quantltles of water that would be encountered in a shaft
extended below the river level.

{!
Apparently no work has been done on the property since Brown and Walker
stated in 1943 that “the best ._possibilities for ore in the area are well
above river level." If a low-cost, surface drilling program such as
suggested above indicates worthwhile possibilities, a more extensive
program mlghtvbe warranted.

I recommend that the application be referred to the field for consideration.

The project was inspected March 2,,1961, accompanied by A, O.
Bartell. “

Soft boglike ground near the proposed start of the road, caused

by excessive rainfall, made it impossible to follow the original
plen. The route followed required considerably more timber removal
and blasting than was estimated and is about 200 feet longer than
the 1,570 feet allowed by the contract. The approximate location
of the road as constructed is shown on the accompanying sketch.

The holes from stations Y and C have been completed as have holes
A-1, A-2, and B-1 from station 76, The drill is a Sullivan 12
with a swivel head and hoist. At stations Y and C the drill was
powered byﬂa 12 hp gasoline driven motor. Station 76 is within
100 feet of the old mill to which a 440 volt line had been run
prior to the OME contract. At this station the drill is powered
by a 10 hp 3-phase General Electric motor connected directly to
the drill, . Water is taken from the creek at the drill site by a
Boyles Brothers 4 x 4 piston pump connected by a V-belt to a

10 hp 3¢phase Westinghouse motor.

At the start of the drilling a 5-foot Sullivan rigid tube core
barrel was used with an AX bit, Core recovery with this equipment
was about 80 percent. lLater, a change was made to an AX HW core
barrel manufactured by Diamond Drill Contracting Company of
Spokaene, Washington. This barrel achieved virtually 99 percent
recovery.

The drilling so far has been discourasging. All veins were inter-
sected by the appropriate completed holes; they comprised silica
and calcite with many small bits of pyrite but only an occasional
flake or paper thin seam of cinnabar. Sludge from each 5-foot
run was panned the pannings showing considerable fresh pyrite
but little or no c1nnabar.






Hole Y was drilled to a depth of 150 feet, on a bearing of N. 17° E,
and at an inclination of -70°, Starting in highly altered basalt
the hole within a few feet passed into hard, gray-black amygaloidal
basalt with occasional bands of alteration, The Yew Tree vein

and the Falls vein were cut at depths of 35 to 47 feet and 87 to

92 feet, respectively. Both veins were mixtures of hard silica
ribs and calcite with some stilbite in vugs. Pyrite was much more
common than in the surface exposure of the vein, No cinnabar was
found in the%core or sludge pannings from either vein,

Hole C was drilled to a depth of 155.5 feet on a bearing of

N. 50° E. and at an inclination of -75°. This hole cut the Cedar
Tree vein and the Falls vein at depths of %5 to 535 feet and 92.5
to 96 feet, respectively. The basalt and the veins were similar
in composition and texture to those cut by hole Y.

From station‘76, holes A-1, A-2, and B-1 have been completed at
depths of 148 feet, 251.5 feet, and 154 feet, respectively. Holes
A-1 and A-2 were drilled on a bearing of S. 52° W., A-1 at an
inclination of -46° and A-2 at -80°, Hole B-1 was drilled on a
bearing of S, 40° E. at -45°,

Hole A-1 was.in altered to fresh baselt for its entire length,
At about 70 feet a 6-inch calcite vein with one or two small
specks of 01nnabar was cut. The Oak Grove vein zone was cut at
sbout 88 feet, the hole not passing through the vein until it
had reached & depth of about 123 feet. The Oak Grove vein zone
in this hole dips about 80° and is therefore about 27 feet thick.
It comprises:altered basalt breccia cemented with silica and
calcite and veins of calcite with silica ribs, Core and pannings
of the sludge showed considerable fine specks of pyrite and
occasional specks of cinnabar,

Hole A-2 was in altered and fresh basalt to a depth of about 243

The Warrendale formetion should be cut at a depth of about 240
feet and the Oak Grove vein should be cut at about 340 feet,

Unusually heavy rain has resulted in excessively high water in
the Oak Grove fork of the Clackamas River and has caused consid-
erable loss of time on project work.

I am very sorry that these monthly reports continue to be a
recitation of misfortune and requests for extension of the contract.
The plain fact is that the drill that I have is just not adequate to
expeditiously handle the very difficult caving quicksand conditlons

‘at depth. The drill 1s in good condition and is amply powered but

the headworks will not accommodate any larger than casing. E
rod and equipment are too small for pumping cement and the heavy
drilling flulds|that are necessary.

Cementing the way through the caving ground is my only choice,
and thls worrisome method has enlarged the hole to the point where
rod vibration is almost an unsurmountable problem.

This last veln intersection is expected at any time. If the
projection of the vein was true, intersection should have been at
328 feet.
