We have made a cost review of Contract 2132, examining the contract 
and accounting records and files of the Office of Minerals Exploration 
and the Branch of Budget and Finance. 


Our examination disclosed: (a) that only a small part of the explora-
tion contemplated by the contract was actually completed, (b) that the 
time for completion of the work was extended for more than two years 
from the original agreed upon completion date, and (c) that the 
Government finally terminated the contract because of the failure of 
the Contract Operator to proceed with the exploration. The Government 
paid to the Operator 50 percent of costs found to be acceptable under 
the contract provisions, except for $200 that had been withheld in lieu 
of an acceptable final report from the Operator as required under the 
contract.• 


Based on our understanding of the question of whether or not the 
Operator had sufficiently complied with the intention of the explora-
tion contract or had been excused from compliance for sufficient and 
valid reasons is a matter for administrative determination. Accepting 
this premièe, we find that the settlement made in this instance is in 
conformity with the contract terms and usual procedures.

INTRODUCTION 


By memorandum dated February 4, 1966, the Chief, Office of 


Minerals Exploration (ONE), Geologic Division, requested a report 


of review on the subject exploration contract. The necessary examin-


ation of the records and preparation of the report was authorized by 


the Chief Auditor on March 9, 1966, under Audit Assignment No. 53 and 


was performed March 9 to 11, 1966. 


This contract dated December 15, 1961, provided that the explora-


tion should begin by June 1, 1962, and be completed within 14 months 


from the date of the contract. The contract had been amended eight 


times. Amendment No. 8 extended the time for completion of the work 


to 48 months and the royalty repayment period to 13 years from the 


date of the contract. This amendment also provided: (a) that should 


the exploration work not be resumed on or before June 1, 1965, the 


contract and all obligations of the parties thereunder shall be ter-


minated effective October 15, 1963, and (b) that the Operator shall 


pay to the Government the royalty provided by the contract, for the 


period set forth in the amendment, the same as if the Government had 


issued a certificate of possible production. 


Exploration work was not resumed by June 1, 1965, and by letter 


dated June 23, 1965, the Acting Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, 


informed the Operator that the contract was terminated as of October 15, 


1963. In other letters, dated January 25, 1966, the Chief, Office of 
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Minerals Exploration, advised the Operator and the landowners that 


the Government retained a lien on the land covered by the contract 


and any production therefrom, for the period December 15, 1961, to 


December 15, 1974, or until the Government advance is fully repaid 


with interest. 


No royalty has been received to date on the value of any produc-


tion from the property and there is no evidence in the contract files 


to indicate that any production from the property had been made since 


December 15, 1961, on which the Government would be entitled to royalty. 


SCOPE OF THE AUDIT 


Our examination of Contract 2132 included a review of the monthly - 


vouchers and supporting documents, comparison of the claimed costs with 


the contract and pertinent schedules, confirmation of work performed by 


reference to reports and correspondence, and a determination of the rea-


sonableness and propriety of the costs. 


The principal objective of our examination was to ascertain whether 


or not the Contract Operator had complied with the provisions of the 


contract, and to determine the effectiveness of contract administration 


and supervision by OME as well as the degree of compliance with the laws, 


policy determinations, and administrative regulations and procedures 


governing the Geological Survey and its predecessor mineral exploration 


agencies. The report presents our findings and conclusions, together 


with our recommendations and other suggested action where applicable.

Justification for Amendment 


In April 1964 the Operator requested that the work be changed from 
churn drilling to diamond drilling to more adequately explore the 


property.t 


On May 8, 1964, Region I recommended a drilling program using X-ray 
core drilling. At the same time it requested the Operator to sub-
mit bids from independent contractors for the drilling During 
MacLaren's visit to Washington this office expressed some doubts that 
the-X-ray machine could drill holes to the required depth of 145 to 


165 feet 


On June 30, 1964, MacLaren forwarded a letter from Juan Munoz stat-
ing that he was sure the X-ray drill could reach the required depths 


On July 13 Region I forwarded copies of drilling bids to Washington 
The writer took no action as he expected some comment from MacLaren 


on the proposed X-ray drilling 


In an August 26 memorandum MacLaren was asked if we should proceed 
with the amended contract he recommended On August 28 MacLaren 
telephoned the writer to discuss the contract He said he had been 
waiting for the amended contract and I explained my position I 


mentioned it was - very--late in: the season to get a drill crew lined 
up and accomplish much drilling He then said he would telephone 
the Operator and call me again Monday.

The maximum period for royalty payments and for the lien to 
secure payment thereof fixed 'in Item 2 of Amendment No. Ii. is extended 
from twelve (12) years to thirteen (13) years from the date of the

5 . It is the essence 'of 'this amendment that the work be resumed 
on or before the termination of the period 'herein fixed for suspension 
and be completed within the pe'iOd fixed for completion, and' if not so 
resumed and completed in the manner required by the contract, the 
following provisions shall thereupon become effective:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionOr, etc.) are attached as follows: 


See Annex I







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on' production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health .-, , safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete' the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the' allowable costs are 'estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to 'performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such. as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of-the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall 'not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the Independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform 'the Government on all 
phases' or the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4 Contribution by the Government.--(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and' the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government my make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts;. aüd.its.--(a) )perator"s 'rcords.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts &f the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by - the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The GQvernment may inspect and audit 
said 'records and accounts at any.time, either by Itself 'or by a certifiéd public 'accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three- 
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the-Government. 


(b) -monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the. reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and' (2) above will be provided by the Government'.) 
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(c) Final report.--Upon co±pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
aynent of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute t.o costs under any categor y or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimae hich Is ini1eated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 
not exceeded, 


CATEGORY(l)--INDIPENDETr CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to bq performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technicà.l Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)- - OPERATING MATERIALS MW SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY ( I )--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a)--Rental.--The number of each rented item ffi mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of 


rental J100 per month, $5 per hou!7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher thah 
provided for In Ctegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)-- ,Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).--Costs of 
items listed under this category Include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum. 
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CATEGORY (7)--NIsCELLANEOus. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(Ii.) Deferred paynients.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of whi.dh payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidentat benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course-of business and' 
shown as deductions , on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein.. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each, lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 'lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage depletion purposes in' Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.
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We' Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 


hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' or t.me or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and. shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other.disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in Interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in . purchased property.--(a) Title and 'ownership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an Interest, the Operator 'shall preserve and protect same for the best Interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs ., or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,	 'purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the . --Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator . shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such Item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category Is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. , If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after' the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an Interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Uovernment shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract as 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy law may Drovide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(cj The giving of any, nottee by the lovernment lmd.er the provisions of th1sArticle 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(a) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE ll. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment, shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to i67iting and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The'decision of the Director, 
Off1,ce'of Minerals Exploration,shall be final and co,nclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
reced.pt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise. furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly" 
aut1orized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The term "Director, Office Of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 14. Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation. --This contract, to the extent that. it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (40 U. S. Code 324-326) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 35-45), is subject to the follow-
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law: 


No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated by this contract, in the employ of 
the Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contemplated, 
shall be required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work, 
except upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with 
the provisions of this clause. The wages of every laborer and mechanic employed by the Operator or 
any independent contractor engaged in the performance of this contract shall be computed on a basic 
day rate of eight hours per day; and work in excess of eight hours per day is permitted only upon 
the condition that every such laborer and mechanic shall be compensated for all hours worked in 
excess of eight hours per day at not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay. For 
each violation of the requirements of this clause a penalty of five dollars shall be imposed for 
each laborer or mechanic for' every calendar day in which such employee is required or permitted to 
labor more than eight hours upon said work without receiving compensation computed in accordance 
with this clause, and all penalties thus imposed shall be withheld for the use and benefit of 
the Government.

ARTICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (40 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C.

EXHIBIT A 


The purpose of this project is to explore for mercury 
ore' bodies. in a series of andesitic tuffs, flows, and porphyry 
of Eocene age. The work shall include geochemical soil testing, 
bulldozing access roads and drill sites, churn drilling, and per-
cussion drilling long-holes from an edit. 


General Provisions 


Detailed procedures for sampling and testing for each 
phase of the work are outlined under Description of the Work in 
this Exhibit A. 


The bulldozer used for preparation of access roads to 
the drill sites and leveling the sites shall be not less than D-8 
size or equivalent size of any other make. 


Churn drill holes shall be cased and completed not less 
than 6 inches in diameter. 


Each sample shall be split and assayed as outlined under 
each phase The Operator shall store one split in a suitable 
container properly identified as to location. The stored samples 
shall be made available for Government inspection and possible use. 
With prior Government approval, the Operator may dispose of the 
stored samples. 


Logs of the churn drill holes 'and assay certificates of 
all samples taken in each phase shall be submitted with the 
Operator's monthly report which shall also include a map or sketch 
showing the work completed during the reporting period and the 
location of each sample.


ull The Operator shall provide a(]j) engineer-geologist- 
supervisor, a helper-sampler, and such other services as may be 
required. to complete the project in a satisfactory manner. 


The location, direction, and extent of each work item 
shall be subject to Government approval.
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The work shall be divided into four phases. The Operator 
shall complete . all of Phase 1 and Phase 2, and as much of Phase 3 
and Phase ii. as may be approved in advance and confirmed in writing 
by the Government:.


Description of the Work 


The approximate location of the work is shown on Plate 2, 
attached hereto and. made part hereof. 


The work is designed to explore the area along a fault 
system that strikes N. 200 E • and passes through the open pit on 
the Merry Widow claim. The work shall consist of the following: 


Phase 1. Establish three (3) parallel lines, about 100 feet 
apart, located approximately as. shown on Plate 2. On each line, 
starting far enough from the pit to preclude contamination, or about 
100 feet, mark off sample stations at approximately 100-foot intervals. 
Along each lire northeast of the pit and along the westernmost and 
center lines Southwest of the pit there shall be not more than six (6) 
stations; on the easternmost line southwest of the pit there shall 
be not more than seven (7) stations. From each station a soil sample 
shall be taken a few inches below the surface and analyzed for its 
parts-per-million mercury content. 


Phase 2. In areas where prior sampling indicates anomalous 
mercury content, additional soil samples may be taken at 20-foot 
intervals. 


The Government will not contribute to the cost of more than 
one (i) month's salary for the engineer-geologist-supervisor and 27 
days for the helper-sampler under Phases 1 and 2. 


Phase 3. It is estimated that 20 churn drill holes will be 
required to explore the favorable areas indicated as a result of the 
soil sampling. Access roads shall be bulldozed to the approved churn 
drill sites and the sites leveled. The holes shall be drilled to a 
depth not Ito exceed an average of 300 feet. In general, the holes 
shall be collared near the east side of the anomalies. No hole 
shall be drilled closer than 100 feet to any other hole in an east-
west direction nor less than 50 feet in a north-south direction. 
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Outside the ore zone the cuttings from each 15 feet of 


hole shall be coned and quartered. If panning one-quarter of the 
cuttings indicates significant mercury mineralization, a second 
quarter shall be prepared for assay purposes. In the ore zone each 
5 feet of hole shall be similarly sampled and assayed for mercury. 


Phase ti. Th the event that No. 5 AcUt, shown on Plate 2, is 
rehabilitated for a sufficient length at the Operator's own expense, 
then a maximum:fix 60 long..h&es shall be drilled in planes bearing 
N. 700 W. from 	 (6) stations spaced at 80-foot intervals in the 
acilt. If the . adit is shorter than shown on Plate 2, then a 
corresponding reduction in stations shall be made. 


From each station five (5) holes shall be drilled into 
'each wall of the adit at respectively 15, 30, hiS, 60 and 75 degrees 
upwards to depths averaging not to exceed 100 feet. 


Cuttings from long-holes shall be collected and sampled 
as outlined in Phase 3, except that the cuttings from outside of 
ore zones shall be over 10-foot intervals. The hole interval of 
5 feet in ore zones will remain the same.

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 10925: 


ESTABLISHING T H F PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL , EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and 'policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to, promote and ensure equal 
opporturity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHE].EAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branch of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it Is in the general:interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote Its economy, security, and national 
defensc through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existingnon-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and 


W)IEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by viftue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 


SEcTION 101. There is hereby estab- 
lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of the 'Committee and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the :Coininiftee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall .: act as Chair-
man in the absence of the Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
i;upervlsion and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of the execution and 
Implementation of the policies and pur-
poses of this order. 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service Commission, 
and the Administrator of the National 
Aeronautics, and Space Administration. 
Each such member may designate an al-
ternate to represent 'him in his' absence. 


(d) Such other members as thePresi-
dent may from 'time to time appOint 


(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member'of the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders maybe 
entered on behalf of the Committee by 
the Executive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


SEC. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times , as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (C)' consider 
reports as to progress under this order'; 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters whiCh may be 
presented to it by any of its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem. appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NONDISCRIMINATIOR IN 

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed Im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are directed, to . initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and shall include statistics oncurrent 
employment patteEns, a review of cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sixty days from 
the effective date of this order, and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 P.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina-
tion against any employee or applicant 
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because äf race, color, religion, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), , as 
amended by Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287), is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are -hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity In addition to the powers 
conferred by this order. 
PART 111—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT 



CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS 


SUBPART A—CONTRACTORS' AGREEMENTS 


SECTION 301. Except in contracts ex-
empted' in accordance with section 303 
of this order, all government contracting 
agencies shall include in every govern-
ment contract hereafter entered into, the 
following provisions: 


"In connection with the performance 
of work under this contract, the con-
tractor agrees as follows: 


"(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate against any employee or applicant 
for employment because of race, creed, 
color,, or national origin.. The contractor 
will take affirmative action to ensure 
that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race, 
creed, color, or national origin. Such 
action shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrad-
ing,' demotion or transfer; recruitment 
or recruitment advertising; layoff or 
termination; rates of pay or other forms 
of compensation; and selection for train-
ing, including apprenticeship. The con-
tractor agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment, notices to be 
provided by the contracting officer set-
ting forth the provisions of this non-
discrimination clause. 


"(2) The contractor will, in all solici-
tations or advertisements for employees 
placed by or on behalf of the contractor, 
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state thAt all qualified applicants will 
receive .: onsiderat1'on for employment 
without regard to race, creed, color Ior 
national origin.' :'	 '' . ..... 


"(3) The contractor, will send to each 
labor .union or , representative of work-
ers with which, he has a collective bar-
gaining agreement or other contract or 
understanding, a , notice, to be provided 
by the agency contracting officer, advis-
ing the said labor union or workers' 
representative of the contractor's com-
mitments under this section, and shall 
post copies of the notice in conspicuous 
places available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment. 


"(4) The contractor will comply with 
all provisions of Executive Order No. 
10925 of March 6, 1961, and of the.rules, 
regulations, and relevant orders 'of the 
President's Committee on Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity created thereby. 


"(5) The contractor will furnish all 
Information and reports required by 
Executive Order No. 10925 of March 6, 
1961, and by the rules, regulations, and 
orders of the said Committee, or pur-
suant thereto, and will permit access to 
his books, records, and accounts by the 
contracting agency and the Committee 
for purposes of investigation to ascertain 
compliance with such rules, regulations, 
and orders. 


"(6) In the event of the contractor's 
non-compliance with the nondiscrimi-
nation clauses of this contract or with 
any of the said rules, regulations, or or-
ders, this contract may be cancelled in 
whole or in part and the contractor may 
be declared ineligible for further gOv-
ernment contracts in accordance with 
procedures authorized in Executive Or-
der No. 10925 of March 6, 1961, and such 
'other sanctions may be imposed and 
remedies Invoked as provided in the said 
Executive order or by rule, regulation, 
or order of the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity, or - as 
otherwise provided by law. 


"(7) The contractor will include the 
provisions of the foregoing paragraphs 
(1) through (6) in every subcontract or 
purchase order unless exempted by rules, 
regulations, or orders of the President's 
Committee on Equal . Employment Op-
portunity issued pursuant to section 303 
of Executive Order No. 10925 of March 
6, 1961, so that such provisions will be 
binding upon each subcontractor or 
vendor. The contractor will take such 
action with respect to any subcontract 
or purchase order as the contracting 
agency may direct as a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance: Provided, 
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened 
with, litigation with a subcontractor or 
vendor as a result of such direction by 
the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter 
'into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States." 


SEC. 302. (a) Each contractor having 
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall 
cause each of Its subcontractors 'to file, 
Compliance Reports with the contracting 
agency, which will be subject to review 
by the Committee upon its request.


Compllanc Reports siáll béfiledwlthin 
such times and shall contain such infor-
mation as to 'the peacticà, policies, pro-
grams, and employment statistics' of the 
contractor and each sübcoiitractor, and 
Shall be In such form as the Committee 
may prescribe 


(b'). BiddOrs or prospective contractors 
or subcontractors , may be: required to 


• state ,whethth they, have participated in 
any previous contract subject to the pro-
visions of tliis'oider,' and in that event to 
submit, 'on behalf of themselves and 
their proposed subcontractors, Compli-
ance Reports prior to or as an Initial 
part of their 'bid or negotiation of a 
contract. 


(c) Whenever the contractor or sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining 
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other 
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall Include such Infor-
mation as to the labor union's or other 
representative's practices and policies 
affecting compliince' as the Committee 
may prescribe: Provided, that to the 
extent such Information is within the 
exclusive possession of a labor union or 
other workers' representative and the 
labor union or representative shall refuse 
to furnish such information to the con- 
tractor, the contractor shall so certify 
to the contracting agency as part of Its 
Compliance Report and shall set forth 
what efforts he has made to obtain such 
information. 


(d) The Committee may direct that 
any bidder or prospective contractor 
or subcontractor shall submit, as part 
of his Compliance Report; a statement 
in writing, signed by an authorized 
officer or agent of any labor union or 
other workers' representative with which 
the bidder . or prospective contractor 
deals, 'together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the' said labor 
union's or representative's practices and 
policies do not discriminate on the 
grounds of race, color, creed, or national 
origin, and that the labor union or rep-
resentative 'either will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal 
and contractual authority, in the imple-
mentation of the policy and provisions 
of this order or that It consents and 
agrees that ' recruitment, employment, 
and the terms and conditions of employ-
ment under the proposed contract shall 
be in accordance with the purposes and 
provisions of the order. In the event 
that the union or 'representative shall 
refuse to execute such a statement, the 
Compliance Report shall so certify and 
set forth 'what efforts have been made 
to secure such a statement. 


SEC. 303. The Committee may, when 
it deems that special circumstances In 
the national interest so require, exempt 
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of Including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order in any specific 
contract, subcontract, or purchase order. 
The Committee may, by rule or regula-
tion, also exempt certain classes of con-
tracts, subcontracts, or purchase orders 
(a) , where work Is to be or has been 
performed outside the United States and 
no recruitment of workers within the 
limits of the United States is involved;


"(b) fOr standardcommercial supplies or 
'raw mate±ial; 'Or (c) 'involving less than 
specified amounts Of : noney or specified 
numbers of workers.t. 
SUBPART B—LABOR' UNIONS AND REPRESENT.. 



ATIVES OF WORKERS 


SEC. 304. The Conmittee. shall' use 
its best efforts, directly and through 
contracting agencies, contractors, state 
and local officials and public and private 
agencies,, and all other available instru-
mentalities, to cause any labor. union, 
recruiting agency or other representative 
of workers who is or may be engaged in 
work under government contracts to co-
operate with, and to comply in the im-
plementation of, the purposes of this 
order. 


SEC. 305. The Committee may, to ef-
fectuate the ' purposes of section 304 of 
this order, hold hearings, public or pri-
vate, with respect to the practices and 
policies of any such labor organization. 
It shall from time to time submit special 
reports to the President concerning dis-
criminatory practices and policies of any 
such labor organization, and may recom-
mend remedial action if, In its judgment, 
such action Is necessary or appropriate. 
It may also notify any Federal, state, or 
local agency of Its conclusions and rec-
ommendations with respect to any such 
labor. organization which In its . judg-
ment has failed to cooperate with the 
Committee, contracting agencies, con-
tractors, or subcontractors in carrying 
out the purposes of this order. 
SUBPART C—POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE 


PRESIDENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY AND OF CON-
TRACTING AGENCIES 


SEC. 306. The Committee shall adopt 
such rules and regulations and issue such 
orders as It deems necessary and appro-
priate 'to achieve the purposes of this 
order, including the purposes of Part II 
hereof relating to discrimination In gov-
ernment employment. 


SEC. 307. Each contracting agency 
shall be primarily responsible for obtain-
Ing compliance with the rules, regula-
tions, and orders of the Committee with 
respect to contracts entered into by such 
agency or Its contractors, or affecting 
its own employment practlOes. All con-
tracting agencies shall comply with the 
Committee's rules in discharging their 
primary responsibility for securing 
compliance with the provisions of con-
tracts and otherwise with the terms of 
this Executive order and of the rules, 
regulations, and orders of the Committee 
pursuant hereto. They are directed to 
coopeate with the Committee, and to 
furnish the Committee such informa-
tion and assistance as it may require in 
the performance of its functions under 
this order.

The Committee may provide 
for issuance Of a United States Govern-
ment Certificate of Merit to' : employers 
or employee organizations which are or 
'may. hereafter be 'engaged in' work un- 
'der government'contracts, if the Com- 
mittee is' satisfied that the personnel 
and em.ployntent practices of the em-
ployer,' or that the personnel, training, 
apprenticeship, membership, grievance 
and representation, upgrading and other 


,practices and policies of the employee 
organization, conform to the purposes 
and provisions of this order. 


SEC. 317. Any Certificate of Merit 
may at any time be suspended or re-
voked by the Committee if the holder 
thereof, in the judgment of the Com-
mittee, has failed to comply with the 
provisions of this order. 


SEC. 318. The Committee may provide 
for the exemption of any employer or 
employee organization from any require-; 
ment ,for furnishing Information as to 
compliance if such employer or employee 
organization has been awarded a Certifi-
cate of Merit which has not been sus-
pended or revoked. 


PART IV—MISCELLANEOUS 


SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 
agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear-
ings, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold, or Cause 
to be held, hearings In accordance 
subsection (a) of this section prior to 
imposing, ordering, or recommending the 
Imposition of penalties and sanctions 
under this order, except that no order 
for debarment of any contractor' from 
further government contracts shall be 
made without a hearing. 


SEC. 311. The Committee shall, en-
courage the furtherance of an educa-
tional program by employer, labor, civic, 
educational,' religious, and other non-
governmental' groups in order. to elimi-
nate or reduce the basic 'causes of , dis-
crimina Uon in employment on the 
ground of race, creed; color, or national 
origin. 


SUBPART, D—SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 


SEC. 312. In accordance with such 
rules, regulations or ordersas the Com- 
mittee may Issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may: 


(a) Publlsh, : or cause to be published, 
the names . of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have 1ailed'to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justie that, in cases where there is sub-
stantial or material violation or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth in section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions,' Including the en-
joining, within the limitations of 
app'icable law, of organizations, individ-


within a reasonable time limitation' to 
secure compliance with the contract pro-
visions of this order by methods of con-' 
ference, conciliation, mediation,' and' per-
suasion before proceedings shall be in-
stituted under paragraph (b) of this 
section, or before a contract shall be 
terminated in whole or In part under 
paragraph (d) of this section fOr failure 
of a contractor or subcontractor to' com-
ply with the contract provisions of this 
order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
ing any action authorized by this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules and regulations, shall 
promptly 'notify, the Committee of such 
actionor reasons for not acting., 'Where 
the Committee Itself makes a determina- 
tion under this section, it shall promptly 
notify . the 'appropriate' . contracting 
agency of the, action recommended. The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the results'thereof to the Commit.. 
tee within such time as the Committee 
shall provide. 


SEC. 314. If the Committee, shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has' satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a .program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency. 


SEC. 315. Whenever , a contracting 
agency terminates a contract, or when-
ever a contractor has been debarred 
from further government contracts, be- 
cause of noncompliance with the con-
'tractor provisions with regard to non-
discrimination, the Committee,' or the 
contracting agency Involved, 'shall 
promptly notify the Comptroller Gen-
eral of the United States.


SECTION 401. Each contracting agency 
(except the Department of Justice) shall 
defray such necessary expenses of the 
Committee as may be authorized by 
law, including section 214 of the Act of 
May 3, 1945, 59 Stat.

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Item 3. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION 


(a) Description of workings and production facilities. 


The property has been operated through six adits and an open pit. The 


earliest operators concentrated on drifting on showing of cinnabar that outcropped 


in the east side of Canyon Creek, but late underground development has been 


designed to intersect the productive areas at greater depth with less regard for 


drifting along favorable structures. Presently, all of the underground workings 


are inaccessible owing to caving of the portals. Recent development has been 


directed at near surface low grade ore bodies that are amenable to open pit mining. 


The accompanying photographs show the status of the major open pit area at the 


cessation of the most recent: period of activity. The bench height in the pit is 


fifteen to twenty feet. The relative positions of the surface and underground workings 


are shown on the accompanying 200 scale map and sketch, plate 2. 


At present the property is equipped with a new forty ton per day six hearth 


Herreshoff roasting plant, and with a two table gravity concentrating plant with a 


crushing plant. There are also two nearly new D-tube retorts with all subsidiary 


equipment on the property. General views of these installations are shown on the 


accompanying photographs. 


(b) During the past year, the main open pit was cleared out and developed 


by the present. operators. The old underground work was all done by previous oper-


ators. The plant equipment, with the exception of the furnace plant, and mining 


machinery on the property, are owned or leased by Werdenhoff Mining Company. 


The new furnace plant is owned by Pacific Minerals & Chemical Co. Inc. which 


also leases that equipment belonging to the Werdenhoff Mining Company. The 


writer has no interest in any of the developments described above.

(c) Past production of the property, according to a compilation by Howard 


C. Brooks, Geologist, of the Oregon Department of Geology and Mineral Industries

Brooks computes the average grade of the ore treated from 1927 through 1.954 at 6.3 


pounds per ton of recovered quicksilver. 


(d) No ore reserve figures are computed. At the cessation of operations in 


the open pit on November 30 11 1960 11 a series of horizontal channel samples taken three 


feet below the top of the face of the lowermost pit level showed that the entire pit 


face would assay 4.8 pounds per ton across a 41,6 foot width. These assays can be 


grouped in five zones which give higher assays surrounding a barren center. The 


groups show 6.4 pounds on the eastern 17.6 feet, with 6.5 pounds on the western 


5.9 feet leaving 6.4 feet of 34 pound and 8.9 feet of 3.2 pound material on the east 


and west side respectively o. a 2.8 foot wide horse of waste in the center of the pit 


face, A summary of this data is as follows:

In addition, a 30 foot long portion of an old drift, intersected at right angles 


by the lower pit face in the area below samples 1061 and 1062 was sampled. An 


arithmetic average of eleven hotizontal channel and grab samples taken from the 


walls and from muckpiles in the drift is 8,3 pounds per ton. These two series. of 


assays show that a block of ore bearing ground remains on the lowest pit level 


roughly forty by thirty feet in plan, and the height of the bench. No further develop-


ment has been undertaken elsewhere on the property. 


(e) Geological description, Briefly, the geologic setting of the cinnabar 


deposits consists of a thick series of andesite pyroclastics and flows that have 


been intensely faulted and fractured by four superimposed fracture systems, and 


have been hydrothermally altered. Rock types present in the area are interbedded 


andesitic and latitic tuffs, agglomerates and flows of the Eocene Clarno formation, 


which have been intruded by later ande site porhyry or diabase dikes. In the south-


ern part of the mine area, the Clarno rocks are overlain by the flat lying Piocene 


Ochoco olivine basalt and andesite flows. Post-Ochoco faulting and erosion have 


slightly disturbed the Ochoco rocks in the southern area, and have removed them

entirely in the northern area. Cinnabar mineralization has occurred in premabie 


fractured zones in the footwall of one of the fracture systems, and has been con-


trolled by an impervious gouge on the fault plane,, Mineralization is generally 


low grade and somewhat erratic, the ore-bodies being generally most persistent 


along the dip. The appended maps show the regional structural relations. The 


system designated as the Ore Fault system controls the mineralization. A more 


detailed treatment of the geological conditions on the property will be found in the 


attached copy of the Geological Progress Report. 


(f) Additional ore discoveries can be expected along the favorable Ore 


Fault structures. Alteration and pyrite mineralization is widespread over most of 


the area covered by the Merry Widow, Jack Knife, Western Belle, and Eastern Belle 


claims, and the entire area of twenty-one claims is traversed by segments of the 


various fault systems. Traces of cinnabar can be panned from practically any place 


in the Clarno outcrop area, which indicates that cinnabar mineralization has been 


pervasive over the general area, so local concentrations governed by the structural 


features described above, can be expected,,

MOTHER LODE MINE 
This mine is some 32.3 miles distant from Prineville. The 


road is along United States Highway 28 for about 24.9 miles 
to a CCC camp and here a dirt road turns off up the hill 
behind the camp and runs to the mine some 7.4 miles distant. 
The mine is in Section 29, Township 14 South, Range 20 East, 
on the north slope of Lookout Mountain. 


This property was first reported as a new producer in 1906 
when it was credited with a production of three flasks. It was 
then known as the American Almaden mine and was operated 
by the Almaden Gold and Quicksilver Company. The location 
was given as Howard, Crook County. In 1908 it was credited 
with a small production from a 6-ton furnace. It was the origi-
nal discovery of quicksilver in the Ochoco District. At a later 
date it was operated by the Quicksilver Consolidated Mining 
Company and under this name it was described in United States 
Geological Survey Bulletin 846-A'. 


This Bulletin on page 122 shows a map of the workings as 
they existed at that time. At this time the mine was also 
referred to as the Canyon Creek Mine of the Consolidated 
Quicksilver Company. 


Later the mine was taken over by Crams, Inc., and additional 
work was done as shown on Fig. 11. This company applied for 
and received a R. F. C. loan of $12,000 in 1935. The furnace plant 
was moved to below the mouth of the new or No. 4 Adit, from 
its formçr position at the Consolidated Adit. This plant is shown 
in Photo 11. 


In October, 1937, the mine was inactive having shut down 
in September, 1936. The lowest or No. 4 Adit was open, but the 
others were caved. At present the R. F. C. holds the mine. The 
roads to the mine are practically impassible in winter so a 
shutdown in winter has been usual. 


The plant consists of a small 2-foot by 24 rotary kiln haying 
a cast-iron pipe and wooden barrel condenser. It is operated 
by a 15 HP Fairbanks Morse Company engine and can treat 
some 8 to 10 tons per day. 


Ore is trammed out of No. 4 Adit to a grizzly over the bin, 
oversize is crushed in a Wheeling crusher, and from this bin 
the ore is fed to the furnace. The burned ore from the furnace 
drops into a pit from which it is trammed to the dump. 


Production to date has been not much over 100 flasks. This 
is small considering the amount of work done and the poor 
showing is blamed variously on bad management, irregular 
ore, insufficient development, and development work in the 
wrong places. The mine does show good ore in places and if 
run by hard-headed experienced quicksilver miners might make 
a very much better showing.
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stringers. The sequence of mineralization appears to be first clay, 
chlorite, and pyrite followed in order by quartz, cinnabar, quartz 
and dolomite, chalcedony and opal, and lastly, asphalt. 


Considerable stoping has been done near the end of the north-
east drift, a stope there in gougy basalt being about 40 feet hign 
and 15 to 20 feet wide. A little cinnabar remains in the clay of the

walls. Several other stopes have been worked; one, near the junc-
tion of the southwest branch with the main drift, is about 50 feet 
long and follows a vein that strikes N. 60 0 E. and dips steeply 
south.

Much of the old 
work in the mine is caved, so that the extent of other stoping was 
not determined. 


The tenor of the ore is unknown, but to judge from the material 
exposed in the mine it must be rather low.

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MOTHER LODE MINE (15-17) 


This mine, which has been known as the American Almaden, Quicksilver 


Consolidated Mining Company, and Crans 8 Inc. , is located about 32 miles from 


Prineville on the road to Lookout Mountain. It lies in Sec. 20, 29, T. 14 5., R. 20 


E. , and is just below the north face of Lookout Mountain. At the time of the visit,

In some cases 


definite post-material movement was observed. Stopes have been developed from the 


lower tunnell following these small localized ore-bodies. Total production has been 


about 200 flasks, 


In the lower tunnel a dense fine-grained black basalt was found which had 


invaded the more coarsely crystalline Clarno basalts and andesites. In one place 


small stringers of cinnabar and quartz were observed,, penetrating this rock for a short 


distance. 


In this region the Clarno is capped by a series of younger andesitic flows. 


At present none of the workings has extended high enough to reach the bottom of the 


series of andesite. .\Thether these flows form a cap for this deposit is problematical, 


and could only be determined by development. However, no evidence was found in 


the quadrangle to indicate that mineralization was later than these overlying andesites.

While high grade ore veins four inches wide have been exposed in the new 


workings, the tenor of the ore in the old workings is low grade.

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Item 4 ACCESSIBILITY OF PROPERTY 


(a) The OME representative will be met by Dr0W0G. Johnston. The 


property can be reached from Prineville, Oregon, by travelling East 16 miles on 


U. S. Highway 26 to the Old Ochoco Highway. After turning off on the Old Ochoco 


Highway one must drive 9 miles slightly past the Ochoco Ranger Station, then turn 


south following the Canyon Creek Road to the divide between Canyon Creek and 


Johnson Creek drainages. From that point, a spur road marked "Lookout Mountain" 


can be followed to the Mother Lode Mine. 


The property is readily accessible by automobile from May through November0 


The surface mine workings can easily be inspected, even though some material has 


sloughed over the lower portions of the banks. The portals of all of the adits are 


presently caved, so the underground workings are inaccessible. 


(b) Prineville,, Oregon, thirty-two miles from the property, is the locus for 


shipping and supplies. Ample facilities for purchasing supplies and repairing equip-

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Item 50 EXPLORATION WORK 


(a) Description of exploration pgrarn0 The exploration program to be per-


formed with OME assistance Is a combined surface and underground drilling and 


sampling program s with some preliminary surveying and geological mapping. Geo-


chemical prospecting will be used, both to locate presently unknown favorable 


geological structures, and to outline the most favorable sites for churn drilling on 


known structures. The exploration program will advance by stages, the latter ones 


being modified by results of the earlier program. They will follow a preliminary 


surveying, mapping-geochemical prospecting stage as soon as sufficient information 


is available to intelligently locate the various drill holes. 


Sequence of Operations. It is evisioned to follow the mapping and original 


geochemical program with a churn drilling program in the Clarno Formation in the area 


immediately surrounding the present mine workings. As this phase is completed, 


steput churn drilling will be done in the other promising areas in the Clarno formation 


as indicated by geological and geochemical results. A third churn drilling program 


will be undertaken, again with geochemical control, -Co penetrate the Ochoco lavas 


south of the present mine workings in order to sample the ClarnoOchoco contact, and 


the top few hundred feet of the Clarno formation. Finally, an underground longhole 


drilling program will be undertaken from an existing adit that crosscuts the trend of 


the major mineralized zones. In all of the drilling pro grams a 160 foot cc spacing 


will be used, and all holes will be at some multiple of this spacing. This pattern 


is oriented parallel to the bserved strike of the Ore Fault series of fractures as 


shown on the accompanying map. 


Possible Modifications. These exploratory phases will, of course, be 


altered if early drilling shows previously unknown cinnabar mineralization, so that

the discoveries can be accurately explored. Also the underground drilling program 


is contingent upon finding the adit in usable condition. If the adit is badly damaged 


It might be uneconomic to 	 it solely for exploration purposes.

Surveying. A closed transit traverse must be made on the property in order 


to provide an accurate base to which to refer the subsequent mapping, geochemical 


sampling, and drilling.

Geochemical Prospecting. Each of the 160 foot grid stations will be located 


in the 2000 foot square area around the present mine workings in the Clarno formation, 


and a sample for geochemical analysis will be taken at the station. The samples will 


be tested by a conventional sublimation colorimetric analysis, as described in USGS 


publications on the subject, and a preliminary geochemical anomaly map prepared. 


It is hoped that this will serve to indicate occult cinnabar bearing areas as well as 


the most favorable portions of the known areas for further prospecting. This portion 


of the geochemical prospecting program will call for roughly 170 determinations.

Box 696, Cottage Grove, 
Oregon 9702 1 , had an option in 1965 which gave them operational 
rights of the Mother Lode mine and mill. Apparently, this option 
was never exercised. 


The Mother Lode group was sold to Edw. P. Miller, Miller Construction 
Company, Inc.', on December 31, 1965. The Midnight Mining Company, 
based in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, took an option on the 
property in the summer of 1969, after which they planned geophysical 
prospecting prior to underground or surface mining. Mr. Miller's 
address is:

The property:;' may be reached from Prineville, Oregon, by following 
U.S. Highway 26 eastward for 16.2 miles; turn right off highway and 
proceed along Lookout Mountain road 8.8 miles to an old Civilian 
Conservation Corps camp now used as quarters for Ranger Station; 
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turn right and follow graveled county road for 7.5 miles; turn sharp 
right and follow: logging road for 0.7 mile, then turn right and 
follow mine road for 0.4 mile to the. property. Altitudes at the 
property range rom 5,900 to 6,500 feet, and slopes are generally 
steep. 


The mine is an old one and there has been extensive underground work 
as well as openpitting. The several adits are shown on figure 1. 
Brooks (1963, p 1 )41) has detailed some of the. history of the mine 
and reports that between 1906 and 1960 the mine had been owned by 10 
different compaiies who had produced a total of 352 flasks of quick-
silver. Duringthis period the Reconstruction Finance Corporation, 
in 1936, took possession of the property in lieu of repayment of a 
$12,000.00 development loan. 


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore for mercury ore bodies in a 
series of andesitic tuffs, flows, and porphyry of Eocene age. The 
work was to include geochemical soil testing, bulldozing access roads 
and drill sites, churn drilling, and percussion drilling long holes 
from an adit.


GEOLOGIC JUSTIFICATION 


Cinnabar has been deposited along fractures in shear zones that cut 
andesite flows, tuff, and agglomerate at the Mother Lode mine. The 
sheared rocks are part of the Clarno Formation of Eocene age. 
Picture Gorge Basalt of the Columbia Group of Middle Miocene age 
unconformably overlies the Clarno Formation and crops out on the hill-
slopes south and west of the mine (Swinney, Waters, and Miller, 1968). 
A strong shear: zone, known locally as the Johnson Creek shear zone, 
extends N. 600 E. from the Mother Lode mine for more than 3 miles. 
Hydrothermally altered tuff crops out along the shear zone. There 
are many concertrations. of cinnabar in the shear zone., and at least 
three mines have been developed along, it. Some of the cinnabar, has 
been localized where north- to northwest-trending faults cut the 
Johnson Creek shear zone. Wet and runny ground has been a barrier to 
successful underground development of some of the mines. Many under-
ground workings (fig. 1) and two open pits have explored the zone at 
the Mother Lode mine. The deepest workings in which ore bodies have 
been found at the mine are about 60 feet below the surface. 


Cinnabar in the open pits is on the footwall side of faults in favorable 
areas in tuff"and andesite porphyry. Most of the deposits are along 
or closely related to faults that strike N. 200 E., although some have 
been found on!' faults that strike N. 400 E. and N. 600 E. Hydrothermally 
altered tuff is the most'favorable host rock. The cinnabar is in 
lenticular or'chimneylike bodies, roughly oval in plan, that are 140 
800 square feet in area.
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S 
The property was examined in September 1956 by. D. C. Alvord and R. D. 
Sample, USGS., and E. W. Parsons, USBM, in connection with an applica-
tion for Defense" Minerals Exploration Administration assistance 
(Docket No. DMEA-428). The DMEA examiners recommended denial of the 
application because of lack of a worth-while exploration target, and 
the lack of potential for a large low-grade deposit. 


Work in the early 1960's by the Pacific Minerals and Chemical Co., 
Inc., in enlarging the open pit exposed evidence, that indicated a 
large low-grade ore body might be found by further exploration. The 
exploration wasto search ore-bearing structures to learn if deposits 
of cinnabar are sufficiently close spaced to constitute a low-grade 
ore body that could be mined profitably in an open pit. 


CONTRACT 


The contract, nb. 2132, was dated December 15, 1961, and work was to 
start on or before June 1, 1962. Work was to be completed within 14 
months from the date of the contract. The estimated costs of the 
original contract work were as follows:

The contract was amended eight times as follows: 


Amendment No. ,l, dated November 20, 1962, made the following changes: 
The provision for a full-time engineer-geologist-supervisor was de-
lted.. The second paragraph of Phase 3 was deleted and the following 
substituted in lieu thereof: 


"Outside the ore zone the cuttings from each 15 feet of hole 
shall be,split with a Jones or similar sample splitter. If 
panning one split of the cuttings indicates significant mercury 
mineralization, a second split shall be prepared for assay pur-
poses. In the ore zone each 5 feet of hole shall be similarly 
sampled and assayed for mercury." 


A new nondiscrimination requirement, as set out in Section 301 of 
Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, was inserted, in lieu of 
Article 12 of the original contract. 


Amendment No" 2, dated January 28, 1963, made the following changes: 
The bulldozer used for preparation of access roads and leveling of 
drill sites shall be a D-8 or D-7 or equivalent size of any other 
make.
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Under Estimated Costs. Of the Project, the first item of work and costs 
is deleted and replaced as follows:

Work under the contract was suspended during the period beginning 
December 31, 1962, and was to be resumed not later than May 15, 
1963. The time fixed for completion of the work was extended from 
14 months to 20 months. 


The maximum period for royalty payments and for the lien to secure 
the payment thereof provided for in Article 1 of the contract was 
extended from 10 to 11 years. 


Amendment No. 3, dated May 21, 1963, extended the date of suspension 
or work from May 15, 1963, to June 15, 1963. 


Amendment No. )4,l dated September 6, 1963, made the following changes: 
Extended the time for completion of the contract from 20 months to 36 
months from the date of the contract. 


Extended the maximum period for royalty payments and for the lien to 
secure payment thereof from 11 to 12 years. 


Reduced the total cost of the contract from $69,120.00 to $61,800.00 
and reduced the Government's participation from $34,860.00 to 
$335900.00.

3 of the contract, could be used to explore 
mineralized areas indicated by. the trench work. The holes were to be 
drilled to. a depth not to exceed an average of 300 feet and were not 
to be closer than approximately 100 feet from any other hole drilled 
under the contract.

Amendment No. 6, dated November 27, 1963, suspended work under the 
contract during the period beginning October 15, 1963, and ending not 
later than June 1, 1964. 


If work is not resumed on or before the termination of. the period of 
suspension, the contract and all obligations were to be terminated 
effective October 15, 1963. If the contract were terminated a pseudo-
certification would be in effect, whereby the Government would have 
a lien on future production the same as if a Certification of 
Possible Production had been made.
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Amendment No. 7,, dated June 10.:1964, extended the starting date after 
the suspension period from June 1, 1964, to September 1, 1964. 


Amendment. No. 8., dated September 10, 1964, rescinded Amendments Nos. 
6 and T, extended the time for completion of the contract from 36 
months to 48 months, and extended the maximum period for royalty 
repayments from 12 to 13 years from the date of the contract. 


The contract and all obligations of the parties thereunder were to be 
terminated as follows: 


(i) Effective October 15, 1963, if the work has not been 
resumed on br before June 1, 1965. 


(ii) Effective December 15, 1965, if the work was started but 
not completed on or before that date. 


A pseuo-certification requirement, identical to that in 
Amendment No. 6, was included. 


PROJECT WORK 


The work was designed to explore the area along the fault system that 
strikes N. 20 0 E. and passes through the open pit on the Merry Widow 
claim (fig. 1). liThe work was planned as four phases: 


Phase l.--Establish three parallel lines, about 100 feet apart. 
On each line, starting far enough from the pit to preclude contamination, 
or about 100 fee, mark off sample stations at approximately 100-foot 
intervals. Along each line northeast of the pit and along the western-
most and center lines southwest of the pit there shall be not more than 
six stations; on the easternmost line southwest of the pit there shall 
be not more thar seven stations. From each station a soil sample shall 
be taken a few inches below the surface and analyzed for its parts-per-
million mercury content. 


Phase 2.--In areas where prior sampling indicates anomalous mer-
cury content, additional soil samples may be taken at 20-foot inter-
vals.


Phase 3.--It is estimated that 20 churn drill holes will be re-
quired to explore the favorable areas indicated as a result of the 
soil sampling. Access road shall be bulldozed to the approved churn 
drill sites and the sites leveled. The holes shall. be  drilled to a 
depth not to exceed an average of 300 feet. In general, the holes 
shall be collared near the east side of the anomalies. No hole shall 
be drilled closer than 100 feet to any other hole in an east-west 
direction nor less than 50 feet in a north-south direction. 


Outside of the ore zone the cuttings from each 15 feet of hole 
shall be coned and quartered. If panning one-quarter of the cuttings 
indicates significant mercury mineralization, a second quarter shall 
be prepared for assay purposes. In the ore zone each 5 feet of hole 
shall be similarly sampled and assayed for mercury. 
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Phase4..--It the event, that No. 5 Adit, is rehabilitated for a 
sufficient length at the Operator's own expense, then a maximum of 
60 long holes. shall be drilled in planes bearing N.100 W. from six 
stations spaced at 80-foot. intervals in the adit. If the adit is 
shorter than shown on Plate 2, then a corresponding reduction in 
stations shall be made. 


From each station five holes shall be drilled into each wall of 
the adit at respectively 15, 30, 45 , 60, and 75 degrees upwards to 
depths averaging not to exceed 100 feet. 


Cuttings from long holes shall be collected and sampled as out-
lined in Phase 3, except that cuttings from outside of ore zones shall 
be over 10-foot intervals. 


The project work started in June 1962. By the end of the calendar 
year a total of 65 soil samples and 210 feet of churn drilling had 
been completed. In addition to this contract work, the Operator 
collected several soil samples for his own account. The method of 
analyses of the samples was that described by F. N. Ward and E. H. 
Bailey on page 33, AIME Transactions (Mining), volume 217 (1960). 
The sampling under Phase 1 was completed between June 20 and June 26, 
1962; the sampling under Phase 2 was completed by July 31, 1962. The 
churn drilling was suspended as of December 30, 1962, due to winter 
conditions. Work was recessed until June 1963. 


There was a change in supervisors at the mine when work was resumed 
in June. The former supervisor, W. G. Johnson had left and the new 
supervisor was Juan Munoz. Work was resumed during the week of 
June 3, 1963. 


Only churn drilling was done in 1963. Holes 4, 5, and 6 were done 
and hole 3, which had been started in 1962, was finished. The drill-
ing was completed by October 10, 1963. This essentially was the last 
OME contract work. The driller left the property on October 13, 1963. 


There were several discussions between the OME Field Officer and. Mr. 
Munoz regarding future work under the contract. The many amendments 
attest to the changes in plans. It was decided that additional work 
would not include drilling holes from an adit, but funds originally 
allotted for this drilling would be used for bulldozing trenches at 
right angles to the supposed trend of the Johnson Creek shear zone 
and for churn drilling favorable exposures in the trenches. 


C. M. Ellings'en resigned as president of Pacific Minerals and Chemical 
Co., Inc., on December 1, 1963, and Fred Sepic became acting president. 
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The OME Field Officer visited the property on August 5, 196, and 
found it deserted. He learned later that Mr. Munoz had been doing 
some prospecting and geologic work there during the summer and 
located an area of some promise on which he planned further work. 
Consequently, the contract was recessed until June 1, 1965 (Amendment 
No. 8). 


The OME Field Officer again visited the property on June 13, 19655 
and found thatno contract work had been started. A Dick Tooley, 
Foreman, was at the property and had been instructed by the owners to 
clean out old trenches for inspection by individuals from an unnamed 
company who had expressed an interest in operating the mine. The 
Field Officer recommended that the contract be terminated according 
to Amendment No. 8. Later correspondence shows that the unnamed 
company was probably National Minerals Corporation, Cottage Grove, 
Oregon. 


The Pacific Minerals and Chemical Co., Inc., was notified in a letter 
dated January 25, 1966, that the Government had a lien on future 
production from the property according to the terms of Amendment No. 
8. The contract was considered terminated as of October 15, 1964.

The Government has no equity in any equipment and supplies at the 
Mother Lode mine.


REPORTS 


The Operator never submitted a final report.	 An Interim Report of 
Review is dated May 18, 1964, and a Report of Cost Review, for an 
audit performed March 9-11, 1966, is dated April 18, 1966.	 There 
have been no Royalty Reviews.
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PROJECT RESULTS 


The results.ofI lthe soil sampling, are shown on figure 1. Only 65 soil 
samples were taken as part of.the contract work. (Phases 1 and 2); 
however, the Operator collected many more samples for his own account 
and they are included in the data shown on the map. The sample re-
sults show a fair concentration of cinnabar west and southwest of the 
pit but very little northeast of the pit. 


Five churn drill holes were completed under terms of the contract. 
Logs of these holes were submitted by the Operator,. and assay data for 
holes 1, 2, and 3 were received. The results of the drilling were 
somewhat unsatisfactory for the holes were vertical, and the known 
ore occurrence's are in steeply dipping fractures; hence, the inter-
section between the hole and the mineralized fractures was at a low 
angle.

The log of hole 4 indicates that no colors were found by panning 
the drill cuttings. The log of hole 6 states that "fair to good" 
colors were panned from cuttings at 105-110 feet and that colors in 
varying amounts were found between 165 and 195 feet, but no samples 
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were assayed. The holes in which only a few colors were found contain 
pyrite, calcite . , and some opalite. Films and thin seams of hydro-
carbon material are associated with cinnabar in some of the holes. 


No meaningful correlation can be made between the ore zone cut in hole 
1 with either the 5-foot or the two 10-foot ore zones cut in hole :3. 
No reserve estimate can be made based on the OME work. 


The work was not conclusive in that it did not definitely prove or 
disprove the existence of a large low-grade deposit of mercury ore 
on the property. At the time the contract was terminated there were 
plans to intensively explore the trend of the Johnson Creek shear zone 
by trenching and drilling. This work might have some merit because 
other mines in the area have been developed on the shear zone. 


There was no Certification of Possible Production issued as a result 
of the work. A pseudo-certification, however, resulted from the 
failure of the: Operator to resume exploration work according to terms 
of Amendment No. 8 to the contract. The Government has a lien on 
future production from the property until December 15, 197, or until 
the sum of $6,289.52 is fully repaid with interest at the rate of 
6-114 percent per annum whichever occurs first. 


PRODUCTION AND ROYALTIES 


There has been no production of mercury from the mine since the con-
tract was terminated and there has been no payment of royalties. 


SUMMARY 


Only a small 'proportion of the originally proposed work was done. 
The completed work did not disclose the presence of a large low-grade 
ore body that could be profitably mined in an open cut. The work did 
indicate that! 	 Johnson Creek shearzone cuts across the Merry Widow 
claim. Further exploration along this shear zone might be warranted; 
the new work could be similar to that outlined in Amendment No. 5 to 
the contract. 


There were several problems in administering the contract. The 
Operator was soil sampling for his own account concurrently with the 
OME sampling" 	 created problems in determining how to pro-rate 
some of the costs of the work. The original supervisor failed to keep 
adequate records and when he was replaced with a new supervisor during 
the second year of the contract, there were difficulties in clarifying 
and justifying some of the earlier claimed costs. Some of the problems 
were alleviated by Amendment No. 4 which converted variousActual Cost 
items to Fixed Cost items.

It was learned in August 1969 that exploration has been continuing 
at the mine under at least two different parties. No production 
has resulted from this new work.

I wonder, therefore, 
if it would not be proper to notify the owners that we are aware of 
the recent changes in temporary ownership of the mine and request 
that they keep us better informed. The owners to whom I refer are 
Messrs. Earl Zimmerman and Roger Golliard.

The above two proceedings are related, necessarily. If 
both are successful, it will result in 86 2/3% interest in the 
"mother lode" claims being lost to. Werdenhoff,, and its contrac-
tor, Pacif-ic Minerals, and vested in the sellers of said "Mother 
Lode" claims (one of whom is Conrad M. Ellingsen, or his assigns); 
and will further result in the sale of certain of the mining 
equipment on the ciaims(but not all),.includi.ng the:.Herschoff

I write this letter, again, as the basis for what I hope 
might be a settlement of: all outstanding issues, affecting all 
interested parties.

Meanwhile, as we view the situation, there is a doubt as to 
what the effect of the execution sale of the Cinnabar Mill, and 
other equipment, will be. M.M. Reese, as we understand it, claims 
to have purchased the judgment of Conrad N.' Ellingsen. M.M. Reese, 
as we also understand. it, has levied on the judgment.of Conrad M. 
Ellingsen,' in CrOok County'. Since N.M. Reese has not requested the 
execution 'sale'in'question,"ànd in fact opposes it, at this time, 
there is considerable doubt, as to what'right, title or interest 
the purchaser at, said execution sale will obtain. We do understand' 
that both Pacific Minerals,. 'and M.M. Reese, will not recognize the 
title of any purchaser at the execution sale.

Mr. Ellingsen is now in the anomalous position of seeking 
'this drastic forfeiture. of an immense investment, and taking back, 
for himself, .a substantial portion of the mining claims, enhanced 
by such investments 


This is not all. Since December, 1963, Mr. Ellingsen has 
had under attachment, or execution, the "Mother Lode" claims them-
selves, the Herschoff Cinnabar Mill, and all other equipment on  
the "Mother Lode" claims. This attachment, and execution, in 
effect, paralyzed efforts to try to raise funds to improve, or 
develop, or conduct mining operations upon, thesubject' claims. 
For 'a substantial portion-of this time, Mr. Ellingsen maintained 


., " .. this attachment, even though he was a Vice-President, and member 
of the Board of Directors, of Werdenh off Mining Company. .Moveover, 
as the Circuit Court for Crook County ruled in a recent 'case, many 


•	 :'. . of these items of equipment, which Mr. Ellingsen had under attach-
ment, or execution, ' for this two year period, were in fact the 
properties. of Werdenhoff Mining Company (against whom Mr. Ellingsen 
had no judgment), as was well-known to Mr. Ellingsen 


I have not briefed the question under Oregon law, but I" 
would presume that an action to forfeit a contract interest, and 
acquire title, is an equitable action under Oregon law, and also 


• H" • that forfeitures, are not favored underthe law. 


It seems to me to be material for a substantial trial on 
the merits whether,. under the circumstances, the sellers, including 
Mr. Ellingsen, should now have the right to a forfeiture. We do 
not think the other ' sellers, Parkinson, Zimmerman and Golliard, 
can isolate themselves from Mr. Ellingsen's activities. One of 
these, Mr. Parkinson, was in fact, and I believe still is, repre-
sentedby Mr. Ellingsen's attorney,. Mr. Jennings Felix.

The call to Mr. Sepic was to learn if copies of the transfer of the 
interest in the Mother Lode group from Pacific Minerals and Chemical 
Co., Inc., to Miller Construction Company, Inc., had been furnished 
the Government as instructed in the letter from Mr. Frank E. Johnson 
dated January 25, 1966. Mr. Sepic was not certain if this had been 
done. He said that at the time of the transfer he was no longer 
president ofPacific Minerals and Chemicals Co., Inc., but that a Mr. 
Max Stell, Gi1g Harbor, Washington, was president. Mr. Sepic suggested 
that Mr. Price might have the information I was seeking. 


Mr. Joe Price said that, insofar as he knew, no copies of the transfer 
in interest in the Mother Lode group were furnished the Government. 
He mentioned that only the Mother Lode group was involved in the 
transaction and that the Cobar group of claims had reverted back to 
its original iowners in Or 	 Mr. Price is going to forward copies 
of the transaction to our office. With these he will also include 
the address and telephone number of Mr. Max Stell. According to 
Mr. Price, the Pacific Minerals and Chemical Co., Inc., is inactive. 
None of the officers care. to take the responsibility of dissolving 
the corporation. 


Mr. Edward P. Miller was contacted to learn of the current status 
of the Mother Lode mine. He has optioned the property to Midnight 
Mining Company, a corporation based in Vancouver, British Columbia, 
Canada. It was his understanding that the Midnight Mining Company 
was making an aeromagnetic survey of the property prior to conducting 
an exploration project on the ground. Mr. Miller said that some work 
had been done underground at the Mother Lode mine in the past 2 years 
and possibly some quicksilver was produced. He suggested that I call 
Mr. Tooley in Prineville to learn about these activities. 


Mr. Tooley said that about 200. feet of drift had been rehabilitated 
at the mine, but heavy ground made it impossible to continue the work. 
He said that some ore from the Mercury Queen mine had been burned 
in the retort at the property and about a half of bottle of quicksilver 
was recovered.. There has been no production from the Mother Lode 
property. The Mercury Queen mine is several miles from the Mother 
Lode mine. 


So, currently, the Mother Lode mine is optioned by Midnight Mining 
Company from. the Miller Construction Company who purchased it from 
Pacific Minerals and Chemical Co., Inc., a presently inactive

This refers to that part of the ultimate paragraph of your memoran- 
dum dated April ?7, 1966, requesting a recommendation as to certi-
fication of possible production from the subject claims as a result 
of the completed O14E work. A report relative to production will be 
delayed until I can visit the property. 


At the approximate present price of mercury ($11.00/flask) a cut-off 
grade of 3 pounds mercury per ton ($15 .80/ton ) is about the minimum 
that could be considered ore. Since October 1965 when the E&MJ 
quotations were -$630 to $640 per flask, the price has been falling 
each month throh March when it was quoted at $145 to $455 per 
flask, so possibly 3.5 pounds mercury per ton would be a more 
realistic cut-off grade. 


Holes 1, 2, 3, 141 and 6 were authorized and drilled; although hole 5 
was never authorized, it was drilled to a depth of 225 feet at the 
Operator's expense. The location of these holes are best shown 
on Map No. 2 which accompanied a letter dated April 18, 1964, from 
Juan Munoz, then engineer-geologist-supervisor for the Operator. 
Samples were assayed from parts of holes 1, 2, and 3 only. The log 
of hole Ii. indicates that not even any colors were found by panning 
the drill cuttings. The log of hole 5 mentions 2 to 4 colors per 


•	 pan from 40 to 45 feet, but no samples were assayed. The log of 
hole 6 states that "fair to good" colors were panned from cuttings 


•	 at 105 to 110 feet and that colors in varying amounts were found 
between 165 and 195 feet, but again no samples were assayed. A 
total of 31 samples, of which only 29 conformedto contract speci-
fications, were taken from holes 1, 2, and 3. Of thesefour samples 
from hole 3, one sample from hole 1, and none from hole 2 showed 
more than 3 pouids iiercury per ton. They were:

The second and fourth paragraphs of Munoz's letter of April 18, 1965, 
are essentially correct. He points out the inadequaicy of the churn 
drill holes because they are vertical or nearly so while the veins 
range in dip from 750 to 850. He also says that holes 1, 2, 3, and 
6 all penétrateninealized ground in an area south of the open pit. 
However, at present market prices, the 6.6 pounds mercury per ton 
cut a250' to 255' in hole 1, the average of 3.5 pounds mercury per 
ton cut at 8' to 95' and th,e average of 3.9 pounds mercury per ton 
cut at 310' to 320', cut in hole 3 could now be considered ore grade. 
More detailed geologic mapping would have to be done to correlate 
the 5-foot-ore zone cut in hole 1 with either the 5-foot or the two 
10-foot ore zones cut in hole., 3. No reserve estimate can be made 
based on the 0I4E work, and therefore a certification of discovery 
would be based on very tenuous grounds. 


Those holes in which no mercury or at best a few colors were found 
show occurrences of pyrite, calcite, and possibly opalite, all of 
which are associated with known mercury deposits in this area. This 
mineral association taken in conjunction with the four zones of ore 
grade is considered as justification for a program of more extensive 
diamond drilling angle holes as proposed by Munoz. It is believed 
that such a program could lead to a bona fide certification. 


It is concluded that results of the ONE program are only conducive 
to further work and that no certification of discovery can be justi-
fled. However, since the Operator defaulted the contract by not

resuming work after an overly long recess, it is recommended that 
the pseudo-certification which is part of Amendment No. 8 be 
maintained.

In the drilling I have just completed there, I was using a single 
tube barrel and slightly smaller bit (1/4") than I proposed for the 
OWE work. 3vsn with this poor equipment, core recovery in places 
was better than BG%. Where it fell down was in the gouge zones, but 
I think that this was largely due to the fact that the core was not 
protected froM the water coming down the melds of the rods under 
high pressures This problem would be eliminated with the double tube 
barrels. 


There are sections of these zones that I frardcly doubt would yield 
decent core, even with IX bits, and for this we will have to mely in 
sludge samples. However, I feel very certain that the ncczary 
information can be had with this equipment, and at appreciably less 
cost than with the bigger machines. 


It is my understanding that the company has sent out for bide on 
this work, and these bOUid be coming along to you in the very near 
fu ture.

r It is unfortunate that a contract change was applid for and 
granted last fall to delete the long hole drilling from the Con- 
solidatedTunnel, and substitute several bulldozer trenches at a 
cost of from 	 5, 000	 to6 9 000. Although this applica	 on was 
based on my own recommendations, I would like to underscore the 
fact at this time that I had suggested these trenches with the 
proviso that the company follow themup with diamond dr1 holes 
oy " .Ray" or "Packsack" Drill. This for the reason that due to 


dfthe deepteathering in this 	 rea, especially , of the mineralized 
rocks, results obtained solely from .Bulldozercuts are very mis- 
leaaing. This is true notonly in the identification of rock types, 
eXtent-, ,oft alteration, etc, butt in the appraisal of the true extent 
of tne mineralization as well.

85 degrees. The Churn )rill has also proved to be exceedingly 
slow, with an overall advance of about ten feet per day on the 
average. This has been the real cause of the slow progress of the 
work. This could, of course, be relieved to 9ome extent by putting 
two, or even three drills on the job, but the nature of the con— 
tract discourages this. As the holes have been subject to approval 
on a hole to hole basis, or at most, two approved at one time 
the contractor is naturally hesitant to conirnit more than one 
machine to the job knowing that each hole may be the last. 


The se . two factors, inadequacy of the machines for the work and 
their poor drilling rate have prompted me once again to urge that 


jfurtner.Qhurn Drilling .be' deled from the contract, and diarrond 
6 c!rllilngbe substituted for it. I feel very certain that this is 


the only way in which it will be possible to finish, or at least 
mace reasonable and efficient progress with the exploration this 
coming summer. 


T1e exploration accomplished to date leaves little doubt that the 
area to the south of the open pit, for , a distance of about 700 ft 
elong striKe of the exposed veins, is mineralized ground. Holes I, 
2 1 3and 6a11 penetrated . it 	 and cut Iowgrade cinnabar. However, 
to  date, the material drilled is not really ore at present market 
prices.	 I 


The accompanying Map No 	 2, which I will discuss in more detail, 
shows the known vein systems on the property as seen on the surface, 
In the underground workings which are also plotted, and as suggested 
by the drilling to date	 The pattern and attitude of these veins 
i s known, and it is my belief that the fastest and most economical 
way to appraise the potential of the property lies in cutting 
these vein systems with a number of short (150 to 200 foot)small 
bore diamond drill hOles. If the holes 1 propose turn up nothing 
in the way of an orebody, it would seem best to terminate further 
work :oñ the.;contract. •if'theyindicate the presence' ofbetter 
grade material, adctitional drilling or tunneling could then be 
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undettaken to exploit the known target.

I Feel triat it is also important to stress the history of this 
district. The Blue Ridge and Amity properties on the,.:Johnson 
Creek Shear have produced largely from high grade orebodies, vary- 
ing	 n metal content from 20 to 50 pounds of mercury p' ton. 
A similar, situation exists in the other manor known 	 And parallel) 
shear zone along Ochoco Creek where some of the ore mined yielded 
as.,.high as 100 pounds of mercury per ton on recovery. 	 (Bull. 846-A)4 
These mines were also exploiting veins of a N 60 E trend, with 
minor variations of strike, with the exception of., Ehe TaylorRanch 
Iine where a vein of a N 30, ..E strike produced good ore, as well 
as' . the N 60 , E vein. My point, in short, is that 95% of the produc-
tion from this district has been from veins of a N 60 E strike, 
and for this reason I feel that we should not ignore this same 
stru.cture on the Mother Lode, especially 61'ince its location is known. 


Last winter the company initiated a small diamond drilling program 
on its own, starting in the area of the''.Wet.' out, but this attempt 	 \\ 
was thwarted by weather.

An estimated 60 sample sacks woula have to be used for the assay 
samples. At 4 0.20 each, this .would be a cost of t16.00. 


The only additional expense would be for the use of the company 
pickup, for which	 small additional allowance has previously 
been made.

Largely due to the expected increase in the speed with which the 
y ork vil1 be completed, a considerable saving will be realized 
in the supervision and sampling allowance.

Please refer to the last paragraph on page 1 of your memorandum of 
September 5, 1963, and the final paragraph of my September 24th 
letter to Mr. Ellingsen. 


We have received a single voucher for the period June-December 1962, 
as suggested, accompanied by bulldozing and. churn drilling invoices, 
drill logs, drill assay certificates and a narrative, but no soil 
sample reporti.' Also included were copies of Munoz' map showing among 
other things the locations of the three churn drill holes put down 
during that iterval. 


With his letter of August 11, 1962, W. G. Johnston, the geologist-
supervisor, sent me a print of a map which .showed the locations 
and parts per million of many soil samples. Of these, 	 met the 
requirements of Phase 1 and 30 met those of Phaae. I underlined 
the acceptable Phase 1 sampierin red and the Phase 2 samples in 
blue and, withmy letter of . September 25, 1962, returned the map 
to Johnston so that be could use it as a guide in preparing similar 
maps to accompany vouchers. He returned it with his letter of 


Y October 6, 1962. Request for, copies of the map showing the Phase 1 
and Phase 2 hles underlined in red and blue, respectively,, was again 
made in letters to Mr. Ellingsen September 6, 1962, January . 11, 1963, 
and February 1, 1963; to Mrs. Ellingeen March 5., 1963; and in my 
letter cited in the opening paragraph above with which my office - 
copy of the map was sent to him for his guidance in preparing maps 
to accompany the voucher. So far I have succeeded in getting several 
uncolore& prints, a positive intermediate tracing and a negative 
intermediate tracing. Hence, I can make copies and do the coloring 
here. It appéará that it would be pointless to correspond further 
with Mr. Elliuigsen on this matter. Do you need the prints colored 
to indicate which Phase 1 and Phase 2 soil sample locations are

acceptable or will uncolored, prints showing all such locations, 
company and OME, suffice? The prints viii show a dark line under 
the ONE samples but will not differentiate those of each stage. k 


If the map is acceptable, it seems that Phase 1 and Phase 2 sampling 
as a unit under Amendment No. 4 can be approved for payment. However, 
as there are no soil sample assay reports 	 and I doibt there is 
any record of Johnston's soilsample a05gys other than the parts 
per million shown on the sample map it also seems that the claim 
for 65 soil sample assays should not be approved. Is this correct, 
and if so, can the unit Phase 1 and Phase 2 soil sampling be accepted.?

Enclosed are one copy each of "Further Notes on General Geology" by 
Juan Munoz which was received with the Operator's letter.of Septem-
ber 1, 1962, and a map accompanying the "Notes." The "Notes" and 
map describe a proposed change in the project work which the Opera-
tor's cited letter requests. Also enclosed is a copy of the Opera-
tor's reply to my letter of September 4, 1963, requesting clarifica-
tion of certain points relative to his proposed work changes. 


Soil sampling as a tool for locating churn drill holes on ore shoots 
has not proven to be satisfactory on this property. This is due in 
part to the deeper than expected weathering of the bedrock and the 
relatively steep slopes, which combine to scatter the cinnabar in 
erratic trace amounts forming at best halos along the veins. Expo-
sures in the open pit and Churn Drill Holes 1, 2, 3, and 4 have 
established t1e existence of a N. 20° E. mineralized zone. 


Munoz points out that a N. 60 0 E. zone, called the Johnson Creek 
shear zone, is the zone in which the ore was mined on the Blue Ridge, 
Amity, and Westbrook properties and that on projection through those 
properties intersects the N. 20 E. zone on the Operator's property 
in an area that includes the surface pit and underground workings. 
Known ore bodies on the Blue Ridge, Amity, and Westbrook properties 
occur at or near the intersections of the N. 60° E. zone with 
N. 12°-20° E.- or N. 45°_55° W.-trending faults. 


On the Operatàr' s property one N. 20° W. shear and one N. 45° W. 
shear are shown on Plate 2 accompanying the application examination 
report. In the Net Cut" Munoz found cinnabar in N. 550 W. and 







N. 600 E. she ra and has also found that mineral in the :Pit walls 
on N. 600 E. fractures. These were seen during a recent inspection. 
Three veins mined by underground methods are shown on a map accom-
panying U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin 846-A striking N. 45° W., 
N. 200 B., and N. 60° B., respectively. 


It appears from old reports that considerable timber and tight 
lagging was necessary in the mine workings and that limited backs 
would be developed by the Phase is. long hole drilling and that there-
fore the cost, of reopening the No. 5 tunnel and the cost of the long 
hole drilling would. be out of all proportion to the value of any ore 
that might be I found. The Operator, in view of the presently avail-
able data, requests that Phase 1i long hole drilling be deleted from 
the contract and that in its place authorization be given to explore 
by a program,:of progressive, trenching the N. 20° B. and the N. 60° B. 
zones and that the location of further churn drilling be made depend-
ent upon the results of the trenching. 


It is recommended that his request be approved and that an amendment 
be prepared along the following lines,: 


•	 1. Delete Phase. 4 long hole drilling. 


2. Authorize bulldozing of 7 trenches at the approximate locations 
•	 shown on the! map accompanying, this memorandum but specifying in 


•	 general that Trenches 1, 3, 5, and 6 be bulldozed first but that 
'Trench 2 may follow Trench 1 but shall depend. upon Trench 1 showing 
significant mineralization, that Trench 1 may follow Trench 3 but 
shall-depend upon the mineralization found in Trench 3, and that •	
Trench 7 shall depend upon the mineralization found in Trench 6. 


3. The' location and drilling of Churn' Drill Holes 5 and 8 shall 
depend upon the results of trenching. (Hole .6 and provisionally 
Hole 7 have been authorized on the basis of showings in Holes 1, 
2, and 3 which indicate an increase in mineralization toward the 
southwest.) 


Ii. . Delete "long hole" and substitute' "trench" in provision for 
the cost of assaying samples.


COSTS 


Originally the contract provided for bulldozing access roads and 
churn drill sites with a D-8 dozer at $16.00 per hour. The ,, first 
voucher for this work indicated that it had been done with a D-7 
for $]25O per hour. Amendment No. 1 provides 56 hours with 
D-8 at $16.00 per hour or a D-7 at $12.50 per hour for this work.' 
In his' letter of September 20, 1963, the Operator states: "The

best figure we have been able to obtain for the rental of a D-8 
cat Is $20.00 per hour." He makes no mention of a D-7, nor Is any 
written bid submitted. Very probably the prices are higher than 
the present contract allows as is Indicated by an invoice for D-
dozing at $20.00 per hour submitted, by Sims (0ME-6286) with his 
August voucher, but what they may be in this part of Oregon I do 
not know. Timbering operations are going on during the trenching 
season. Based. on '$20.00 for a D-8 and $3.50 less or $16.50 for a 
D-7 the following costs are recommended:

$16.50/hr forD-7	 $14,800.00 


There is sufficient churn drilling already provided. 


Determination of mercury content of churn drill and trench samples--
number and unit price already provided are sufficient;. 


Deletion of $9,000.00 for long hole drilling and the addition of 
$4,800.00 for trenching results in a decrease of $ 14,800.00 in the 
total project cost and $2, I4.0O.O0 in' the Government's share. 


As the access and preparation of drill sites has already been com-
' cost pleted for 1 drill sites by a D-7 at an actual	 of $12.50 per

In that case the trenching with 
a D-8 at $16.00[per hour or a D-7 at $32 . 50 ' per hour would cost a 
maximum of $3,840.00 and the decrease in total cost and cost to the 
Government would be respectively $5,160. 00 and $2 ,580 -00. 


The proposed amendment Is to the Government's advantage because the 
method of exploration now appears to offer a better chance of a 
discovery and because the cost to the Government will be signifi-
cantly reduced.

Further Notes on General Geology 


The following rites on the geology of the lVbther Lode Property 
are by way of addition, with some alteration, of the notes sub-
mittedonJuly 6, 1963 by the writer. To accompany this report., 
additions have been made to the original base map. 


In the first report the importance to localIzation of minera3j 
zation of the N 55 Vi faults, where they crossed the II 20 E zone 
was stressed. ?urther study of the area has suggested that a 
N 60 E zone, which at present is Of unknown width, is of greater 
importance. Th,is zone crosses the N 20 E structure In the vicinity 
of the open pit. 


A projection of this N 60 E zone 1 if one hypothetically projects 
it.for a dietqnce of three miles, passes through the Wstbroot, 
Amity and Blue Ridge properties. This zone has been referred to 
as the Johnson Creek Shear Zone by other writers and for the 
purpose of clarity, this name will be used for the N 60 E structure 
passing throughthe Mother odeProperty in spite of th fact that


11it has not been definitely established that it is one and the same 
zone exposed in the other mines. 


At this point it might be well to emphazle the Import aries in the 
Ochoco Dl8triot of the N 60 E trending zones. Reports describing 
the various mines and prospects of the district which were written 
at the time when the workings were accessible clearly show that 
almost all of these deposits were associated with N 6070 E 1xiarlding 
structures; the Ore occurring where cross faults cut this zone. 
These cross faults were usually of a N 12-20 E or N 45-55W trend. 
Within a confined radius of these interSections, the cross faults 
were mineralized, but the mineralization In them did not persist to 
any great extent laterally. On the. other hand, the mineralization 
did persist, albeit of sub-ore grade, long distances in the N 60 
E zone. 


The original ezploratjon program planned at the Mother Lode and 
submitted to OMH assumed that in this locality the N20 E structure 
was the prominent mineral bearing  zone • Further, it was thought 
that this zonecarried an area of fairly wide, rather low grade, 
disseminated cinnabar mineralization. The hope was that in this 
zone, higher gade., chimney-like ore shoots would occur, probably 
at intersections of cross faults. That the Johnston Creek shear 
Zone passed through this area, and that It was Important In the 
introduction of cinnabar was not taken into account as far as 
exploration pro posals was concerned., 


As can be seen In the cross-sections submitted by the writer in 
July of 1963, the drilling to date has shown that the mineralization

so far explored In the N 20 B faults is confined to very definite 
rein walls, with barren ground in between. Whether it be accident 
or actual represezTtation of the fact is not known, but the drill 
holes Nos, 2 & 3 , which are the farthest holes to the southwest of 
the pit, show better ore than encountered in

No. 1, or, for 


that matter, better ore than' is presently exposed in the open pit. 


Therefore, the first, of the	 iter.'s exploration proposals i.e to 
further test these veins to the southwest , as t hT already represent 


own shoots of thineraliation 450 feet in length. Extending these 
known shoots, to the southwest will be an important addition to the 
value .of the projerty. 


In the interest of ep1oring these veins without drilling to ex- 
cessive depths, 'and yet cutting them at sufficient depth 4 to evaluate 
their fuJil potential, it is proposed that a 5 20 W line of drill holes 
should be started from A point halfway between Roles 2 & 3, with 
dri 11 hol es put down at 100 foot tnt erval S • Each additional 100 foot 
ezt4naion of the line, or each new drill hole, would be dependent 
on the results of the previous one. If no mineralization is encount-
ered at the vein intersections in one hole, the next one would not 
be drilled, on the assumption that the mineralization in the veins 
has stopped. 


Expressinx this 1 1 proposal in terms of the coordinate system, three 
drill holes are 'proposed, NOS. 6, 7, £ 8 to be drilled in that order, 
No. 7 being drilled only if mineralization to encountered. in No. 6, 
No. 8 to be drilled ozXky if mineralization is encountered in No. 7, 
at the following approximate coordinates: 


D No • 6: 200 B z 50 W 
D No • 7: 100 N x 50 W 
DR No • 8.: 0 .fl	 50 W 


These proposed itea eró plotted oh the attached-base map. 


Some mineralization was found in what is known as the "Wet Out 
near station A6 on the base map. The cinnabar occurred in both 
N 55 W shears and. N 60 B shears • Further examination of the 
presentlyezpoe ' d. ntlnerslized. faces in the open pit has also shown 
that there Is an appr oct able amount of mineralized N 60 B fractures*  
As these locations coincided with the theoretical projection of 
the Johnson Creek Shear Zone, parrninge were made of tao soil to Ihe 
east and north of t he Wet Out all of whi a h showed par ti alas of 
cinnabar in thel pan concentrate. 


In USGS Bulletin 846..A, a map of some of the underground workings 
of the Nb.ther Lode Property Is shown on page 122. Three veins are
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shown that were being stopped at theme of the examination.. vein 


striking N 45 W, one striking N 20 R. and. another striking N 60 B 
were all exposed on this level • This is further proof of N 60 B 
shearing carrying cinnabar existing on the property. 


On the basis of the above outlined facts, Imill Role No. 5 was 
spotted by the writer to test this N 60 B zone. Its entire depth to 
d.*teoof 255 facet 'has been in the typical highly altered material 
that is associated with cinnabar in this district. A few colors 
were noted in the pan between 25 and 30 feet and 45 and 50 feet, but 
not enough to waçrant assaying. This hole, although ith. failed 
to show significant cinnabar mineralization to date, has established 
the position of at least a segment of the N 60 B zone. As of this 
writing, the hole has been stopped., but with the ten inch pipe left
in to permit reentry, pending the results of the further ezplora 
tion as outlined.,bel	 d. ow. A more complete discussion of this hole an 
its bearing on the program will be undertaken at a later date after 
additional worLc has been done in the area ( See map for location 
of Hole No • fie ) 


The reasons for drilling Hole No, 4 whore drilled., at coordinates 
156019 z 70 W were outlined in the July report. This was to test 
the northward extension of the N 20 B shear zone, which has appeared 
to be the major controlling structure on the property. The hale was 
successful in testing at least part of this zone, although it showed 
no ore. A study of the drill log shows that a zone of strong faultQ 
ing was out by this hole, with numerous gouge and. slicicensi dad. areas. 
The hole was stopped. at MO feet because the rock, although highly 
faulted, did, not show the alteration to clayey minerals that seems 
to invariably acoompaz cinnabar on the property. The results of 
Hole No. 4 could be summated by saying that it has explored a part 
of the northward extension of the N 20 B zone (north of the open 
pit), it has proved the existence and persistence of the zone to 
this point, and has also shown that the widespread. rock alteration 
seen in the zone to the south of the pit does not continue to the 
north * it was because of Role Nov 4 that attention was centered on 
the N 60 B zone which has now proved (with sole No. 5) to have the 
extensive alteration expeted in the N 20 E zone. 


The inferences drawn by the writer from the information assimilated 
to date may be Eummated by saying that :	 S 


1 The property is now proving to have a structural environment 
typical of ,the other mines of the distriet in that there Is 
a Prwdnentil N 60 B zone along which cinnabar mineralization 
was probably introduced. 


2 - Oonoentrations of this mineralization occur at intersections of 
cross faulting , chiefly of a D . 20 B and N45'55 W strike. 


3 When more fully explored, the main mineralized zone will appear 
to bend in the vicinity of the open pit, changing its N 60
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strike to N 20 E, as suggested by drill holes 1, 2 and 3* 


in view of the above ideas, a change in the program is Proposed by 
mo the writer to re tally and quietly test the areas of probable 


mineralization. This plan is outlined below, with the further 
suggestion that the surface bulldozer workshould be included in


11the 01 program, and the pr evi ously p1 anned. long hole drilling 
from the Consolidated Tannel be deleted entirely. 


With respect to the longhole drilling,, the reasons for abandoning 
it are as fl lows: 


1-Prom seeing the ground in this area, plus reading previous reports 
which refer to "tight lagging in all underground workings" and 
"square-sets are used in all the stopes", it is obvious that 
previous operators were contending with badly caving ground. It 
is the writer's conviction that the cost of re1laiming this tunnel 
would prove almost prohibitive to the company, and certainly prove 
to be far in *ess of any benefits that the company might expect 
to derive from opening the workings. 


2-Relating the level of the Consolidated Tanne34k to the floor of the 
open pit, there is only a difference in elevation of about 50 ft* 
at most • In short, a very nominal additional depth of the orebody 
would be eaplored by this wore, and equally small backs would be 
proven by it • 


3-As it has now been seen by the drilling of Holes 1, 2 &,3 9  the

N 20 E zone ipbe explored is not a side zone of disseminated 
mineralization 'bt rather 4 i'a zone of fairly narrow veins con-
'fined to fairly well d.ofine walls. Information gleaned from the 
non-coring longhole drilling would not be as helpful, in this 
instance. 


The propesed oloratioxiprogram would include the fol].owingr 


Testing the southern extension of the N 20 E zone with Churn 
Drill holes Nec. 6. 7, & 8. 


2-Additional exploration of this zpne on the south side of Canyon 
Creek with a sid.ehill bulldozer cut of 300 to 400 feet in length 
to see if thel structure and/or mineralization extends aooss 
Canyon Creek, as the creek is presumed to be the surface express-
ion of the p:stui.ated. Canyon Qreek Fault.

The proposed program of bulldozer cuts followed by the Packsadt 
Drilling on the pa, t of the company would explore these two zones 
quite thorougb2y, 1,,and if ore were encountered, would then provide 
definite targets for the Churn Drill. It '.iould probably reduce the 
amount of Churn Boie Drilling required to prove or &i.eprove the 
property. The writer believes that unless some program of this 
typo is Initiatecl to rapidly narrow down the area worthy of further 
work, possibly ftt,.1a probing with Churn Drill Holes will result, 
the end product being a negative or at least neuter answer on a 
property which	 carry mineabl bodies of ore.. The veins known 
to date are steeply dipping, varying trom 75 to 85 degrees, vertical 
holes are not the best way to find them. 


It shouid be. further pointed out that the bulldozer outs alone may 
not give. the needed. information Due to the depth of surface 
weathering in this area, a wide dissemination of cinnabar often 
results from what are actually, at depth, well confined veins. 
This was what largely caused the original misconception about the 
wide, bow-grade Orbody In the open pit, which the drilling to date 
has shown to be erroneous. However, with the bulldozer cuts done 
in conjunction With the shallow depth Feelceack Dlaiixnd Drilling, 
a fairly, accurate appraisal of the mineralization can probably be 
achieved..

Enclosed are the subject Operator's HM Forms 60 and 61, together 
with supporting documents, for August-September, October, November, 
and December 1962. All of these materials were forwarded with 
your August 27 memorandum Co this Division. 


Your memorandum and a review of these claims of the Operator have 
confirmed the indications of prior correspondence that the actual 
costs of acceptable contract work, other than that performed by 
independent contractors, cannot be adequately documented or, for 
that matter, even reasonably determined. This situation is due to 
the concurrent performance of non-contract work, the failure of the 
Operator and his supervisor to keep either time or cost distribu-
tion records, ond the present non-availability of the Operator's 
supervisor. 


This situation has been discussed with the Director and the Chief 
of the Division of Minerals and it was agreed that an amendment to 
place all costs, except the independent contract bulldozing and. 
drilling, on a fixed unit cost basis is the only apparent solution. 
Such an amendment is now being prepared. 


It is suggested that, when and if the amendment is executed, all of 
the enclosed documents be returned to the Operator with instruc-
tions to prepare a single revised voucher and progress report cov-
ering all contract work performed during the entire period of June 
1962 to date. This voucher should be supported by the bulldozing 
and churn drilling invoices, the drill logs, drill assay certifi-
cates, soil sample reports, a map, and a narrative.

Enclosed are copies of the subject Operator's vouchers with sup-
porting data for August-September, October, November and December 
1962. An Interim Report of Review is requested as suggested in 
your memorandum of June 27, 1963. The June-July 1962 voucher with 
supporting data has been forwarded. 


I have delayed making this request until I could visit the property 
and meet with C. M. Ellingsen, president of the company, to attempt 
to solvet certain problems relative to processing the vouchers. I 
can now certify as to the work that was completed during each 
voucherperiod, but the proratIng and apprqvaiof acceptable costs, 
on whiçjhve spent a full dáfieaves me completely confused due 
t6 certain inconsistencies between the Narrative Reports, days worked, 
and dates of gas purchases, etc., all of which were prepared for, 
or submitted to, the Operator by the technical supervisor. This 
individual, as noted in the second paragraph of my June 19 memorandum 
to you, Is no longer with the company and has left nothing in the 	


Li 


way ofoffice records, maps, time book, etc., that mighthelp to 
straighten things,out. Johnston may be well qualified for work in 
the general field of geology, but he certainly has shown that he is 
no operator. As usual in such cases, this fact was not at once evi-
dent to the Operator but manifested itself only after a period of 
several months during which an excuse here and a delay there began 
to form a pattern. 


In an attempt to get things straightened out, perhaps the best thing 
for me to do is to leave blank on the various MME Forms 61 all 
columns under "For Government Use" giving in this memorandum by 
voucher periods the work completed in accordance with the contract







and a statement of the points relative to supporting documents and 
allowable costs that for me are completely confusing. 


June-July: Taking 65 soil samples, 35 under Phase 1 and 30 under 
Phase 2 are acceptable. 


The enclosed map showing soil sample locations is our office copy 
on which I have indicated the acceptable Phase 1 samples in red and 
the Phase 2 samples in blue. This map showing locations of sample 
stations is the subject of the second paragraph of my September 25, 
1962 letter to Johnston and is the only map relative to soil samples 
received from the company. The assay values were put on in September. 
I believe;that copies were forwarded to D.C. but an enclosing this 
one as I cannot be sure the acceptable Phase 1 and Phase 2 locations 
were indicated. 


August-September: 


Bulldozing - 12 hours to prepare drill sites 2 and 3 and 1 day's 
supervision laying out these sites are acceptable. Drilling was con-
fined to hole 1 not authorized until the end of December and possibly 
not until the end of July 1963 when final data from holes 2 and 3 
became available. The balance of time claimed for supervision will 
eventually be chargeable to drill hole 1. Similarly, mobilization 
will not be allowable until the November voucher when hole 2 was 
started. 


Sample sacks - Cost of 65 sacks used in June-July and cost of 
sewing on tie strings are both invoiced. I believe this is an 
acceptable charge as the sacks were used for Phase 1 and Phase 2 
soil Isampling. 


Assaying - Johnston, Technical Supervisor, made' the soil sample 
determinations on the property. Costs for 65 determinations at' 
$1.25 each are claimed. gnighed


under 
June-July. Exhibit A is not clear 'as to whether assaying  
drW &nmercial assayer other than the requirement that assay 
certificates be submitted with the voucher. There is no doubt that 
65 'determinations were made, but there is a question as to the 
validity of the claim without the assay certificates. If they are 
accepted, I presume the supervisor's time spent on assaying is 
included in the $1.25 per determination. If an amendment to delete 
the requirement for assay certificates for soil sampling would be 
proper, please advise me so I can request it. I have not been 
able to account for past claims under "Miscellaneous" and "Other 
Surface Work;" combined, 'I imagine they should.roper1y included 
approved cost of soil sampling,

Gasoline purchases will be discussed in a separate paragraph after 
"December" below, as will jeep depreciation. 


October: The only work claimed, is for continued drilling of hole 1 
and assays of 3 samples from that hole.. An assay certificate but 
no assayer's . ' invoice are furnished. There appears to be nothing 
that can be approved for this voucher as hole 1 cannot be authorized 
until the end of December. The same problem of .gas purchases on 
non-ONE work days appears and will be taken up later as mentioned 
above.  


November: 


Churn drilling - 150 feet in hole 2 is acceptable. 


Soil Sampling - Claimed cost to date has been reduced to con-
form to the amount previously accepted as properly documented in 
June-July voucher. Analytical work includes assays of 65 soil 
samples and 3 samples from drill hole 1, the latter as yet not 
authorized. The allowability of the soil sample assays is mentioned 
under "August-September" above. If and when assaying cost is 
approved, three additional sample sacks should be allowed. Again, 
the percentage of supervisory time allowable for hole 2 is question-
able. Possibly, it should be proportional to the as yet unallowable 
85 feet drilled in hole 1 and the allowable 150 feet drilled in 
hole 2. 


December: 


Churn drilling '- 60 feet in hole 2 and 110 feet in hole 3 are. 
acceptable. 


Analytical work - In addition to the 65 soil sample assays 
voucher,,éd in August-September, if they are acceptable, an assay cer-
tificate and an assayer's invoice account for only 13 drill hole 
samples at $3.00 each, totalling only $120.25 for this item. 
Thirteen additional sample sacks appear to be allowable. 


Man days, jeep depreciation, and gasoline purchases - Whether 
or not the man days spent on assaying soil samples are a part of 
the 41.25 per assay, it appears from the June-July narrative that 
the $50.00 maximum for supervision allowed in Phase 1 and Phase 2 
was used up during the June-July period. During the August-September 
period, the only supervision allowable is at most only 1 day to lay 
out the location of drill sites .3 and 2. At best, 2 more days, 1 
each month, would be reasonable for going to Prineville for supplies. 
The remaining time certified for that period is reasonable for con-
tinual sampling at hole 1 when it becomes authorizable after the 
results of holes 2 and 3 become available. For October, the man







days are reasonable for a supply trip, sampling and logging hole 2 
and eventually sampling and logging hole 1 when it becomes authorized. 
Man days for November and December are reasonable except for prorating 
the time chargeable to hole 1 as suggested under the November heading 
above. 


The dates sh6i4t on gas purchase slips that do not conform to days 
worked on ONE are probably the result of misunderstanding on 
Johnston's part. If he made a trip for gasoline on days when most 
of his time was on mncontract work, he charged the trip to non-ONE 
work. Some of the gas so purchased was undoubtedly used for ONE 
work, some for non-ONE work, but how to divide it up is pure specu-
lation as records of gas	 on r 


Jeep depreciation is even more difficult to price fair]y. Proximity 
of the drill sites to the assay office suggests that on the days 
the jeep was used for ONE work, other than going for supplies, it 
probably made 2 round trips from Johnston's quarters to a drill site 
and possib1yl round trip from the drill site with samples. In any 
case as far asONE work is concerned, it was probably not in actual 
use more than 2 hours per day at the most. 


It is my considered belief that in the case of Johnston's time on 
ONE work and also of jeep use on the project, parts of every day 
were spent on ONE and non-ONE work and that the dates given were 
an attempt to express the respective times in terms of full days. 
This cannot (be verified as apparently Johnston did not keep a detailed 


e bö5k. 


I believe all these bits of information and side lights should be 
available to you in attempting to make a reasonable audit and trust 
they will not further confuse things for you as they have for me. 
If you can come up with an audit, I would appreciate it if you. qwwk 
would pencil in the items on each	 61 that can be approved - - 
units of work and costs.

In view of the assays and the cross section 
through holes 2 and 3 prepared during July 1963 by Johnston's 
successor, Juan Munoz, it is concluded that, sufficient information 
is available to justify authorizing hole 1 and that to attempt to 
re-enter or redrill hole.2 is not justified.

To attempt to return to that hole now would mean, in effect, 
re&rilling the entire hole, both from the standpoint of work 
and cost.

The dominant structure at the Mother Lode property is a fairly strong 
and apparently persistent shear zone striking 1' 20 FA and dipping 75 
degrees to the west. This zone is comprised of several parallel 
faults twenty to fifty feet apart. Cinnabar mineralization has 
followed these channels, and is locally concentrated by cross faulting. 


A second system of faults iportant to the mineralization strikes 
N 55 W, dipping 60 degrees to the north. One of these was exposed 
in the so-called Wet Cut, and it persisted in a southeasterly &rect-
ion to the un-named cut above (to the east) of the Wet Cut.. Another 
of these fauJJ t s passes across t h.e:northe1 boundary of the open pit, 
and probably conUibuted a great deal to the local concentration of 
ore exposed there. The presence o:f a third such fault is suggested 
by a small stream that follows this U 55 W strite, passing by the 
b u nk h:cuse. 


The cut just northwest of station.-l0 exposed a small shear striking 
N 20 E, from Which free mercury was panned. As will bc, seen on the 
map, this is on the strike of the faults exposed in the. pit. Its 
slight offset from the faults in the pit could be due to one of 
several things. it could be another parallel fault that has not been 
exposed on the eastern side of the pit because the pit was not extend-
ed that far into the hill. it could be a minor shear in the system 
with limited lateral extent that doesn't persist to the pit area, or 
the zone as a whole may have been offset slightly by the N 55 W fault 
exposed in the Wet Cut that presumably crosses the N 20 FA structure. 
In this latter case, it could be presumed to be the extension of the 
pit, faultse 


Extending in a southerly direction from the pit, it can be,-,, seen from 
the map and vertical setio.ns that the drill hole completed to; date 
have cut the miner eli z'i faults exp.aed in the pit. Drill holes 
Nos. 1 and 3 have been the most useful, although No. 2 is valuable 
in corroberating the dip of the veins. Where Hole No. 2 barely 
p assed into the hanging wall of the Hanging Wall Vein, Holes Nos. 1 
and 3 actually cut them. 


Due to the combination of the hillside topography, being a rather 
steep slope to the wst, combined with the very steep dip of the 
veins to the west, no further drill holes should be contemplated on 
the lower line (N 20 E or 3 20 W extension of the line passing 
Washington	 Oregon	 Idaho
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through hole Nor. 2) as they raast be drilled, to a depth of 200 feet 
or more before cutting the hanging wall of the lode. For the same 
or less drilling footage, much more information as to the character, 
grade and. extent of the deposit can be gleaned from drilling along 
the: upper line. (Extension of the line passing through Hole 1 
and 3). Later, if further testing of the veins at greater depth 
appear.S advisable,, : drilling along the lower line can be resumed. 


It is the writer's belief that the soil anomaly discovered in the 
area of the present drilling Lay be misleading. It will be noted 
from both of the cross-sections that sub ore grade mineralization 
was encounter,ed, in all three drill holes persisting to a uniform 
depth in the holes; as mach as fifty feet in Hole No. 3. At least 
tw mineralized faults are known in the zon, definite evidence 
is at hand for aea.sonable suspicion of a third, and the presence 
of. one to several others would not be surprising. Due to the depth 
that mercury mineralization persisted below the surface, it is the 
writer's contention that the soil anomaly was actually the surface 
outcrop of a third vein in the series, and did not reflect ore 
shoots in the other two veins cut by the drill holes. Due to the 
dJ : 'weathering . in the area, the bedrock is highly incompetent for 
fifty to 75 feetbeow the surface. Mineralization in it does not 
remain confined to,.narrow walls, but has a tendency to diseminate 
itself in. a halo' around the vein. 


There appears tob'e no doubt that the mineralization cut in the 
three drill holes is an extension of that exposed in. the pit. In 
Hole No. 3, after passing through the footwall of the Hanging uTah 


nearly 100' feet of barren rock was pierced, but the presence 
of the Footwahl vein was predicted from plotting of the data to 
date, and it wasi, cut at the expected depth. At depth, clear of 
surface weathering', these veins are confined to more definite walls. 
As the drilling has now extended the orebody, or the ore-bearing 
zone, 500 feet to the southwest, it would appear reasonable to; probe 
for its limits to the northeast. The cut by station A-10 presents 
reasonable assurance that it extends at least that far. It probably 
Persists beyond that point. However, merely cutting the zone itself 
need not be a. sojution to finding the better ore shoots. Areas of 
cross-faulting mast be found and delineated in order to prospect 
the best potentil of the zone. 


Proposed Hole No". 4 ±5 designed to accomplish two things. (Location 
1525 N x 75 W. approx.) It will probe for the northeasterly extension 
of the ii 20 E vein system, and if successful will add about 800 ft. 
to the known strike length, and atthe same time will prospect for an extnsio of the 11 55 W system exposed im the Wet Out, It should 
cut the intersecltion of 'these two fault systems at about the 5900 
foot elevation, or a depth of some 140 feet in the Drill Hole. if 
these two syatems intersect. , there is a good chance fOr an oreshoot, 
As surface and underground prospecting continue, it is hoped that 
indications of other cross faults will be found and these projected

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intersections with the main i 20 E zone should be probed. At the 
same time, if Hole io. 4 does cut the ii 20 E zone, the continuance 
of the'zone to both the northeast and southwest should be sought fore 


It is the present fe.ling of the writer that it may well be possible 
to establish a 2000 to 3000 foot strike length of the i 20 B zone. 
In this strike length ore shoots will be likely to occur at the 
intersections of cross faults, resulting in orebodies that will 
probably be somewhat cylindrical in outline, plunging on a dip that 
is in effect a vect&r of the dip and strike of the crossing faults. 
The areal extent of these ore shoots will probably not be great, but 


• the chance for persistence at depth is good. Working on this 
• hypothesis, further prospecting of the oreshoot uncovered in the pit 


should be done to the northeast rather than the southwest. Its down-
ward extension will not be found directly . under the pit floor, but 


• rather, will found to bb plunging to the northeast. 


On the strength of the above outlined, theories, the writer is 
urging that the present exploration program be expanded to test more 
thoroughly the minealized fault systems as indicated by the geology, 
rather than being limited to testing areas of surface soil anomalies 
which may well be raisleading due to the tppography of the area com-
bined with the fact'that one is dealing with several parallel veins 
in the system, as suggested previously in this report. Two or three 
holes along the strike i 20 E can delineate the mineralized boundries 
of the structure very rapidly, giving a more concrete idea of the 
potential area to he explored in detail. It is the writer's belief I 
that a more efficient expenditure of exploration funds will be 
achieved in this manner.

The above project has been in recess and is nowtarting up. Piling 
up here are vouchers for August-September, October, November, and 
December. According to memoranda dated December 11, 1962, and 
January 15, .1963, to the Chief, Fiscal Section, the June-July voucher 
which was erroneously approved for payment in the amount of $1,243.00, 
has now been properly documented to support payment in the amount 
of $913663, leaving the sum of $329.37 still unsupported for payment. 


The Operator's voucher for August-September was received January 7, 
1963. As usual there were questions concerning proper support 
which resulted in my letter of January 11, 1963, to the Operator. 
A suitable map was again requested in my letter of February Ii., 
1963. February 10, I was advised by Mrs. Ellingsen (wife of the 
president of the company) that her husband was ill with the flu. 
Apparently, this was followed by a gall stone attack with compli-
cations and things have remained dormant until Mr. Ellingsen 
telephoned the office May 6 to request an extension of recess.. 
During the conversation it came out that W. G7'Johnston, 	 mer 
supervisor, had been fired and Juan Munoz, a mining engineer- 
geologist who is well recommended as to competency, had been hired. 
Munoz called at the Spokane office to acquire background and 
informed me that many of Johnston's field records, maps, etc., 
appeared to be missing. On June 10 he telephoned to ask me to 
send him copies of drill data from our files. In this connection 
kindly refer to my letter of June 18 to Munoz.

Mr. Ellingsen telephoned this morning to say there is now five feet 
of snow at the property.

This is in reference to your memorandum of October 10, 1962, regard-
ing documentary evidence required to support the subject Operator's 
voucher for June and July. Kindly refer also to my letters of 
October 17 


'
and November 1, 1962, to the Operator on this subject. 


The matter was further discussed with Mr. Ellingsen the evening of 
November 13th and with Ellingsen and Johnston, engineer-geologist-
supervisor, the morning of November 14th in Prineville, Oregon. 
Upon my return', to Spokane, I mailed Ellingsen a Thermo-Fax copy of 
"Documentary Support of MME Form 60." 


Enclosed are one copy each of a letter dated December 1, 1962, and 
two letters dated November 29, all from Mr. Ellingsen, one copy of 
a letter datedNovember 14, 1962, from W. G. Johnston to Ellingsen 
(attached to Ellingsen's letter of November 29 certifying the tran-
script of payroll re Johnston), one copy of an amended narrative 
report for June-July, and one copy of my reply to Ellingsen dated 
December 6, 192. 


After my two letters and approximately three hours' discussion of 
voucher-supporting requirements with Ellingsen, the enclosed are 
not quite what 1 had expected but possibly they will be acceptable 
in themselves, although they do not support the amounts claimed by 
the Operator and paid by the Fiscal Section on the basis of my 
erroneous approval. Ellingsen also enclosed a letter in which he 
certified payroll taxes, which I have returned to him for reasons 
outlined in myreply to him. 


The revised narrative report indicates that during the week of 
June 11 supplies and equipment were procured and brought to the 
property. During my recent visit to the property, it was brought 
out that some of the supplies were lumber for rehabiliiation of the 
assay office. Johnston had the mistaken idea that time spent on 
this work by the ', sampler-helper was properly chargeable to the 
project and originally charged the sampler-helper's time to this 
work and to soil sampling at localities that are not approved as 
project work.







In addition to the assay office rehabilitation, Johnston has been 
carrying on the exploration by geologic investigation and soil sam-
plingbeyond the limits defined in the contract. He (is also doing 
the trace element assaying, some of which will include assays of 
samples beyond. the limits of the contract. 


The Operator's desire. to investigate the property thoroughly is 
understandable. To lay out and survey more sample stations than 
provided for In the contract, all at the same time, is reasonable 
and economically sound; the same holds true for the taking of samples. 
It may be said. that the Operator should complete the OIE work before 
undertaking Company work, but in this case Ido not believe it would 
be just.	 - 


I therefore recommend that the next to last paragraph on page 1 of 
"Exhibit A, General Provisions" be amended by deleting the word 


: "full-time," and that, for administrative purposes, the approved cost 
for the engineer-geologist-supervisor be prorated each month by the 
number of days spent on OIYIE work divided by the number of days in 
that month. 


/The sampler-helper was employed at a monthly rate of $400.00. 	 For 
A j a 30-day month, this would be the equivalent of $13.33 per day, and 


for a 31-day month it would be the equivalent of $12.90 per day, 
both less than the $16.00 per day allowed in the costs under Cate-
gory 2.	 Therefore, I recommend that the contract be further amended 
to provide a sampler-helper for not more than 227 days at the rate 
of $400.00 per month and that, for administrative purposes, the ap-
proved cost of his services be 'prorated in the same manner as 


\recommended for the engineer-geologist-supervisor. 


It appears that OME contractors are having more difficulty in under- 
standing the 'vpuchering requirements and the contract terms, par-
ticularly in the case of the actual-cost contracts, than did the 
DMEA operators.	 I believe, however, that this is only an apparent 
difference, mainly due to the fact- that the DMEA. contractors had the 
benefit of monthly visits by the field men and that the latter could 
spend more time discussing these problems with them than is possible 
or feasible under the existing ONE limitations of administrative 
costs.	 My reason for making this observation is to support a tug-
gestion that this Operator be given more time to straighten out his 
June-July voucher support.

Due to the above delay soil samples of Phase 2 were taken 
on the basis of mercury content determined by panning to as near 
the 20-foot interval, stipulated in the contract as topography 
and old dumps permitted. These mercury determinations made by

Sampling of Phase 2 was completed by July 31 except for a 
few additional samples taken after completion of the chemical 
determinations.

With further reference to our telephone conversation of October 2 
regarding the difficulty in following the core sampling as laid out in 
our contract- we would appreciate your consideration of amending the 
sampling pro'edure. 


Our contract states the churn drill cuttings shall be one and 
quartered to obtain sample for check and assay. A diff.ioultywas 
encountered in following this procedure in that the cuttings are a mud 
approximately 55 gallons per 5 feet of hole at starting hole diameter. 
None of the water can be removed from the cuttings by decanting or other 
simple means. The only way the cuttings can be properly prepared for 
coning is by almost complete drying. 


Considerable drying facilities are available on the property in 
the form of two large combat army bake ovens but their capacity is 
inadequate to handle the cuttings. Due to the fall deason, altitude 
over 6,000 feet and present rainy season, natural drying is also 
inadequate and unatiaf actor y. 	 S 


Drill cuttings are sometimes dried in tubs or similar receptacles 
over open fires but mercury samples must be dried with care and under 
temperatures that can be very accurately controlled to prevent loss of 
mercury. 


Under the above circumstances we are wondering if you could amend 
the contract to permit reduction of the wet cuttings by a Jones splitter 
rather than coning and quartering.. If you were to do so this would be 
of great advantage to us. We have every reason to believe the results 
would be satisfactory.

We are unable to approve the proposed. contract informally referred 
to us on October 11, 1961, because of inadequate title and lien 
evidence contained in the file. 


The applicant proposes an ONE contract to explore for mercury in 
certain lands in Crook County, Oregon. The prperty is described 
in the application as consisting of twenty-one unpatented mining 
claims in three groups. The Mother Lode , Group is described as con-
sisting of the Merry Widow, the Jack. Knife, the 'Western Belle, the 
Eastern Belle, end. Canyon Creek Nos. 1, 2, and 3 claims. The Coar 
Group is described as consisting of the ND, the View Point, the 
Kelly and. the Three L's Nos. 1, 2, 3, and.. li claims • The Lookout 
Mountain Group. is described as comprising the Lookout Nos. 1, 2, 3, 
11, 5,6and7 cladms. 


The application states that the claims in the Lookout Mounain Group 
are owned by the applicant, and that the claims in the other two 
groups are held by the applicant under lease from Werdenhoffj4ining 
Company.

After all applicable spaces are filled in, the 
Operator or his agent must sign the certification in the 
lower left corner. Categories (2) through (7) apply to 
"Actual Cost" contracts only. 


Under "Fixed Unit Costs" and Category (1) 
report, (a) the total fixed unit costs of work performed 
under contract provisions for contribution by the Gov-
ernment on a basis of "fixed unit costs"; and (b) the 
claimed costs of work performed on a unit-price basis 
by independent contractors. 


Under Category (2) include the claimed costs of 
all payrolled and invoiced supervisory, technical, and 
labor personnel, except the costs for services applica-
ble to Categories (5) and (6).

ARTICLE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. a 64i. - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored depbsits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 
'shall,begin the work on or before 3t_PL. j t. )tf ' , and, subject to the provisions of Article 9

and Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 34 months from the date of the contract 
or shall have incurred, allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less.than the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set foith in Exhibit A ts$_. The Govern- 


ment will contribute 50 percent of the allowabie costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $ 3jO'0*00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, ii, 5, and 6. "!osts incurred' 
means, costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest coixputation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate of 6 rapexcent shaLl, 
accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-, 
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession' therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens,' or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows: 


e







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of conveyanCe, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies.of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently,. in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all ofthe pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regaxdless or the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(e) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases o the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.--(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to' in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect its interests. The Government m.y make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a .) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts -or the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by Itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three- 
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows: 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance In mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i.) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 


contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report-(in 
addition to the final monthly report) .. This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering al1production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other 
disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
anênt of any vouchers relating to insufficient or inomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. costs.--(a') Allowable costs.--The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Gwern.ment will not contribute to costs under any categor y or sü'bcategory omitted from the 
estimate of 'costs in Exhibit A., Any excess over any estimate which 'is inuieated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or Item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work.. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated 'as a maximum' in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is' a maximum, is 
not exceeded, 


CATEGORY(l)--INDPENDENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver- 
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be 


performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Süpervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.


Subcategory (b)--Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing 'less than $50 each. 


CATEGORY ( II. )--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a)--Rental,---The number of each rented item 5 mine cars, 1 truc7, the rate of rental j 100 per month, $5 per hou!7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c_)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher thaii 
provided ± 'ln C4tegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory(a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment,-The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) .--Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum. 
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CATEGORY ('T)-- 'rtscELLArEous. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability Insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incident & benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shall so certify In writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after. 
a sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera- 
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the 3C 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course-of business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tne buyer, sampling and assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible In arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(a) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, inétal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, ' concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in Integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time it is so used "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross Income froi mining 
operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.
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() Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse oi 4me or Is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.If 
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government .to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in purchased proprty. --(a) Title and ownership. --All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,	 purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel; explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.--If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair-valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations. --(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

Title 3—THE PRESIDENT 
Executive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-- 
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to promote and' ensure equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branch of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it is in the general interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and. 


WHEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 
SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-


lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEC. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of the 'Committee and who shall 
preside at meetings of the Committee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act as Chair-
man in the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of the execution and 
implementation of :the policies and pur-
poses Of this order. 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of .the National 
Aeronautics. and Space Administration. 
Each such member may designate an al-
ternate to represent him in his absence. 


(d) Such other members as the'Presi-
dent may from time to time appOint; 


(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member of the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee: by 
the Executive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


SEC. 103. The Committee shall meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a), 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) consider 
reports as to progress under this order;. 
(d) consider and act, where necessary or 
appropriate, upon matters whiOh may be 
presented to it by any of Its members; 
and (e) make such reports to the Presi-
dent as he may require or the Committee 
shall deem. appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annuallyand 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency. The 
Chairman may appoint sub-cOmmittees 
to make special studies on a continuing 
basis. 


PART II—NONDISCRIMINATION IN 

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed Im-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies to realize more 
fully the national policy of nondiscrimi-
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government. 


SEC. 202. All executive departments 
and agencies are directed, to . initiate 
forthwith studies of current government 
employment practices within their re-
sponsibility. The studies shall be in such 
form as the Committee may prescribe 
and shall include statistics on current 
employment patterns, a review of' cur-


rent procedures, and the recommenda-
tion of positive measures for the elim-
ination of any discrimination, direct or 
indirect, which now exists. Reports and 
recommendations shall be submitted to 
the Executive Vice Chairman of the 
Committee no later than sixty days from 
the effective date of this order, and the 
Committee, after considering such re-
ports and recommedations, shall report 
to the President on the current situation 
and recommend positive measures to ac-
complish the objectives of this order. 


SEC. 203. The policy expressed in 
Executive Order No. 10590 of January 18, 
1955 (20 F.R. 409), with respect to the 
exclusion and prohibition of discrimina- 
tion against any employee or applicant 
for employment in the Federal Govern-
ment because äf race, color, religion, or 
national origin is hereby reaffirmed. 


SEC. 204. The President's Committee on 
Government Employment Policy, es-
tablished by Executive Order No. 10590 
of January 18, 1955 (20 F.R. 409), as 
amended by Executive Order No. 10722 
of August 5, 1957 (22 F.R. 6287), is hereby 
abolished, and the powers, functions, 
and duties of that Committee are hereby 
transferred to, and henceforth shall be 
vested in, and exercised by, the Presi-
dent's Committee on Equal Employment 
Opportunity in addition to the powers 
conferred by.. this order. 


' PART 111—OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT

CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS 


SUBPART A—CONTRACTORS" AGREEMENTS 
SECTION 301. Except in contracts ex-


empted' in accordance with section 303 
of this order, all government contracting 
agencies shall include in every govern-
ment contract hereafter entered into, the 
following provisions: 


"1±1 connection with the performance 
of ' work under this contract, the con-
tractor agrees as follows: 


"(1) The contractor will not discrim-
inate against any employee or applicant 
for employment, because of race, creed, 
color, or national origin. The contractor 
will take affirmative action to ensure 
that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employ-
ment, without regard to their race, 
creed, color, or national origin. Such 
action shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrad-
ing, demotion or transfer; recruitment 
or recruitment advertising; layoff or 
termination; rates of pay or tther forms 
of compensation; and selection for train-
ing, including apprenticeship. The con-
tractor agrees to post in conspicuous 
places, available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment, notices to be 
provided by the contracting officer set-
ting forth the provisions of this non-
discrimination clause.

"(3), The. qqntractor will send to each 
labor union or representative of work-
ers. with which . he, has a collective bar-
gaining agreement or other contract or 
understanding, a notice, to be provided 
by the agency contracting officer, advis-
ing the said labor union or workers' 
representative of the contractor's com-
mitments under this section, and shall 
post copies of the notice in conspicuous 
places available to employees and ap-
plicants for employment 


"(4) The contractor will comply with 
all provisions of Executive Order No. 
10925 of March 6, 1961, and of the.rUles, 
regulations, and relevant orders of the 
President's Committee on Equal Em-
ployment Opportunity created thereby. 


"(5) The contractor will furnish all 
Information and reports required by 
Executive Order No. 10925 of March 6, 
1961, and by the rules, regulations, and 
orders of the said Committee, or pur-
suant thereto, and will permit access to 
his books, records, and accounts by the 
contracting agency and the Committee 
for purposes of investigation to ascertain 
compliance with such rules, regulations, 
and orders. 


"(6) In the event of the contractor's 
non-compliance with the nondiscrimi-
nation clauses of this contract or with 
any of the said rules, regulations, or or-
ders, this contract may be cancelled in 
whole or in part and the contractor may 
be declared ineligible for further góv-. 
ernment contracts in accordance with 
procedures authorized in Executive Or-
der No. 10925 of March 6, 1961, and such 
'other sanctions may be imposed and 
remedies invoked as provided in the said 
Executive order or by rule, regulation, 
or order of the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity, or as 
otherwise provided by law. 


"(7) The contractor will include the 
provisions of the foregoing paragraphs 
(1) through (6) in every subcontract or 
purchase order unless exempted by rules, 
regulations, or orders of the President's 
Committee on Equal Employment Op-
portunity issued pursuant to section 303 
of Executive Order No. 10925 of March 
6, 1961, so that such provisions will be 
binding upon each subcontractor or 
vendor. The contractor will take such 
action with respect to any subcontract 
or purchase order as the contracting 
agency may direct as a means of en-
forcing such provisions, including sanc-
tions for non-compliance: Provided, 
however, that in the event the contrac-
tor becomes involved in, or is threatened 
with, litigation with a subcontractor or 
vendor as a result of such direction by 
the contracting agency, the contractor 
may request the United States to enter 
into such litigation to protect the inter-
ests of the United States." 


SEC. 302. (a) Each contractor having 
a contract containing the provisions pre-
scribed in section 301 shall file, and shall 
cause each of its subcontractors to file, 
Compliance Reports with the contracting 
agency, which will be subject to review 
by the Committee upon Its request.

(b) Bidders or prospective contractors 
or subcontractors may be iequiried . to 
state whether they have participated in 
any previous contract áubjéct to the prO- 
visions of this order, and in that event to 
submit, on behalf of themselves and 
their proposed subcontractors, Compli-
ance Reports prior to or as an initial 
part of their bid or negotiation of a 
contract. 


(c) Whenever the contractor or, sub-
contractor has a collective bargaining 
agreement or other contract or under-
standing with a labor union or other 
representative of workers, the Compli-
ance Report shall include such infor-
mation as to the labor union's or other 
representative's practices and policies 
affecting compllance as the Committee 
may prescribe: Provided, that to the 
extent such information is within the 
exclusive possession of a labor union or 
other workers' representative and the 
labor union or representative shall refuse 
to furnish such information to the con- 
tractor, the contractor shall so certify 
to the contracting agency as part of its 
Compliance Report and shall set forth 
what efforts he has made to obtain such 
information. 


(d) The Committee may direct that 
any bidder or prospective contractor 
or subcontractor shall submit, as part 
of his Compliance Report, a statement 
in writing, signed by an authorized 
officer or agent of any labor union or 
other workers' representative with which 
the bidder or prospective contractor 
deals, together with supporting infor-
mation, to the effect that the said labor 
union's or representative's practices and 
policies do not discriminate on the 
grounds of race, color, creed, or national 
origin, and that the labor union or rep-
resentative either will affirmatively co-
operate, within the limits of his legal 
and contractual authority, in the imple-
mentation of the policy and provisions 
of this order or that it consents and 
agrees that recruitment, employment, 
and the terms and,conditions of employ-
ment under the proposed contract shall 
be In accordance with the purposes and 
provisions of the order. In the event 
that the union or representative shall 
refuse to execute such a statement, the 
Compliance Report shall so certify and 
set forth what efforts have been made 
to secure such a statement. 


SEC. 303. The Committee may, when 
it deems that special circumstances In 
the national interest so require, exempt 
a contracting agency from the require-
ment of Including the provisions of sec-
tion 301 of this order In any specific 
contract, subcontract, or purchase order. 
The Committee may, by rule or regula-
tion, also exempt certain classes of con-
tracts, subcontracts, or purchase orders 
(a) , where work is to be or has been 
performed outside the United States and 
no recruitment of workers within the 
limits of the United States is involved;


(b) for. standard'cothmerciaF supplies Or 
raw materials; or (c) involving.less:than 
specifiOd'aniOtihts Of znOneyi or specified 
numbers of workers.. '.	 . 


'SUBPART' B—LABOI UNIONS AND REPRESENT-






ATIVES OF WORKERS 


SE. 304. The ' Cothiiitee shall 'use 
• i, best' efforts, ' directly. and through 
contracting agencies, contractors, state 
and local officials and public and private 


• agencies, and' all other available instru-
mentalities, to cause any labor. union, 
recruiting agency or other representative 
'of workers who is or may be engaged in 
work under government contracts to co-
operate with, and to comply in the im-
plementation of, the purposes of this 
order.' 


SEC. 305. The Committee may, to ef-
fectuate the 'purposes of section 304 of 
this order, hold hearings, public or pri-
vate, with respect to the practices and 
policies of any such labor organization. 
It shall from time to time submit special 
reports to the President concerning dis-
criminatory practices and policies of any 
such labor organization, and may recom-
mend remedial action if, in Its judgment, 
such action Is necessary or appropriate. 
It may also notify any Federal, state, or 
local agency of Its conclusions and rec-
ommendations with respect to any such 
labor. organization which in its . judg-
ment has failed to cooperate with the 
Committee, contracting agencies, con-
tractors, or subcontractors in carrying 
out the purposes of this order. 
SUBPART C—POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE 


PRESIDENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY AND OF CON-
TRACTING AGENCIES 


SEC. 306. The Committee shall adopt 
such rules and regulations and issue such 
orders as it deems necessary and appro-
priate 'to achieve the purposes of this 
order, including the purposes of Part II 
hereof relating to discrimination In gov-
ernment employment. 


SEC. 307. Each contracting agency 
shall be primarily responsible for obtain-
ing compliance with the rules, regula-
tions, and orders of the Committee with 
respect to contracts entered Into by such 
agency or its contractors, or affecting 
its own employment practiOes. All con-
tracting agencies shall comply with the 
Committee's rules in discharging their 
primary responsibility for securing 
compliance with the provisions of con-
tracts and otherwise with the terms of 
this Executive order and of the rules, 
regulations, and orders of the Committee 
pursuant hereto. They are directed to 
coopeate with the Committee, and to 
furnish the Committee such Informa-
tion and assistance as it may require in 
the performance of its functions under 
this order. They are further directed to 
appoint or designate, from among the 
agency's personnel, compliance officers. 
It shall be the duty of such officers to 
seek compliance with the objectives of 
this order by conference, conciliation, 
mediation, or persuasion. 


SEC. 308. The Committee Is authorized 
to delegate to any officer, agency, or em-
ployee in the executive branch of the
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• Government' any: function of the Corn-
mittee under this order, except the au-
thority to promulgate rules and regula-
tions of a general nature 


SEC. 309. (a)' The Committee may it-
self investigate the employment prac- 
tices of any government contractor or 
subcontractor, or initiate such investiga- 
tion by the appropriate contracting 
agency or through the Secretary of 
Labor, to determine whether or not the 
contractual provisions specified in sec-
tion 301 of this order have been violated. 
Such Investigation shall be conducted 
in accordance with the procedures es- 
tablished by the Commitee, and the in-
vestigating agency shall report to 
the Committee any action taken or 
recommended. 


(b) The Committee may receive and 
cause to be investigated complaints by 
employees or prospective employees of 
a government contractor or subcontrac-
tor which allege discrimination contrary 
to the contractual provisions specified In 
section 301 of this Order. The appro-
priate contracting agency or the Secre-
tary of Labor, as the case may be, shall 
report to the Committee what action has 
been taken or Is recommended with re-
gard to such complaints. 


SEC. 310. (a) The Committee, or any 
agency or officer of the United States 
designated by rule, regulation, or order 
of the Committee, may hold such hear-
jugs, public or private, as the Committee 
may deem advisable for compliance, en-
forcement, or educational purposes. 


(b) The Committee may hold, or cause 
to be held, hearings In accordance with 
subsection (a) of this section prior to 
imposing, ordering, or recommending the 
Imposition of penalties and sanctions. 
under this order, except that no order 
for debarment of any contractor from 
further government contracts shall be 
made without a hearing. 


SEC. 311. The Committee shall en.. 
courage the furtherance of an educa-
tional program by employer, labor, civic, 
educational, religious, and other non-
governmental groups in order. to elimi-
nate-or reduce the basic 'causes of dis-
crimination In employment on the 
ground of race, creed; color, or national 
origin. 


SUBPART . B—SANCTIONS AND PENALTIES 


SEC. 312. In accordance with such 
rules, regulations or orders as the Com-
mittee may Issue or adopt, the Commit-
tee or the appropriate contracting 
agency may: 


(a) Publish, or cause to be published, 
the names of contractors or unions 
which it has concluded have complied or 
have failed to comply with the provisions 
of this order or of the rules, regulations, 
and orders of the Committee. 


(b) Recommend to the Department of 
Justice that, in cases where there is sub-
stantial or material violation or the 
threat of substantial or material viola-
tion of the contractual provisions set 
forth in section 301 of this order, ap-
propriate proceedings be brought to en-
force those provisions, including the en-
joining, within the limitations 'of 
applicable law, of organizations, individ-
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uals or groups who prevent directly or 
indirectly, or seek to . prevent directly or 
Indirectly, compliance with the aforesaid 
provisions.  


(c) Recommendto the Departinnt of 
Justice that criminal proceedings; be 
brought for the furnishing .-of false In-


'formation to . ,any: contracting agency or 
to the Committee as the case may be. 


'(d) , Terminate,:or cause, to be termi-
nated, any contract, or any portion or 
portions thereof, for failure of the con-
tractor or subcontractor to comply with 
the' nondiscrimination provisions of the 
contract. Contracts may be terminated 
absolutely or continuance of contracts 
may be conditioned upon a program for 
future compliance approved by the con- 
tracting agency. 


(e) Provide that any contracting 
agency shall refrain from entering Into 
further contracts, or extensions or other 
modifications of existing contracts, with 
any non-complying contractor, until 
such contractor has satisfied the Com-
mittee that he has established and will 
carry out personnel and employment 
policies in compliance with the' provi-
sions of this order. 


(f) Under rules and regulations pre- 
scribed by the committee, each contract- 
ing agency shall make reasonable efforts 
within a reasonable time limitation to 
secure compliance with the contract pro-
visions of this order by methods of con-
ference, conciliation, mediation,' and per-
suasion before proceedings shall be in-
stituted under paragraph (b) of this 
section, or before a contract shall be 
terminated in whole or in part under 
paragraph (d) of this section fOr' failure 
of a contractor or subcontractor to' com-
ply with the contract provisions of this 
order. 


SEC. 313. Any contracting agency tak-
ing any action authorized bg this sec-
tion, whether on its own motion, or , as 
directed by the Committee, or under the 
Committee's rules and regulations, shall 
promptly' notify. the Committee of such 
action or reasons for not acting.. Where 
the Committee itself makes a determina- 
tion under this section, it shall promptly 
notify the appropriate . contracting 
agency of the, action recommended. The 
agency shall take such action and shall 
report the results'thereof.,to the Commit .-
tee within such time as the Committee 
shall provide. 


SEC.' 314. If 1 the Committee shall so 
direct, contracting agencies shall not 
enter into contracts with any bidder or 
prospective contractor unless the bidder 
or prospective contractor has' satisfac-
torily complied with the provisions of 
this order or submits a . program for 
compliance acceptable to the Committee 
or, if the Committee so authorizes, to 
the contracting agency.

SEO. 31&' The Committee may provide 
for issuance of a' United 'States Govern-
ment Certificate of Merit-to employers 
or employee organizations which are or 
may.' hereafter be 'engaged 'in work' un-
der government'contracts, if the 'Com- 
mittee is satisfied that the personnel

The subject property was visited June 21, 1966, to determine what, 
if any, activity had been going on since the last inspection was 
made June 13, 1965. The bunkhouse windows were open indicating 
that someone was or had recently been living there. A visit to a 
building housing two D-retorts and to another housing a Hereshoff 
furnace showed that both plants had been overhauled recently; near 
the Hereshoff ore bin, which was empty, an old open pit working had 
been leveled either for truck-turning or stockpiling use. Still 
no person could be found. 


As I was about to leave the property, Bill Stewart, erstwhile mine 
foreman at the Oregon King mine and now working for the Operator of 
the subject property, drove up. Although Stewart had many rumors as 
to past financial problems of the company, about all the positive 
information he could give was that he and two other men have been 
told to put the furnaces in shape to start retorting and to open up 
a small area from which it was hoped mercury-bearing material may be 
retorted. National Minerals Corporation was on the property for a 
while last year, but Stewart is not sure just what work they may 
have done, nor is he sure whether they or Pacific Minerals & Chemical 
Co., Inc., is the present Operator. He is sure, however, that no 
mercury has been sold or retorted since the furnaces were put in ft' 
operating condition. At present he is waiting instructions to 
start production.

Tooley has received no instructions relative to resuming the contract 
work. It can only be concluded that the company is more interested 
in attracting capital or some other form of outside assistance than 
in resuming contract work.

Although this project is in recess, I passed within 5 miles of the 
property en route from Grangeville, Idaho, to Prineville, Oregon, 
on August 5, 19614, and accompanied by Miguel de la Cruz visited 
the mine. 


The bunkhouse was locked and no one was in evidence nor were there 
any sounds of nearby activity. There was a car with Missouri 
license plates parked and locked near the bunkhouse, but as Juan Munoz, 
geologist-supervisor for the company, lives in Portland, it was 
doubtful that the car was his. After calling several times and re-
ceiving no answer, we left the property.

The property was visited October, 1963, and about an hour was 
spent discussing the project with Juan Munoz, Engineer-qeologist-
Supervisor. The last inspection was made August 18, 1963. 


Since the last inspection DDH No. ii. , 5, and 6 have been completed; 
a copy of the logs is enclosed. A Work Authorization dated Septem-
ber 24, 1963, advised the Operator that Hole 1 will now be approved, 
that. Holes 4, 6, and 7 could be drilled, and that Holes 5 and 8 
would not be approved unless a pending contract amendment providing 
for trenching is approved and the trenching justified them. 


The driller was getting the last of his equipment together prepara-
tory to leaving the property October 13. He has notbeen paid for 
the drilling he has done since July,-- . Munoz also advised me that 
he has not been paid since August 15 and that the claim owners 
have not been paid for the last 5 months. He asked if ONE could 
pay hiiñand the driller directly their portion of any funds due 
the Operator. I told him that, as the driller was an independent 
contractor and the drilling was on an actual cost basis, it might 
be possible to pay him directly, but I was not sure whether the 
request had to come fi__6^m the Operator or could come from the inde-
pendent contractor. I suggested that if the driller would submit 
a request giving the circumstances and the amounts involved ,.

The Operator, under an Office of Minerals Explor-
ation contract, is required to report monthly to, the 
Government. The report consists of three parts.. 


FIRST, the Operator's Monthly Voucher on MME 
Form 60 listing the project costs incurred and claimed 
by the Operator is the voucher basis for payment of 
the Government's share of the cost. 


SECOND, the Operator's Progress Report on MME 
Form 61 is a statistical report of the units and cost of 
of work performed under the contract.


THIRD, the Operator's Narrative Report is acon-
cise description of the work performed, results accom-
plished, and any, unusual situations'. encountered, 
illustrated and supported by engineering-geological 
maps or sketches, djill hole logs, assay reports, etc., 
as pertinent.  


The Operator submits the original and four copies 
of each of the three sections of this report to the OME 
regional Executive Officer at the end of each month 
during the life of the contract. 


PREPARATION OF OPERATOR'S MONTHLY VOUCHER, MME FORM 60 


After all applicable spaces are filled in, the 
Operator or his agent must sign the certification in the 
lower left corner. Categories (2) through (7) apply to 
"Actual Cost" contracts only. 


Under "Fixed Unit Costs" and Category (1) 
report, (a) the total fixed unit costs of work performed 
under contract provisions 'for contribution by the Gov-
ernment on a basis of "fixed unit costs"; and (b) the 
claimed costs of work performed on a unit-price basis 
by independent contractors. 


Under Category (2) include the claimed costs of 
all payrolled and . invoiced supervisory, technical, and 
labor personnel, except the costs for services applica- 
ble to Categories (5) and (6). 


Under Category (3) include the claimed costs of 
all project materials and supplies other than those 
used for work under Categories (5) and (6).

The morning of August 18,. 1963, was spent in the motel at rine-
yule, Oregon, with C, M. Ellingsen, President, going over vouchers, 
discussing voucher and contract requirements, and clarifying the 
impression given by Juan Munoz, Technical Supervisor, that program 
changes requiring contract amendment might be forthcoming. The 
proposed changes will be submitted. The property was visited for 
about 1-y' hours during the afternoon accompanied by C. M. Ellingsen, 
Juan Munoz, Mali Sup Kim and Se In Change, the two last named being 
Korean Trainees. The last inspection was made November l ii. , 1962, 
at which time Churn Drill Hole 1, althoughiot yet authorized, had 
been drilled to a depth of 30 feet and Hole 2 to a depth of 10 
feet. That evening and the 'following morning about 3 hours were 
spent with Ellingsen and Johnston discussing in considerable detail 
the necessity for and the nature of documentary support of vouchers. 


Since the last inspection Churn Drill Hole 2 has been drilled to a 
depth of 210 feet and was stopped because the drill site was start-
ing to slide ad described in Munoz' letter of July 22, 1963, a copy 
of which has been forwarded. Access to the drill site was made by 
deepening to grade an old trench about 110 feet long. Apparently 
the material from this cut was pushed out on the hill side and 
leveled off for the drill site. The hole passed through a mineral-
ized hanging-wall zone from which samples were taken. The mercury 
content was fairly persistent in the zone although the grade was 
low. The hole would have to be deepened to something over 400 feet 
to cross the footwall zone which has been cut and sampled in Hole 
3. It is concluded that another hole farther south and collared 
loser to the hanging-wall zone will be of more value than redrill-


ing Hole 2; deepening Hole 2 is not possible as spring rains have

so washed the drill site and caved the collar that it cannot be 
located with certainty. 


Drill Hole 3 has been completed to a depth of 330 feet and has cut 
both the hangingiall and footwall zones. Assays of samples from 
Holes 1, 2, and 3, a section through Holes 2 and 3, and a section 
through Holes 1 and 3, have been sent to E. D. Talbert. The sections 
as well as the enclosed map* were prepared by Juan Munoz. Had Holes 
2 and 3 been completed and the data been available prior to the 
drilling of Hole 1, that hole would have been authorized. However, 
Munoz pointed out, and I concur, that the provisionally approved site 
of Hole Li. will be too far westerly of the footwall to cut both walls 
unless it is drilled considerably deeper than the authorized approxi-
mate depth of 300 feet. 


Comparison of the assays from Hole 2 with those from Hole 1 suggest 
that the mineralization is weaker in the latter area. Munoz has 
mapped a N. 55 0 W. shear in the Wet Ciu;t.that shows some mercury 
and has proposed a new Hole 4 to be drilled to cut this shear and 
the strong hanging-wall shear near their intersection. There is 
also some topographic evidence of a N. 60 0 E. striking shear, which' 
may be a continuation of the mineralized zone that passes through 
the Amity, Blue Ridge, and Westbrook properties. Munoz is currently 
collecting and mapping evidence to show this and will discuss it 


tifwhen he requests an amendment to 'change the work.

During May the Operator began opening the road into camp and taking in 
supplies • By the time of this inspection, base lines and sample loca. 
tions for Phase 1 had been laid out and 37 soil samples had been taken. 
In addition, the Operator took 65 soil samples for his own account, 
Due to a delay in locating and getting delivery of one of the necessary 
reagents, none of the samples have been assayed. •However ., Johnston 
panned part of each sample and counted the cinnabar colors in the pan 
tail. The reagent was received July 17, and Johnston expects to have 
the results within a few days, 


The method of analysis described by F. N. Ward and E. H. Bailey on 
page 313 in AIME Transactions (Mining), Vol. 217, 1960, is to be used. 
Because of the high color count in some of the pannings, Johnston is 
a bit concerned as to the feasibility of this method. If he cannot 
obtain satisfactory results, he will use an older and more tried but 
slower method. 


As the assay determinations have not yet been made, no voucher will be 
submitted until the end of July, at which time the work done in June 
and July will be vouchered and a chemical anomaly map will be prepared. 


I have a print of the color-count map but will not prepare a tracing and 
prints at this time unless you request it. Pan-counts range from zero 
to 600, thirteen of them being 100 or more. Frankly, I cannot see any-
one actually counting that many individual colors in a. pan tail. Rela-
tive to other pannings, they indicate seven or more areas in which mer- 
cury is more concentrated in near surface soil and, other than that, 
their value or reliability as indicators is limited,
