In
goreral, most of the gold obtained from these pockets has beem token
Trem Qopths of less then 2% fect from the swwaco.

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Tuanel 3§ cempriscc om adil croccounl 75 fect long cnd 2 drdfto. Tho
Fhret drifs, 15 feet frem the edit novtel, woo drivem 8. S50° B. fow
at least 50 feet tut is impansable beverd 25 feot whore glopiag wag
startcd. As nearly os covld be determined, the ctops ie cbous b
feet wide, 85 foet long, cnd exiends Troa é %o 10 feet above the
level ¢o M0 teo 15 foed belew, Ho veln was 1dentificd in ¢he crogs-
cut, but as the stops was eppronched some chearing cwd slight
gllicification of the slatey woll rock vas noted. Westvoed had no
infornation regarding the ensvnt cnd grade of the stopsd roek or
vhen 1t hed been mincd.

The saecord @rift ot the end of the crosseut was Griven et leasd HO
foet boawing W, 45° W. cnd 4O feet §. 35° B. from ¢the crosseut. A
slopo about & feet wide below the level, full of vater but paid to
bo 20 fect degp, extenis from the northwesterly slde of tho eresecut
fYor nbout 25 to 30 feet southeasterly. A somple token Lrom this
stope by Winkficld is said Yo hawve sscayed $80.00 poxr ton over &

- width of 18 inches, but the essey ceritificate has beon logt. This
vould be equivalent to $30.00 per ton over the b-foot stope Width.
Thore verc mo stulls or legging over the stope so only the nowthe-
veoterly drift cowld be entered. Above the stope bands of qUAaXS
apd gllieicied slate im o zome cbout 5 foet wide could be soom, bud
the quartz bands dled out a fev Feet northwest of the stope. Pow
the next @3 or 30 feet nortbwesterly there wos e thin bamd of elay
along the southvest wall amd beyend this o fev norrew quarts stringe
ere reeppearcd., At WO feat the Arift ves caved completely. Southe
cast of the cropseut Just beyond the end of the wnderhend stope
evidence of some gtoping above the level could be gecen. The holght
of This stope could not be detormimefl, but 1t appsarcd %o be only
about 15 fect long.

According to Winkficld, as gquoted by Westweod in o letter dated
November 1, 1963, the coved cpd of the morthvwest Arift ic the
boginning of @ ctope that "extcnded sene 80 feet horizortally cwmd
verblenlly elear to the grass roots.” He dess not give the width

of tho stope, but he mswtions & hO-pound cample token by "o mining
cpglncer” for ASER who later semt %0 @ Mr, Hughes, Winkfields
cae-time peartnor, o eopy of an assay rotwn choving o value of $2b0.0C0
por tom., The assay eertifieate was loot after Bushes! death. Mo

thon quotes Winkficld s caying that after the cemple vas takon the
drlft ecaved.

Tumnel 2, cbout 100 feet bolow Twmel 3, comprises cm edd®s eresceut
ITS feet long frea the cnd of vhich dxifts heve beom wum 20 Lt
southeasterly end 120 Loot morthvcoterly. A% the crd of the northe
westerly Arift io o muek-Tillcd evd inceccooible reise. As the
portal of this twamcl s ot the cdge of the read, 4% 18 posoible
that the ralse ves drivon for on ore pegs frem Twancl 33 Wostvesd






could omly say that sems ovsc Vo nduw! throvgh the roise. The gouth-
eapterly drift and the firct 20 to 30 fect of the northvestorly drvilfe
exe in o herd-shested dexk-celoved »ock, probably & slate, with no
oppevent velnm., From 30 foct nortovest to the Lfeee there arc baunds

of quarts gredvelly widening vp to an loch or so thick betvecen sheets
of siliccous slate. A scmple vas taken at the face ecross & l-foot
gonc of cheeted quartz and slotes i1t ossaysd only o trace cach of L
zold cnd gllver. The erosscut passed bsley the Pirgt dxift in Tumnol
5, but me cvidenee of the structure that was stoped from the bigher
lovel vas fouvmd,

Arer surveying Tumnels 2 ané 3 and $ying in thelr portals & line
vas v down the old read o distance of 1,150 feet te @ polnt where
the rexd breamnched. Hear this point & caved axcs on the southeastcrly
pide of the road vas s8aid to be ell that rcuains of cn lweldimcd
ghart, According to Westwoed, an unknown ecmovnlt of ore Vas talker
fren thie shaf®, but there is no kuown record of ¢he depth of the
s, wvhot vorkisgs, if eny, mey have been scen from 1%, ox the
&rede of the ore that way heve been taken.

The brameh reoed was followed for about 100 feet to the ¢ldge of @
seeond caved erea or opaRr cut below which is e cegment of cwmether old
road., The glopes of the cave or opon cut are so veathercd that no
cvidenee of veln rewelngs the sceme is true of the slope from

tho eave to the roed segment below and the other cave alongsilde the
pumveyet rogd gbove, The roed segnent below the lover cave ie
notably wider than & roed Would normally be 1%t is possible that
it s the dump of & presently hidden twanel passing beueath the twe
caves., However, this is pure speculation eg Westvwood hes mo lnforma-
tlom other than that the uppor cave is supposeidly the top of
imelincd shaft.

Below the roed cegrent is the portal of an vonemcd tunnel whick weo
eeved and dusecessible. Subsequent to the cromination, Westvoed
retumed to this portal, opsned 1t up swd took elght sewples., B
ecpt for 2 essays, gold valuss rangsd from 0.005 to 0,010 owaes par
tom sllver valves renged from nil ¢to 2.2 ovnees per tom. The
esecptions were a% the ond of the tuanel where the silver contomt
of Semple 1 vag fowmd to be 156.L cunces per tom, and 9 feet back
rem the foece where the gold contont of Sample 3 wes Ffound o
0,135 ounce per tom. Westieood dees not give the widths of ¢he
verlous semples. He ealso traccd the "veln strueture” from the ecave
gbove the wansmed twamel to the "high ridge direstly cbove the
caved im of tumpel nvmber 3% cnd found "o pumber of prospICE
holes alowny the cntire struetuwre that alloved a ldne %o bo sua fiecm
one to caother” thorofore is "decidcdly of the opiniom that 4%
1o ol the gome veoln £rem 5 to the umancd twmmel.” Weotweed took
1 gemple desiganted "9 High ride” which assayed 0.010 cwase godd
eed 0.2 ovpee sillver por tonm ceress cn vadesigmated width,
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Pregumably, this s Lfeaen 3 z‘ VS G slope et the northvest-
erly crd of the Tvnweld 3 c‘lvim . AL to 520 of Cthe exeminction
Hestvoed soild he thouzht thero were a f@v old pits along the vein
but vas not svwe vhere they wore cud belicved they were ceved awd
obseured by ¢he fense wdorbrush, Thorefore, sinee the map which
aeecmpanicd the application wos obvieusly im owrow, 1% Ves Geeldcd
that 1t would be better to tle in ths kaown workings rather than
Teste consldercble time looking fer caved plte that might not be
fourd emd thot, 3f fouad, pﬁf@b@‘t@lgy would give little loformntien
othey thom that they oxilsted.

e suwrvey vas continued frem the read breamch to Tumnel L, Thio
Summel, drivem 190 fect om @ bearing of about 8. T3° B., 1o in coft
mlea sehlot and 1o move or less paraliel to the planc of cchistosity.
Ho otrong mincvalized structure vas noted. Hevever, Wootveed om his
pubscquent visit bo the proporty took a semple of vhat he ealls @
veln about §0 feet Lrem tho tvamel portals it asseyed 0.005 ocunee
Godd cad 0.5 owmee silver per tom. Thug, 1t may be thet thero awre
parrey stringers or seams of gold- and silvep-boaring waterileld alony
the pebistesity plenes. The purpose of this twwel ves to cud the
ore said te have boer fownd im the lnclined shaft after further vowrk
frem the sheft wes prevented by fleefing. In ocumsary, oll that couwld
be domonstrated in the Pield wes that there are b twanels, 1 of which
iz not on eny defimite ctrueture, end 1 -of which was inceecessibile, 1
oeall eaved arce or open cub said o represent cn dmedimcd chalt, ewvd
coother slightly larger eaved arca or open pit.. Severzld other old
pits vhieh ome of the applicents vizlted after the exemination could
dovbtloss be ghovm mow, but Judsing from the two thot Yerc seen, it
ip dovbotful 1f emything would be gained by visiting thom. Tn Tumael
2 @ gample of velnlike moterisl teken by the exeminer cgseyed only
@ trace cach- of gold cnd sllver, aud ome of the ctruetuwres on whieh
vae @ gmall stope in Twanel 3 was mot found. In Tuwanael 3 there axe
tvo velns cech appovently short or at leagt discentinvovs, ead on
cach of vhich thore hes boen seme stoping, but the stopss axe
Ingcecsrible for sempling.

The oize of @ caved stope at the morthwesterly epd of the secend
veln im Tuanel 3 iz based colely em heersay @s 18 the roportcd wvalve
of & sgeuple frem the stoped aven. Thore {8 also heawsey svwereoting
that the northiest crd of the drift caved or wes bBlested dom Juss
after the seaple was token. The walus of @& seuple token from the
gtope @s‘ta the crd of Twwel 3 erosgeut ceunot be supportcd, nor eam
the elaim that the totel productien frem property wes worth epprestd-
mﬁ@ly $25@ 000, Aseays of samples taken by Weobtvood after the
eendnation arc, with the excepticon of oue ivdiecating 156.% cuwaces
@ﬁ.l‘ir@:? par tom, mot conecovwrezing crd enly shoew thoat there awe
deteectable valves in Eold cwd cilver cn the proparey.
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Thero way be erell rich pockats clemsy the llme of tronches, bug no
ovidonee hag been proscnted to Apdicnte whore or how lawge they
ight be. Uatlil guch time o the old plts axo eleawcl out s thab
oy vedn thereln will be oxposed for stvdy cnd cempling, 1% ecam
omly be comeludad that ¢ho chonec of making o eilgniticant Alocovery
do leos thew faiy. It ic thorefere rocemmaondcd that tho epplication

be denicd witheut projudies.
