INTRODUCTION

I made an exsmination of the Iron Hat mine on Wednesday afternoon,
April 9, 1969. Mr. E. J. Templeman, the applicant, and Mr. Ray Clary.
met me at noon in Ashland, Oregon, and we drove to the property in
the applicant's car. We made an examination of the underground
workings, took some samples, visited a proposed millsite, and then
returned to Ashland about 5:30 p.m.

The applicant proposes to explore a zone of pyritic and silicified Egc::q
andesite by drilling several diamond drill holes at intervals of o 5

100 feet both north and south and east and west from a short adit.

He hopes that the drilling will delineate a broad zone of mineralized o
rock which he can mine profitably by open-pit methods. If the work

is successful, the applicant plans to erect a flotation mill to

treat the ore. He anticipates that he can successfully mine and

concentrate rock whose minimum dollar value in gold and silver is

$12.00 per ton.

RECOMMENDAT ION

It is recommended that the application be denied. Assay results on
samples of heavily pyritized rock indicate only trace amounts of
gold and silver. There is no reason to believe that the proposed
exploration will find rock with a higher content of precious metal.






LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The applicant's property is in the SE% sec. 19, T. 39 S., R. 3 W,
W.M., Jackson County, Oregon. The property can be reached from
Jacksonville, Oregon, by driving south on Oregon Highway 238 for
about 8 miles to Ruch, Oregon; from Ruch, follow a hard-surfaced
county road south about 6 miles to the mouth of Star Gulch; from
here follow a gravel road west for 2%—miles along the north side of
Star Gulch. A foot trail leads 800-1,200 feet north to the
abandoned shafts and adit near the bottom of a valley (fig. 1). The
altitude at the abandoned adit is approximately 2,150 feet according
to the contours on the topographic map of the area (Ruch, Oregon-
California).

GEOLOGY

According to Wells (1940), the bedrock in the vicinity of the appli-
cant's property is Paleozoic or older metavolcanic rocks that include
lava flows, flow breccias, and some intrusive rock. Later maps show
that these rocks are part of the Applegate Group of late Triassic

age (Wells and Peck, 1961). The topography is characterized by

steep timbered slopes with narrow valley bottoms. Local relief is

as much as 2,000 feet.

Outcrops of bedrock are small and widely separated and most of the
natural exposures are several hundred feet upslope from the valley
bottoms. The only exposures in the valley bottom are in the walls
of two shallow shafts, a prospect pit, and an adit that is 47 feet
long. »

The wall rock in the shafts, prospect pit, and adit is light gray,
dense, siliceous andesite that contains abundant pyrite or marcasite.
Streaks of yellow and brown stain the rock, but in general the stain
is only a thin film because the oxidation has been slight. A quartz
vein, 18 inches thick, is exposed in the shallow prospect pit above
the southernmost shaft (fig. 1). The vein strikes N. 65° W, and
dips 85° N. A possible extension of this vein is exposed in a road

- cut several hundred feet to the west. There are no sulfides in the
vein.

Andesite crops out as thick ledges west of and about 200 feet upslope
from the adit and shafts. This rock is not silicified and pyrite is
rare. There are no other outcrops between this exposure and the
valley bottom,

There are two caved adits on the east side of the valley at about
the same altitude as the adit shown in figure 1. Dump material near
the adits is silicified and pyritic andesite very similar to that





exposed in the adit and shallow shafts. It seems probable that
there is a broad pyritized zone in the andesite that has been ex-
pPlored on both sides of the valley; however, the limits and
orientation of this zone have not been delineated.

Three samples were taken of the rock in the adit. One was from the
more heavily pyritized area across the face; another was from
pyritic rock in the north wall about 21 feet from the portal; and
the third was from iron-stained fault gouge in a flat-dipping fault
about 20 feet from the portal. Except for the fault gouge, the rock
is so hard that it is difficult to take a channel sample; hence,

the samples of wall rock that were collected were chips from a
general area, but it is believed these are a good representation of
the mineralized rock. All these samples assayed only & trace of
gold and a trace of silver,

Assay data submitted by the applicant indicate that the rock in the
adit contains 0.22-0.51 ounces gold and 0.20-1.90 ounces silver per
ton. These results are significantly higher than those obtained
from the OME samples. The difference in the assay results suggest

a possible difference in relative competence of the assayer, but this
1s only conjectural.

It seems reasonable that the OME assay results closely reflect the
true precious metal content of the rock. If high values of gold and
silver are in the rock, more efforts would have been made in the
past to develop the mine. The prospect is convenient to roads, the
adit and shaft are several years old, and obviously other prospectors
in the region must have examined the rock. The fact that nothing
has been done on the property for many years strongly suggests that
the precious metal content of the rock is low.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposes to explore the property by drilling several
vertical diamond drill holes at intervals of 100 feet both north and
south and.east and west from the adit. These holes, estimated by
him to be from 100-150 feet long, would test the extensions and
determine the orientation of the pyritized zone. If the exploration
proved a large tonnage of gold and silver ore, he would plan to

mine the deposit by open-pit methods.






SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

The zone of pyritic and siliceous andesite on the applicant's
property has been explored by shallow shafts and short adits. No
ore has been produced. Samples of the rock indicate only trace
amounts of gold and silver. There are no indications of other
valuable minerals on the prospect. Participation by OME in
further exploration of the property is not warranted.
