Enclosed is an application for OME assistance in exploring for silver-
lead-zinc ore at the Portland Consolidated mine, Grant County, Oregon.
The property consists of four patented claims that are owned by the
applicant, Mr. Charlie Sayko. We have corresponded with Mr. Sayko
and twice have asked for additional information that would make his
application more complete. He has complied with our requests, but

I believe that he has reached the limits of his ability in completing
the application. If a field examination is requested, please return
the township map for only one copy of it was submitted; we have been
able to make additional copies of other data as was necessary.

Mr. Sayko plans to explore his property by crosscutting from an
existing adit to intersect a vein on which he will drift 100 feet.
He did not submit a map showing the existing underground workings on
his property and probably he does not have one and cannot make one.
In one of his letters he states that the snow will keep him off the

property until July.

We first received a letter from Mr. Sayko in July 1952. At that
time he stated that ore in the face of a 70-foot adit assayed 4-5 ﬁ%?%%
ounces of silver, 4 percent lead, and 5 percent zinc across 6 feet. )’

No assay data were submitted with the present application.

There are brief reports that summarize the Portland Consolidated

mine in Oregon Metal Mines Handbook, Bull. No. 1l4-B, and in "Gold and

Silver in Oregon," Oregon State Bull, 61. These state that the

country rock is slate or argillite and the ore is in a quartz vein

that contains galena and pyrite. No production data are given and
apparently there are no nearby mines that have sold ore.

A more complete application is desirable, but it is doubtful that
additional inquiries from Mr. Sayko will be of avail. A map of the

existing workings is sorely needed as well as assay data. The silver
content of the ore might not be enough to qualify for OME assistance.

Justification for Denial of Application

The Applicant proposed to explore for silver by 100 feet of drifting
and crosscutting from an existing adit to intersect the down dip
extension of a mineralized quartz vein, Total estimated cost of the
work was $5,733.00 and Government participation at 75 percent would
amount to $4,299.75.

As a result of a field examination, the Field Officer, OME, Region I,
recommends denial of the application. Assay data on samples taken in
an upper adit of the quartz vein show it to be low. in silver and too
narrow to be a promising target at depth.

In the Field Officer's judgement careful work by experienced miners
might produce a small tonnage of silver but there appears little
chance for a significant discovery of silver ore. In addition, the
Applicant is not physically able to supervise an exploration contract,

I concur with the Field Officer's recommendatioh_that the applicapioh

be denied.

INTRODUCTION

Mr. Charlie Sayko, Boise, Idaho, has requested OME assistance to ex-

plore for silver ore at the Portland Consolidated mine near the head-

waters of the south fork of Desolation Creek, Grant County, Oregon. -
I examined the property on Friday, July 18, 1969. Mr. and Mrs. Sayko |

and Mr. Jose "Bud" Bohannon met me at Baker, Oregon, and we drove our | o B
separate automobiles the nearly 60 miles to the Morning mine, north- | S
west of Bates, Oregon. At the Morning mine, I boarded the pickup 1 "

driven by Mr. Bohannon and rode the last 6-1/2 miles to the Portland 1
Consolidated mine. At the mine I made a Brunton and tape survey of "
the several underground workings (fig. 1) and was assisted in this by

Mrs. Sayko. Five samples of the veins were collected. About 4-1/2

hours were spent at the property.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the application be denied. Two narrow,
northeast-trending veins have been explored by short adits (fig. 1).
Lead, silver, and possibly copper minerals are in quartz. The ore
minerals have been oxidized and leached near the surface. The maxi-
mum width of the veins is 2 feet; much of the vein is thinner. Assay
data indicate sparse gold, as much - as 12.6 ounces silver per ton,
3.1-7.5 percent lead, and a trace of zinc. Careful work by competent
miners might produce a small tonnage of silver ore, but there seems
little chance of a significant discovery of silver ore. The appli-
cant, Mr. Sayko, is not physically capable of supervising an explora-
tion project in which OME participates.

Mr. Sayko's main business was trucking, but he has been active in
trying to develop mines for several years. He purchased the Portland
Consolidated mine in the 1940's. Allen (1948, p. 42) reported that
Messrs. Sayko and Laing were driving a crosscut at the property in
1946. 1In the early 1950's, Mr. Sayko worked at some uranium prop-
erties near Blanding, Utah. At other times he has worked in mines
near Hailey, Idaho. He is now 7T years old and must depend on his
wife, who is 70, or others, to assist him as a paralyzing stroke has
affected his speech and ability to walk.

They are in the SW-1/4 sec. 34 and SE-1/4 sec. 33, T. 9 S., R. 3k E.,
and in the NW-1/4 sec. 3 and NE-1/4 sec. 4, T. 10 S., R. 3L E.,

Grant County, Oregon (fig. 1) and are on the steep southwest-facing =
slope adjacent to the south fork of Desolation Creek. Altitudes
range from 6,700 feet at stream level to 7,480 feet near the ridge
top. The only timber is near the valley bottom and the cabin

(fig. 1).

ACCESSIBILITY

We reached the mine by following the Middle Fork road northwest £rom
Bates, Oregon, for 3 miles to the mouth of Vincent Creek. A new

road is being built up Vincent Creek to the Vinegar Hill loockout but
was not complete on the date of the examination. We followed this
road for approximately 5 miles and then turned off on a Forest Service
road that leads past the Morning mine. Near Dupratt Springs, we






turned off the Forest Service road to an access road that leads down-
hill to the cabin at the mine. All these roads are shown on the Bates
quadrangle topographic sheet. The mine is an estimated 15 miles from
Bates, Oregon. There are a few steep grades on part of the road,

and low-centered sedans probably cannot safely traverse them. A
pickup or 4-wheel drive vehicle is necessary to traverse the road
from Dupratt Springs to the mine.

GEOLOGY

The general geology in the vieinity of the Portland Consolidated mine
has been described by Allen (1948) and is shown on.the Canyon City
2-degree gquadrangle map (Brown and Thayer, 1966). Allen (1948, p. 5)
describes the country rock as argillite that is somewhat heterogeneous
and contains tuff, chert, conglomerate, slate, crystalline limestone,
and greenstone. He believed it to be Carboniferous in age because of
the presence of Fusulina. Quartz diorite has intruded the argillite
and is exposed south of the south fork of Desolation Creek. Allen
(1948, p. 42) described the veins at the Portland Consolidsted mine
as being associated with sheared argillite and mentions that they are
cut by a granophyre dike.

Brown and Thayer (1966) show the area of the Portland Consolidated mine
to be in a roof pendant of metavolcanic rocks surrounded by dioritic
intrusive rocks of Cretaceous age. The roof pendant is part of the
southwest limb of the Vinegar Hill anticline. Included in the roof
pendant are small masses of serpenitized peridotite and pyroxenite

plus small masses of gabbro. They (Brown and Thayer, 1966) map an
east-trending fault that crosses the ridge north of the mine.

A very thin soil covers much of the bedrock at the mine, but talus
material and scattered outcrops indicate that the bedrock is mainly
dark gray to black siliceous argillite. . Bedding is not conspicuous
Allen mapped the beds as striking northwest and dipping steeply both
to the northeast and to the southwest. Joints are conspicuous,
particularly on the ridge .top; the joints strike N. 15° E. and dip
T0° NE. Joint planes are 1-3 inches apart. Partly because of the
Jointing, the rock breaks into tabular slabs, and the hillslope is
littered with fragments that are 1-2 inches thick and 3-10 inches

in broad dimension.

There is a coarse-grained igneous rock exposed in the roadcut near
the cabin and near the portal of the upper East Adit (fig. 1). This
coarse-grained rock contains biotite, hornblende, and plagioclase;
no quartz was seen. I presume that it is dikelike in form but
cannot be certain. It might be some of the gabbro that Brown and
Thayer show on their map.

Vein material is exposed at many places on the property. Shallow
prospect pits along and near the crest of the hill have explored






quartz veins that are 1-10 inches thick. The quartz fills fractures

in argillite and consists in some places of terminated crystals lining
cavities. ©Sulfides occur with quartz in a shallow pit near a caved
adit on the southwest slope near the crest of the hill (fig. 1).

The vein is 10-15 inches thick. Dump material contains galena, pyrite,
and tetrahedrite(?). Samples of this rock contain 3.2-12.6 ounces
silver per ton, and 3.1-T7.5 percent lead. Much of the vein material

is honeycombed and porous because of oxidation and leaching.

The original location adit is the lower East Adit (fig. 1). and lLere
the vein is 18-24 inches thick. A strong gouge zone,about 20 inches
thick, parallels the west wall of the vein. Sulfides are sparse in
the vein; many have been leached.  The quartz at the face of the adit
contains only 0.15 ounces silver per ton.

A strongly oxidized and leached vein is exposed in the upper West

Adit (fig. 1). This vein, nearly vertical, is 15 inches thick at the
portal and 12 inches thick 35 feet northeast from the portal. Samples
of the vein show it to contain 0.03-0.09 ounces gold per ton, 9.8-10.5
ounces silver per ton, 5.4-5.9 percent lead, and a trace of zinc.

Some small exposures of this vein are on the hillslope between the
upper and lower West Adit.

Wall rock alteration is not conspicuous. The vein material at the
crest of the hill contains some epidote, and there are small patches
of skarnlike rock. The wall rocks in the adits were coated with a
film of limonite, but the rock on the dumps near the adits is not
strongly altered.

There are at least two quartz veins on the applicant's property.
These veins are quartz-filled fractures that contain: silver-rich
lead minerals and pyrite. The veins are generally less than 2 feet
thick. The veins near the base of the hill are no more richly
mineralized than those near the crest of the hill. Perhaps, the
mineralization has been an effect of the intrusion of the dioritic
rocks that are exposed on the slopes across the valley to the south-
west from the mine.

EXPLORATION PROPOSAL

The applicant seeks financial assistance in extending the lower West
Adit northeastward to intersect the downdip extension of the vein
that is exposed in the upper West Adit. He thinks that the lower
adit is not on the vein, and some crosscutting will be necessary.

A total of 100 feet of drifting is planned. Parts of the lower adit
will need to be rehabilitated for it is caved at the portal. The
total estimated cost of the work is $5,733.00.






APPRATSAL OF PROPOSAL

The applicant reports that the lower West Adit is 100 feet long. De-
pending on its direction, another 100 feet of drifting will put it

under the upper West Adit. The Oregon State Geologist has advised the

applicant that he will have to crosscut to the east to hit the vein.
So, if the objective is to explore the downdip projection of the west
vein, the proposed work will do it. However, the assay data on
samples of the vein in the upper West Adit, show it to be too low in
silver and too narrow to be a promising exploration target. As long
as there is no indication that the vein will be wider or richer in
depth, there is little justification for additional exploration along
it.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

Two narrow veins cut dark gray siliceous argillite at the Portland
Consolidated mine. The vein contains as much as 12.6 ounces silver
per ton and T.5 percent lead. However, the vein is generally less
than 2 feet thick. The applicant has suffered a stroke that has
affected his speech and walk; consequently, he is not competent to
supervise an exploration project. It is concluded therefore that the
chance of finding a significant silver-bearing ore body as a result
of the proposed project is slim, and the application should be
denied.
