Enclosed herewith is a new application from Mr. Edward S. Anderson,
P. 0. Box 384, Prineville, Oregon 97754, for OME assistance to
explore the extensions of a gold-platinum-silver bearing vein he has
found in a 65-foot long crosscut in the Quartzburg mining District,
Oregon. '

Mr. Anderson first submitted his application in March 19T70; however,
the incomplete application was returned to him for additional data.
The enclosed application is far from complete in that there are no
copies of the letter from the applicant to the bank, no good descrip-
tion of the geology of the property, no detailed analysis of costs,
and no sketch map of the planned exploration work in relation to claim
boundaries.

I telephoned the applicant in an effort to find out more information
about his prospect and plans for work. He was not at home, but his
wife told me that he was hard of hearing and it would not be advisable
for me to try to learn more from him by telephone. I did learn from
Mrs. Anderson that the vein in the crosscut is about 8 feet thick, and
that there are two other adits, now caved, on the property.

The applicant's property is either the same as, or very near, the
Ross-Roberts mine, the area near which has been mapped by Hosterman
and Vhay as part of the study of cobalt at the Standard mine. The

map of the area has not been published but the general geology is
shown on Miscellaneous Geologic Investigations Map I-L447, published in
1966. The ore deposits are in Paleozoic metavolcanic and metasedi-
mentary rocks and clustered near the periphery of a diorite intrusive
of Cretaceous age. According to Mr. Vhay, some of the mines yielded
some rich gold ore.

The assay report, from Snyder's Mine and Chemical laboratories, which
accompanies the application suggests that there is a surprisingly

large amount of platinum, gold, and silver in the ore. Undoubtedly

the assay was on a selected high-grade specimen. I telephoned Mr.

Howard Brooks, geologist with the Oregon Department of Mineral Resources,
Baker, Oregon, to learn if he was familiar with the quality of assay that
one could expect from the Snyder laboratory. Mr. Brooks did not answer
directly but he did laugh for nearly a full minute, and then told me that
Mr. Snyder had died about a year ago and that the laboratory had ceased
to exist. More assaying would be necessary to appraise the metal content
of rock from the vein.

To me it seems improbable that we can obtain much more meaningful infor-
mation by repeated requests to the applicant. Perhaps, if other OME
activity should bring me near to the applicant's property, I could make
an examination; I do not think that I could justify a trip to the area
only to examine the Boulder Ridge property.

The applicant's comment at the end of this application suggests that
he is of questionable competence to supervise any but the most rudi-
mentary type of exploration. He'd probably also have difficulties in
preparing suitable vouchers. It seems very questionable to me that we
should give favorable consideration to this application.
