" The property is on the crest of Terrace
Mountain. 1In general, country rock on the property
consists of reddish-brown shale; mudstone, and sand-
stone of upper Devonian age. Topographic relief in:
the vicinity of the property may be as much as 1, 300
feet.

Three holes have been drilled on the property
by the Corps of Engin sers, U. S. Army, presumably to
test rock strata wétM?a proposed dam and reservoir.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

Gard W. Stephens and David F. Brouwn, a partnership, Box 28A,
R.D. 3, Huntingdon, Pennsylvania, has applied for DMEA assistance, DMEA
Docket No. L4527, to explore for uranium, thorium, copper, and mica ore deposits.,
The'properfy involved consists of a leasehold of 276 acres located on Terrace

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Anomalous radioactivity at Location 1 is confined to such a thin
sandstone bed that the possibility of ever developing a minable tonnage and
grade through exploration work is remote. In addition, poor lateral con-
tinuity of the radiocactive zone very strongly suggests that the radioactivity
would not persist down dip.

Uranium at location 3 is fouhd in a somewhat discrete lens of
éltered sandstone that is enclosed by relatively barren rock., It is expected
that the lens pinches out in a direction perpendicular to the cliff face
just as it does latérally, probably within a distance of about 10 feet.

The "ore" is very low grade. An assagy of the most radioactive
rock that could be found (Iocation 3, Tig. 2, picture Iocation 3) indicated
a grade of only 0.062 pércent equivalent uranium. The occurrence of what '
are probably secondary uranium minerals in thick, Paleozoic sediments makes
it seem unlikely that high grade, primary uraninite or pitchblende deposits
are present. |

If there are more of the small pods and lenses of somewhat radioactive
rock present on the property, they would be extremély difficult, if hot impéssible
to find by an exploration drilling project. Drill holes would have to belspaced
=] closely as to be economically ihfeasible. Wide spaced holes would simply
constitute a hit or miss prospecting venture,

If any further work is done on the property, it might consist of

stripping overburden from bedrock along strike at Location 1, and of driving

~a short adit into the cliff at Location 3. It is not recommended, however,
that DMEA participate in the costs involved in such work because the chances
are poof that enoﬁgh ore Qf a high enough grade would be discovered to make
even the most modest type of mining operation possible;

It is recommended that the application be denied on the grounds
‘.thatva significant discovery would not'result, not only from the proposed

work, but from any alternative exploration proposal that might be advanced.

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY

This property is located in Juniata Township, Huntingdon County,
Pennsylvania., The Awkerman Tract here conéerned is reached from the towm of
Huntingdon by proceeding southward from the Pennsylvania Railroad depot across
the Juniata River to Rt. 322, Tollow Rt. 322 eastward to gravel road No. 3109
éntering from the south and.follow this‘to the Corbin bridge.

Tn the application, the partners stated that they could no£ contri-

bute 25 percent of the exploration costs in cash. In a letter under date of
March 21, 1957 the applicants state that they are now in a position to provide

cash for their share of exploration costs.

APPLICANT 'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

At the.time of examination the applicant held a one year lease
from T. C. and Rita Awkerman, expiring Sept;'l, 1957. Subsequent to
examination, the applicant has submitted copies of a one year lease extension
to Sept. 1, 1958.

The leasehold consists of 276 acres minus a 25 acre tract to which
the Pennsylvania Electric Company holds a deed. The Awkerﬁ;ns sold this
tract without describing the boundaries. We are advised this was done because
the Pennsylvania Electric Company was planning to cross the Awkerman ground
with a dem spillway and did not know the exact location at the time of the
purchase. It seems probable that'the 25 acres can be taken at any time from
any pottion of the Awkerman property. This is also the opinion of Mr. R. W.
Linton, attorney for the applicant. |

The Awkerman "Consent to Lien" has been submitted but means little
considering.thét the 25 acre tract can probably be taken from any portion

of the 276 acre tract. The entire 276 acre tract is outlined in Figure 2.

GEOLOGY AND ORE DEPOSITS

The applicant?s property is located within the Mt. Union

quadrangle, which in turn is situated within the Valley and Ridge physiographic

province of the Appalachian Highlands. The Valley and Ridge province is a
belt of country 50 to'80 miles wide extending from New York to Alabéma in a
generai dirgction of about S L40° W, The belt is characterized by broad valleys
separated by high ridges trending parallel with the belt. T0pogréphic relief
in the vicinity of the property may be as much as 1,300 feet, | |
" The rocks in the entire Valley and Ridge province are limestone,
dolomite, conglomerate, sandstone, and shale, which have been'greatly
disturbed by folding and faulting. All the great ridges in the are; are formed
of steeply inclined, hard sandstones that have been resistant to weathering.
The applicant!s property is on the crest of Terrace Mountain. In
general, country fock oﬁ the property consists predominaﬁtly of red and
reddish brown shale, mudstone, and sandstone. The Pennsylvania Geological
Survey, Atlas of Pennsylvania No. 96, Tyrone Quadrangle, 1939; and White, I.¢C.

The Geology of Huntingdon County, Second Geological Survey of Pennsylvania,

Report of Progress T3, 1885; assigns such rocks to the Catskill formation of
upper Devonian age. Later work:. Butts, C., Hollidaysburg-Huntingdon Folio
No. 227, U. S. Geological Survey, 19L5; relegates these rocks to the Hampshire
formatién, also of upper Devonian age, The later work indicates that'the
rocks on the applicant!s property are yoﬁnger than Catskill rocks and should
probably more correctly be called Hampshire,

Regardless of exact correlation and terminology, the red beds on the
.prOperty constitute a formation tha£ is 2,000 - 2,500 feet thick that overlies
the Chemung formation, also of upper Devonian age.

The Chemung formation is about 3,000 feet thick and consists of
brown, gra& and green shaie and sandstone, Some Chemung has been exposed low

on the flank of Terrace Mountain through erosion by the Raystown Branch of the
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Juniata River. TFor the purpose of this application, however, direct concern
is only with the Hampshire formation.

At a point along the woods road, marked, Location 1, Figure 2, the
applicant has excavated a small prosbect pit.about 2 feet wide, 3 feet long,
and 3 feet deep, see picture, (Iocation 1). The prospect pit shows thin-bedded,
rusty brown and grayish, shaly sandstone, Thin sandstone beds, 2 to 3 inches
thick are interbedded with reddish brown shale.

The anomalous radiocactivity appeared to be confined to one or twd
thin sandstone beds - a total thickness of not more than l} inches. Diligent
search, using scintillometers, revealed that the radioactive zone had a
lateral extent along strike at the place of only 5 to 6 feet. TFarther away,
along strike, the rocks are buried under residuum and soil.‘.

No uranium minerals, either primary or secondary, could be seén in
the rock at.the site of sample SB-l. The somewhat anomalous radioactivity
appears to have resulted from a low grade concentration of uranium salts,
probably by ground water. The nature of the occurrence, its lack of lateral
continuity, and the thinness of the somewhat radioactive zone make it most
unlikely that an ore body of: comnmercial interest is present at the site of

sample SB-1.





At Iocation 2, Fig. 2, the country rocks are exposed in a low
cliff along an old woods raod. The rock is thick bedded, reddish brown,
,shaie and shaly sandstone., The Beds,strike N 63° E and the dip is 16° SE.

A radiometric count of 0.0h mR/hr was obtained at the site. No
sample was cut for assay in view of the low scintillation count.

At Location 3, Tig. 2 and picture, the applicant has blasted a
small excavation, about 20 feet wide, 8 feet high, and about 5 feet deepy
in the side of a low cliff along the side of an old woods road. The exposed
rock is, for the most part, beick-red, thick bedded, sandstone and shaly
sandstone. The sandstone is well induratéd and may be broken with hammer
only with difficulty. The beds strike N 67° E and dip 23° SE.

Anomalous radioactivity appears, at Location No. 3, to be restricted
to a greenish-gray bleached area in the shaly sandstone. The,bleaéhed area
Vis stained black in places by carbonaceous material. The largest area that
exhibited~anomalous radioactivity was about 2 feet thick at its thickest
part and extended about 8-10 feet laterally before lensing out. The lens
gave a radiometric count of 0.4L2 mR/hr.

The lens described above is the only one noted in the cliff expos-
ure. The total amount of radioactive rock in the lens is probably less than
10 tons. That such lenses are not abundant in the sandstone on the property
is evideﬁced by the fact that although the cliff extends, interruptedly, for
a considerable distance along the woods road, at no other place was a simi-
lar lens encountered. Seeking for such small, scattered targets by core
drilling methods would be a prospecting venture subject to every vagary of chance,

Sample No. SB-2 is a chip sample cut vertically across the face of
the "high grade" lens. The attached picture of Location 3 shows the appli-
cant's excavation and the place where the sample was taken., Sample No, SB-2
' assa&ed 0.062 percent equivalent uranium, The application includes a Ledoux &
Co;pany assay sheet with a return of 0.33% U30g, The applicant states that
this return was on a sample taken at location 3 but the examiners were not
able to determine whether this sample represented a specimen or a cut sample.
Subsequent to examination, another Ledoux &'Company assay sheet under date
of May 28, 1957 was submitted showing a U308 content of 0.06 percent. The
location or nature of this sample was not furnished. To date it has not bpen
possible to get chemical U assay returns on examiners Samples SB-l and SB-2 ]
but these will be reported when received to complete the record.

No mica, larger than

microscopic flecks was noted anywhere on the property,

PREVIOUS EXPLORATION

The two small excavations described above represent all the

exploration, rather prospecting, work done by the applicant., The applicant





stated to the examining team that the Corps of Engineers, U. S. Army, had
drilled threé holes on the property. The purpose of the holes was, reportedly,
- to test the rock strata with regard to the proposed dam and reservoir that

had been contempiated by the Pennsylvania Electric Company. The applicant

had no information about the holes and'only knew the locations of two of
ﬁhem.‘ Logs of the holes are reported to be on file with the State of
Pennsylvania. Measurement at the collars of two of the holes with scintillo-
meter did not give a radiometfic count above background for the region. There
remained no bit cuttingé or slﬁdge at the hole sites from which samples might
have been taken. There was no casing, or even étandpipe, left in the holes;
and the holes appeared to be caved and/or partially filled with surface wash.

There has been no other exploration work on the property.

ORE RESERVES

There are no ore reserves worthy of exploitation in sight on the
property at this time. At Iocation 1, Fig. 2, only a few tens of pounds
of radioactive rock can be estimated, at a gradé.of'0.0BE percent eU, At
Iocation 3, possibly as much as io tons of rock are now in sight at a grade

of 0.062 perbent eU. No mining, as such, has ever been done on the property.

AVAIIABILITY OF MANPOWER, SUPPLIES,

Manpower and normal supplies would be easily available in nearby
Huntingdon. Electric power lines do not cross the property but power could

be obtained within one half mile of the property.
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Water would have to be pumped from the river to the top of

Terrace Mountain where the prospects are located.

STATEMENT OF APPLICANT 'S PROPOSAL

The applicant proposed to drill 7 vertical 2 inch diameter core drill
holes to depths ranging from 4O feet to 300 feet each. The total footage was
not expreséed. Drill hole collars were to be on a line normal to the strike
and to interéept the strata exposed a£ Location 1, down dip from the small
pit shown as Location 1 on picture and on Fig. 2.

Drilling was to be done by the applicant using equipment purchased
under a DMEA contracf. Total cost of the project was estimated to be -
$18,889.35.

Due to the recommendations made in this report, no alternaté

proposal for exploration is made.
