“ INTRODUCTION

Location: The Holliday Tract is 10.8 miles S85°E of Anderson,
Anderson County, South Carolina.‘ The prospect is in a field 200-
feet east of the Holliday farm house, It can be reached by driving
south of Anderson on State road 28-81l to the intersection with road

49 Turn left on 49 and go L.l miles to a L-way intersection.
Turn right towards Hebrion Church and follow the Holliday Lake
signs to the Holliday farm.
Examination: The examinsfion of the Holliday Tract was made
June 18, 1958 and lasted one hour, Mre Ho C. Holliday and Mr. Amos
Brown accompanied the Examiners.
History: While constructing several small fish ponds, Mr. Holliday
had his bulldozer Operaﬁor dig a trench where some muscovite had been
seen in thg soil. This trench which is the only work done trends
N85°W. It is 30 feet long, 15 feet wide, and 5 feet deep, It has
slumped and is partly filled with mud. About 25 pounds of mine-run

block mica was recovered during the bulldozing.

A deeply weathered pegmatite is poorly exposed for about 10-

feet along the west wall of the trench, The hanging wall which is
.poorly defined appears to strike NL5°E and dips 15°SE. No footwall
is exposed. The country rock appearé to be a deeply weathered

mica schist,

The pegmatite is composed of weathered feldspar, quartz in
massive blocks up to two feet in diameter, and scattered books of
muséovite. Muscovite occurs in books up to 4 x 6Vincheso The
mica is off color, wedge and flat "A", and heavily stained. Most
of the mica is clay stained and has a heavy iron oxide mineral
stain. Only a few percent is clear.

RECOMMENDATIONS
