This application was denied on June 14, 1951 because the
work proposed was entirely development., In a letter of September 17,
Mr. George V. Bland, the father and partner of George C. Bland, the
applicant, protested this decision and requested that the application
be reconsidered and that a field examination be made,

An examination of the application will show that Mr. Bland's
position is untenable. He states, (MF-103, no. 18) that "Blocked
out or semi-blocked out reserves are about 22,000 tons of 4 percent
spodumene worth approximately $550,000 at present market value."
He also implies that the reserves of amblygonite, beryl, columbite,
and mica are large. The reserve estimates in the Geological Survey
files substantiate this, with 18,000 to 25,000 tons of spodumene,
7,000 pounds of sheet mica, 14,000 tons of amblygonite, and 1,400
tons of beryl above the 35' depth that was assumed by Mr., Bland.
Not all of this may be recoverable, however.

With over 3 million dollars in known reserves, there seems
to be little reason for further exploration. Mr. Bland shouldn't
expect to have any exploration approved unless he can show that
the known reserves are inadequate for some reason or other. I
doubt that he could do this.

Even if one were to assume that further exploration is
needed, the program outlined by Mr, Bland would be inacceptable
for the following reasons:

1. The digging of two 100-foot long cuts, 18 feet deep
would be nothing but open cut mining with the
Government paying 90% of the costs.

Mr. Bland is a graduate engineer and presumably understands
the difference between exploration and development as stated in the
letter of denial, His request for re-consideration of the application
probably results from something other than ignorance. Perhaps a
letter pointing out the Government's objections to his program, taken
item by item, would quiet him,
