Conclusions and Recommendations 


The project, as outlined by the applicant, is not feasible because 


the deposit is of insufficient size and mineral character. Strategic 


minerals in concentrations sufficient to warrant further exploration were 


not observed.


Exhibit A 


This is an irregular, branching perthite-quartz, sillimanite pegrnatite 


in highly folded quartz-mica-sillimanite schlst. The deposit strikes 


N. 550 W., dips 400 to 600 southeast, the outcrop is the dip slope. The 


pegmatite is 250 feet long, 8 to 10 feet thick, and is explored by a 


shaft or pit on the southeast side, 20 feet by 10 feet by an un1mon 


depth, due to water. A second pit in the south branch of the deposit, 


8 feet by 6 feet by 4 feet, is entirely in the wall zone and shows graphic 


granite. 


The peguatite is mostly wall zone 3 tO 5 feet thick. This zone 


contains oligoolase (47 percent), quartz (40 percent), sillimanite (10 per. 


cent), tourinaline (3 percent), and minor amounts of muscovite, biotite and - 


garnet. The muscovite is in small crystals and is scrap quality. The 


wall zone is medium, to fine grained (1 to 4 inches). No beryl was found.

The core is one pod 3 feet by 10 feet and consists of quartz, perthite, 


graphic muscovite, and a little oligoclase. 


Although sheet mica and beryl have been reportd, Staatz concludes 


they were probably fbund in the sharp fold that caused the abrupt change.

*12. State, in detail, the. location of the property with reference to towns, railroads, roads, shipping points, including distances 


and directions and kinds and conditions of roads. 
*13. State source and quantity of water available for operations and its sufficiency at all seasons. 


State amount of power to be used, rate per hour or other cost, and source. 
*14. Describe any existing useable facilities, equipment, buildings, or structure now on the property that will be devoted to the 


exploration work. 
15. State in detail how the ore could be shipped and how and where milled. 


*16. History: 
(a) Give a statement, as complete as possible, of previous exploration, development, operation, and productfon of property, 


with reasons for any past suspensions of operations. 
(b) State briefly the known history and production of adjoining and neighboring properties. 
(c) Furnish any available (private) reports that may apply to this application, including results of mine examinations, 


recommended exploration and development, and metallurgical investigations. 
*17. Production:

This statement should be accompanied by supporting maps such as geological maps, maps 
of the proposed openings and assay maps, sample lists, and other pertinent data. 


THE REQUIREMENTS AND COSTS 
23. Tabulate in the form of an itemized statement with a sum for each item the estimated requirements and costs of the project so 


that the total will give the estimated cost of the project in which the Government wiliparticipate, as follows: 
(a) Labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, milimen, etc.), with wages of each. 
(b) Supervisors, by numbers and positions, with salaries of each. 
(e) Cost of necessary repairs to existing facilities, structures, and buildings. 
(d) Cost of necessary installation or construction of additional facilities,, structures, and buildings. 
(e) Cost of items of equipment, not now owned by the applicant which must be purchased for operations at a cost of $50 or 


more each. 
(f) Cost ,of rental for equipment which the operator proposes to rent. 
(g) Rental value of items of equipment which the operator now owns and which will be devoted to the work. 
(h) Cost. of materials and supplies, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each. 
(i) Cost of power, water, utilities, and any other items not provided for above. 


24. Furnish a time schedule of the project, stated in terms of months after project is approved, showing progress expecte& to be 
accomplihed and the money expected to be spent.
