Conclusions and Reoonimendations 


It is recommended that the applicant's proposal fo±' exploration of 


this deposit be denied. The. size, mineral content, and topography of the 


deposit obviate any further expenditure for exploration. 


The pegmatite is about 120 feet long; it trends N. 7Q0 E. and dips 


40° NW. The .	 footwall was covered . by muck; therefore, the : thicluiess. 


of the deposit could not be measured, but a previous geologic report states 


it is about 5 feet thick. A miôa zone along the hanging wall, 6 to 12 


inches. wide, contains muscovite and biotite crystals averaging 4 inches 


in diameter. The feldspar has graphic intergrowths of quartz. No beryl 


was noted. This dike cuts across a low ridge on the south flank of Custer 


Mountain. The topo'aphy limits the application of an open cut method 


of mining, and the size of the deposit is insufficient for an underground 


operation. 


The northernmost pegmatite has one prospect pit and a small open 


cut 50 feet long, 8 feet wide, and 5 feet deep. These workings are 


located 'on opposite ends of the pegmatite which strikes N. 70° E. and 


dips 40° NW. The pegrnatite is concealed for a distance of about







50 feet between the workings, but is considered to extend through for 


the full distance. The footwall is concealed bymuck, but It is almost 


certain that the true thickness of the pegmatite is less than 8 feet. 


The penatite is cl>.udelyr zoned and has a 6- to 12-inch thick wall 


zone on the hanging wall • This zone is rich in muscovite books that are 


as much as 6 inches in diameter. Probably 10 percent of the total wall 


zone is muscovite. The interior of the penatite is chiefly perthite and 


quartz, and contains considerably less muscovite. 


Most of the mica is cracked and reeved,'or is air stained. It appears 


that very little mica of sheet quality is present, and except for a small 


quantity of perthite, no other commercial minerals are present. 


The second peginatite is located 300 to 400 feet to the southwest 


and has two small prospect pits exposing the body. It is apparently a 


thin, flat-lying pegniatite and no significant quantities of commercial 


minerals were observed.

Consolidated 
Feldspar Corporation of Custer, S. D. buys mica and beryl. Gladys Wells of 
Custer South Dakota, is -agent for rare mineral, including mica. Doubtless 
other agents of commercial houses will be in Custer from time to time for 
acquisition of mineral. At the present time, there are not milling facilities 
for beryl or columbine-tantalum. Mica processing has been carried on in 
Custer, but not at the present time. 


16. a. Original locators located claim ibn 1934 and developed claim to some extent 
by workings on easterly portion of claim, mostly in the nature of assessment 
work s One Cute is approximately 20 feet long, 8 feet wide, 6 feet deep 
and shows rare mineral. Applicant first leased claim in 1943 and worked 
and developed claim on westerly portion, with cut 50 feet long, six or 
seven feet deep, 10 feet wide. Work stopped when mica house in Custer 
closed down and no open market available. Westerly portion shows rare 
mineral.
