An application for exploration assistance on the subject 
mine was submitted on September 4, 1951, by A. I. Johnson and 
G. R. Jurisch owners of the subject mine. 


:4ñ emmfnation was made on October 23, 1951, by our field 
team. The application was denied on the geologic possibility of 
making a significant discovery. The keel of the pegmatite is not 
observed fri the mine workings but is believed that the western 
edge of the mine workings is within three feet of the keel. The 
muscovite is mostly scrap variety but apparently 78.68 lbs. valued 
at $393.40 was sold to the Colonial Mica Corporation between )4ty 12, 
1943, and October 22, 1943. Inasmuch as the application was denied 
because of lack of geologic evidence, it is not believed that a 
re-ermirxatin of the property is justified. ( November 26, 1951, 
W. Johnson asked that the denied application be reconsidered, sending 
a copy of the settlement sheets of the Colonial Mica Corporation. ( 
January 7, 1952, W. Johnson was informed that the denial was 
reaffirmed.

We acknowledge receipt of your letter of November 14th. relative to 
WA 2056 X— Beryl & Mica Ponca Lode. 


Relative to your reasons for denying the epplIatIon we would submit 
the following information: 


1. You state that a sound geologic basis for expecting to enCounter 
significtant amounts of strategic minerals In the depoist has not been 
demonstrated. This statement we feel is not In accord with the few 
facts available on the deposit. The occurrence of beryl in commercial 
amounts in the soda'-feldspar,,nica beryl zone has been demonstrated by the 
production of over a ton of beryl from a relatively small tonnage of 
mined material. Indications are that the peginetite minerals are definitely 
segrated and hence we can expect the zoning to continue in depth. Other 
dikes In the Keystone district with no more showing than this In beryl 
have produced several hundred tons of this mineral. As an example the 
Ingersoll dike with an exposure at thesurface not much larger than this 
produced large tonnages of this mineral. The nature of the pegmatite Is 
such as to warrant the expectation of sufficient depth to allow the mine 
to pay out. The Ingersoll Dikes doubled In length and width in a distance 
of less than 50 feet from the surface. Further substantial amounts of beryl 
were not Indicated at the surface and it l.was not until a depth of some 
75 feet had been reached on one of the dikes that substantial amounts of 
beryl were encountered. At the present time the Ponca dike has only been 
opened up for a dept of some 25 feet and it Is hence impossible to state 
definitely that .gnificant amounts of strategic minerals will not be 
encountered. Our application was based upon the assumption that a minimum 
amount of diamond drilling could prove the existence of sufficient amounts 
of strategic minerals to warrant the further program of develpinent by 
tunnels and raises. 


2. Relative to the fact that scrap mica has been classified as the prIncial 
product, we Inclose sheets from Colonial M'ca Corporation, the government 
buying agency during the last war to show that from the small amount of 
work done on the deposit a definite amount of strategic mica was realized. 
The mice as mined would produce scrap mica after the strategic mica had been 
removed by hand sorting. 


3. In regard to the apparent limited size of the dike it was our object to 
prove this fact by drilling as It Is Impossible to make a definite statement 
at this time In view of conditions that have been indicated by the exploration

and operation of other dikes in the area. We felt that if all the facts 
had been outlined as indicated in your summary of the reasons for denying 
our application we cOuld have obtained private financing to develop the 
property. If the diamond drilling cc.zld establish the facts relative to 
the deposit we could privately finance the operation of the propefty. 


4. Hence based on the above inform5tion we reel that we are justified in 
asking your reconsideration at least of the first phase of our original 
application.	 1

2. The position of the beryl and mica in the 
dike, and the grade. 


3. The nature of the pegnatite unit enclosing 
the minerals sought. 


4. The continuity of the beryl and mica-bearing 
units. 


5. Estimate of possible reserves of beryl, mica, 
and feldspar. 


6. Quality of the mica, Samples should be collected 
and sent to Washington unless the mica is so 
heavily air-stained or otherwise imperfect that 
it is clearly non-strategic. 


7. The possibility of mining selectively. 


. The relation of the beryl and mica-bearing units 
to the hill slope.

There seeins to be no point in diamond drilling the deposit 
if the entire dike is as close to the surface as the applicants' section 
indicates. There seems also to be no point in extending the tunnel 
so far beyond the penatite or in raising to the surface. On the basis 
of the information presented the deposit could be explored by an adit 
or pits costing 2,5OO to 3,OOO, assuming that the present showing 
of beryl and mica is promising.

Conclusions and Reccunendations 


The lack of geologic indications of worthwhile amounts of strategic 
or eoonomicminerals obviate further exploration in this deposit. The 
distribution of marketable feldspar in narrow zones would raise the cost 
of uflderground mining to a point where no profit oould be realized. The 
grcss value of the feldspar in the deposit to a depth of 110 feet (point 
at which applioant'.s adit would intersect deposit) is estimated between 
$9,000 and '$10,000. Certainly this pipe-like petite can be explored 
ma oheaper manner than that outlined in the application, but the amount 
of strategic minerals is the limiting factor. 


It is redonended the application be denied. 


Geologic Report 


The peatite is a pipe-like body, oval-shaped in cross-section, 
that has a true thiciess of about 20 feet and a true length of about 
35 feet. The peatite is exposed do the plunge for about 50 feet. 
The average strike of the penatite is about N. 65° W. and the dip 
in general Is steep to the northeast. The pegniatite plunges about 60° 
due east at the surface, but it is believed that at depth the plunge 
eteepens somewhat and trends more to the southeast. 


An open cut and crosscut adit have exposed the center of the pegma-
tite at the 50-foot level • The adit turns eastward along the strike of 
the pegmatite and extends to. the crest of the penatite. The keel of 
the pegmatite was not observed in the mine workings, but it is believed 
that the western edge of the adit is within 3 feet of the keel.

The penatite has an. outer wall zone of quartz-plagioolase-musoovite 
pegrnatite which ranges from 1 to 5 feet in. thickness • Part of the 
plagioo].ase is of the oleavelandite variety. Within the wall zone is a 
core of qtrtz-perthite.'plagioc1ase pegmatite. It is estimated that the 
oore contains about 35 percent of perthite, and 1 to 3 percent of muscovite. 
The wall zone probably averages 5 percent of muscovite, but the over-'all 
distribution of the muscovite in the zone is very spotty. Small beryl 
crystals, the largest only 2 inches in diameter, were found in both zones. 
Beryl crystals observed in the wall zone wore very small and probably 
averaged loss than 1 inch in. diameter. Juriseh reports that the largest 
recovered boryl crystal weighed only 25 pounds. The wall zone may have 
0.5 percent beryl, but the core probably has only 0.2 to 0.3 percent beryl. 


Reserves and recommendations 


The muscovite is mostly of scrap quality, although a few pounds of 
sheet, was sold during World War II. It is almost certain that less than. 
5 peroent of the mine-run book mica i of good-stained or better quality. 


It is estimated that 3,300 tons of pegmatito occur in the core of 
the penatite to a depth of 60 feet below the present workings (or 110 
feet below the uppermost exposure of the pogmatito). Probably 35 percent 
of this tonnage would be reooverablo porthite, and 0.2 percent recover-
able beryl. The estimate of the beryl is based on a past production of 
1 ton of beryl from 500 tons of mined rock. About 1 percent of the mined 
rock would be recoverable scrap mica. 


Based on these estimates, the value of the minable pegrnatite in the 
core would be approximately $3.15 per ton. Increased mining costs at 
depth would make the profit margin, if any, so small that there would be 
little hope of paying off a $11,000 loan with such a small tonnage. 
Probably the peatite could be explored by a 150-foot long adit, costing 
about $3,500, but it is believed that the geologic risk would be too 
great even to warrant this smaller loan., 


It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis of 
lack of geologic evidence for making a discovery of sufficient reserves 
to repay the loan.
