The property known as the Beecher Noe 3, is owned by the
applicant, a partnership between George V. and George C. Bland of ‘
Custer, S. Dake, and comprises one unpatented lode mining claim, i
The claim, a fraction of full lode mining cliam, is in the "SW 1/l
section 18, Te L S., Re 5 E., BeHeB.Ms, approximately 5.5 miles south ‘
of Custer, Custer County, S. Dak, \

Other than the time spent by members of the UeS.G.Ss in :

mapping the pegmatite, approximately 8 hours were spent on the examination
and in discussing the application, o

The applicant has operated the property since November 1951 )
and is competent to supervise the exploratory core drilling, as outw ‘
lined in the report, ?

As shown on the accompanying map, the pegmatite is at pre~
sent being mined from one large open cut on three different levels which
are centered from three separate entries, The smaller cut just east |
of the large open cut is not being worked,

A summary of the U.S.GeS, geologic report is given in the
section under Geology of this report and a detailed geologic map is
included,

An accurate estimate of beryl reserves below the lowest ;
bench in the workings is-not feasible at this time.
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However, on the basis of past production figures, the beryl
bearing portion of the pegmatite is estimated to contain S perwcent
beryl with a BeO content of about 8 percent and, if the beryl continues
in depth it is estimated that between 85 and 90 tons remains in that
part of the pegmatite above the floor of the lowest level or above
elevation 5465 and to a dépth of 25 feet below the level,

. Since beginning operations in November 1952 approximately
260 tons of beryl averaging about 8 percent BeO has been mineds Several
hundred tons of mica bearing rock has been stock piled and some scrap
mica has been recovered but no sales have been made,

.In the application it is proposed to explore by core drilling
that portion of the pegmatite included on the Beecher Noe 3 claim be=
tween the North property line and the southern boundfy which is at the
entrance to the lower open cute

The application is for 1,500 feet of core drilling, however,
it is the opinion of the field team that the part of the pegmatite on
the Beecher No, 3 can be explored with three core drill holes with a
total footage of between 650 and 700 feet, but 300 to 350 additional
feet, or a total of 1000 feet of drilling should be allowed in the event
one or two more holes are required to adedquately explore the deposite

At present, owing to a lack of geologic data on the structure
and to the fact that the entire western contact of the pegmatite is
unexplored an estimate of beryl reserves is, for all practical purposes,
impossible, Since there is a possibility that the beryl reserves may
total several hundred tons, it is the opinion of the field team that
the property warrants exploration, :

It is recommended that the application be approved for
exploration of the pegmatite on the Beecher Nos 3 claim, and that
exploration be done by core drilling of 1000 feet of BX size holes at
a price of $L,90 per foot, as stated in the bid submitted with the
applications The prices for the other items; casing, cementing, and
for reaming are equable and are to be included in the contract,

The work shall start within 30 days of the date of the
contract and is to be completed within 3 months from the starting dateeq

The contract shall be on the Short Fofm, or Unit Cost Basise

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It is further recommended that the contract include in the V
Exhibit "A" a clause to assure ah accurate monthly accounting of the
sale of any and all minerals and, if possible, require that deductions
of royalties be made by the purchaser at the time of sale,

The Bureau member of the field team is of the opinion that if ﬁ
the results of the drilling warrant a certification of discovery then :
it should be required that repayment of the loan be made from all L
minerals mined and sold after the date of the signing of the contract i
and not only after certification, Based on a price of $400,00 per ton
for the beryl, repayment of the loan would require deduction of $20,00

per ton for approximately 275 tons of beryl, additional payments from
the sale of scrap mica would reduce this only slightly,

Should repayment be deferred until after the time lapse for
certification, it is possible that the inferred tonnage of beryl in the
pegmatite will have been reduced so that so little beryl remains that
the loan can be repaid only in part, or at best, only in ‘a negligible
amount, and it may be difficult, if not impossible, to collect royalties
after the project is overs

Regardless of the operators reputation and character, which
are good, or that the intention at present is to repay the loan in full,
past experience indicates that unless an operator plans on applying for
further aid on other properties the repayment of royalties is not conw-
sidered of prime importance, especially after the work under the contract
is completed,

NAME AND LOCATION OF THE PROPERTY

The property included in the application is known as the “
Beecher No, 34

ACCESSIBILITY

Access to the property from Custer and other communities in :
the area is by improved partly graveled roads which are maintained by (
the county and are open practically the year around. A short stretch i

THE APPLICANT

The application is by a partnership between George Ve and '
George C, Bland, who have operated the property and are capable of ‘
assuming the supervision and the financial responsibility of the

exploration as outlined,
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PROPERTY RIGHTS

The Beecher No, 3 claim, an unpatented lode mining claim,
was originally located and is now owned by the applicante The location
is a matter of record in Location Book No. 17, page L39, at the Register
of Deeds, Custer, Custer County, S. Dak,

The claim includes only 300 feet on the southern end of the
pegmatites From the discovery shaft, it extends 75 feet to the north
where it is bounded by the south end line of the Black Diamond Claim,
and to the south it extends 225 feet and is bounded by homestead land,
On the west it is also bounded by homestead land. The patented Beecher
Lode is L0O feet to the east of the Beecher No, 3e

DESCRIPTICON OF THE PROPERTY

As shown on the accompanying map, the mine is worked: by the
open cut methods At present there are two open cuts, one of which on
the hanging wall or east side of the pegmatite is not being worked at
present, The other open cut is actually three adjoining and connected
cuts which from a long, relatively narrow cut that is worked in three
benches at different elevations but with three separate entriese.

The lowest entry is at an elevation of 5465 feet (see map)
and has a face approximately 11 feet highe The face of the westernw
most side of the cut is about 20 feet in heighte The middle cut
which is an extension on the strike of the lowest cut to the north
boundary of the claim, has a face of about 33 feet (in two benches) in

Difference in elevation between the floor of the lowest or
gouthernmost open cut and the floor in the westernmost, or of the upper
cut, is at present approximately LO feet,

, There are no surface buildings or other surface facilities
excepting service roads on the Beecher No, 3 claim,

GEOLOGY

The accompanying geologic map and cross sections of the Beecher
Nos 3 pegmatite were prepared in November and December 1952, by the
Geologic Survey as part of their areal mapping program in the Black Hills,
South Dakotas The property was visited on August 21, 1953,

The application covers only the Beecher No, 3 claim which does
not include the entire pegmatites The red line on the accompanying map
indicates the approximate limit of the Beecher No., 3 claims The blue

line in the geologic cross sections indicates the approximate location
of the present faces,

The following report on the geology of the deposit is a summary
of the geology of the deposit and is taken from an unpublished report
prepared at the time of the mappinge. '

The structure of the pegmatite is shown in part by the
accompanying geologic sections, Relative few exposed contacts and the
irregularity of those do not permit projections of the pegmatite at
greater depths with any accuracye It is believed that the pegmatite
is relatively flatelyings Its shape may be similar to a curved bananae =
having the convex side pointing upward and each end plunging gently downe

warde ' If the pegmatite is rather flatelying, it still should extend to
a depth of at least 100 feet,

Five zones have been distinquished on the accompanying map.
At presenty; the wall zone and part of the next inner zone are of economic
importance since they contain beryl, It is possible that larger lithiae
bearing zones may be encountered at depth and that also columbite~ tane
talite may be present.s The exposed spodumene is altered and not saleable,
Iron staining of the perthite causes it to be worthless at present and
all muscovite is suitable only for scrap,.

Beryl occurs along the inner portion of the wall zone and
locally extends inward into perthite=rich zones, Bgsed on production
figures, the beryl-bearing portion of the pegmatite removed by the
applicant between June and December, 1952, contained over 10 percent
beryl assaying 8 percent BeO., The pure beryl averages about 12,4
percent Be0 according to microscope checks on its indices, This
means that the actual percentage of recovered beryl was 7.l percnet
of the beryl-bearing portion of the wall zone. The poorer quality
of the recovered product is due to a very large percentage of included
minerals present in the beryl, It was estimated that the berylebearing

portions of the pegmatite contain at least 5 percent of 8 percent BeO
beryl.

The property is well worthy of exploration on the basis of
geological reasonss Very little good information is available on the
structure of the pegmatite and it is impossible to infer beryl reserves
or other mineral reserves to any great depth, The entire western cone
tact and wall zone of the main pegmatite is unexposed and may be beryl-
bearinge There is a reasonable possibility that the beryl reserves
of the Beecher No, 3 claim may total several hundred tons,

The amount of drilling necessary for the exploration can be
approximated by assuming a 300 feet hole between sections BB! = CCt,
a 250 foot hole near section DD', a 150 foot hole near section FF?,
and 300 feet of drilling for possible drilling not forseen in the
geologic cross sectionss This totals 1,000 feet as compared to 1,500
feet applied for by the applicant, It is believed that 1,000 feet of

BX drilling will be adequate to explare the applicant's property,
Probably only 650 feet will be utilized.

The question of royalty repayments on all or part of the
production must be decided by DMEA, There is an inferred tonnage
of beryl of 85 tons to a 25 foot depth below the present workings,
The withdrawing of certain production tonnages from royalty repayments
was discussed with the applicant who verbally agreed that 85 tons of
beryl could be used for the limit of determing royalties. They stated
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that the beginning of production on the 85 tons without royalty should
commence at the date of the exploration contract, if any is prepared,

The applicant apparently does not wish to apply if the reyalty repaye

ments apply to all production,

On the basis of4geology the property is worthly of exploration -
and should be approved if an agreement on royalty repayment coverage
can be rached, .

OPERATOR'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

As outlined under Property Rights and as shown on the map, .
all of the Beecher No. 3 claim is to be included in the projects The
operator has requested in the application that all ore above elevation
5465 be excluded from the application and not subject to royalty pay=-
ment. However, in a discussion with the field team, the applicant
agreed that instead of limiting the royalties to all ore below elevation
5465, royalty payments would be made on all production of beryl in exe
cess of 85 tons =~ and that a record of the 85 tons, without royalty,
wo{{ld be started with production on the date of the exploration contract,

The applicant has stated that tﬁey do not wish to sign an
exploration contract under which all minerals = beryl and scrap mica =
are subject to royalty payment.

EXPLORATION PROJECT

The part of the pegﬁétite on the Beecher Nos 3 claim can be

adequately explored by core drilling of from 3 to L4 holes with an aggregate
total depth of 1000 feet,

The holes shall be located and directed as agreed upon by
the applicant and field teams It is proposed that one hole be located
between section BB' @ CC! and drilled to a depth of approximately 300
feete Two of these holes are to be drilled near sections DD' and FF!

and it is estimated that these will be 250 and 150 feet in depth respect-
ively. -

It is recommended that a maximum of 1000 feet of BX size holes
be allowed for exploration of the pegmatite but that the Government re=
tain the right to stop the drilling before the maximum footage is drilled,

when in the opinion of the field team, the deposit has been adequately
explored,

Using the bid prices for core drilling, which accompanies the
application, and allowing $100,00 for the operators engineering report,
the estimated cost of the project is as follows:

The U, S. Geological Survey made a geologic map of thls
deposit early in 1953, at a scale of one inch equals twenty feet.

This map and a draft copy of the report are in our Custer offlce.

Comment s:

(1) The mine has produced 250 tons of beryl and still has good
potential as a source of more beryl. Geological investi-
gations indicate that the beryl unit extends dowrnward at
least as much as some 20 to 30 feet, but exploratlon ‘at

~ greater depths would be desirable.

(2) Drilling is warranted to determine the depth and 51ze of
the beryl unit, but 1,500 feet of drilling is excessive
because the maximnm thickness of the pegmatite is only
LO feet and drilling can be from a valley to the west.
The field team undoubtedly will modify the appllcants'
proposal., .

(3) The applicant states that he wishes to exclude from :

royalty payments all ore above an altitude of 5, 465 feet, as

indicated on the map prepared by the U, S. Geologlcal Survey.
Elevations on this map are not accurate enough to be used
for this purpose because the surrounding area lacks base
points of known elevation., This map should not be used in
any contract as a basis for exemption from royalty payments.

As an alternative the field team should use data from
the map and other sources to make an estimate of beryl re-
serves to a suitable depth such as 25 feet. The exploration
contract could specify that this tonnage be free from
royalty payments and that any additional tonnage would be
subject to royalty. The applicant and field team probably
can agree on the tonnage of beryl to be exempted. Using






this reserve figure as a basis, a contract could be made
without any reference to the geologic map.

(4) Dyke No. 2 (DMEA-2706) is approximately 500 feet south
from this deposit.
