Owing to the small size of the pegmatite and of the mica bear=
ing wall zone, as well as the low percentage, size and quality of mica
in the zone, it is the opinion of the field team that the probabilities
of a significant discovery are too unfavorable to warrant explorations

Also, from the quantity of other salable minerals, feldspar
and beryl present in either the wall or inner zone, it is concluded
that any exploration or development could not be undertaken and result
in an economic mining operation,

It is most unlikely that exploration would result in a discovery
of sufficient mica of suitable quality or grade, or of other salable
minerals, to repay even a much smaller amount than the $3,600,00, which
is the government's share of the loan applied for in the application,
