Excerpts from Field Team Report: 


The area is underlain by sediments of the Inyan Kara group 
which in the Edgemont area contains the bulk of the known 
uranium ore deposits. Although some ore has been found in 
the Fusion shale and Lakota sandstone members of the Inyan 
Kara group, the most productive member in the vicinity of 
the subject claims has been the Fall River sandstone (top 
member), the lower 50 feet of which may contain significant 
ore deposits.

Based on available geologic data, it is concluded that the 
basal 20 or 2 feet of the Fall River sandstone forms the 
capping of the three knobs along the we stern border of the 
Capuline No. 1 claim. (Note: Proposed work on Bunny Jim 
claim withdrawn by Applicant's geologist as no radioactive 
areas exist). The remainder of the claim is probably under-
lain by Fusion shale and Lakota sandstone. 


The Field Team and field examiners recomnnd that the subject 
application be denied without prejudice. In part, their 
reasons for this action are as follows: 


(1) The Applicant has presented no factual data to justify 
the proposed work or any modification of it 


(2) Uraiium minerals, even in minor amounts, have not been 
noted in natural exposures on the claims or in the bull-
dozer cut excavated by the Applicant in th.e most favorable 
area on the west side of Capuline No. 1; 


(3) Radioactivity anomalie s are common in the claim area. 
The fact that eU393 in samples taken from the area is 
often appreciably higher than the actual U306 content 
suggests that the low broad anomalies, described by the 
Applicant, are not significant guides to uranium ore 
bodies on the claims. 


The Field Team's report concludes that a new application should 
receive consideration, providing the Applicant does work to 
relate the radioactivity anomalies to the presence of ore grade 
material on the claims.

Subject: Review of Field Team report0 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring, by 
drilling, property which it was claimed showed broad anomalous 
radioactivity. The proposal was not supported by technical data 
and the applicant was asked to furnish more data. A geological 
report was supplied. 


The report failed to check some of the findings set out 
in the application, but justified part of the proposed work. 
However., the data were deemed inadequate and acquaintance with the 
area enabled the field office I6 form an opinion conning the 
probable potential of the ground without an examination. The 
conclusions, in substance, are:--


1) The applicant has presented no factual data to sub-
stantiate his belief that the proposed exploration program, or any 
modification of it, will lead to the discovery of significant 
deposits of uranium ore. 


2) No uranium minerals have been found. 


3) The low broad. anomalies described in the geological 
report (Beasley) are not necessaril guides to significant uranium 
ore bodies. 


Ii. ) Work under two other contracts in the area, " . . . has 
shown the fallacy of authorizing exploration projects on the presence 
of radioactivity anomalies, without supplemental geologic data to 
explain the origin of the anomalies" 	 .

5) The facts supplied by the geological report do not 
justify the proposed work.

The Urova Company applied on June 21, 1955, for DI€ as-
sistance in exploring for uranium on the. Capu.line No. 1 and the Bunny 
Jim claims, Custer County, S. Dak. The proposed exploration project 
includes 140 . drill holes, averaging 50 feet in depth and located on a 
100-foot grid pattern. In a letter of July 15, 1955, the applicant 
was req1ested to furnish, certain additional information to supplement 
the original req1est. 


The additional information subseqient].y submitted by the 
applicant indicated that significant radiometric anomAli es are lacking 
on the Bunny Jim claim and only broad, low radiometric anomalies were 
found on the Capuline No. 1 claims. 


The field team, upon review of the subject application, re-
commend that the application be denid without prejudice and without 
a field examination because factual data relative to the subject claims 
and the area indicate that exploration of the property is not justified 
at this time. 


We concur in the recommendation of the members of the Field 
Team in deialf the application.

In an application, dated June 21, 1955, the applicant 


company proposes to explore for uranium on the subject claims by 


1110 drill holes, averaging 50 feet deep and located on a 100.-foot 


grid pattern. Data were lacking to justify the proposed exploration, 


and in a letter of July 15, 1955, the applicant was requested to 


furnish certain additional information to supplement the original 


request.


On December 1, 1955, a geological report by Harvey F. 


Beasley, was received by DI4EA. This report describes the known 


geological conditions on the Capu].ine No. 1 and Bunny Jim claims and 


recommends exploration only on the Capuline No. ). claim. 


The application was referred to the field on December 23, 


1955, for investigation, a field examination if necessary, and. 


recommendations.

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The entire exploration program is based on the presence 


of radioactivity anomalies in the area. A radiometric survey of the 


Bunny Jim and Capuline No • 1 claims was made by Beasley, and the 


results are described in his report. He concludes that his survey failed 


to. establish the presence of significant radiometric anomalies on the 


Bunny Jim claim and that exploration on that claim is not warranted. 


We aee with that recommendation and will therefore exclude that 


claim from further discussion. Beasley found broad, low radiometric 


anomalies on the Capuline No. 1 claim (fig. i), as described in his 


report. He concludes that these anomalies should be explored. 


The Urova application has been discussed with Norman 


Cupples and his co-workers who are familiar with the area; much of 


the following discussion is based on data supplied by them. 


The geologic setting as described by Beasley is essentially 


correct. The area is underlain by sediments of the Inya.Icara group 


which in Edgemont area contain the bulk of the known uranium ore 


deposits. Although some ore has been found in the Fuson shale and 


Lakota sandstone members of the Inyan Kara group, the most produc-


tive member in the vicinity of the claims has been the Fall River 


sandstone (the top member), the lower 50 feet of which may contain 


significant ore deposits. 


The sedimentary rocks, which have a dip of 8° to 100 south 


or southwest, have been somewhat broken and disturbed by faulting.

This faulting is probably related to or is a part of a northeasterly-


trending major fault zone (the Dewey fault) which passes just north 


of the Capuline NO. 1 claim. 


Based on the projectlon of geologic data from mapped areas 


immediately east and west of the Capuline No. I claim, it is con-


cluded that the basal 20 or 25 feet of the Fall River sandstone forms 


the capping on the three knobs along the western border of the claim 


(fig. 1). The remainder of the claim Is probably underlain by Fuson 


shale and Lakota sandstone. 


RadiactivIty anomalies are common in the lower part of the 


Fall River sandstone in the Capuline No. 1 claim area, and an anomalous 


zone is generally present either at the base of the Fall River sand-


stone or the top of the Fuson shale. The basal anomalous zone is 


apparently assojdated with_very minor amounts of radioactive minerals 


disseminated in shale. 


Analyses of samples from the general area surrounding the 


Urova property Indicate that the uranium in the deposits is not in 


equilIbr1m with its disintegration products, and that equivalent 


u308 analyses are appreciably higher than chemical an1yses for U308. 


For the following reasons we recommend that the application 


for exploration assistance be denied without prejudice and without a 


field examination: 


i) The applicant has presented no factual data to sub-


stantiate his belief that the proposed exploration program, or any

modification of it, will lead to the discovery of significant 


deposits of uranium ore. 


2) Uranium minerals, even in minor amounts, have not been 


noted in natural exposures o the claims or in the bul:Ldozer cut ex-


cavated by the applicant in the most favorable area on the west side 


of the Capuline No. 1 claim.

In response to 


that request the Beasley report was prepared. • We consider the report, 


and those geologists familiar with the area concur, to be a reasonably 


complete and accurate description of the known geological facts re-


garding the Capuline No. 1 claim area. These facts are, in our 


opinion, not sufficient to justify exploration of the property. We

Subject: Review of supplemental in1ormation submitted by t:he 
applicant (Urova Company, DMEA Docket 3891). 


In response to your letter of July 15, 1955, the appli-
cant has had a geologic report of the property prepared by a con-
sulting geologist, copies of which have been submitted to DMEA. 
This brief report does little to strengthen the application, 
although it appears to have been prepared in good faith and. as an 
earnest way of answering the questions raised in your letter. 


On the basis of the consultant' s report, there appears 
to be but little chance of making a significant discovery on the 
applicant's property. There is a weak radioactive anomaly on the 
Capuline No. 1 claim but the Bunny Jim claim apparently is inert. 


As the applicant has complied with our request and has 
shown that part of his property has traces of radioactivity, weak 
though it is, I suggest that the application be referred to the 
field for their comments. The Field Team may have iiiformation in 
their files on this property that would preclude the need of a 
field examination. Indeed, they may recommend denial without 
making afield examination, but I do believe their comments 
should be obtained before a denial is issued from the Washington 
office.

I have reviewed the attached supplemental data provided 
by Urova Company, DNgA. Docket 3891, received in this office December 
2. I have also discussed it with Jack Kratchman, Washington .repre-
sentative of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The data provided indicated' that the thmny Jim claim of 
the Urova Company does not warrant exploration drilling. The 
Capulirie No. 1 claim was investigated and a radiometric survey 
was said to have delineated four areas of above-normal radioactiv-
ity.


We doubt that a radiometric survey provides sufficient 
information upon which to provide DMEA. assistance. More information, 
such as descriptions and locations of mineralized zones on the sub-
ject claims and results of assays of sample material taken therefrom, 
would be required in order to fully evaluate the promise of an ex-
ploration program on the property of the Urova Company. Inasmuch 
as the DMEA has requested substantiating data, and have received 
only the attached, we suggest that the application be denied without 
prejud.ce.	 -
