The:sgbject property was re-examined on Decemberca, 1957, by
the writers, accompanied by Mr. M. Kgnoyer, the applicant, and Mr. Test,
Custer Chamber 6f Commérce official. The re-examination corroborates
in pracpically every detail the geologic features and conditions de-

scribed in the original Examination Report. In fact, a close examination

¢ of the pegmatite-schist contact indicates that the pegmatite "bottoms"

even at a shallower depth than the.20 feet postulated originally. In the

floor of the open cut (see fig. 2, Examination Report) recent digging

by the applicant has exposed the schist footwall in a small anticlinal
flexure a few feet farther west than where indicated in figure 2 and
only 8 feet horizontally from the steeply dipping schist hanging wall.
As inferred from contact attitudes and a measured 15° S 30° E plunge on
the small anticlinal roll eprsed in the cut, fhe northwest end of the
dike apparently plunges gently SE. The keel of the dike at its south-
east end, however, which is exposed on some og/ﬁ?gher elevations in the
bottém of the cut, appears to be fairly flat-lying or possibly plunging
a few degrees to the northwest.

Total monetary returns from the sale of shéet mica recovered
from the 1,200 tons of mined pegmatite has been approximately $2,500.00,
or about $2{920.00 more than credited to the pegmaE}te in the E§gmination
Report. However; regardless of theflaréer production figures, the fact
remains that the pegma&ite is nearlymgxhausted, containing a probable

The epplicant's exploration proposal, vwhich consists of driving
an incline northwest from the southeast end of the cut, ié, in light of
the dike's probable southeast plunge, highly untenable. As a matter of
fact, it appears that geologic justification for any work, other than
actual mining of the remaining‘pegmatiﬁe, is very week.

We concur with the recommendation, given in the Examination
Report; that the epplication be denied. This recommendation is based,
not on the past pro&uction of thef;egmatite, but solely on geologic

evidence which indicates that the chance of a significantﬁgiscovery of

strategic mica in the dike is nil.

INTRODUCTION

Marvin P. Kenoyer, ngeford Route, Sturgis, South Dakota, applied
to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance in
exploration for strategic mica on the Iilian Tract of deeded land,
Custer Qounty, South Dakota. The espplicant requests participation in
an exploration program which is to include sinking a shaft and drifting
from the bottom of the shaft along the pegmatite at an estimated cost
of $140 per foot for shaft sinking and drifting.

meridian, Custer County, South Dakota (fig. 1). The property cen be
reachedﬂby dfiﬁing l.i mileé north on U. S. Highway 16, starting from
the bank building in Custer, to a dirt road opposite the cemetery,
then 0.3 mile-east on this road;'

Relief in the immediate vicihity of the property is low and there
are no unusual or outstanding topographic features. The altitude of
the property is approximately 5,400 feet. The climate is moderate.
Temperatures in the summer seldom reach 90°, and during the winﬁer
months the temperéture averages well sbove 0°; however, there are short
pefiods of sub-zero weather. Snowfall is fairly heavy during the wi;ter
and early spring, and the spring reins may make travel over dirt roadé
difficult but not impossible.

The claim area is well timbered with ponderosa pine; other
vegetation consists of grasses, cacti, and small cedar shrubs.

There is no water on the property,‘and the only way of obtaining
a water supply is to sink a well; the depth of tﬁe water table is un-
known. Maapower, small mining equipment and supplies can be obtained
in Custer, a station on the Chicago Burlington & Quincy Railroad and a
.supply center for the surrounding community.

There are no electric power lines on the property, but power can

be obtained from transmission lines serving the city of Custer.
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OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

Allen A. Lushbough and Lillian C. Lushbough, Sturgis, South
Dakota, aré owners of the irregular tract of land known as the Ii;ian
Tract. The applicant, Marvin P. Kenoyer, holds a one-year mining

leaée dafed November 20, 1956, with an option for‘renewal for nine
| year;., The area of the entire tract is 9.79 acres (measured from
' sketch), but the applicant has excluded a 0.77-acre trapezoidal-shaped
portiqﬁ that lies on the west side and 100 feet from the south boundary
of tﬁe tract.

A check of the records at the Register of Deeds' office in

Custer shows the plot to be as described by the applicant.
HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

Little is known about the history of the property. A man named
Brown sold 23 pounds 14 oz. of block and film mica ("A" program) to
the General Services Administration mica depot and réported the‘éhip-
ment having come from this property. The records of the GSA also show .
purchaée of three lots of hand-cobbed mica ("B" progrem) which wére
| mined By the applicant from the parﬁly expléfed pegmatife on the prop-
erty. The lots totaled 963 pounds and tﬁe averege total yield of
good-stained, stained, and heavy-stained mica was 2,28»percént or
21.588 pounds--only slightly better than the minimum yield required.

Of this total 4.73 percent or 1.022 pounds was good-stained or better





quality, 14.808 pounds or 68.60 percent was stained, and the remaining

5.758 pounds was of heavy-stained quality.
PRESENT STATUS

Exploratioo; development and mining have been conflned to an open-
cut in the northernmost of the two pegmatites exposed on the property.
This cut is about 85 feet long, Ebout 20 feet in ‘average width, and
ebout 17 feet deep. The north 55 feet of the pegmatite has not been
mined or explored. No work has been done on the south pegmatite.

It should be noted that the sketch map submltted with the applica-
tion shows two ﬁegmatite dikes, but ihe one lebeled "unexplored" is
shown aboutt250 feet northwest of the one labeled "now being explored."
The examining team did not see a dike northwest of the one being ex-
plored, and it is assumed that the two dikes on the applicant's map
are labeled erroneously.

Equipment on the property consists of a jackhammer, air hoée,
tractor-driven hayloader, and miscellaneous smell tools. A smell house

trailer, used for living quarters, is also on the property.

GEOLOGY
The Kbgoyer pegmatites are in a reglon of abundant pegmatites
intruded into metamorphic rocks southwest of the granitic intrusive
area of the Black Hills. The country rock surrounding the Kenoyer

dikes is & -well-foliated muscovite-biotite schist, but according to





J. A. Redden the dikes are, at most; a'few-tens of feet east of a
contact with garnetiferous biotite sechist. The garﬁet schist was not
seen durihg the examination. |

The northernmost of the two 'dikesv (£ig. 2),' and the one the
applicant proposes to explére,‘is a feldsParrmﬁscoﬁite-qnaitz pegmatite
and is crudely divisible into a "wall zone" end a "core." The "wall
zone" is developed along both sides of the dike, bﬁt-is present only
locally; it was.observed in a few places in fhe,cut, but ﬁot north.of
the cut.‘.The zone_is about a foot thick and consists mainly of inter-
locking muscovite plates.as much as 8 inches wide but‘éenerally 2 to
3 inches wide, with interstitial quartz and feldspar. The mica con-
stitutes roughly 25 to. 50 percent of.the zone. A few pods of
lithiophilite-triphylite were also noted in the "wall zone," next to
the foot wall. The "core" is fairly homogeneoué and contains about
70 percent quartz, 15 percent muscovite, 15 perceﬁt férdspar, énd
traces of bléck tourmaline. A-few.pieces of.beryl seen on the stock
pile are presumed to have: come from this dike, but no beryl was seen
in place.

The dike as exposed is 1kl feet long and & msximum of ebout 10
feet thick. It dips about 40° éouthwést and is generally concordant
with the foliation of the schist, although its undulating contact
locall& cuté acfbss:the schisﬁ at small angles. The dike attaiﬁs its
maiimum_thicknéss about 10 feét up~-dip from the floor of the opencut

" and, in its lowest exposure in the face of the cut, its thickness





appears to be decreasing, so that it would probebly pinch out al-
togetherfwithin about 20 feet down-dip. This interpretation may,
however, be influenced by the undulation of the contact, and a purely
objective figure for the maximum depﬁh of the dike would be TO feet,
half the length of the outecrop.

The southern dike is considerably larger (fig. 2), but is of a
slightly different composition and probably does not warrant any ex-
ploration for mica. Except for a chilled wall zone an inch thick, it
is homogeneous and contains an estimated 60 percent feldspar, 35 percent
quartz, 3 pércent»black tourmeline, and 2 percent muscovite; the con-
tent of the chilled zone is probably the same. The muscovite is dis-
tributed evenly throughout the dike, and is of scrap grade. This dike:
is less well exposed thah the other,ovbut its contaéts with the schist,
where exposed, are smooth and straight and form small southwest-dipping
scarps and overhangs, the pegmatite protruding a few feet above the
schist. The dip of the outer contact of the pegmatite .is steepef on
the east sidé'(50° to 62° SW) than on the west (47° SW), and the present
erosion surface may cut the dike above its centrai bulge; consequently
the down-dip extent cannot be estimeted. Two poorly exjosed bodies of

schist occur within the pegmatite, and are probably pendants.





ORE RESERVES

The irregular pod-like néﬁure’of the wall zone exposed mskes it
impossible to reasonsbly estimate the mica reserves by a simple calcu-
lation of the émount of ﬁall-zoﬁevrock reﬁaining; it is more reasonable
to project the entire pegmatite to depth and thus estimate the tonnage
of.(micaﬁbearing) pégmatite remaining. A very rough estiﬁate of the
reserve ﬁonnage éf mica can then be obtained by calculating the ratio
of mica already produced to the pegmatite mined, and by applying the
same ratio to the amount of pegmatite remaining. Reserves are estimatedb
for the north.dike only. This dike has been mined for a strike length
of 80 feet, and no wall zone was observed on fhe surface north of the

. cut; but because of the vwa.l'l-.zone mica exposed in the north face of the
cut, the length of the supposed ore body is arbitrérily exteﬁded to
100 feet.

. A History and Production). The prices for cut mica are so dependént on





size and grade that it seems more advisable to use the equivalent

Using this ratio of 1 ton of hand-cobbed mica to 1,200 tons of pegma-
tite, the reserve of 800 tons of pegmatite would yield 2/3 ton of hand-

cobbed mica.
APPLICANT'S PROJECT PROPOSAL

. As the a;pplicaht was not present 'during the examination the pro-
posed work could not be diééussed with him. However, on a previous
visit to the property by the Bureau of Mines member of the examining
team the applicant stated that he wished to sink a shaft in the hang-
ing wall and near the center along the length of ﬁhe pegﬁaﬁite.i‘The
depth of the shaft would depend on the depth of the deposit. From the
bottom of the shaft drifts would be driven in both directions along
the deposit.

No estimate of the depth of shaft or fhe amount of drifting to
be done was given in the application. A total ﬁnit cost of $140 per
foot for sﬁaft‘sinking presumably is estimated. The breakdown of the

It appears that the applicant is to bear the expense of his

labor and supervision, operating equipment and one half of miscellan-

eous charges or a total of $35.00 per foot as his share of the cost.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The examining team concludes thai;. the mica-bearing pegmatite
probably does not extend more tha.n about 20 feet below the present
floor of the cut, and that it most probably does not contain significant
reserves of stré.tegic mica regardless of its depth. The mica reserves
calculated on the basis of extension to 20 feet, at an average thick-
ness of 5 feet, are about 2/3 ton of hand-cobbed mica, which at the
meximum price of $600 per ton would be worth $400. The attempt to
&iscover an ore b;dy of this value does not séem to warrant Government

assistance, and it is recommended that the application be denied.
