The Applicant requests a 7-stage program consisting of 
all weather access road construction and "driftingt' at a total 
estimated cost of $798,150.00. 


A review of the application shows that the Applicant's 
proposed drifting is in reality crosscutting and no drifting on 
the penatite dikes he hopes to intersect is indicated.. Surface 
trenching and diamond drilling might be a more desirable means of 
exploring this property. 


The Applicant furnished no breakdown of costs. In lieu 
thereof he has submitted his bid and one from Patterson Bros. for 
the proposed work. Both bids appear to be high.

Blue Ox Lode claims, now owned by John L StoUy_, et • To da e 
there has been no systematic development on the propé y	 o 
two dikes that have been exposed just the surfa -	 sit 
has been exposed. 


A considerable amount of mica and beryl appears on the surface of 
these claims as float in the proximity of the dikes • The mica 
gives promise of being of good quality and the writer has been 
told that the beryl returns an analysis of better that 10% BeO. 


The Vickers Feldspar Corporation is sinking a shaft on. the Nickels 
Dike, This property adjoins the Blue Ox claims on the north. A 
considerable amount of scrap mica, beryl, amblygonite, spodumene 
and columbium tantalum has been produced from the Nickels Dike. 
A quantity of strategic mica could have been produced from this 
scrap had same been cobbed as it was mined. 


The Ferguson Lode claims to the southwest are adjacent to the 
Blue Ox claims, between forty and fifty tons of beryl has been 
produced from this property from one or two crystals, to the 
writer's knowledge. Feldspar has also been produced from this 
property. 


It would be my considered opinion that the Blue Ox claims have. 
potential possibilities that make them worth the time and capital 
necessary to expose the dikes that cross the property. Any work 
required should be in a two stage development, first to determine 
the enrichment of the deposits, and secondly to determine the 
quality of the minerals to be produced.

Field Team Report dated April 24, 1958, by William N. 
Sharp, USGS, and E. 0. Binyon, USBM. 


The property lies at the eastern edge of the exposed 
Pre-Cambrian crystalline and metamorphic rock core of the Black 
Hills uplift. The core is predominantly composed of mica-schist, 
quartzitio-schist and quart zite and contains large granite and 
peginatite intrusives. 


Two pegmatites "A" and "B" dikes are exposed by open 
cuts on the Blue Ox Claim and two pegmatites "C" and "D" are 
conspicuous by natural outcrop on the Bernard Original Claim. 
All the dikes strike about N. 70° W. parallel to the foliation 
of the mica-schist. Dike "A" Is exposed at three places to a 
maximum depth of 15 feet. It is 4 to 20 feet wide and has been 
traced along the strike about 100 feet. The dike is composed 
of pink feldspar, and quartz generally mixed, In crystals and 
masses up to 3 inches across. Muscovite books up to 3 inches 
across were noted throughout the dike but it is not of strategic 
grade. No beryl was seen. The dike does not appear to be zoned. 
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Dike "B" is exposed in a cut across the peginatite to• 
a depth of about 50 feet. It is about 6 feet wide and dips 
about 76° northward. The texture of the quartz and feldspar 
is coarser in the upper part of the cut and contains muscovite 
in books up to 4 inches across. None of the mica is strategic 
grade. Also no beryl was noted in the dike. 


Dike "C" strikes almost due east and dips about vertical, 
is 5 to 10 feet wide except on the east end where it swells 
abruptly to 30 feet and pinches out. It is medium to coarse 
textured, contains abundant scrap quality muscovite (books 2 to 3 
inches across) at the wide end, and small beryl crystals up to 1 
inch across were found in small clusters at two places. However, 
the beryl content appears to be insignificant. 


Dike "D" - Only a part of the strike length Is on the 
property. The dike is unzoned granite pegmatite and consists 
chiefly of large feldspar and quartz crystals. Muscovite and 
black tourinaline are minor components. No beryl was found in the 
dike. Other pegmatites seen on the property were not considered 
important in eyaluating the merits of the property. 


None of the exposures on the pegmatItescontained strategic 
quality mica, or significant amounts of beryl, nor do they have 
features that suggest they will contain significant amounts of 
either commodity. 


USGS Members who have spent long periods studying the 
resources of the Black Hill pegrnatites are of the opinion that 
none of the dikes have features common to good mica and/or beryl 
producing peginatites. 


It Is the examining team's opinion that no significant 
quantities of either strategic grade mica or beryl would be dis-
covered by exploring the dikes, and the application should be 
denied. 


Commodity Members comments: 


USGS, Mr. T. H. Kiilsgaard, dated May 6, 1958: 


"Despite the poor showing of the property, the examiners 
spent considerable time trying to persuade the applicant to abandon 
his grandiose and overly expensive program. The applicant, however, 
was adamant and Insisted the only way to explore the property was 
in the manner he had proposed. In view of this situation and in 
view of the poor showings of mica or beryl In the peginatites, the 
Field Examiners recommend denial of the application. 


I concur with the Field Examiners and recommend that this 
application be denied."
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USBM, Mr. W. F. Dietrich, dated May 12, 1958: 


Comments:
"1. Field examiners report that none of the dikes on 


the property exhibit the features common to good mica-beryl 
production in the Black Hills pegmatites. 


"2. Very few books of mica are visible and these are 
not of strategic quality. 


"3. The applicant apparently refuses to consider 
modification of the extensive and illogical $798,150 exploration 
program proposed. 


"4. The mica mined in the Keystone district has been 
predominantly scrap; only minor quantities of sheet. mica have 
been produced. 


Recommendation: 


"I concur with the recommendation of the field team 
that the application be denied." 


Conclusions: 


A review of all our Information relating to the 
proposed project indicates that the chances a significant 
discovery of either strategic grade mica or beryl will be made 
on the property are poor. Therefore, the application should be 
denied. The property is a potential source of scrap mica.

This memorandum is in response to a letter 


1958, from C. 0. Mittendorf to the Alternate Acting Eiè i.ve Officer, 


Region III, in which the Administrator requests the examiners to comment 


on a number of statements made by Mr. Stolley following denial of his 


application for exploration assistance (DMEA Docket 14.926). 


An. examination was made of the property (Blue Ox claims, et al.) 


March 25, 1958, and the examination report was submitted May 214. , 1958. 


The report covers, to some degree, all of the topics outlined by Stofley 


in a transmittal to Senator bindt, and labeled la, b, c, and d; and 2a. 


Aside from the report, these specific items were discussed with Stolley 


at length, in a friendly manner, in the Denver office of DMEA. on May 20, 


1958, the date of Stolley's transmittal to Washington. This discussion 


which took up each item of his list and pointed out among other things 


the general engineering and geologic techniques in appraising a property, 


and the obvious inconsistencies and poor reasoning on Stofley's part 
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concerning the evaluation of a pegmatite property. Apparently this 


- discussion served little or no purpose to enlighten Stolley. 


Comments on Stolley t a statements follow: 


1(a). In Stolley's first statement he says that "plate" 


/hee7 mica was picked up from float on his claims by Mr. Bernard Gira 


of the GSA mica buying depot in Custer, and that this sample of mica 


was thought to be of strategic grade. This data is given apparently as 


proof that the Blue Ox claims have a great potential in strategic grade 


Jheeg mica. 


Mr. Gira of the GSA depot reportedly picked up about two pounds 


of mica float on the Blue Ox claims, and he stated in a letter that the 


mica was of good quality. Mr. Gira was called June 9, 1958, aout this 


mica sample. He again referred to the sample as good quality mica, but 


would not qualify it further as to size and grade. The examining team 


noted and inspected mica float and mica in place in the field. All mica 


on the property was considered to be of scrap mica quality.' 


Although, any pegmatite might contain some sheet mica, a hand. 


specimen of such is not considered, representative of the pegmatite de-


posit. The same logic holds for beryl or any other pegmatite mineral. 


b) Mr. Stolley's second statement is almost meaningless. 


Existing mines referred to must mean the Nickels mine, for this is the 


only operating property in the vicinity of the Blue Ox claims; however, 


such mines as the abandoned Ferguson mine, the Giltedge, the Rattlesnake, 


the Wood Tin (all within 2 miles of the Blue Ox claims) might be included.
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That a "careful study" was made by 'Stolley of these deposits is doubt-


ful, but regardless it is still not "reasonable to believe flrom such 


a stud7 that the quality and. the quantity of mineralization increases 


with depth." Such generalizations about pegmatltes are not valid. Each 


dike in outcrop has certain features of composition, shape, and zoning 


that may be used to assess the potential of that dike only. Other 


dikes even though close by must be appraised on their own sets of 


features.


In general it is not valid to reason that the minerals of 


pegmatite deposits will improve in quality or quantity with depth, un-


less specific favorable geologic features of the body that meet certain 


requirements can be measured. Such favorable characteristics have not 


been observed in the pegmatites on the Blue Ox claims nor in pegmatites 


in the vicinity.

None of these mines have produced strategic grade mica, and 


there is no record at the Custer buying depot of any strategic grade mica 


having been produced in the area. A small amount of beryl has been pro-


duced. The total beryl production for the area since mining began is 


about 124.0 tons.
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(c) The Nickels dike (for which production data is presented 


above) does not cross on the surface into the Blue Ox property; the 


mine shaft, about O0 feet from the property boundary, may haTve been 


sunk 150 feet in depth, and may have reached a level comparable to the 


altitude of Stolley's proposed lower adit. However, the depth of de-


velopment on the Nickels dike in no way indicates that it might extend 


under the Blue Ox property. But, again regardless of the existence of 


such a dike, at the rate of production of the Nickels mine (2.2 tons of 


beryl and no strategic mica in five years) a comparable dike would not 


constitute a favorable geologic target for exploration for mica or beryl. 


The statement by Stolley that "all the formations /ikeg in 


the combined areas ... extend to great depths, and show extremely high 


promise of strategic mineralization" is unfounded. A substantial amount 


of field data obtainable from the dike outcrops such as shape, internal 


zoning, composition, and texture, strongly suggest the contrary. The 


three conspiduous dikes exposed on the property are small and. appear to 


bottom within a relatively short depth or (in the case of the one rela-


tively large dike) the composition and internal structures are such that 


little hope exists for the occurrence of significant amounts of mica or 


beryl.


(a) Mr. Stolley refers to a recent shipment of beryl made to the 


Custer depot from "Blue Ox property." This shipment, subsequent to the 


field examination of the Blue Ox claims, amounted to only 706 pounds of 


beryl, valued at $187 .00. Inasmuch as Mr. Stolley had in his possession
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samples of beryl at the time of the examination, from the Battle Creek 


and other Blue Ox-owned properties, serious doubt is cast on the state-


ment that the 706 pounds of beryl was produced from the Blue Ox claims. 


However, even if by some means, Stolley did produce 700 pounds of beryl 


from the Blue Ox claims the geologic facts of his property and of the 


exposed dikes are not modified. 


2a. Stoiley's statement indicates concern about the conclusion 


that "sufficient progress had. not been made in the development of the 


area" jEo warrant the program of exploration requested by Stolley7. The 


limited amount of prospecting done by the company, and the extensive 


program of exploration proposed are incompatible. 


The "three geologic probabilities" of discovery (cuts that 


expose dikes) referred to by Stolley are not considered as such by the 


examining team. Each of these localities are discussed in the examina-


tion report. 


In review it would appear that Mr. Stolley has taken his block 


of three claims Jounded by a set of man-made limit and attributed to 


this block of ground all the features devoutly to be wished by a pegma .


-tite miner regardless of what is in outcrop. Features of the property 


such as the number of pegmatites, the size of pegrnatites, and the beryl 


and mica content strongly suggest that significant deposits Of a mica 


and beryl are not likely to occur on this property. It would appear that 


if Stolley really wanted to mine mica and beryl, by this time he could 


see that this property is not the best of what is available in the Black
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Hills. The real problems in exploring for and mining mica and beryl 


are oblivious to him. In respect to the total values of all mica and 


beryl produced in the Black Hills (about $81iO,OOO in beryl and 


$2,600,000 in sheet mica) his request for aid in the amount of $800,000 


to explore for mica and beryl from one property is unreasonable. 


The suggestion was made by the examining team that the Blue 


Ox Mining Company consider a modest program more in line with the size 


and character of the pegmatite in outcrop; a program of a few thousand 


dollars at most which should enable proper evaluation of the potential 


of the property. Stolley t s reply, which typifies his attitude to his 


application, was that the request for assistance (money) is a gamble, 


and that it cost him no more to gamble for $800,000 than to gamble for 


a few thousand. His aspirations appear to include not only exploration 


of his property but the development of revolutionary milling methods 


for pegmatites based on a sand-gravel production technique, and the 


revival of the Black Hills mining in general.

Relative to our conversation of yesterday, I am enclosing 
the material which John N. Stolley, President of Blue Ox Mining 
Company, Inc., of Rapid City, South Dakota, has sent me as further 
information for the purpose of reconsidering the application of the 
firm for aid by the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration. 


I should further point out that Mr. Stolley indicated, his 
surprise that one of the reasons for the disapproval of his application 
was that sufficient progress had not been made in developing the area. 
Mr. Stofley indicated that Mr. Gene Binyon of the Bureau of Nines had 
advised him during the field inspection that for him to engage in 
further preliminary exploration and expose the beryl or mica would 
place the firm in a position in which they would not be able to request 
aid. from your Administration. I would appreciate very much your 
checking into this aspect of the matter. 


Assuring you I appreciate your giving this application your 
further and. most conscientious onsideration, and with best wishes,

1. Minerals not of sufficient standard to be considered strategic.? 


(a) Plate Mica was taken from the property during 
the initial exploration by Mr. Bernard A. Gira, 
the government representative of the Custer, 
South DakotaGSA depot. It is our belief that 
these samples are now in the offices of Mr. Otto 
JçL ien and Mr. Verne Winters at the Denver Colorado 
egional Office of the GSA. We think that mica 


samples taken from the Blue Ox were of strategic 
quality even though they were taken from the float 
and deterioration of the upper part of the peg-
inatitie formation. We feel certain that a call 
to Mr. Bernard Gira at Custer would definitely 
qualify as to whether this mica is of strategic 
standard. 


(b) Judging from the operation of existing mines and after 
careful study of these deposits is is reasonable to 
believe that the quality and the quantity of mineral-
ization increases with depth. It is our conclusion, 
and we understand, the conclusion of the people in 
Custer that our own deposits will follow this pattern. 


(c) The Nickels dike adjoining our property has been and 
can continue to be a producer of strategic minerals. 
A shaft has been sunk on this property to a depth 
equivalent to the level of our proposed lower elevation 
of drifting, and continues in peginatite formation and 
good mineralization eo the floor. Mr. Robert Dennison 
the geologist and geo—physicist now working the Nickels 
dike is of the opinion that the peginatite formation 
continues to an even greater depth, and probably 
connects with the formation we are desirous of exploring. 
It is our mutual thinking that all of the formations 
in the combined area of the Blue Ox properties, and 
the Vickers (Nickels) properties extend to great 
depths, and show extremely high promise of strategic 
mineralization. 


(d)It is very hard for us to understand the reasoning 
in not considering the ores taken from the Blue Ox 
properties as being strategic in view of the above 
and also for the reason that beryl has been.taken 
from the Blue Ox properties by us, and shipped to 
the Custer Depot under Certificate of Authorization 
No. 8-266 (Beryl). We feel certain that Beryl is 
a very strategic mineral and will continue to be so 
for some time. We would also like to call your atten-
tion to the fact that the Beryl taken from this area 
carries a content of 11% plus BeO which is well above 
the strategic requirment of 8%. The copy of Mr. Girats 
letter dated January 20, 1958 and attached to the 
application for aid will verify the above. 


2. Sufficient progress had not been made in the development of the area. ¶ 


(a) The second reason given for the unfavorable action 
towards the Blue Ox properties presents quite a puzzle 
to us as I personally was advised during the field 
inspection by Mr. Gene Binyo of the Bureau of Mines 
to the effect that if we would do more eliminary 
eork and expose beryl or mica we would not be in a 
position to request DMEA aid. We would then be on 
the ore bodies and ready for mining. We are of the 
opinion that Mr. Binyon's re&minendation was based 
on DMEk Order 1, Amended, Title 32A--National Defense 
Appendix, Chapter Xli, whereby section 6, paragraph (b)

asks only for the geologic probability of a discovery. 
Sketch No. 2 of our anplication shows the locations of 
preliminary work done. We have established three geologic 
probabilities. A lengthy and careful study of the Blue 
Ox and surraotmding properties will also establish these 
geologic probabilities to a greater extent. We are very 
confident that we are not trying to explore a series of 
small outcroppings striking in the same direction due to 
the formation of the schistosity, but rather three or more 
extremely large deposits of very valuable and strategic 
ores.

On April 30, 1958, John M. Stolley of the Blue Ox Mining 


Company was in the DA office to discuss a modification of the proposed 


program for exploring the Blue Ox property. A request for a revision 


of the program, which includes a brief outline of the changes, was also 


extended by letter to the Executive Officer, Region III. The change 


in the applicant' a program was to "lower the. cost of the program from 


$798 ,150 to $46l,5O." This lower cost was achieved by dropping the 


last two stages, 6 and 7, of the original seven- stage program and re-


ducing the size of stages l and. 5. 


The applicant still views DMEA assistance from a rather 


peculiar aspect. It appears that the program is designed to spend a 


preconceived sum of money rather than to detexnine the ore potential 


of the property at a minim cost. 


The examining team is still of the opinion that the property 


does not warrant a program of this type (underground with no surface 
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work) much les the extreme limits and cost of the program. At most 


the property warrants a modest amount of surface work to better expose 


the three dikes noted on the property and described in the examination 


report. The amount of such a program would be no more than a few 


thousand dollars. 


However, it is the opinion of the examining team--as expressed 


in the examination report-.-that the dikes exposed on the property, for 


the most part, are relatively small and do not show any strategic mica 


or significant amounts of beryl. More important, they do not exhibit 


features that wo*ld indicate that such commodities in significant 


amounts will ever be found in these bodies. Therefore, the examiners 


reaffirm their recommendation for denial of the application either in 


its original or in the revised form.

The 


applicant proposed to explore six peguiatites that were believed to 


trend across the property by a seven-stage program consisting of access 


road building, crosscutting, and drifting at an estimated total cost

A field examinaticn was made of the property on March 25, 1958, by 


William N. Sharp, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and E. 0. Binyon, 


mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. John M. Stolley, president, of 


the compan and George Ibnèn, who has an interest in the company, accom-


panied the exmiining team on the examination. 


It is the opinion of the examining team that the property does not 


warrant, from any aspect, an exploration program such as that proposed

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURS 


The Blue Ox, et al. claims are in sec. 13, T. 2 S., R. 6 E., Black 


Hills Base Meridian, Pennington County, South Dakota, near Keystone, a 


small community and railpoint on a spur line of the Chicago Burlington 


and uincy railroad (fig. 1). To reach the claims from Keystone take 


the county road west that leads to Hayward and continue for 2 miles to 


a fork, bear right, then go 0.1 m1e to another fork, take the left 


hand road and continue for 2.11 miles to the property.

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Rapid City, the largest community in western South Dakota, and a 


supply and equipment center, is 23 miles by road northeast cf the 


claims. Rapid City is served by the Chicago and Northwestern and 


C. B. and Q railroads and by intra and interstate truck lines. Custer, 


a small pegmatite mining and timbering community on the C • B. and Q 


railroad, is 28 miles by road southwest of the property.

HISTORY D PRODUCTION 


The Blue Ox and Blue Ox No • 1 claims were located by J • W. Tinsley 


and J. B. Cordes, both of Keystone, South Dakota, on October 20, 1950, 


and June .27, 1951, respectively. Vincent L. Cordes located the Bern.rd 


Original claim August 20, 1957. The diBcovery work-was done on all 


three claims, and on the . Blue Ox claim the northernmôst . dike. ('tA", 


fig. 2) was, explored by two small opencuts on the east end and a short 


edit near the center. A small quantity of beryl is reported to have 


been taken from the opencut; however, there are no records of any sales 


of beryl or of sheet or scrap mica from the property. On the Bernard 


Original claim a small pit had been excavated for the discovery work 


at the end of a large pegmatite outcrop.. 


PRESENT STATUS 


The', applicant has improved the road into the property from the 


county road and has slightly enlarged the old opencut oi the' northern-


most dike on the Blue - Ox claim.

GEOLOGY 


The Blue Ox property lies at the eastern edge of the exposed 


Precambrian c±ystalline and metamorphic rock core of the Black Hills 


uplift. The Precambrian core, compOsed predominantly of mica-schist, 


quartzitic-schists, and quartzite, contains large granite and penatite, 


intrusive'maseea, and swarms of pegmatite dikes at several localities. 


The Blue Ox property is in the Keystone district, the easternmost area 


of flumerous pegmatite dikeB. 


Pegmatite dikes In the Keystone district are of several types with 


regards to predominant mineralogy or economic commodity. Some of these

The Blue Ox property, at the eastern edge of the Keystone district, 


is 'underlain by Precambrian mica schist and interbedded conglomerate 
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and quartzite of the Cambrian Deadwood formation (fig. 2). The mica 


'schist in the area is strongly foliated. The foliation trends about 


N 700 W and dips about 700 northward. The relatively flat-lying 


Deadwood formation unconformably overlies the schist on the crest of 


ridges in the form of outliers separated by erosion from the extensive 


main outcrop farther east (fig. 2). 


Several pe'atite dikes and bodies are exposed on the Blue Ox 


property. All trend about N 700 w, parallel to the foliation in the 


mica schist. Two dikes have been exposed by cuts on the Blue Ox claim, 


and three dikes are conspicuous in natural outcrop on the Bernard 


Original claim; of these last three dikes only two are noteworthy. No 


dikes were found on the Blue Ox No. 1 claim.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECONMENDATIONS
