The geology on the distriet is oomparatively simple. Bear Butte
and Sprimg Run oreeks hage ocut through the overlying sedimentary formg-
tions into the underlying sehists, Of the sediments, the Deadwood
formation of Cambrizn age is of eoonomie importante., In the Desdwond
fromation there are three ore horiszons of commersial importande, the
lower horizon lying about 30 feet above the schist, the imtermecdiate
horinon lying about 100 feet above the sehist and the upper horigon
lying about 300 feet above the sehist. These ore horizons are of
dolomitic quartzite overlain by shale and the ore is a replacement)
of thw dolomite directly under the shale roof. The herizons are found
at the contact of dolomitic quartzite and shale, rarely porphyry, ani
are known locally as "eontaets"™,

The eharacter of the ore varies on the different contacts, The lower
sentact ore is a soft yellow "earbonate" filling peckets in the quertzite.
In reality it is a sulphate, prodably a plumbo jarosite, snd is the exida-
tion produet of the original ore, a mixture of pyrite and galena vith
seme silver sulphide. Im the back of the mines where the ore i- below
the ground water level, the ore is still the unoxidised form of pyrite
and galena.

The upper eontast ore are solooious, a reddish browa in color and
are exposed on the Now Year Claim. In appearance the oxidized ore of
the upper eentact is very similar to the oxidized ore of the Bald Meoun-
tain area.

The property was once part of the extensive hold-
ings of the Branch Mint Mining & Milling Co.

Crow 1867 from No. 9 post fo No. 2 post and Wanda Lode 492, There are
no liens or mortgages on the property.

The apélicant proposed to explore for silver in the lower contact
of the Upper Cambrian Deadwood formation. Ore occurs as replacement
deposits along a series of essentially vertical joints that strike
~ generally N. 506 E. The applicant's proposed program consists

of crosscutting from the Silver Queen Mine to the Hayes Group of

' Claims, which would be largely in the underlying precambrian rocks, then

raising to the air shaft in the Hayes workings and to complete some
2,000 feet of diamond d?illing to test for a serieé of "verticals".
It is the opinion of the examining geologist that the work
as proposed is based on an inadequate amount of geologic data and
that the exploration as proposed is not warranted at this time, and it
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is recommended that the application be denied without preju&ice.
The applicant may submit additional geologic data at a later date,
and an amended application can be considered at that time.
Geologic and Ore Deposits

The oldest rocks exposed near the property in Bear Butte
Creek are Precambrian schists, slates and quartzites. The upper
Cambrian Deadwood formation unconformably overlies the Precambrian,
and the Cambrian roéks cover most of the property. Total thickness
of the Deadwood formation is about 500 feet. A basal quartzite is
present at the base, in some places with a few feet of quartz
pebble conglomerate. The basal quartzite ranges from 20 to 85 feet
in thickness. Above the quartzite is a 10 to 30 foot sectioﬁ of
thin, bedded, sandy dolomite. Above this are shales, limestone
conglomerates, and more dolomitic beds. About 380 feet above the base
is a massive quartzite 25. to 40 feet thick. Above this quartzite
is a sandy to quartzitic dolomite probably 30 or more feet in
thickness. The upper part of the fOrmation coﬁsists of shales and
limestone conglomerates with a 9 foot cap of massive quartzite.atAfhe
top of the formation. The Whitewood limestone of Ordovician age
overlies the Deadwood and is .62 feet thick. Next in sequence is the
Englewood limestone of Mississipian.age, 34 feet thick. Forming
the top of Custer Hill is a eover of Pahasapa limestone also of
Mississippian age.

The stratigraphic section is thickened greatly by the intrusion
of porphyry sills of general monzonitic to quartz monzonitic

composition. These range from a few feet to 100 feet in thickness.
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The regional strike of the Deadwood is north-south and the dip
is to the east. Dips are variable. On the outcrops the dips are
from 16° to 20° to the east. In the ore zone dips are from 5° to
as much as 300,

The rocks of the Deadwood formation, where seen in underground
workings on the two main ore horizons are broken by numerous:vertical
fractures, called "verticals'. An individual vertical may not
extend more than a few tens of feet along its strike, but parallel to
it and overlapping may be one or two others. Such a group of verticals
may be confined to a total width of a foot, but the en echelon
system may extend for several hundred feet. Some of the verticals are
small faults with seldqm more than a few inches displacement. On
all three contacts the ore lies in troughs or pbckets in the quartzite,
directly under a sha};f The verticals tﬁat carry the ore are a series
of overlapping, discontinuous, mineralized fractures varying in trend
from East and West to North and South. Most of them trendfigp N. 50° E.
The same vertical may have a variation of 20° in its bearing.

Ore deposits. The ore occurs as replacements chiefly at two

horizons in the Deadwood formation where the verticals intersect the
favorable beds. These two favorable horizons are designated the 'upper
contact" and the "lower contact". Ores of the lower contact are in

the base of a sandy dolomite section which lies above the basal
quartzite. Mineralization is in somé places disseminated in the top
few feet of quartzite. Ores of the upper contact replaée dolomitic
quaftzite and sandy dolomite just above a massive quartzite whid

is about 100 feet below the top of the formation. Vertical separation
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of the top two contacts is about -370 feet.

Mineralized material consists of fine pyrite, a little sphalerite,
and perhaps a little galena, disseminated in the quartzite or dolomitic
quartzite,

The primary ore minerals are, in order of abundance, pyrite,

. galena and sphalerite. The pyrite is usually fine grained, the galena

somewhat coarser. Sphalerite is not abundant. Other primary minerals
that have been reported have been found in small amounts with a
microscope are arsenopyrite, lollingite, chalcopyrite and tetrahedrite.
There is much quartz in the orelas a dense fine-grained replacement

of the dolomite.

Secondary ore minerals include limonite, hematite, pyrolusite,
psilomelaﬁe, cerrusite, anglésite, and smithsonite. Small amounts of
covellite and native silver have been reported.’ The pxodozed pre os
brown to yellow and the higher values seem to be associated with the
yellow material. There is also much dark color due to the manganese
minerals. The medium grade, silver values appear to be associated with
the manganese.

Production

WOrkings are extensive under an area about 450 feet east-west

and 360 feet north-south. Although the adits are all on the Hayes

claim, the drifts extend eastward and underlie the Crow claim (M.S. 1867).

In spite of some caving at the portals, all workings were accessible

in October 1949.





Exploration targets

An examination of the Silver Queen mine was made on May 24, 1967
and from all indications the ore has been mined from the "Basal Contact"
in the Deadwood formation immediately (20') above the Precambrian
rocks. The mine workings were filled with water within 100 feet of the
portals, however a "vertical" along which some mining had been done
was observed to strike N. 50° E. and dipped'87o to vertical. Yellowish
brown sulphate ore has been mined along the verticals as well as along
bedding and in pockets in the quartzite or silicified Deadwood.

The Hayes Group of mines, located on the Rutherford B. Hayes
claim, were examined on May 27, 1967, and the Upper Hayes workings
were found to be quite extensive. The lower Hayes tunnel is caved at
the portal and is reported to be some 470 feet long. This tunnel is =
proposed for rehabilitation and the applicant is not certain how -extensive
the rehabilitation may be. If the workings are compleﬁely caved, costs
may be greéter than $40.00 per foot. The applicant proposed»470'
of rehabilitation at an estimated cost of $18,800 and 1,000 feet
of drifting and for cross-cutting, however his exhibit "A" shows
oﬁly 600 feet of new cross cutting on a bearing of S. 70° E. with
diamond drill holes designed to test for 'verticals" on 100 foot
intervals on the north side of the proposed X-cut, each at a depth
of 200 feet, and 4 holes at intervak of about 150 feet. The northern
sequence of holes bear N. 28° E., and the southern drill holes bear
s. 20° E. The applicant feels the drilling will intersect

N-S or E-W systems of verticals, or N. 50° E. verticals.
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The workings in the upper Hayes mine follow the Basal Deadwood
that range in dip from 8° - 15° near the portél and dip as much as
30° in the deepest workings, considerably lower than the portal.

The upper Hayes workings lie some 20' above the Precambrian and the
ore is probably in the basal contact according to the applicant.

The ore is largely oxidized but contains considerable sulfide, galena
and pyrite, resembles "Lower Contact" material at Merritt. The
applicant would still like to complete 1,000 feet of X-cutting

from the lower Hayes Tuﬂnel, however a 1,000 foot X-cut on: a bearing
of S. 70° E. would cross into the New Year claims, which are not
owned by the applicant (Coppo is owner). An east trend would cross
into the Tin Cup 1867 patented claim, not owned by the applicant. An
X-cut S. 40° E. would cross into the Alice 1748 patented claim,

which was recently traded to the American Mining and Smelting Co.,
Inc. for the North 1/2 of the Crow 1867 patented claim. The X-cut
from the lower Hayes tunnel would be mostly in the Precambrian and |
not in the Deadwood, according to Dr. Tullis (oral communication).

No mapswas available showing the extensive workings, or geology
of the Upper Hayes. The applicant was advised to submit an areal map
of the mine workings with accompanying geology, and a revised exploration
program, bééed on more complete geology done by a competent mining
engineer or consulting geologist. A request for assays from the
mine was also made. ’

The Air Raise (shaft) 150' was proposed for ventilation as well
as an ore pass from the upper workings to the Lower Hayes X-cut

Dr. Edward Tullis, South Dakota School of Mines and Technology does not
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think the Lower Hayes tunnel is 470 feet long.???

The applicant proposes therefore to clean out and rehabilitate
470 feet of drift, drift for 1,000 feet; core drill 2,000 feet,
complete 2 air shafts as well as 2 drill .stations, at a totél estimated
cost of $86,000.00. The program as planned would be largely in the
underlying Precambrian rocks and not in the Deadwood formation.
The program was based upon inédequate geologic information and not
warranted at this time, and it is recommended that the épplicatioﬁ
be depied without prejudice, even though targets within the lower
Deadwood formation may be warrantec. The appliéaﬂt'ma;lsubmit
additionailgédlogic &ata and an amended ;pplication at a later date .
whiéh may then bé considered provided adequate geologic dafa accompanies

the amended application.
