properties were reopened and prospected at that time. , On the basis of this Tz, wwi
information the geologic prospects for additional discoveries appear too poor
to warrant the proposed exploration. The following is a draft of a letter to
the applicants indicating this fact:

Your application for assistance in exploring the Adams, Blanchard,
Wood and Waddell properties in Cocke County, Tennessee has been reviewed by
the DMA. The records of production from these properties and the description
given in Tennessee Bull., 50 does not indicate that the geologic conditions are
favorable for the discovery of sufficient ore to warrant even the small amount
of exploration proposed. The Waddell mine was reopened in 1918 but only 10 tons
of manganese ore was fourd. Under these circumstances I regret that it is not
possible to approve your reocuest for assistance, *
