required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive , Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator'8 Unit Co8t an1 Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tioz and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
ahould be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.	 - 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item '(1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract' 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item '(3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to th Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Ap!icable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well'overstate. the cost for any one 
month or pthiod short. of the entire contract period.

A spaèe for remarks has been provided for 
the use ofthe Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and. Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the , various types of operation; 
and	 - 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made,, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and' Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in. 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and tecjrnical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do , not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 	 - 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging 'to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) 'comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical - 
services, materials, etcl, which are used in the initial rehabili-


* tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not bereported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract- Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unlesr such documentfition has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for .a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of t.hree items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve- - 
ments, etc.' S-The reason for not distributing these items on a thOnthly basis is doubtles 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution mightwel1 overstaTe the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period.

Actually holes 13W 31 
and 33W 3, which are almost 500 feet apart, probably do not require 
special approml, as they couLd be (and may turn out to be) initial 
holes on two dip fences 500 feet apart, but 33W 35 is less than 500 
feet from 13W 314. 


We are in agreement with the geologic reasoning advanced 
by both r. Wedow and Mr. Crawford in support of this modification 
of the original dip-fcnce plan. As we interpret tbe third, fourth 
and eighth paragraphs of Exhibit '!A' to the contract, this slight 


modification of the plan does not require an amendment. If this is 
wrong, please advise us so that we may prepare recommendations for 
an amendment.

Recent auger drilling has ahobtn strong aub 
surface zinc mineralization in the soils on the Seals 
property (see map AX-TENNlOO attached hereto). By 
ana1oy with the indicated trend of the Big War orebody 
as drilled out, a strong dip component might be expected 
with the ore related to the soil zinc on the Seals 
property.

Subcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tion (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a' maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6)—NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (ExcLusIvE OF MINE WORKINGS).—
Estimates under this category include all requirements and Telated costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MIsCELLANEOUs.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments —Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more 'than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) ReductiOn.s in. costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in .costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 9. 


See ArtIcle 13. 
ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-


able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern -
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connectiOn with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in , three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reportiiig under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of 'a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of thework performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs i'ncurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremertts.—If in the opinion 'of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure 'the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at' any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of t9ears from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. See Article 13. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the , point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight'paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it. is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. See Article 13. 


(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 	 ' 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows': 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00), per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half ( 1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 . 50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5). percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to prodüce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this. 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions ? although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 	 .	 - 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of p'roperty.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property iii which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at. a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any, price any item of property 
the cost of which. was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to' the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination o . the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the OperatOr'shall be freeof all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 	 --


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five . days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Description of the Work 


-The purpose of the project is to explore for ores of zinc by 
diamond. drilling (and such churn drilling of overburden as may be 
required).


Zinc ores In the Copper Ridge Belt occur in the Mascot and. 
Kingsport limestones and dolomites of the Knox formation. In the area in 
which the project work is to be performed dips are southeasterly at an 
angle of approximately 11.0 degrees and it is believed that ores may exist 
in elongated forms roughly parallel to the strike of the beds. 


A series of widely spaced dip fences shall be drilled, with 
holes spaced at between 200- and 300-foot Intervals on the fences, unless 
in the opinion of the Government spacing as close as lOQ , feet is a neces - 


sity.


The space intervals between the. various fences shall not be 
less than 500 feet, except upon written approval in advance by the 
Government. 


It Is estimated that the average depth of the drill holes will 
be approximately 800 feet and that the maximum depth of any hole will be 
approximately 13 00 feet. It is believed-that a	 çim lLI4-1Llloles will 
be required. Not more than 35, 000 feet of drIllIng shall be performed: 
Provided, however, That the Operator may, upon the written approval of 
the Government, perform more than 35,000 feet of drilling so long as the 
total cost of all drilling work allowable under the contract is not 
exceeded.


All diamond drilling shall be done with AX size, or larger, 
core recovering drills and coring bits. - 


The Initial holes to be drilled under the contract are roughly 
indicated on the attached map. 


All diamond drilling, including the locations and depths of 
holes are subject to prior Government approval. 


All drill holes shall be logged geologically and. all drill 
core shall be 'made available to the Government for examination. All 
significantly mineralized core shall be properly sampled and the samples 
assayed for zinc.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Vouçher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tiol? and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 	 * 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item' (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).	 .	 - 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the - employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other s%ven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regiona 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determinethe progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment PurcMsed", "Initial Rehahililation and Repairs", and "Ne'w Buildigs, Improve-
mènts, etc."' The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might '*ell overstate the cost for any one 
month or pe;iod short. of the entire contract period'. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form IVIF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a pumber of items: FO1 ,instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting; crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various hases, on man days 'of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks ias been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstánôes causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A).

Preparation of Form MP-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Qperating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "Nesi Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.".

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days bf labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion' and 'Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at th close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled, in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed sand paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in. this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to procluce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing, waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any .price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and. shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able' to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category i less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary .to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which , the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
i- jts opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


• ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to beivefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but, this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Physical Description 


(a) To our knowledge, there had been no exploration f or 
or mining of zinc ore in the project area prior to l92. 
From l92 to April, 19S6, 3 diamond drill holes, 
totalling i8,S0 feet, were drilled by The New Jersey 
Zinc Company. 


(b) There has been no production of zinc .or related ores 
from the project area. Diamond drilling by The New 
Jersey Zinc Company has indicated approximately 
2S0,000 tons of ore containing % zinc. 


(c) The project area, known generally as the Big War Creek 
area, lies in the northeastern part of the Copper 
Ridge Belt in Hawkins and Hancock, Counties, Tennessee, 
(see index map, Figure 1).

(b) Diamond drilling is proposed to explore the project 
area. A series of widely-spaced dip fences are 
planned with holes spaced at 200 and 300 foot inter-
vals on the fences (see proposed holes, Figure 2). 
The fences are located, whrever practical, to take 
advantage of holes drilled previously. Spacing as 
close as 100 feet may be used in the most favorable 
locations as indicated by the results of the initial 
widely spaced holes. The program will require a 
total of approximately 35,000 feet of diamond 
drilling, of which 20,000 feet will be drilled on 
the widely spaced dip fences.

This memorandum is submitted in lieu of the Geology and Ore Reserves 


Section of the Formal Field Team Final Report on the subject project 


in response to the memorandum of L. G. Houk of Nay 19, 1960. 


The Big War Creek DNEA project area is in the well known but newly 


developed Copper Ridge zinc district of East Tennessee • It lies
V 


about three miles northeast of the New Jersey Zinc Company's Flat 


Gap mine at Treadway. The exploration targets, as elsewhere in the 


district, are within the uppermost 1,000 feet of the Knox dolomite 


group (Longview, Kingsport, and Mascot formations) of Early 


Ordovician age which is overlain by basal beds of the Middle 


Ordovician Chickamauga limestone group. The two groups are separated 


by one of the most significant unconforxnities in the Paleozoic

systems of the southern Appalachian region. The Copper Ridge zinc 


district has a structural setting that is essentially homoclinal, 


striking northeast and dipping southeast, in the Copper Creek thrust 


shingle. Locally the strike and dip of the bedrock formations 


averages about N. 60 0 E., 1450 SE. Relatively young, steeply dipping 


shear zones and tear faults with little stratigraphic displacement 


cut the beds at angles nearly normal to the strike. Local small warps, 


usually greatly obscured by the pronounced regional dip, also occur 


and have axial trends of various angles to the regional strike. Some 


minor faulting, other than the tear faults mentioned above, appear 


to be associated with the warping. Other, more detailed, aspects of 


the geologic setting are well summarized in the Operator's Final 


Report (Hoagland, 1959). 


Prior to the DNEA. project the Operator had drilled 38 holes in the 


project area; 19 of these were in or near the excluded area and 


discovered the Drinnon ore-body (fig. 1). The remaining 19 holes were 


in the southwestern part of the project area and were unsuccessful. 


The Drinnon ore-body showed a reserve of 250,000 tons with an 


average grade of about 5 percent zinc. 


The D?1EL project in the Big War Creek area consisted of 29,951 feet 


of diamond drilling in 314 holes. The locations of 29 of the holes 


are shown in figure 1; the remaining 5 holes are on 200-foot 


centers in a dip fence about 300 feet southwest of the area excluded 


for the DMEA. contract. Hole depths ranged from 335 to 1,580 feet, 


averaging 881 feet. If the Operator's cut-off of 50 feet-percent

units (17 feet averaging 3 percent zinc) is used to classify ore 


holes, then the group of 31j. holes consists of 3 showing ore, 12 in 


"shine ground", 8 with traces of sphalerite and U in barren rock. 


On the other hand, if 25 feet-percent units (10 feet with 2 percent 


zinc) is used to designate ore-grade mineralization, as in other 


areas of East Tennessee, then 3 "shine" holes can be up-graded to 


ore classification for a total. of 6ore holes. Of the three ore 


bodies discovered by pre-BIYIEA and DNEA drilling in the Big War Creek 


area, two are entirely in the Kingsport formation; the third is 


chiefly in the lower part of the IYIascot dolomite but extends down-


ward into the upper or dolomitic member of the Kingaport. As in 


other mineralized sectors of the Copper Ridge district the ore bodies 


appear to be closely related to areas where solution-collapse 


phenomena developed sufficient fracture porosity for the entry of 


zinc-bearing solutions. Again, as in the other sectors of the 


district, the solution-collapse phenomena can be studied statistically 


through the analysis of the drill-hole penetration thicknesses 0± 


the upper and lower members of the Kingsport formation. The strongly 


mineralized holes in the Big War Creek area (table 1) seem to favor 


areas where the upper member of the Kinsport has thickened at the 


(see isochores of upper Kingsport, fig. 1) expense of the lower 


member. when the essentially barren boles in the fence southwest 


of the excluded area are eliminated from the computations (table 1) 


thickness relations of the upper and lower members to strong zinc 


intensity are even more striking. The cause of the anomalous 


thicknesses in the five southwestern holes is not yet known but may

be due to initial (pre-coflapse) stratigraphic variations or even 


to misidentification of the controlling marker beds in the core. 


Ore reserves of the Big War Creek area, calculated by the writer, 


agree in order of magnitude with those of the Operator (table 2), 


although the calculations were based on a somewhat different approach 


to the problem. The writer's estimates are based chiefly on the 


distribution of zinc intensity (fig. 1). Areas within the 50-unit 


contours were planimetered to determine areas underlain by "ore". 


Averages for each ore body were then made by weighting the main 


mineralized runs in each hole only by the thickness that would be 


included in the body to be mined. 


The chief difference between the two estimates is in the Helton ore 


body where the writer has expanded the body to include the extremely 


strong "shine" found in HOlBW-'149. This expansion is mainly 


because of the potential suggested by the favorable structural 


conditions encountered in this hole • The only other significant 


variation from the Operator' a estimate is in the Seals orebody 


where the writer has made a different interpretation of the trend of 


the ore shown by Holes B s1. 37 and -1O. At any rate, the total reserve 


of the area is probably in the range of 3/14 to 1 million tone of ore 


with a grade of about 1 percent zinc. 


In spite of the Operator's rather pessimistic opinion (Hoagland, 1959, 


p. 13) the Big War area still has a fair potential for a large 


tonnage ore body. If the hypothecated arcuate structural trend

indicated by upper Kingsport isochores (fig. 1) and by similar 


studies of the lower King.sport and the ratio relations of the two 


members, it would seem that a sizeable ore body may be in the 


ground between Hole BW-i7 and -57 on the north, and -b6 and -53 on 


the south. The depths at which this body would lie, if. situated 


as anticipated, would be roughly between 500 and 1,000 feet. 


Although the contract lacked in excess of 5,000 feet of completion, 


the project was terminated at the Operator's request; sufficient 


ore had been discovered to warrant certification of the project.

Review of the log of hole BT55 indicates that the "TR" 
zone was cut at l0 feet depth; therefore it was necessary to 
exceed 1500 feet in order to assure ftll penetration of the ore 
zone.

The stratigraphic interval between "TR" (top of "R" bed) 
and footwall is about 120 feet; where vertical, holes penetrate 
steeply dipping beds, the drilL-hole distance nay exceed iSO feet. 


Therefore, we recommend an amendment authorizing drilling 
beyond 1500 feet, as suggested by Mr. Talbert.

Recently the New Jersey Zinc Conpany discovered near-ore 
grade secondarvinc mineralization at depth in overburden in the 
Big War Creek area of the Copper Ridge district. This discovery 
resulted from experimental work on the persistence of surface geo-
chemical soil anomalies with depth (j3-D geochemistry). The main 
objective of this work by the Operator in the Copper Ridge district 
is chiefly to determine whether any trends of the anomalies can be 
ascertained and applied as guides to diamond drilling in the search 
for the possible bedrock mineral occurrences related to the surface 
anomalies. 


Numerous auger holes were drilled by the Operator with 
jeep-mounted equipment during the past summer on the Guy Seals and 
adjacent Eugene Clonce tracts at the northeastern end of the 
Big War Creek DTA area. (See Operator's map accorrpanjing letter 
of September 3, 1957; transmitted to Operating Committee by Field 
Team with memorandum of September Ii., 1957.) These auger holes 
penetrated to refusal depth, in some cases as much as 35 .440 feet. 
The study target was the large low-grade anomaly straddling the 
trace of "TR" (top of R-bed, Kingsport formation) and the boundary 
of the two properties mentioned above. Many of the sanples from 
the auger holes showed a general increase in zinc content with 
depth. In most cases the increase was from several ppm Zn in the 
near surface sairples to asmuch as several thousand ppm Zn in the 
bottom sarrples. However, in three aiiger holes the amounts increased 
to several prcent Zn and in one of the holes showed about 2-3 
percent Zn over a thickness of about 20 feet in the bottom of the 
hole. The maximum value obtained in any single auger-hole saiple 
was more than 7 percent Zn.

The three holes showing strong secondary zinc miner-
alization appear to fall in a line with an easter1yrend. These 
data suggest the possibility that a sulfide-ore body with a similar 
trend and representing th down-dip extension of the secondary ore 
may be found in the underlying bedrock. However, as the data from 
the auger holes are only to the point of reftthal of the drifl and 
not to bedrock they are inconplete, and the easterly trend should be 
considered as only one of at least several possibilities. 


To explore properly in the Copper Ridge district for ore 
bodies with possible high-dip coiiponents in their trends, it is 
necessary to drill essentially parallel to the strike, rather than 
parallel to the dip as specified in the contract. The first three holes 
(BW-3l, -31j., and -35) drilled to explore for the rake direction of 
possible mineralization related to the Seals anomaly at Big War Creek 
can be considered as part of a shallow strike fence. With the 
exception of Hole BW-35, as indicated in the Field Team' s memorandum 
of September )4 1957, these holes conform to the initial drilling 
pattern established for the contract area. None of the three holes, 
however, have intersected ore, and closer spacing of holes in the 
strike fence is necessary. If significant mineralization is dis-
covered in further drilling on the strike line of Holes BW-3l to 
BW-35 and the trend is shown to have a high-dip cononent, then the 
best further exploration should consist of additional strike fences 
further down dip. The spacing of these additional strike fences 
and of the holes within each fence would, of course, depend upon the 
results of previous drilling. 


In conclusion, it is strongly recommended that permission 
be granted the Operator to drill strike fences to explore for steeply 
dipping ore bodies in the Big War Creek area. To acconplish this 
permission it is further recommended that Paragraphs 2 and 3 of 
Exhibit A of the contract be amended to read as follows:

Mr. Laurence telephoned on Friday, September 20, 1957, to 
discuss proposed Amendment No, 3 which was transmitted by the Operating 
Comirittee on September 18, 1957. He stated that the amendment carried 
a stipulation that no core samples should exceed five feet in length. 
He further mentioned that it was not company practice to lindt core 
samples to five feet and that the original contract did not carry such 
a stipulation, 


The writer explained to Mr. Laurence that Mr. Griswold was not 
here and that the writer had no recollection that the length of samples 
had ever been an issue with the New Jersey Zinc Company, but did recollect 
that other contracts or amendments had been changed with relation to 
sludge samples, The subject contract, which is dated July 30, 1956, was 
being amended at the same time as two other Base Metals' contracts in the 
Division were being amended, A standard paragraph covering the drill 
holes and cores was worked up and substituted in all three contracts.

This memorandum is submitted in lieu of t he usual field 
examination report. A detailed field examination seems unnecessary 
in this case, as we are already familiar with the geologic con-
ditions at the site. We visited the project area briefly, with 
Mr. Griswold on Nay 9, 1956. The area has been mapped by the 
Geological. Survey, and the applicants gédlogical maps are con-
sistent with the Survey ! s interpretation of the geology. 


We recommend approval of a contract which could be 
essentially the sane as those for DNEA-L1153, Idm-E950 and 
DMEA-!l77, which are in the sane area and have very similar geologic 
conditiöis. Geologic probabiitjof a significant discovery, as 
shown by geochemical prospecting and preliminary drilling, certainly 
is strong enough to warrant further drilling. The Copper Ridge 
district is the site of at least three zinc ore bodies discovered 
since I9Li.Oby U. S. Steel Corp. and New Jersey Zinc Company. 


We suggest the sane type of modified 1ong-form contract 
as used on Idm-E950, with the same estimated costs for drilling 
(since the drilling will be done by the same contractor at the 
same cost) and for other items.
