Introduction, summary, and cmclusibns:

The Neyland manganese property includes a lease on section
47 and State Mineral Awards on 28 claims in sections 38 and 48, all
located- in Township 9, Block 59, 7. & P. Railroad Co., Survey, along
the east side of State Highway 118, approximately 12 miles south of
Kent, Texas. Accompanied by the Applicant, the Field Team's examina-

The application states that this is a new mine with no past
production. Applicant has driven two tunnels about 600 feet apart,
totalllng approximately 40O feet in length, and made two shallow cuts
in the hillside. Bureau of Mines statistics show that in late 1954
and early 1955 O. L. Neyland shipped 39 tons to the GSA depot at
Deming. The #h¥me shipments contained from 30 to 35 percent manganese.
Applicant. states that they were "lump ore that has been picked up'.

He proposed exploration "to drive further into the mountain® and "to
do core drilling to confern (sic) the places for the tunnels®.

At the time of the field examination a more specific project
was suggested by the examiner to which applicant finally agreed.
However, he has not supplied an acceptable map, copies of settlement
sheets, details as to the new project proposal and revised realistic
cost estimates, all of which have been requested of him.

In view of the time which has elapsed since these requests
were made, the high silica content of samples taken in and about the
workings, and the believed poor chances for finding a significant
deposit of manganese, the Field Team has recommended denial of the
application.

Introduction, summary, and conclusions:

The Neyland manganese property includes a lease on section
47 and State Mineral Awards on 28 claims in sections 38 and 48, all
located in Township 9, Block 59, T. & P, Railroad Co., Survey, along
the east side of State Highway 118, approximately 12 miles south of
Kent, Texas. Accompanied by the Applicant, the Field Team's examina-
tion of his property and mine workings was made in June, 1955, by
Donald MacLaren, Geologist, U.S.G.S., Denver, whose report is append-
ed hereto.

In his July 12 letter transmitting the report to me, he
indicated some doubt that a significant manganese ore deposit could
be found on the Applicant's property, but felt that the making of
firm conclusions or recommendations should await receipt of:

(1) analyses by the Bureau of Mines, Rolla, Missouri, of the sample
he selected of the best-appearing manganese bearing material;

(2) copies of settlement sheets requested from the Applicant for
some 59 tons of ore reportedly shipped to Deming; (3) the practical
project proposal and realistic cost estimate in detail requested
from the Applicant; and (4) an acceptable map from the Applicant
showing the data required for a proper appraisal of the application
and formulation of project plans,

The Bureau of Mines reported that MacLaren's selected
sample contained about 36 6 percent silica but only 25 .percent
manganese. None of the essential data requested from the Applicant
in my April 27 letter, in MacLaren's personal interview at the
property, and in his June 16 letter, have been received.

I concur with MacLarenis findings on this field examina-
tion.

Recommendations:

The faint possibility exists that a manganese bearing
deposit might be found on the subject property that eventually
may prove amenable to one of the manganese extraction processes
on which research now is underway. I recommend that the application
in its present form be denied, however, in view of the considerable
time which has elapsed w1thout any response from the Applicant to
the requests for essential data, and on the. grounds that a realistic
project proposal has not been presented, nor has the Applicant
displayed engineering and geologic competency to formulate or
conduct such an exploration project. Also, the Applicant has not
indicated whether Ownerst! Consent to Lien and[or other suitable
guaranties could be furnished the Government in the event that an
exploration project contract is offered.

Suggested alternative or preferred exploration method:

In MacLaren's July 12 letter transmitting his geologic
report to me, he also made reference to the Applicant's project
proposal and his suggested alternative which appeared practical and
reasonable to me, quoted as follows:

WAs for his program, he didn't seem to have much idea about
what he wanted to do, but rather expected me to tell him
how to find ta large ore body in the core of the hillt!. He
finally decided to accept the suggestion that he start a
new tunnel on the lower road (dashed on my sketch) in, or
along, the edge of a wesicular zone that appears to be
between a dike and the intruded ash beds; to continue the
road to cut No. 2 and start a tunnel there. The tunnels
are to go 200 feet and allowance is to be made for a maxi-
‘mun of 100 feet of crosscutting and/or raising at locations
to be determined later. This depends, of course, on the
acceptability of his ore, silica-wise. He has had a survey
made "~ and was to have a map made up and forward it, but
that too has not come in',





Evidently the Applicant?s mind changed because he has
never furnished the map, his detailed plans for this practical
appearing suggested altermative project proposal, nor any realistic
cost estimates, so I consider that a notice of denlal should be
issued now.
