and further exploratory work is not warranted. They recommend that

the application be dfgied.

I concur with the recommendation.

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INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

Mr. William W. Spacek, 339 West Building, Houston, Texas,
applied on June 16, 1958 for Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
assistance in the amount of $38,596.00 to explore for manganese on the
Blackbird claims, Brewster County, Texas. The applicant proposed to
explore the manganese deposits by 4,000 feet of churn drilling in L6
holes, trenching, and access road preparation.

The property was examined on June gg, 1958‘in conjunction
with the examination of the Doris Rosary Mine (DMEA-5022) githough
the application had not at that date been referred to the'Field for
on site examination. The examiners were accompan;ed by Mf. We We Spacek,
partnere.

Manganese-bearing rocks crop out and are exposed in shallow
workings on the Blackbird Nos. 1 and 2 claims. The manganiferous
material probably represenﬁ%&eddéd replacemen@ggodies in folded
Paleozoicdaedimentary rockse It is estimated that there is from
5,000 to 10,000 tons of marginal gradgﬁmanganese ore on the property.

It is concluded that most of the significant deposits of
manganese are alreadx;gxposed and that nquuitable target for explo-
ration exists on this property. It is therefore recommended that

the application be denied.

L1OCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES
The Blackbird claims are in the E3, section 32, Block G-5,

Brewster County, Texas. The property is 73 miles by road south of





Marfa, Texas, the nearest town; the road is paved as far as Plata -

a station on the Marfa-Chihuahua City, Mexico railroad. The property
is reachedvfrom Plata by taking the Marfa-Lajitas road for about

35 miles, then turning east along an unimproved road for about 7 miles
to the claims. Access to the claims is tenuous depending on the
frequency of the occurrence of flash floods and washouts.

The climate is semi-arid, and surface water is virtually
non-existent. The only water supply in the vicinity is from wells
at Tres Papalotes, a mile north of the property(see attached map) .
Relief is moderate with altitudes ranging from 4,000 toA5,OOO feet
above sea level. An REA power line extends to within about 2 miles

of the property. No timber exists in the area.

PROPERTY RIGHTS

The applicant partnership, made up of Messrs. W. W. Spacek,
George W. Achterberg, and John E. Oates, hold four contiguous un-
patented claims, the Blackbird Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4e Two of the claims
the Blackbird Nos. 1 and 2, are held by award numbers M-43146 and

M-48141. The Blackbird Nos. 3 and 4 are in process of being awarded.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY

Development of the property consists of about 1 mile of

access roads that lead: from the valley floor to the prospect pits
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on the southwest slope of Lion Mountain(see attached map), a 6 by 10
foot pit at about the middle of the Blackbird No. 2 claim, and a
shallow open cut and trench in the north-central part of the Blackbird
No. 1 claim. Three or four churn drill holes of unknown depth, and
for which no records exist, have been put down 25 feet east of the pit
on the Blackbird No. 1 claim.

There are no surface facilities on the property.

GEOLOGY

The Blackbird claims are situated in the southeastern
part of the eroded domal uplift known as the Solitario. Sedimentary
rocks ranging from Paleozoic to Cretaceous in age are folded and
faulted within a circular area about 6 miles in diameter. Upturned
Cretaceous rocks fringe the Solitario dipping outward from the central
area. The Palgozoic rocks are chiefly within the central part and
are more highly folded and faulted than any of the younger rocks.

In the vicinity of the property the Paleozoic sedimentary
rocks strike from northwest to north and dip from 20°W to vertical.
At the pit on Blackbird No. 2, the strike is northwest and the beds
dip 20°SW, but within a distance of 200 feet to the east the dip has

- steepenad to vertical.

At the lower workings a massive block of banded vuggy

manganese bearing rock covering an area of about 10 by 100 feet is

exposed in outcrop and in the cut. About 300 feet east of the
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exposure a manganiferous bed 8" thick has been uncovered in the
access road. The manganese-bearing bed is apparently conformable
with thé Beddihg of the enclosing sedimentary rockse

About 500 feet up the slope from the lower pit, manganese-
bearing rocks crogrout over an area 250 by 200 feet. The manganiferous
outcrop strikes northwest and dips gently southwest parallel with the
underlying bedded rocks. The manganiferous bed has a maximum thickness
of about 10 feet, and appears to vary in thickness in direct relation-
ship to the minor folding in the underlying rocks. Less than 50 feet
east of the outcrop a one foot thick manganiferous bed has been exposed
by bulldozer scrapinge The bed strikes northward and dips steeply
easte It is believed that the three manganese occurrences described
appear to be rggpants of the same bed and that the significant deposits

of manganese are exposed at the surface.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSV

The manganese occurrences of the Blackbird claims appear
to be remnants of'the thickesggparts of a partially;groded bed,
which in this locality lies approximately parallel to the dip%slope.
No evidence was presented to indicate the possible occurrence of
massive manganese deposit at depth nor of steeply dipping vein type

deposits.





Since no suitable exploration target could be indicated

it is recommended that the application be denied.
