The report contains sections
on geology, ore deposits, ore reserves and conclusions and recommendations.

' . Mre Thurber of the U. S. Bureau of Mines also examined the pro-
perty, though not in conjunction with the examination by the Geological
Survey. He is in general agreement with Mr. Arnold's conclusions and
recommendations, .

The mine workings are inaccessiblea The data included in the
report are based on an examination of the geology at the surface and a
study of maps in the files of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation at
Salt Lake City. '

' I concur in the conclusions and recommendations of Mre Arnold.
From the nature of the shoots previously mined, probably only a small ton=-
nage could be expected if additional deposits were discovered. Past pro=
duction from ore deposits in igneous rocks in the Tintic District has been
insignificant as compared to the deposits in sedimentary rocks. It is
not to be expected that this deposit would materially add to Utah zinc pro-
duction. I also concur with the conclusion reached in the Summary, Con-
clusions and Recommendations that the applicant's proposal is not feasible
under the present DMA exploration program, and that the request for a loan

therefore be denied.
