On March 22, 23 and 24, 1955 a žinal audit (covering operations for
the period June 1, 1951 to January 31, 1954) was made of the records and ao-
counts of operations .pertaining to Contract Îdm-85, Dooket No. WA 107, dated
May 31, 1951, including Amendments Nos. 1 to 18, with the

covering a project of exploration for Zine, Lead, Gold, Silver and Copper, lo-
cated in Wasatch County, Utah, comonly known as Projects Nos. 1 and 2, May-
flower Tunnel; and Project No. 3, as Star Tunnel.

The source documents covering the costs of each project are


accumulated on monthly cost cards, which form the basis of the monthly


MF-104 reports. This audit, therefore, involved in general, a check


of the source documents against monthly cost cards, and reconciliation


of the cost cards with the general ledger accounts. Project costs


with minor exceptions are recorded on an accrual basis.


The company's accounts are audited annually by Lincoln G. Kelley


and Company, Òertified Public Accountants, Salt Lake City, Utah.


ÎÎl. SCOPE OF AUDIT AND FINDINGS


The audit was limited to ascertaining the accuracy, propriety and


validity of the costs as shown in the "Totals to Date" column of Form


MF-104, Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher for the latest month


filed for each project.

Repayment by Operator.--a. Certification.--If the
Government considers that a discovery or development from
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the
Government, at any time not later than six months after the
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery
or development


b. Royalty on production.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery ;
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse'
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years*from the date
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever
occurs first.


c. Basis for computation.--The Government's royalty
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the
production sold, in the form sold (ore; concentrates, metal,
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall be allowed
as deductions in arriving at the 'gross proceeds" as that term
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling
or assaying, or transportationi performed or paid by the


*The period "twelve years" is substituted for the period -
"ten years." ...







Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
1ble in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other
production after it is extracted from the ground, to put it
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating
or manufacturing.


d. Unsold production.--If any production (ore,
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six
months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground,
remains neither sold nor used by the Operator in integrated
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if
it is stockpiled), the Government, at its option, as long as
it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore,
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any
production is used by the Operator in integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes
its election, the Government's royalty on such production
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which ,
and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater.


e. Percentages of royalty.--The percentages of
the Governmentis royalty shall be as follows:


One and one-half (li) percent of amounts
("gross proceeds" or "value") not.in excess of
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in .
the form in which sold, held, or used, plus
one-half (¼) percent for each additional full
fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess
of five (5) percent of such amounts.


(For instance: the royalty on an amount
of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, would.be one .
and one-half (li) percent; on an amount of ten
dollars ($10.00) per ton,-three and one-half
(3¼) percent.)







f. Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of
its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to the
Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest
in the land and upon any production of minerals therefrom,
until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time
or is fully paid


g. Notice to purchasers.--The .Operator shall
give notice of the Governmentis claim for royalty to any
purchaser of the production, :and shall authorize and direct
such purchaser to pay the royalty directly to the Government
and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other
disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Govern-
ment, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the
Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration,
or his successor, and his estimate thereof shall be final
and binding upon the Operator.


h. No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this
contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation on
the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to
engage in any mining or production operations.


1. Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in
this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced
from the land.

I have been informed through your Salt Lake Office
that additional information has been requested regarding the
incentive plan that is now in force at New Park Mining Com-
pany. As you know, we requested that the incentive cost be
allowed as a part of the charge on our DMA contracts.


Briefly, the plan has been set up as follows:


We wish to use some type of incentive system that
would cover all phases of our business. In other words, we
must consider tons mined, the grade of the ore and the labor
and supply cost of the operation. The only possible way to
consider all these things is to base the incentive plan on
the over-all net profit derived from the mining operation.
We have analyzed our costs in the past with regards to contract
mining payments compared to profits and decided it was fair to
the stockholders to take 25f of net profit each month as the
fund to be distributed in our incentive plan. We wish to
consider individual initiative as well as time worked in the
distribution of this fund, and, accordingly, we have set up
a personal rating system for each individual. This rating
considers three factors - quantity of work, quality of work
and adaptability to the general mine operation. Each of
these factors is judged according to the following ratings:
outstanding, satisfacto and unsatisfactory. These ratings
have point values of 8, and 0, respectively. Each month
an employee is rated by his supervisor and all of these rat-
ings are compared by a rating board. Each employee receives
a bonus rating based on the product of shifts worked times the
points he has received under his personal rating. The bonus
fund is distributed to all employees based on this individual
hour rate product, and, naturally, there is a consideration

included in this payment for overtime hours worked.


It is quite apparent that the bonus will vary from
month to month, depending upon the success of our operation.


To date we have not included this bonus in any reports
on our DMA.projects, but work sheets indicate that for the
month of January the total bonus charged to Project 2 would
have amounted to $25.82, or approximately 50¢ a foot for the
advance during that period. During February the bonus charge
would have amounted to $31.28, or approximately 30¢ per foot.
The average bonus paid to all employees in January mmounted
to $7.72. For February it was $9.04. W1.th an improvement in
our.efficiency or an increase in metal prices, the bonus
would, naturally, increase. We feel that this is a legitimate
charge as it is comparable to the contract mining procedure
and again request that this be allowed as a part of the cost
of the projects.


Our records indicate that this DMA contract will ex-
pire on May 31, 1953. As you know, Project 1 has been com-
pleted. We are continuing operations on Project 2 and Project
3 has been temporarily suspended. We now feel that due to
physical difficulties, particularly, a large flow of water
at present, that we should abandon Project #3 and use all our
financing and effort to further Project #2. This shows con-
siderable promise and is definitely a worthwhile piece of
exploration. As you know, we have had mechanical problems
also in Project 2 with reference to necessary diamond drill-
ing to protect our mine from a large influx of water contained
in the fissures, and as a result, our progress has been slower
than anticipated. We, therefore, request that all funds avail-
able under this contract be allocated to Project 2 and the time
limit for the contract be extended for an additional year.


Our progress maps on Project 2 will indicate that we
are now drifting on a fissure structure and geology indicates
that other parallel fissures do exist. We think it would be
advisable to use some of these funds for diamond drilling the
present drift walls to determine any changes in geology and
the mineralization of these parallel structures.

workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 ..kWR _ty...Û.O.)..POD. _h.R.............. .... from the date
of this contract. The exploration .project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto,
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract.


4. Performance of the soork. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as
the case ruay be, annexed to each. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata
share of the cost thereof, and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

-7. Title to and disposition of ty. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equip , or other items costing more thÀn $50
each, paid for or purchased with fu contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waipes its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such iteíns in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. .


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings,
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitatiori or repairs to put into useful and operable
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project.


10. Allotoable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs.of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs referred to in Articles 5,
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may .pay part of the cost of
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on slich items, computed as indicated in
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract,
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.


11. Participation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a
form.and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the

12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, whieh the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract.


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
måde, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delirniting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government,. without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half
(1½) percent.


-- . Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1½) per-
cent, plus one-half (½) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore, but
not in exéess of a Thaximum of five (5) percent. '


This obligation to repay from net'returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government,
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or
development.


15. No assignment of conbract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder.


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operatións pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

GEOLOGY:


Project No. 1: (For Map refer to Project No. 1 - Sheet No. 1)
Of four nearly identical fissures cut in the General Connor tunnel, one,
the Park-Bingham fissure, can be followed west in the Mayflower
tunnel for 3,500 feet to where it merges with the Pearl fissure.
It is believed that the other three, the Red Pine, Mountaineer, and
Homestake fissures continue to parallel the Park-Bingham fissure on
their westward extensions, and that they are present north of the
Pearl ore body. Because of the location of a number of major ore
bodies in a north-south belt through the eastern part of the Par:k
City district (Introductory Sheet 2) , it is thought that any fissuring
crossing into this belt is a potential ore producer.

Diamond drilling, drifting and crosscutting in an area west of the
main producing stopes of the Mayflower mine have proved that the Pearl
and Mayflower fissures do extend southwesterly into an area that has
been developed 800 feet higher in elevation by the Star of Utah
tunnel. Fissures exposed in the Star of Utah tunnel are well mineralized
with lead and zinc and there has been one railroad car of ore shipped
from the 6961 Crosscut shown on Sheet No. 1 of Project No. 2.


The purpose of this project is to crosseut the southwesterly
striking fissures in an area of known mineralization and in a zone
of rock exposures that may produce fissure ore deposits in diorite
and limestone and replacement ore deposits in the sedimentary rocks.

4.6 oz. silver per ton, 3.5 percent lead, 0.2 percent copper, and
4.6 percent sinc. Only a small amount of drifting was done on
these veins that may very well carry commercial ore at other points
along their strikes. Rather than to try to re-open 6961 Crossout,
which is now caved, it is planned to drive a new crosscut about
1,000 feet west of 6961, and parallel to it, to intersect the sane
veins and also to continue farther southeast to crosscut the
westward extension of the Mayflower fissure system.

It is anticipated that the irregular diorite intrusives will have created some
gaps in these sections. .Project No. 2 will be crossouttiñg lower Humbug and
most of the Deseret formations, mostly at deeper horizons than have previously

Detailed mapping of sediments in the Star and Mayflower piines, together
with a study of poor exposures on the surface, has provided the information about
thickness and lithology of the Weber, Morgan, Great Blue, and upper Humbug
formations. , Comparison of this information with the stratigraphic sections given
in Calkins and Butter, Geology and ore deposits of the Cottonwood-American Fork
area, Utah: U. S. .Geol. Survey Prof. Paper 201, 1943, and Baker, Stratigraphy
of the Wasatch Mountains in the vicinity of Provo, Utah: U. S. Geol. Survey 011
and Gas Inv., Preliminary chart 30, 1947, has led to the construction of the
section presented here. The positions of known bedding ore horizons within the
Morgan and Humbug formations are based primarily on their distances below the
base of the Weber quartzite and secondarily on lithology.


The description of the Park City formation and its ore horizons is
taken from Boutwell, Geology and ore deposits of the Park City district, Utah:
U. S. Geol. Survey Prof. Paper 77, 1912.


Estimated thicknesses of the Humbug, Deseret, and Madison formations
are taken from Baker's Preliminary Chart 30, and positions of known ore horizons
in the Deseret and Madison limestones are from Prof.. Paper 201.

22. GEOLOGY: Project No. 1: (For Map refer to Project No. 1 - Sheet No. 1) 6f four
nearly identical fissures cut in the General Connor tunnel, one,
the Park-Bingham fissure, can be followed west in the Mayflower
tunnel for 3,500 feet to where it merges with the Pearl fissure.
It is believed that the other three, the Red Pine, Mountaineer,
and Homestake fissures continue to parallel the Park-Bingham
fissure on their westward extensions, and that they are present
north of the Pearl ore body. Because of the location of a number
of major ore bodies in a north-south belt through the eastern
part of the Park City district (Introductory Sheet 2), it is thought
that any fissuring crossing into this belt is a potential ore
producer. A crosscut (8-975 N. Crosscut) is therefore planned to
explore the area immediately north of the Mayflower and Pearl ore
bodies, where the Red Pine, Mountaineer, and Homestake fissures
are expected to be cut. The country rock is expected to be diorite,
and any ore found will probably be fissure ore similar to that of
the Mayflower and Pearl veins.


Project No. 2 (For Map refer to Project No. 2 - Sheet No. 1): Diamond
drilling, drifting and c rosscutting in an area west of the main
producing stopes of the Mayflower mine have proved that the Pearl
and Mayflower fissures do extend southwesterly into an area that
has been developed 800 feet higher in elevation by the Star of Utah
tunnel. Fissures exposed in the Star of Utah tunnel are well
mineralized with lead and zinc and there has been one railroad car
of ore shipped from the 6961 Crossout shown on sheet No. 1 of
Project No. 2.


The purpose of this project is to crosscut the southwesterly
striking fissures in an area of known mineralization and in a zone
of rock exposures that may produce fissure ore deposits La diorite
and linestone and replacement ore deposits in the sedimentary rocks.

he possibilities of ore occurrence in the area of this Project
are favorable as the geological conditions are similar to those
in the Mayflower Mine to the east.


Project No. 3 (Refer to Project 3, Sheets 1 and 2)-Work done on the Star
Tunnel level in the area shown on Sheet 2 has exposed a number of
quarts veine carrying some lead-sinc values, in fissures in both
diorite and the Eumbug formation. The strongest mineralisation
was found in 6365 Drift from 6961 crosseat, from which a shipment
of 48 tons of ore was made, averaging .025 oz. gold per ton,
4.6 oz. silver per ton, 3.5 percent lead, 0.2 percent copper, and
4.6 percent sinc. Only a small amount o£ drifting was done on
these veina that may very well carry commercial ore at other pointe
along their strikes. Rather than to try to re-open 6961 Crosscat,
which is now caved, it is planned to drive a new crosscat about
1,000 feet west of 6961, and parallel to it, to intersect the same
veine and also to continue farther southeast to crosscut the
westward extension of the Mayflower fissure system.

The greatest production to date has been from fissure deposits in both igneous rock (diorite) and in sedimentary
rocks (limestone, shales, etc.). The fissures strike generally easterly to northeasterly with steep dips to the
north and south. The fissures and ore shoots are very persistent both in horizontal and vertical extent. The
bedded ore deposits have been developed during the past 4 years and are located in a shaly limestone below the
Weber quartzite, a prominent rock formation in the Park City District.

9. Comments:


The mine is located near the axis of the north-northeast
trending Park City anticline southeast of Park City, Utah. Three
projects were outlined to explore for metallized, east to northeast
striking, steeply north dipping veins like those which are productive
elsewhere in the mine and in the district. Item I, a crosscut to the
northwest from the Pearl vein on the 800-foot level, is reported to
have revealed no significantly metallized structures meriting further
exploration. Iten II, a southwestward extension of the tunnel level
with crosscuts northwest and southeast off the end of the drift, exposed
several narrow metallized veins but two short drifts along the best of
these exposed no mineable widths of ore. Poor core recovery from the
dionond drill hole designed to test the downward continuation of these
showings leaves such continuation in doubt. Item III, a proposed cross-
cut southeastward on the Star tunnel level, was abandoned because of a
heavy flow of water.


No new ore reserves were established as a result of this work.
Additional exploration at this productive mine with UMEA aid may be
justified, however, and should be considered if and when requrested by
the company.


High- and low-angle faults cut both igneous and sedimentary
rocks. Principal production of lead-silver ore for which the Park City
district is moted has come from veins on east to northeast striking,
steeply dipping £aults and from certain favorable strata where they are
intersected by the veins. The productive strata include the Mississippian
Humbug formation, the Pennsylvanian Morgan formation, (both known locally
as the upper Wasatch) , Pennsylvanian Weber quartaite, Pennsylvanian-
PerËian]Park City formation, and Triassic Thaynes formation.

A review has been made of all of the monthly reports covering
progress of the cited project.


Apparently the reports are in good order. It is noted that a
large volume of sampling and assaying was done, apparently there is no
question as to the completeness of the records in this respect.


A total of 1,h94 feet of diamond drilling was done. Of this
we have logs covering 1,165 feet. Apparently the log of DD hole 728 .
(reported as barren) was not provided. Actually this hole was drilled
to test for water volume med pressure ahead of the heading. The statement
is made ". . . . dimsond drilling was all in quarta diorite porphyry".
Hence, we do not consider the absence of a log for this hole of much
importance.


However, we believe there is one item pertaining to this project
which should be noted. Generally all results were negative, but there was
one short run of drifting which showed some low-grade value. In such area
all samples have been expanded to a mining width of five feet and a weighted
average calculated. Results are:

Following is a final report completing and summarising the
work authorized under the above referred to contract.


EKPLORATION PLAN AND RESULTS


Project No. 1


This project was proposed to explore possible geologic struct-
ures and mineralisation north of the Pearl Fissure on the 800 Level of
the Mayflower Mine. The 8-P-1000 Crossout was started June 1, 1951 and
completed May 1, 1952, and driven a total distance of 900 feet north-
westerly.


The entire drift was in diorite and five minor omse struct-
ures were crossout. All of these structures were similar in character,
consisting of sericite-quartz-pyrite mineralization along weak fissuring
or fracturing. No major cross structures were found, nor could any of
the weak structures be correlated or projected to known structures in
the area.


Project No. 2


The object of this project was to explore an area west and
south of the present Mayflower Mine workings for extensions, parallel-
ization or projection of structures known or implied in workings above
this area and from surface indications. Three stmetures were encountered.
Two of these were developed by drifts ard one was diamond drilled but
found to have excess water which could not be handled, through the May-
flower Tunnel. A total of 1630 feet of crosseutting, 533 feet of drifting,
and 865 feet of diamond drilling was done on this project.


The first work done consisted of extending the 801-A crosscut 4
900 feet into the area to be explõred. This work encountered no areas
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of interest and only three very narrow, and weakly mineralized structures.
From this point two crossouts were driven; one, the 8-628 crossout was
driven northwesterly, the other crossout, 8-630, was driven in the
opposite direction. The 8-628 crossout intersected two veins which
were drifted on. These drifts showed no commercial ore and consisted
of altered diorite, with small amounts of pyrite, calcite and dissem-
anated galena-sphalerite. Some altered sedimentary rocks were observed
in the fissure. Diamond drilling northwesterly and on the .same course
as the 8-628 crosscut, continued through quartz diorite porphry and went
directly into altered limestone. At this cotact, minor sulphides were
observed in the core which was only about a foot wide. The 8-630 cross-
cut driven to the southeast encountered no structure of interest except
at its end, where a large water course lay ahead. This was later
drilled southeast and continued in quarts diorite porphry for 503 feet.
One area of calcium silicates 45 feet thick with very little mineraliz-
ation was encountered, but past this the core cons¾ted of fresh quarts
diorite. The estimated water pressure at the collar of this drill
hole was in the neighborhood of 400 pounds per square inch.


Project No. 3


The objective of this project was to explore an area in the
Star of Utah above and to the southwest of the area being explored by
Project No. 2. Some structures here were suspected from previous work
in the Star of Utah crosscuts as well as from surface indications. The
first step was to drive around a bad section of tunnel, then 3400 feet
of tunnel was rehabilitated, next 399 feet of crossoutting was done.
Here 500 to 800 gallons of water per minute were encountered, necessitat-
ing exploration diamond drilling to determine if more water would be
encountered with crossout progress. All holes drilled showed both
volume and high pressure of water ahead so that the project was stopped.
No geologic structures of any interest were encountered nor any sones
o£ mineralization. The crosscutting and diamond drilling was all in
quarts diorite porphry.

FINAL GEOLOGIC REPORT


The New Park Mining Company was granted a DMFA loan on work totalling


$234,395.20 to aid in exploration for lead-zinc-copper-gold-silver ore at the


Mayflower mine, Nasatch County, Utah.


The mine is located near the axis of the north-northeast trending Park


City anticline southeast of Park City, Utah. Three projects were outlined to


explore for metallized, east to northeast striking, steeply north dipping veins


like those which are productive elsewhere in the mine and in the district.


Item I, a crosscut to the northwest from the Pearl vein on the 800-foot level,


is reported to have revealed no significantly metallized structures meriting


further exploration. Item II, a southwestward extension of the tunnel level


with crosscuts northwest and southeashioff the end of the drift, exposed several


narrow metallized veins but two short drifts along the best of these exposed no


mineable widths of orp. Poor core recovery from the diamond drill hole designed


to test the downward continuation of these showings leaves such continuation


in doubt. Itan III, a proposed crosscut southeastward on the Star tunnel level,


was abandoned because of a heavy flow of water.


Two requests for approval of additional exploration projects were denied


by DMFA.


No new ore reserves were established as a result of this work. Additional


exploration at this productive mine with DMFA aid may be justified, however, and


should be considered if and when requested by the company.







INTRODUCTION


On May 31, 1951 the New Park Mi.ning Company was granted a DMEA exploration


loan on work totalling $234,395.20 under contract I-DMA-Ë5. TÚs project was


approved in Washington without a field examination. Work began immediately and


Item I was completed as planned April 24, 1952. Iten III was abandoned November 17,


1952 due to difficulties arising from a heavy flow of water from a drill hole.


Item II was terminated December 14, 1953. The contrget was terminated by mutual


agreement of the Government and the operator on Februar 1, 1954. Two subsequent


company requests for the transfer of unexpended funds to exploration ventures in


allied areas were denied by the Government. No certification of discovery has


been issued as a result of DMEN exploration.


Location and accessibility


The Mayflower MI.ne of the New Park Mining Company is situate in the south-


eastern part of the Park City mining district. This mining district is in the


eastern foothills of the Nasatch Mountains. The foothills mark the boundary


between a high dissected plateau to the east and the main body of the Wasatch


Range to the west. Sþecifically, the property subordinated to the DMEA project


lies wi.thin Sections 24 and 26, T. 2 S., R. 4 E., SLB and M.


The property may be reached by travelling 39 miles easterly from Salt Lake


City, Utah on paved U. S. Highway 40 thence right (westerly) 2 miles on a black


topped mine access .road to the Mayflower mine.


History and production


The discovery of ore in this section of the Park City mining district pro-


bably did not take place until the 1890ts; about 20-30 years after the initial


discoveries in the district. Production was intermittent in the area although


drain tunnels were driven and extensions of established ore zones were followed.

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Prior to the formation of the New Park Nining Company in the early 1930ts it


had been the widespread belief that the mineable ores in the entire Park City


district existed only in the known favorable limestone h isoni. New Park pro-


ceeded to extract sulfide ores from several of the associated dioritic intrusions


and thus became the first major producer in the district to exploit ores from this


type of host rock. The company has produced steaily since its inception.


GEOLOGY


Sedimentary rocks in the Park City district range in age .from Cambrian through


Triassic. These strata have been folded to form the Park City anticline whose


axis strikes and plunges north-northeast. Minor flexures have also developed on


the flanks of the anticline. Igneous rocks of dioritic composition have intruded


the folded sediments effecting some disruption of the strata and some metamorphism.


The intrusive masses of dioritic rock are most abundant in the southern and


eastern portions of the district, these bodies are generally in the form of


irregular stocks and dikes. A few ill-defined sills are also present. Apparently


the dioritic rocks were emplaced as multiple intrusions as there are at least


three distinctly different rock types which, nonetheless, are believed to have


close genetic relationship. These different rock types show considerable textural


variance but relatively little compositional variance.


Eigh- and low-angle faults cut both igneous and sedimentary rocks. Princi-


pal production of lead-silver ore for which the Park City district is noted has


come from veins on east to northeast striking, steeply dipping faults and from


certain favorable strata where they are intersected by the veins. The productive


strata include the Ni.ssissippian Humbug formation, the Pensylvanian Morgan form-


ation, (both known locally as the upper Wasatch), Pennsylvanian Heber quartzite,


Pensylvanian-Permian Park City formatj.pngnd Triassic Thaynes formation. More
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recently considerable production has been realized from lodes and disseminated


ores in the intrusive diorites.


DEVELOPMENT


The Mayflower mine of the New Park Mi.ning Company is opened by the generally


southwest trending Mayflower tunnel, or 800-foot level, and by an internal shaft


collared on this level. Projects I and II as authorized under the contract were •


accessible from this tunnel. Access to Project III was through the Star of Utah


tunnel about 6000 feet westerly from and 800 feet higher than the portal of the


Mayflower tunnel. Development work was being conducted along the Mayflower vein


system down to the 1700-foot level at the time of the last field examination in


February 1954,


ORE DEPOSITS


Lead-sinc-copper-gold-silver ore at the Mayflower mine is found along the


steeply north dipping east to northeast trending Nayflower and Pearl fissure


zones both in diorite and in the intruded sedimentary rocks.


The Mayflower and Pearl vein systems consist of anastamosing veins and vein-


lets varying from a few inches to many feet in width. The veins are usually


banded more or less symetrically. Quartz and calcite compose the gangue matter


in the banded filling with finely to coarsely crystalline sphalerite, galena,


pyrite, and some chalcopyrite and some marcasite composing the sulphides. Crystal


lined vugs are not uncommon along the vein and rounded boulders of wall-rock


showing concentric bands of galtena, sphalerite, and pyrite, sometimes with


several bands of one or more of these minerals, are locally abundant in the vein


matter. Nbst of the strike length of the veins is in diorite and diorite porphyry,


two distinctly different though genetically related rock types. The diorite,


in some places, contains isolated blocks of limestone. At the southwest end of







the workings on lower levels the veins enter limestone beds thought to include


the Mississippian Humbug formation, Pennsylvanian Morgan formation and Pennsyl-


vanian Weber quartzite. The Weber was also observed near, the portal on the tunnel


level.


Igneous wallrock along the veins has undergone argillic, chloritic, and


pyritic alteration. The limestone has been converted to tactite near the in-


trusive contact and has been bleached, leached, and pyritized along the veins.


' Galena, sphalerite, and chalcopyrite occur mainly as coarsely crystalline


vein filling. In hand specimen, chalcopyrite appears to vein sphalerite and,


less conspicuously, galena and pyrite. Finely disseminated pyrite appears in


the limestone wallrock some inches from the vein. Copper and gold content is


reported to be increasing with depth. As suggested by Mr. Joralemon this re-


lative increase in gold and copper with depth along with the more numerous gold


and copper prospects and mines in the southern part of the district nearer the


heart of the intrusive activity suggests a rudimentary zonal arrangement.


14aximum strike length along khich ore bodies have been discovered is 2200


feet (fig. 5). Ore mineralization is known over a dip distance of 1850 feet.


Dre shoots in diorite- or porphyry tend to pitch nearly vertically and are


finger-like in shape, extending for hundreds of feet downdip and measuring tens


or hundreds of feet along the strike and averaging perhaps 6-8 feet in width.


There appears to be a tendency toward development of bedded replacement ore


bodies in the sediments on lower levels.


PROPOSED AND COMPLETED EKPLORATION


Three projects were proposed under the contract. Item I consisted of


crossoutting 900 feet N. 15° H. (the 8-P-1000 cròsscut) from the 8-P-1023


drift on the 800-foot level. The 8-P-1023 was driven on the Pearl vein system







(fig. 2). The objective of the crosscut was to cut the southwestern extensions


of the Red Pine, Mountaineer, and Homestake fissures 'as well as any other metal-


lized fissures that might exist in the area north of the Pearl fissure. The


projections were made from exposures in the General Connor (Cunningham) tunnel.


Approximately 900 feet of crosscut was completed through diorite but, it is


reported, no significant metallized veins were exposed. This work ended near


or at the New Par.k Vining Company property line.


Item II consisted of extending the 801-A drift southwestward on the tunnel


level. It was intended to crossout any northeast trending veins that might exist


in the west end of the workings (fig. 3). Several metallized veins a few inches


in width were exposed by this work. Short drifts were driven on two of the best


metallized veins and a diamonddrill hole tested the downward continuation of


showings in the drifts. No material of mineable grade was discovered as a


result of this work on the level and poor core recovery in the drill hole leaves


the downward continuation of metallization in doubt.


Item III, the 8-534 crossout, was to be driven southeasterly from a crosscut


off the Star tunnel. Thiss work was abandoned because of difficulties arising


from the large flow of water encountered in the project area. It is reported by


the U. S. Bureau of Nines member of the examining team that no ore was encountered


in this now inaccessible crossout (fig. 4).


REQUESTED ADDITIONAL EKPLORATION


At the conclusion of Item II the company applied for an amendment permitting


use of remaining funds to diamond drill southward from the 800-foot level to test


an electrical self-potential anomaly discovered at the surface over this area.


The examining geologists recommended denial of this request in a memorandum


dated March 25, 1954. The company subsequently requested permission to use

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these funds to explore by diamond drilling the area between the Gold Queen winze


and the Skyline shaft. In this area a geochemical anomaly, discovered by company


geolog.ists, was thought to originate from concealed veins swhich, would have been


tested by the proposed drilling. The examining geologists recommended denial of


this request in a memorandum dated June 11, 1954.


ORE RESERVES


No ore reserves were established as a result of the DMEA exploration project.


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMŒNDATIONS


Of the three exploration projects outlined for this property under the DMEA


contract, only Item I was completed. Item II was terminated by mutual agreement


after being carried sufficiently toward completion to test the west end of ¶he


company property. Item III was abandoned after being partially completed due


to a heavy flow of water. O£ the $234,395.20 authorized under the original


contract the total project expenditures were $1.99,250.87 thus leaving $35,144..33


unexpended. No ore was discover,ed as a result of any of this work.


Future proposals for the exploration of this highly productive mine may be


evaluated if and when submitted by the company. The company longitudinal pro-


jection (fig. 5) indicates more nearly continuous ore grade mineralization along


the strike of this vein. on several of the lower levels. Production how comes from


both igneous and sedimentary rocks along the veins. Copper and gold content are


reported to increase with death. Ekploration of deeper levels both on the pro-


ductive veins and in the foot- and hangingwalls of the productive veins at


deeper levels by means of crossouts, drifts, and diamond drill holes may be


justified. It is recommended, therefore, that the merit of future applications


for aid to explore this proper,ty be given serious consideration and field


examination by DMEA. .

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SUMMARY


New Park Mining Co. obtained a loan.for exploratory work on


lead-sinc-copper properg in the Park Cig district, Wasatch Coung,


Utah, through direct negotiation with the Washington office of DMEA.


A long-form project contract was executed May 31, 195L, in the amount


of $234,395.20, with Government participation at 50 percent of the total


funds, or $117,197.60. By muinal agreement the project was terminated


February l, 1954.


The entire project consists of projects Nos. 1, 2 and 3. Explora-


tory work began in June 1951 and ended in December 1953. Project No, l


was completed. Projects Nos. 2 and 3 were terminated before completion


of all work originaRy planned. Although no commercial ore was found as


a result of the project work, low-grade lead-sine mineralisation exposed


in 8-602 drift west, in the project No. 2 area, may warrant a certification


of discovery.


Lead-zinc ores in the Park Cig district occur as bedded deposits


in semmentary rocks and as lode deposits in both sedimentary and igneous


rocks. In the New Park mine the major portion of the ore is of the


sulfide *pe, from the Pearl and Mayflower fissure veins where these


veins are in diorite porpbyry, The ores are valued chiefl,y for their


contents of lead, sinc and gold.


Work specified in the project contract consists of 5,600 feet of


drifting and.crosseutting, 2,660 feet of timbering, 1,650 feet of drift
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repair, and 1,750 feet of ditch cleaning. In project No, 1 a 900-foot


crosseut was driven northerly from the Mgflower tunnel to intersect


three veins projected into New Park ground. The veins were not found.


Project No. 2 was planned to explore, on the Mgflower innnel (800-foot)


level, the southwesterly extension of the productive Pearl and Mgflower


£1ssures. A total of 2,259 .feet of crosscutting and drifting accomp-


lished in this area exposed low-grade lead-sinc mineralization but no


ore of minable grade. The purpose of project No. 3 was to explore the


Pearl and Mgflower fissure systems at an elevation higher than the site


of project No. 2, and farther to the southwest. This work, conducted


through the Star (Star of Utah) workings, which are approximately 800


feet higher than the Mgflower tunnel, includes 399 feet of crossoutting


and 3,/400 feet of crosscut rehabilitation. Work on project No. 3 was


discontinued after a large flow of ground water was encountered in a


crossout being driven into the objective area.


Subject to final andit, actual project expenditures total #199,250.87


which. leaves $35,144.33 unexpended. The Governmentis participation in


the project expenditures is $99,625./À and the Goveämentis share of the


unexpended balance is $17,572.17.


The operator has been instructed to proceed with disposal, for the


joint account of the Government and the operator, of property acquired


under the contract at a cost of $23,907.18.







INTRODUCTION


The New Park Nining Co. applied for an exploratory loan on lead-


zino-copper property in the Park City area, Vasatch County, Utah. The


loan was obtained through direct negotiation with the Washington office


of DMEA. A long-form project contract was executed May 31, 1951., in a


total amount of $234,395.20, with Government participation at 50 percent


of the total funds, or $117,197.60.


The entire project, which consists of project Nos, 1, 2 and 3, was


planned for completion within 20 months. Project work was begun in June


1951. Expiration date of the contract, after four extensions of time,


is May 31, 19§5. By mutual agreement the Government and the operator


terminated the contract as of February 1, 1954, -


LOCATION


The New Park Nining Co, property is situated in the southern part


of the Park City mining district, Wasatch County, Utah. The Park City


district lies on the eastern slope of the Wasatch Range. Claims involved


in the UKKA project are in sections 26 and 34, T. 2 S., R, 4 E., S.L.B.


and M. (Fig, 1).


The mine is reached ty driving approximately 38 miles southeasterly


from Salt Lake Clig, Wtah, on U. S:. Highway No. 40, thence 2 miles north-


westerly on a hard-surfaced side road to the portal of the Mayflower


tunnel. The portal is approximately 4 airline miles southeast of the


town of Park City.
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The Mgflower tunnel, driven in a southwesterly direction, provides


access to producing sections of the New Park mine as well as project areas


Nos, l and 2 (Fig. 2), Project No, 1 is about 6,000 feet from the portaL,


and to the nor th of the tunnel.

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DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSI'IS


The following brief description of the geology and ore deposits of


the district is taken from U,S.G.S. Prof. Paper 77, "Geology and Ore


Deposits of Park City District, Utah", J. M. Boutweli (1912).


"The ores of the Park Ci¶r district occur as lode deposits and as


bed deposits in sedimentary and indusive rocks. The two ¶¶pes of de-


posits are commonly associated throughout the region, though some lodes


and veins occur alone. The principal lodes extend northeast through


the heart of the district... The fissures trending northeastward carry


the lode ores in the intrusives as well as in quartaite and limestone.


Rich lode ore has been found to depths of 1,500 feet, and good udlling


ore to 2,000 feet.


"Diorite porphyry is the largest and most widely extended of the


igneous formations. Most of it lies in the eastern and southern parts


of the district... The major parte of the porphyry takes the form of


irregular stocks, and dikes:.issuing from the stocks. A few sills are


present. The principal stocks are the elongated, rough1,y rectangular


masses just south and east and northeast of Bald Mountain." (The New


Park mine is in this area.)


In the New Park mine, the ores are valued principally for the


lead, sinc and gold contents. The major portion of the ores produced


is of the sulfide type, from the Pearl and Mayflower fissure veins where


these veins are in diorite .porphyry,

Four fissures of similar character and attitude were intersected


ly the General Connor tunnel, on East Utah Mining Co. property northeast


of the New Park Nining Co. Mayflower tunnel. One of these fissures, the


Park Bingham, has been traced westerly in the Mayflower tunnel (800-foot


level) to a point where it merges with the Pearl fissure in a productive


part of the New Park mine. The purpose of project No. l was to explore


the area north of the Pearl fissure, for the extension of the other three


fissures. In this area the Pearl fissure has been productive.


Preparatory timbering and track work was begun in June 192. The


first advance in the crosscut, 8-P-1000, was accomplished in July 19¾


and the crosscut was completed April 2/4, 1952 (Fig. 3). Project work was


carried to a point near the boundary between properiv of New Park Mining


Co. and that of Park Utah consolidated Mines Co. The objective fissures


were not intersected, presumably because a change in strike direction


carried them north of the boundary, into Park Utah ground in this vicinity.


The entire 900 feeit of the crosseut was driven in diorite porphyry. Some


timber was needed for ground support, but ground conditions were generally


good, Only a small amount of water was encountered.


Project No. 2


Exploratory work in an area southwest of the main producing stopes


of the New Park mine has proved that the Pearl and Mayflower fissures


extend southwesterly into an area that has been explored 800 feet higher


in elevation ty the Star tunnel workings. One railroad car of lead-sinc
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ore had been shipped from the upper workings. The purpose of project


No. 2 was to explore, ty crosscutting and drifting, the area to the


southwest of the main workings on the Mgyflower tunnel level.


Preliminary work on project No. 2 was begun in 801-A crosscut in


June 195l. (Fig, 4) , The crossout was extended southwester.1,y a total


distance of 900 feet. This first phase of the project was completed in


February 1952. All of the advance is in diorite porphyry. A consider-


able amount of ground water was encountered and about one-half of the


crosscut required timber. A clay seam that first appeared at 60 feet


from the starting point widened at 95 feet to a quarts lens 0.4 feet


wide. A sample at this point assayed 8.7 percent lead, 0.4 percent


copper, 10.7 percent sinc, 0.10 ounce gold and 24.6 ounces silver per


ton, across a width of 0.4 feet.


As a second phase of project No. 2, two crosscuts were driven approx-


imately at, right angles from 801-A crossout, from points near the face.


Crosscut No. 8-630, started in January 1952, was driven southeasterl,y


to intersect the projected Mayflower fissure, and No. 8-628, started in


February 1952, was driven northwesterly to explore the downward pro-


jection of other fissures exposed about 800 feet higher in the S'tar


tunnel workings. All of this work was done in diorite porphyry. Ground


conditions are fairly good in both crosscuts.


Crosscut No. 8-630 was stopped in May 1952, when a large flow of


ground water was encountered at a distance of 399 feet from 801-A


crosscut. In October 1952 an attempt was made to explore the area
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ahead of this face 17 diamond drilling, but the hole was abandoned at


a distance of 11 feet. Pyrite present in the core indicates that the


structure penetrated at 11 feet may be the Mayflower fissure.


Crosscut No. 8-628 was stopped-in December 1952, at a distance of


431 feet northwesterly from 801-A crossout. A horizontal diamond drill


hole, drilled 400 feet directay ahead from this face, entered altered


limestone at 381 £eet from the collar of the hole, and intersected 1 foot


of quarts with minor sulfides in the interval from 392 to 393 feet. The


identiiy of the limestone was not determined.


Several southwesterly striking structures, highly mineralized with


pyrite but with only minor amounts of galena and sphalerite, were inter-


sected ly 8-628 crossout. Two of these, the 8-613 and 8-602 structures


were selected for expl.oratory drifting.


Drift No. 8-613 west was started in April 1952 and stopped in


June 1952, at a distance of 175 feet from 8-628 crosseut, as the mineral-


ization failed to improve sufficiently to warrant further advance,


In December 1952, an attempt to drift easterly on the 8-602 structure


was abandoned, after 4 feet of advance, because of difficult ground con-


ditions. Drift No. 8-602 west was started during the same month and


completed a year later, in December 1953, at a distance of 354 feet from


the 8-628 crosscut. Further advance seemed unwarranted because of un-


favorable results obtained. To a distance of 310 feet, the strike of


the vein ranges from Si, 20° R. to S. 50° W., and dips to the southeast.


Average width of the vein in 8-602 drift west is about 4 feet. At 310
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feet the 8-602 vein is joined ly the 8-613 vein and the drift was turned


westerly to follow the latter.


The vein material consists mainly of altered diorite, quarts and


calcite, with fairly abundant pyrite. Vall rock on both sides of the


vein is diorite porphyry, Low-grade ore mineralisation is exposed in


several areas along the drift.


Ground conditions in 8-602 drift west were such that timber was


required £or almost the entire distance. The flow of ground water,


however, did not become .excessive. A ventilation problem exists in


this area, as well as in the New Park mine workings in general. Occa-


sionally, during periods of low barometric pressure, it became necessary


to suspend operation of the project. The work done in 8-602 drift west


is the last of the exploration for which the New Park Mining Co. was


reimbursed IV DMSA.


Following suspension of drifting, two diamond drill holes were


completed on project No. 2. Contract amendment No. 14 allows explor-


atory diamond drilling to an extent and at locations approved in writing


ly the Government prior to commencing such work. As prior written


approval was not obtained ly the compary, claim for reimbursement for


this drilling was denied. One of the holes was drilled horizontally


ahead in the face of 8-630 crosseut to a reported depth of 400 feet.


The other hole was drilled from 8-628 erossout, at minus 45 degrees,


to intersect at approximately 235 feet vertically below the 800-foot


level, the downward extension of an ore exposure in 8-602 drift west.
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This particular ore exposure is about 140 feet from the 8-628 crossout.


A 4-foot sample taken here assayed 3.0 percent lead, 2,8 percent sinc


and 4 ounces of silver per ton, It is reported ly the company that no


mineralization of commercial significance was observed in the core or


cuttings from either of the Wo diamond drill holes.


Project No, )


This project was planned to explore, at a higher elevation and


farther to the southwest, the fissure systems constituting the objectives


of project No. 2. Work previously done on the Star tunnel level exposed


a number of quarts veins carrying lead and sinc, in fissures in both


diorite and the Humbug formation. The strongest mineralisation was


found in 6365 drift, from 6961 crosscut, £rom which a shipment of 48


tons had been made, averaging 3.5 percent lead, 4.6 percent sinc and


4.6 ounces silver per ton (Fig. 5) . Inasmuch as only a small amount of


drifting had been done on these veins it was planned to drive a new


crosscut parallel to, and about 1,000 feet west of the caved 6961 crosscut,


to intersect the same veins and also to continue farther soukeast to


crosscut the southwesWard extension of the Mayflower fissure system.


Access to the exploration area is through the Sitar south crossout


which is caved in the vicinity of the Star tunnel, To gain entrance


to the Star south crosscut, a new crosscub, No. SWSO7, was started from,


the Star tunnel in June 1951 and was connected with the S tar south


crosscut in September 1951. A total distance of 314.5 feet has been
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driven. Advance was slowed because of the broken, caving ground;


nearly all of the crosscut required timber. The rock penetrated is


largely diorite.


The second phase of project No. 3, rehabilitation of the Star


south crossout, was begun in September 1951. This work consisted of


cleaning ditch, repairing track, hanging power cable, and retà.mbering


where necessary. The tptal of 3,400 feet of rehabilitation accomplished


was completed in February 1952. Approximately 900 feet of the Star south


crossout was retimbered. Several sections were badly caved. Rocks


penetrated Iy the crosscut are mainly diorite, and limestone in irregular


blocks.


In March 1952, following completion of the rehabilitation, the


third phase of.:project No. 3 was begun. This consisted of driving a


new exploratory crosscut, No. S-534, in a southeasterly direction from


the face of the Star south crosscut, to intersect the projection of


mineralisation exposed in the 6365 drift. As the work progressed, . a


constantly increasing flow of water was encountered. Late in April


1952, at which time .crosscut had been driven a total distance of 84,5


feet, the flow had reached an estimated 500 to 800 gallons per minute


and it became apparent that the crosscut should be stopped until inform-


ation could be obtained as to the flow to be expected in the rocks ahead.


Contract amendment No. 9 authorizes exploratory diamond drilling prelim-


inary to advance of the crosscut. Seven holes totaling 629 feet were


drilled. The seventh hole was abandoned November 17, 1952, when a
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very heavy £1ow of water was encountered at a distance of 300 feet from


the collar. All crosscutting and diamond drilling is in diorite. The


entire crosscut was timbered. Ore mineralization encountered in this


area consists of a one-half inch stringer cut in the last diamond drill


hole at 293 feet from the collar. A sample assayed 2.6 percent lead,


0.2 percent copper, 7.2 percent sinc and 0.02 ounce gold and 1.1 ounces


silveriper ton. Work on Project 3 was suspended November 17, 1952 because


of the water problem. . As the flow of water has not decreased appreciably,


no further work has been undertaken.


Contract þnendments


The project contract was amended a total of 18 times, mainly to


effect changes involving vage rates and life of the contract. Other


amendments include the following:


Amendment No. 8, effective May 1, 1952, provides that "...the


funds allocated to a specific project may be augmented ly unexpended


funds from either of the other two projects..."


Amendment No, 13, effective February 3, 1952, provides for flex-


iM14ty in distribution of drifting and crosscutting footage specified


for project No. 2.


Amendment No, 1/4, effective May 29, 1953, authorizes bonus payments


to project employees, in accordance with a plan outlined Iy the operator.


Amendment No. 15, effective May 31, 1951, makes allowable the cost


of rehabilitation and maintenance of existing drifts lenMng to the site


of work on projects Nos, 1, 2 and 3.
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Amendment No. 16 authorises a project recess from Jul¥ 7, 1953,


to October 9, 1953,


Amendment No, 17, (1) approves a recess from February l, 1954,


to July 1, 19544 (4) :extends the period during which the operator is


subject to royalig payments to the Government, from 10 years to 12 years


from the date of the contract, in the event of a certification of discovery.


ORE RESERVES


No minable ore was found as a result of the DNBA project work. In-


formation is lacking for an estimation of the tonnage of the low-grade


lead-sinc-silver ore encountered in 8-602 drift west in project No. 2.


PRO.JECT EXPENDITURES


Funds approved for the entire project total $234,395.20 with Govern-


ment participation at 50 percent of the funds, or $117,197.60.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSI


No minable ore was found as a result of the DMEA work and no further


exploratory work in the project areas is recommended at the present time.

The original contract was dated May 31, 1991, with a total
estimated cost of #23h,399.20. The proposed work was broken into
three projects as follows:


Project No. 1:


Objective: Exploration of area north of the Mayflower and Pearl
veins for similar parallel ore bodies.


Work to be done: From the Pearl fissure drift on the 800 level
and crosscut N.19° W. a distance of 900 feet to the
north bounÉ'ry of New Park's property.


Project No. 2:


Objective: Exploration of western extension of Mayflower and Pearl
fissure systems and of downward extension of mineralized
fissures exposed on the Star of Utah tunnel level.


Work to be dones Extend the 801-A Drift west a distance of 900 feet
then crosscut northwest and southeast a total distance
of 1600 f eet and drift on favorable structures a minimum
of SOO feet. This total advance is 2900 feet.


Project No. 3:


Objective: Exploration orr the Star of Utah tunnel level of the west-
ward extension of mineralized fissures cut by the 6961
Crosscut.


Work to be done: Drive 400 feet of new timbered Crosscut around an old
crooked caved section where the Star South Crosscut leaves
the main Star of Utah tunnel. Clean up and re-timber 3,360
feet on the south crosscut and excavate a ditch large enough
to carry the flow of water coming from the western part of
the level. New timber would be required for an estimated
1650 feet of this distance then driving a new crosscut south-
east 1400 feet of which it is estimated that 50 percent, or
700 feet would require tinber.







Later on dionond drilling was also incorporated into the
allotted work program.


Most of the avaBable funds have been expended, the total
sum to date (subject to final adjustments) is $198,738.54. Project 1
was completed, Project 2 was stopped after a considerable amount o£
drifting, crosscutting and diamond drilling failed to find ore.
Project 3 was stopped because of a difficult water problem.


The Operator had submitted two other different proposals,
to utilize funds remaining in the contract but both such proposals
were rejected by the Government. However, wedid intimate that we
would be receptive to any new project in the Mayflower Mine area.


However, the Operator has now evaluated various of such
possible exploratory schemes and believes that none offer very
attractive possibilities. As a simple matter of fact, there is an
inference that their economic position demands they restrict their
expenditures to the development of their known ore bodies.


Actually work under the contract might be considered as
having been essentially completed, since the water problem made
Project 3 work not practical. However, the project should be
brought to a formal termination by mutual agreement. No certification
is possible since all results were negative.

Yowevrr, bin indications for such surface drilline were vague and. neba-
lous, b?sed largely upon we soil sampling whichi itself, was of an
inconclusive nature.


All reviewers are in accord that such a program cannot be
'endorsed.

The operator has requested an amendment to his contract which
would allow use of remaining funds on a surface drilling program.
Proposed work would be in an area not included in the present contract.
A maximum of seven holes may be needed to test several geochemical pb-zn
anomalies.


The field team examination report recommended the proposed
drilling poject be denied. Their denial is based on the following factors:


1.) Contouring of pb-sn values indicated that there is no
pronounced linear trend in the geochemical "highs."


2.) Sufficient sarnpling has not been done to establish the
average and extreme sinc and lead content in various rock types in


UWmineralized ground. .


3.) Magnitude- of "highs" is not significantly large and only
a few samples have these local rnarimun values.


h.) Magnitude of sino "highs" when compared to "background
values" of surrounding area do not give ratios indicative of buried
ore bodies.


9.) Association of "highs" with limestone-diorite contacts
suggests they may be a result of contact metamorphism rather than
an indication of a mineralized fissure.


6.) Geological evidence is lacking which justifies postulating
a westward projection of producing fissures from the New Park's Mayflower
mine into the Gold Queen area.


I concur with the field teamt s conclusions and recommend
the proposed amendment be denied.

I have/the applicant's letter request and reviewed the


geochemical data given as evidence in support of an amendment
which would permit use of DMFA funds for surface drilling in
search of a non-outcropping orebody in the Gold Queen area.


The soil sampling shows a concentration of zinc and
lead, which while not as strong as desirable, represents a concen-
tration at surface which may well be indicative of commercial
mineralization at depth. However, the work done in the Gold Queen
tunnel at 150 to 300 feet below the outcrop of'fers no sup§rting
coliateral widence? For that reason the drill holes proposed to
the south do not offer much promise, nor is there any affirmative
evidence offered to suggest greater potential in the vicinity of
the cut near projected diamond drill holes 1, l', 2, and 2'.


For these reasons it is recommended that the gonclusion
of the field team be accepted and the application denied.

The operator requests an amendment to the contract to authorize
the expenditure of remaining project funds to diamond drill the Gold Queen
area from the surface. The examining engineer and geologist recommend denial
of the operator's request on the grounds that there is insufficient evidence
to support the operator's contention of the possibility of a significant
discovery resulting from the proposed drilling program.


Amending the contract to authorize the proposed work, or denial
of the operator's request, is deemed not to be within the authority delegated







to this office, therefore we are forwarding the matter for your
consideration and appropriate action with the recommendation that
the operator's request be denied on the grounds recited by the
examining team.


The recess of operations provided for by Amendment No. 17
expires July 1, 1954, therefore your advice to the operator should
take that fact into consideration.

Gilkey's memorandum outlines the engineering feasibility
of dianond drilling on the property in question. However, the
exploratory proposals are based principally upon the geologic
interpretation of the geochemical data submitted by the operator.
Information presented in a memorandum prepared by R. W. Osterstock,
C. G. Tillman, and M. D. Crittenden, transmitted to A. H. Koschmann
June 11, 1954, indicates that the area does not have sufficient
promise for ore discovery to warrant Government participation.
It is recommended that the operator's request to use project funds
for diamond drilling in the Gold Queen area be denied. I concur
with this.recommendation.

Introduction


On April 24, 1954 the New Park Mi.ning Company, DBA docket


107, applied for an amendment to its contract, I-DMA-E5, dated May 31,


1951. The object of the amendment is to permit use of unexpended funds


from Item II of the contract to explore by diamond drilling a geochemical


anomaly in the Gold 'Queen area. The property was examined on May 25,


1953 by R. W. Osterstock, C. G. Tillman, and M. D. Crittenden, geologists,


U. S. Geological Survey and M. M. Gilkey, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau


of Mines. Mr. Peter Joralemon, superintendent, New Park Mining Company,


accompanied the field examiners.


Location

History and production


The discovery of ore in this part of the Park City district


probab]y did not take place until the 1890 is, about 20 or 30 years after


the initial discoveries in the district. The Valeo mine, about 1 3/4







mile easterly from the area of the proposed drilling, produced ore


reported to have contained an average of 29 percent copper, 10 to 14


ounces of silver and $6 to $8 in gold to the ton. Production from this


mine continued until 1909. About 1 mile easter'1; from the proposed drilling


area is the now inactive Copper Queen mine from which production data


are not available, however, it iè reported that the mine had a brief but


rich life span. In the immediate vicinity of the proposed drilling area


a small amount of work was done from an adit driven between 1890 and 1900.


The existence of this adit was discovered during 1953 when the applicant


sank the 20 foot Skyline shaft on a promising iron gossan. Operations


were suspended when the old workings were encountered.


About 1948 the Gold Queen tunnel level workings were driven


by the applicant in search of the easterly-striking Cottonwood fissure


which according to one company map lies about 350 feet to the NE. beyond


the present tunnel face. A structure of lesser importance, the easterly


striking Wildflower vein, šhould have been cut about 250 feet back from


the present tunnel face according to a company map, Neither of these


structures has been identified on the surface. ;About 450 feet northeasterly


from the Gold Queen adit, the company sank the 40 foot deep Gold Queen


winze in a small easterly trending fissure zone. Copper staining was


noted in the winze and it is reported that several samples taken in the


workings assayed up to 0.5 ounce .gold per ton.


There has been no production from any of the company ÿperations


in this area.

GEOLOGY


The Park City area is underlain by sedimentary rocks ranging


in age from pre-Cambrian to Triassic. These rocks have been folded into .


a broad anticline whose axis strikes and plunges gently to the northeast.


The sediments have been cut by east-northeast striking, steeply dipping faults,


by low angle thrust faults, and intruded by irregular masses of diorite.


Andesitic vólcanic rocks cover the sediments in the eastern part of the


district.


The major produ.ction of this district has been lead-silver ore


which has come from veins occupying east-northeast striking, north dipping


faults. Beds ranging in age from Nississippian to Triassic have been


productive where cufby veins. The productive beds include the


Mississippian Humbug formation, the Pennsylvanian Weber formation, the


Pennsylvanian-Permian Park City formation, and the Triassic Thaynes .


Formation.


The Gold Queen area lies south of the main Park City district on .


a broad ridge betúeen the head of Dutch Hollow and Bonanza CAkt. In this


area (fig. 1) Mississippian Madison limestone has been thrust over

Cambrian Tintic quartzite and both the sedimentary rocks and the thrust


fault have been cut by a diorite mass which caused some bleaching and


alteration and resulted in the local development of thin tactite zones


along the limestone contacts. Erosion has exposed numerous irregular


areas of diorite within and between the sedimentary rocks. In the


vicinity of the Skyline shaft an east striking normal fault has offset


the thrust fault dropping limestone on the south against quartzite on the


north.

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On the west side of the ridge, the thrust fault is exposed at


several places on the surface, and was cut in the Gold Queen tunnel (fig. 3)


where it was offset by northwest striking faults and cut out locally by


intrusive masses of diorite.


Although sedimentary rocks crop out in this area of complex


geology, sòil and brush conceal all but the larger geologic features and


make contacts difficult to locate except by inference. As a result the


company resorted to chemical analysis of soil samples in an effort to


determine the existence of metallized structures beneath the soil cover.


CRE DETOSITS


The easterly striking normai fault described above is marked


by gossan, reported to contain a trace of gold, at the Skyline shaft (fig. 1).


Two diamond drill holes Qaot logged) put down in this area are reported


to have been barren of ore mineralization. A copper bearing northeasterly


striking structure was observed in workings on the 40-foot level of the .


Gold Queen winze but no ore was mined. Material containing up to 0.5


ounce~of gold per ton is reported to have come from this winze. The


Gold Queen tunnel is caved at a point about 300 feet from the portal but


weak õopper mineralization is reported from beyond-this caved area and


some copper stained rock was found on the dump. A third occurrence of


copper mineralization was noted in a tactite zone in a bulldozer cut


on the ridge between the Skyline shaft and the Gold Queen winze. The


company reports that a picked sample from this cut assayed 5.4 percent


copper and 0.22 ounce gold per ton.
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Soil sampling


Soil samples were taken across the ridge at intervals of


about 100 feet along east trending traverse lines about 200 feet apart.


(Productive veins strike east to northeast in this part of the district.)


Zinc content of the samples was determined first and lead content


determinations were made later in areas of high sinc content. In areas


of apparent interest rows of lead samples 100 to 425 feet long were taken


at right angles to the rows of sinc samples, i.e. in a northerly direction,


with traverses 100 feet apart and samples 25 feet apart.


In general, the south half of the sampled area contains more


high sinc values ¾han the north half. Attempts to contour the values


reveal that there is no pronounced linear trend connecting any of the


highs (fig. .2). Rather, there appear to be isolated *high" areas which


show no particular trend. The detailed sampling for lead, however, does


indicate a narrow linear zone of higher values which extends approximately


600 feet in a westerly direction down slope from the saddle between the


Skyline shaft and Gold Queen winze. Approximately 400 feet further easí


enother zone of "highs"~begins and extends 500 feet down slope to the


east to and below the Skyline shaft. This area was only partially tested


by check samples for lead.


The company has provided no data on the average and extreme


zinc and lead content in various rock types in unmineralized ground.


*Background" may average 200 parts per million sinc if the northern half


of the tested area is regarded as normal and unmineralized. But large


areas, particularly those underlain by limestone and Tintic quartzite


contain many samples which run 300, 400, and 500 parts per million sinc.







It was found in the map area.that of 143 samples taken over diorite 49


contained over 300 ppm zinc yielding a ratio of almost 1:3. Of 108


samples taken over limestone in the same area 82 contain over 300 ppm


zinc yielding a ratio near 1:1. This higher content of zinc in lime-


stone (and quartzite) may be due to an initially higher zinc content or ix:


the introduction of zinc along the intrusive contacts. The latter possibility


is supported by the evidence of oontact metamorphism and by the fact that


many of the "highse over diorite are actually very near limestone contacts.


All of this suggests that a "background of 300 to 400 ppm may be likely


in the southern half of the area and that the ratio of whighs" to abackgrounde


will often be 2:1 or 3:1 but rarely as high as 5:1. Nor is the absolute


magnitude of the "highsm consistently or significantly large. Only four


samples reached 2000 ppm zinc and only eleven fell within the interval


between 1000 and 2000 ppm.


The only conclusion that can be drawn from the soil sampling


is that an east striking fissure gga be present along which circulating


water may have carried trace amounts of sinc and lead to the surface.


But no such continuous structure was observed on the surface in this


brief inspection, nor is such a structure known to exist from any other .


evidence presented by the company or available to the field examiners.


Fbreover, no mineralized structure was found at the projected position


of the hypothesized vein in the Gold geen tunnel, according to the company,


nor does the geochemical anomaly extend westward over the tunnel.


There is no conclusive evidence that the trace amounts of sinc and lead


came from such a vein rather than from contact mineralization by


intrusions. Some of the linearity of the zinc-lead anomaly may be due


to soil creep down the slopes east and west of the saddle in which copper


minerals of probable contact metamorphic origin were found.
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Proposed Exploration


The applicant has proposed a program of surface diamond


drilling in the Gold ¡Queen area. The target is a vague zone, drawn


to connect certain of the geochemical "highs . It is inferred by the


company to be an easterly striking, north dipping zone which is to be


intersected at depths of from 300-500 feet. Six 620 foot drill holes


inclined 60° to the south are suggested on the assumption that the zone


dips north. But six alternate holes inclined to the north from the


south side of the.postulated fissure zone are suggested in the event that


the supposed fissure zone may have a south dip.


Funds for this program are to be transferred from the unexpended


portions remaining in the unsuccessful, now terminated, Item II of the


original contract.


Conclusions and Recommendations


The geochemical soil sampling undertaken in the Gold Queen


area has demonstrated that anomalous sinc "highs". occur in the southern


part of the area sampled. These "highs" are, in general, isolated and do


not readily lend themselves to linear projection. A recheck was run


for lead in the area in which sinc *highs" were noted. These soil samples


were taken over 100- to 425-foot traverses at 25 foot intervals . in a


direction at right angles to the postulated fissure. There is no established


"background" for lead and consequent3; these readings are difficult to


interpret. It may be further noted that the magnitude of the zinc whighs"


relative to the background of the surrounding area does not produce ratios


indicative of buried ore bodies; rather the ratios would tend to indicate


structures through which circulating ground waters moved.
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It is further noted that most of the sinc "highs" are in close


proximity to the limestone-diorite contacts and may, therefore, be due


to weak local contact mineralization. Such mineralization is, in .fact,


known to have occurred in many places in the eastern part of the Park


City district where the intrusives are most in evidence.


There is not sufficient evidence to warrant the westward


projection of the producing fissures from the New Park Mining Companyts


Mayflower mine into the Gold Queen area.


The vertical projection of the postulated fissure should have


appeared in the Gold Queen tunnel about 100 to 300 feet from the portal;


no such structure was'noted.


It is concluded (1) that the zinc whighs are too isolated


to define a clearcut linear trend, (2) that the postulated zone does


not coincide with a known continuous structure, (3) that the best showings


on the supposed structure, the Skyline gossan and the Gold Queen "high",


have been explored and found wanting, (4) that the association of the


highs with the limestone-diorite contacts suggests that they may


result from contact mineralization rather than mineralization on a


fissure.


' It is recommended that the applicant rs proposal for a diamond


drilling program in the Gold Queen area be denied on the grounds .that


there is insufficient evidencë in support of a satisfactory target.

We wish at this time to submit a request for amendment to our
DMA Contract.


Work done in the immediate vicinity of the west end of the May-
flower Mine under DMA Project 2 has not shown favorable results. Although
further exploratory work can be planned in this area, we feel that the
balance of funds would be better spent in a more promising section of the
New Park area. For this reason we request an amendment of our contract to
allow us to concentrate on our Gold Queen area which lies 6000feet south-
west of our 801-A heading. The location of both areas is shown in the
accompanying claim map. The. Gold Queen area is connected to the Mayflower
property by patented claims. A description of the claims affected by
this program is enclosed.


We are including with this request an article on Park City geology
which has been submitted for publication. The reasoning which led to this
request can be found in the article and is briefly summarized below.


1. The Park City district is striking in its lack of surface or_e.
For the most part, ore bodies in this district are capped by several hundred
feet of more or less barren quarts-pyrite vein material. We may visualize
the district as being covered by a barXen blanket throngh which änly
occasional small ore shoots have penetratjid. Surface indications of sub-
marginal ore in unexplored areas here cannot be condemned without fairly
deep exploration. .


2. District metal distribution strongly indicates an assymetric
metal zonal pattern, with the copper-gold sone followLng the southern part
of the district.


3. The old concept of favorable wall rock is now obsolete. With
favorable conditions of deposition, god ore can bi formed in any type of
wall rock. We need no longer limit our search to ore in the Park City
formation.
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The Gold Queen area shows abundarà signs of mineralization.
Irregular patches of gossan material cover the hillsides. In one bulldozer
trench, spotty mineralisation contains up to 5.4 copper and 0.22 om. gold.
Such spots may represent occasional ore shoots which have penetrated the -
barren blanket. A grid geochemical soil sampling survey shows a strong east-
west lineation of the area of sine highs. A recheök for quantity of lead in
the favorable area confirms the evidende given by sinc analvsis. It may be
pertinent to note that most major veins in the district have a westerly strike.


The Gold Queen area lies iri the gold-copper belt of mineralisation.
Presence of these two metala, in addition to minor amounts of lead and sinc,
strengthens the thesis of district soning.


As an amendment to our Project 2 we propose a surface diamond drilling
program in the Gold Queen area, designed to probe at depths of from 300 to 500
feet for possible ore nich is causing the surface ore indications. Our first
hole, indicated on the map as hóle #1, would be drilled at a -60° angle for
620 feet to intersect any vertical or noñh dipping veins. Should this fail
to cut ore, hole 19 should be drilled to a similar depth at -60° to intersect
a south dipping vein.


Should ore be intersected in hole 1, hole 2 should follow, also at
a -60° angle. Ore in hole 17 would lead to the drilling of hole 2*. Additional
drilling is proposed at the locations indicated on the map, but infomation
derived from the results of the first holes might alter these locations.


Estimated cost of drilling based on figures given in the lowest hLd
is about #6..50 per foot. The cost of each hole would therefore be about $4,000.


In requesting this amendment we wish-in particular to emphasize that
this exploration progt'am must be kept flexible, with the details of each
successive step dependent. on the results of the foregoing steps.


The Gold Queen area la at about a 9000 foot elevation and the working
season there is short. For this reason we request your early consideration
of this amendment to allow us to begin drilling when the snow melts early in
May of this year. This will allow us at least 5 months this summer to complete
the exploration program.

Protosaienal Paper #77, oespleted by J. N. Beatwell in 19¾. Sinoe that


time maar of the mines deseribed have been exhausted and skub towa. Others


have been developet. The ratie et prognotien from variens types of deposite


has ehanged substantially. The rare intermiten publiskog since this early


paper was Written is se heriet beneath the vast sament of desertptive


literature that few ma are aware of the changes. Beatwallia paper of


titty years ago oextinues te be the most authoritative reference en Fark


City geolog.


The neuer theerles are still ta flux. Esay et them will change ath


further developeamb. Enh 14 may be worthabile te outline the present state


of kaeuledge et Park Citygielegy and a theory et ere deposities eaggestet


by the more recent findings.


In the follonag sectione, the desortptive geolog 19 factual and is


beset on the canttadng work et many geelegists. Those sootions that deel


xLth theory are the result of interprobation et the facts by the writer and


are met necessarily eenoordaa¾ Mth oooepted theories.

During the past 50 years, development and exploration have shown that


the proximity to diorite is not requisite to ore, but that the abundark


distribution of intrusive rocks sakes the very finding of an intrusive-free


area unlikely.

In manW distriets new internatten suggests a more youthtml age than had


previously beta asanatt. The Park City distriot is not the only Utah dis6rtet


where this is trae. la the Tintio distriet, new fladings and geo··che-Leal


work suggest that the age of the rich base estal Wineralisation may be set


es later than the Tertiary rhyelite. These late thro11te flows, once thought


to be later than the eres, are new kneun to have been mineralised and are


therefore earlier than the periot et aimeralisation.

Referring to Project 2 of our DMA contract, we wish to request a receas
in the project pending completion of plans for new ammendments.


With less than $50,000 remaining from the original project, we feel that
we can more profitably complete the project through diamond drilling than through
additional crossoutting. At this time we have two possibilities in mind, and will
submit them as ammendment requesta as soon as possible.


For the present, no work is being done on Project 2,-except necessary
maintenance.


I have already talked to the U.84 G.S. about the feasability of tranaterring
the remainder of the project funds to work in the area of the Gold Queen, about
2 air line miles from the center of the Mayflower fissure, but along the strike
of the Mayflower vein system. This area is patented ground and is continuous with
our Mayflower claima. Drilling would be from the surface, and is based on resulta
of geochemical prospecting and the presence of spotty metallization at the surface.
Perhaps you could give me an unofficial opinion as to the reaction of the DMA on
an ammendment to allow this drilling. It is the most favorable area we have found
in the Park City distriet, and in a general way would prospect the extensions of
the Mayflower fissures.

1NTRODUCTION


On January 28, 1954 the New Park Mining Company (fig. 1), DMBA


Docket 107, requested an amendment to its contract to permit diamond drilling


to explore a negative electrical self-potential anomaly in lieu of


performing the balance of drifting under Project 2 of the centract. The


property was visited February 10, 1954 by C. G. Tillman and M. D. Crittenden,


geologists, U. S. Geological Survey. On February 18, 1954 a written request


was made to the company for more detailed maps of the surface, the Suu-level,


and for the maps of the geophysical survey. Much of the information was


provided but no detailed topographic or geologic maps of the surface exist,


, PROPOSED EXPLORATION


A program of prospectinig by elecirical self-potential methods over


known~ore-bearing structures and surrounding areas was carried on by


the New Park Mining Company from November 1943 to January 1944. A luu-foot


grid was"established and readings were taken every Su feet. In areas where


greater detail was required readings were made every 25 feet, according to

the company. The company believes there to be a correlation between


certain weak negative anomalies and the trace of the structures which are


ore-bearing at lower levels. They wish to explore by diamond drining


on the SUU-level for a possible structure indicated by a weak negative


anoma.ly over the west end of the Mayflower workings (fig. 2). The proposed


höle is located in the Sul-A drift opposite and SUþH crossout and will be


collared in diorite near its contact with east--dipping sedimentary rocks.


The sedimentary rocks strike N• 15° W. The hole will bear N. 38° W., be


flat, and extend 1,100 feet southeasterly. This site is 1,350 feet vertically


below the point on the surface where the negative anomaly was found.


1NTERPRET&TION OF GEOPHYSICAL DATA .


Mr. Kenneth L. Cook, Geophysics Branch, Ú. S. Geological Survey


was consulted concerning the significance of such anomalies and kindly


provided the following information. The small negative self-potential


anomalies seen in this area could be caused by water moving in a permeable


medium such as alluvium, variable pore content of water in rocks from place


to place, water moving downward- along a fault, or axidation of small quantities


of sulfide tìinerals. The large positive anomalies are more difficult to


interpret but could result from a reducing environment as from graphitic


or carbonaceous material or may be due to such buried foreign bodies as pipes,


drill hole casing, etc. (C. M. Marquardt, geophysicist for the company,


suggests the presence of ih02 resulting from the weathering of the mineral


rhodochrosite as a possible cause). The small négative "craters* in the
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centers of the positive anomalies have no known significance. Negative


anomalies of less than a few tens.of millivolts are not believed to be


significant as indicators of sulfide bodies in this area. Thus, the anomaly


of less than 5 m1TLivolts shown on the map submitted by the company is


not of interest due to its magnitude alone. g But when linear in outline


and at least discontinuously traceable such an anomaly might indicate a


structure at the surface. According to the company interpretation, the


. projected positions of the Ibarl and Mayflower fissures, the two most


productive structures in the mine, correlate well with small, linear,


traceable negative anomalies. Cook also suggested that the small magnitude


of the negative anomalies and the steep gradient of the positive anomalies


indicate very near surface chemical activity, i.e. less than 200 to 300


feet from the surface. Thus, the negative anomalies are probably due to


the movement of ground water in the fault structure rather than to œcidizing


sulfide bodies. This is borne out by company cross-sections which show no


ore bodies coming nearer to the surface than 200 feet.

The negative anomaly is about Suu feet southeast and 1, 350 feet


above the collar of the proposed drill hole on the 800-level. Detailed


topographic and geologic maps of the surface -are lacking.

If the Mayflower vein is assumed to have a 65° dip the anomaly


may be regarded as the surface expression of the many splits of the vein


system already well exposed on the &A>•level. But the lack of workings


on higher levels and the great distance from the surface leaves open the


alternative that the anoma3y may be due to steeper structures that exist


south of the 801re drift. However the target area southeast of the 801•&


drift has already been testei both northeast and southwest of the proposed


hole. Two weak structures were encountered; one 560 feet out on the 811


crosscut (fig. 2) and another 700 feet out in the hole drilled from the


face of this crosscut.

Thus the relation of


topographic features to anomalies is uncertain. The location at the surface
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of productive faults is unknown, except in a general way, so that the


correlation of,particular structures with particular anomalies also is


uncertain.


3. Only two structures with the easterly to northeasterly strike of


the ore.•bearing structures are known in the area of the proposed drill


hole on the 80t>-level. These are known from a crosscut and drill hole


1,15u feet -northeast and a crosÀcut and drill hole 1,700 feet southwest of


the proposed drill hole. One of these structures appears to be ruled out as


the cause of the anomaly due to its southerly position. The other appears


to be discontinuous and was not mineralized where last hit in a drilï hole


77u feet to the east.


4. The proposed drill hole site is 1,350 feet below the point where


the negative anoma3y was found at the surface. Even if this proved to be


a structure not already known, the possibility of finding an ore body on


it at that distance from the anoma3y is geologically a very long shot.

We have now completed the two diamond drill holes that
were scheduled for Project 2 of the above contract. As you will
recall, the first hole was drilled on an angle below the level of
the Mayflower Tunnel to intersect possible mineralized areas of
the fissure structure that was followed in driving 8-602 drift.
The second hole was drilled more or less horizontal to the south-
east from the face of the 8-630 crosscut. These holes are now
completed, and based on the lack of any worthwhile mineralization,
we feel that there is no further reason to do additional work in
Project 2 at this particular time.


The 8-602 drift and the 8-613 drift are both in property
that we have leased from the U. S. Smelting Refining & Mining Co.

We wish again to refer to a propósed change in the work plan of
Project 2 under our DMA contract, provided that the second diamond drill
hole, now being driven, fails to expose anything that might warrant further
investigation.


Our original application was for a progran of drifting and crosscutting
to explore mineralized structures in the western section of our property. All
drift and crosscut advance failed to expose anything of more than passing in-
terest and in Decouber of last year we requested authority to proceed with a
diamond drilling program designed to explore the northerly fissure systems at
depth and to extend the hole already started in the 8-630 crosscut.


The first hole mentioned intersected diorite, partly assimilated lime'stone,
and several areas of calcite-pyrite mineralization with no economic values.
On the basis of lack of encouragement from 8-613 and 8-602 drifts and from
this 450 drill hole, we have left that section of the project and are now drilling
in 8-630 crosscut. If this drill hole exposes nothing of economic interest, we
feel that the entire western section included in Project 2 has been adequately
explored and that we should withdraw from that'area.


Another area of interest lies west of our main ore zone but east of the
area explored under Project 2. Some years ago, a geophysical survey of the
surface over the western part of the mine area was carried out, using a
self-potential method. The enclosed map will show the areas of strong
anomalies. The cause of the self-potential anomaly is not fully understood,
but it is felt that it could be caused by oxidizing sul£ides. Another anomaly
was found over one of the most strongly metallized areas of the Mayflower
fissure, and we feel that similar anomalies warrant further investigation.


In particular we are interested at this time in exploring at depth the
area on the Monitor claim included in the strong negative anomaly. This could
best be done by drilling an 1100 foot horizontal drill hole from the proposed
location on 801-A drift at the intersection with 801-H Crosscut, as indicated
on the accompanying map. If the anomaly area indicates a fissure with a normal
northerly dip of about 70°, it should be intersected at about 600 feet in the
drill hole. As the depth of projection is long, we feel that an additional
500 feet of drilling should be done beyond the projected intersection to allow
for a variable dip. The results of this drill hole will determine any further
exploration.

Reference is made to the matter transmitted by our memorandum
of March 9, 1953 and your letter of March 23, 1953 wherein you request
additional information relative to the Operator's request that the
Government participate in labor bonus payments equal to 2ß percent of
the net income from mining operations.


Supplemental to the matter transmitted with our memorandum
of March 9, we are enclosing three sets of data consisting of the fol-
lowing:


1. Letter from New Park Mining Company, dated April 7, 1953,
wherein they outline the manner and amounts of bonus pay-
ments to personnel. Also they request an amendment to
Contract Idm-E5 as follows: (a) Extend completion time
one year; (b) That all unexpended funds on Projects #1 and
#3 be reallocated for expenditure on Project #2; (c) Au-
thorize diamond drilling in the walls of Project #2 drifts
to explore for parallel fissures.


2. Memorandum report dated April 28, 1953, from F. L. Wideman
of the Bureau of Mines wherein he recommends an amendment
to authorize item 1 - (a), (b) and (c) .


3. Memorandum dated April 28, 1953, from the Chief, Minerals
Development Branch, Mining Division, Region IV, trans-
mittingHideman's report and recommending that the amend-
ments be prepared.







With reference to the Operator's request under item 1 - (b),
relative to the reallocation of funds, your attention is directed to.
the first paragraph of Amendment No. 8, dated June 18, 1952, which does
authorize the reallocation of funds for expenditure where most desirable.


Other than item 1 - (b), and the matter of the bonus payments,
which we leave to your decision, .we concur with the field recommendations
that the necessary amendment be prepared as outlined, with diamond
drilling on Project 2 to be at locations and to the extent as approved
in writing by the DMFA representative g to commencing work.


Anticipating the eventual-termination of the contract it
appears that procedures for closing the account are complicated by the
fact that the Operator has reported on separate MF-104 and MF-104A forms
for accomplishments and costs incurred for the work on Projects 1, 2
and 3.


Project No. l has been completed and final reimbursement has
been made to the Operator. Before the entire contract account can be
closed it will be necessary to effect a settlement for the Government's
interest in equipment purchased in the amount of $4, 586.99 and possibly
the unexpended portion of supplies "Other" which were charged to the
project in the amount of $3,776.65.


Project No. 3 has been discontinued because of adverse condi-
tions encountered, and final reimbursement has also been made to the
Operator. Possibly there will be the necessity to effect a settlement
for the Government's interest in the unexpended portion of supplies
"Other" which were charged to the project in the amount of $1,254.17.


In light of the foregoing it will be necessary to make all
adjustments in the settlement of the Government's interest in jointly
owned property, purchased for all three projects, on final settlement
of Project No. 2, which will throw the costs for that project work all
out of balance.


It appears to us that it would simplify matters for all con-
cerned for.the Operator to combine the accompliqbments and costs incurred
for all three projects on one Form MF-104 and 104A.


We will appreciate your review of the contract in light of the
foregoing and your advice in the matter.


An interim audit by the Contract Administration and Audit Divi-
sion is scheduled for early this month, therefore as your decision may
have a bearing on the manner in which the audit report is prepared, we
Vill appreciate your early consideration of the matter.

datpd April 7, 1953. The £1rst part of the letter explains an in-
contive pay program in force at the mine. This information was re-
quested lgt.the Operating Committee, NBA, in a letter dated March 23,
1953. The last part of the letter requesta that project No. 3 to
abandoned and te hahnna of the contract funds be used in project
No. 2. The letter also requests an extenatan of time for completion
of the contract.

The import,ation of these certain metals has become so distreshing
as to cause n3mnet every mine in that area to close down. The lead
and sine market has suffered severe price drops. Actua13y, †,he com--
bined decrease in prices of these two metals aonnts to more than
thirty percent o£ its former dales value.. This company, and the
industry, have received corrownnnMngir less revenue from their ore
production. . If the New Park Niming Company had not been ably and
economically managed, it too, may have had to discontinue operations.


The New Park mning Compapy, and the domestic industry in general,
urgent2y needs some equalising prot,ection against the imports o£
large quantities of lead and sine metals produced in foreign countries.
These imports are produced at, a fraction of our labor and material costs.


Recently, the Defense Minerals Exploration MmsnistratLon (DME&)
have signed contracts promising to expend several million dollars to







prospect får et ategic antals, including the above mentioned, to
foster domestic production. Frankly, that liou3d be a waste of
public funds, unless some sort of £air embargo could be placed
against the importation of these matala.


Why can not some aid be extended to auch worthy demèstic mining
companies, vbo have been damaged by these importa?


A sliding aga3e tariff plan is needed to give relief to and
insure a heal¾by:mining industry.


Would it be possible for you to place this important matter
be£ore the proper authority, who could institute corrective
relief from such gust competition?

We have some requested chwages in the contract provisions regarding
Project No. 2, as approved under the above referred to contract number.


This contract provided for the joint purchase of two type "B"
Goodman Battery Trenners that were to be used in Projects 2 and 3.
As project 5 has not been operating for several months, both trammers
have.been placed in use at Project No. 2.


We now find that due to the long haul from the working face to
the dwaping area that we are not able to handle the trains of waste from
this project, using the two small motors. At this time, we request that
we be allowed to use a large 5-ton motor in this.project in place of the
two small ones. The two small ones would be -used by us in other workings q
places, and we would consider that the charges for the use of the large !
motor would be off-set by the two smaller ones. I ma sure this will i
expedite the operation and should not complicate our aoäounting procedures.


Under the temas of the contract, we were allowed 900 feet of
drifting in the 801-A drift, 1,500 feet of cross-cutting north and south
from 801-A, ænd an additional 500 feet of drifting on any favorable
structure. To date we have accomplished the following work•


900 feet advance in the 801-A, which, incidentally, has been
referred to as cross-cutting rather than drifting; 431 feet advance
in the 8-628 cross-cut and 299 feet advance in the 8-630 cross-out.
We also show 175 feet advance in the 8-613 drift, 4 feet advance in
the 8-602 east drift ænd 5 feet advance in the 8-602 west drift.
This makes a total of 1,630 feet of cross-cutting and 184 feet of
drifting, or a total advance of 1,81¾ feet as compared to the 2,900
feet of combined drifting ænd cross-cutting approved in the contract.

As you know, we have experienced some trouble with water, which
has changed the plans as far as the original cross-cut program was
outlined. Diamond drilling has further supplemented the geological
information. It now appears that our future developement progrom
here will consist of additional drifting to prove structures that
were developed in the cross-outs and in the diamond drill holes.


At this time we wish to request that the balance of the footage
remaining under the 2,900 feet approved be allowed for drifting and,
perhaps, some cross-cutting as geological conditions will indicate.


There are indications that this particular project might enter -
sedimentary formations. This, again, raises the possibility of
developing large flows of water as shown in the diamond drilling
program completed in this area. We, therefore, request that should
water conditions begin to appear in this project, that we be permitted
to use our own dionond drill equipment for exploratory work to facilitate
the advance of the drift or cross-out headings. This request would be
similar to that made for Project 3 and approved by you under date of
May 8, 1952.


Our reports have indicated that progress in Project 3 has been
stopped due to excessive onounts of water developed by dionond drilling
work in that area. We still feel that this project, as originally approved
has merit and we would like to continue work there, but at the present
time must wait until.further draining has been accomplished through
dionond drill holes. We also anticipate some Spring run-off begining
in the month of Larch, so we anticipate that work in this area should
be temporarily suspended for a matter of two or three months.


In the meantime, our crews will maintain the present openings to
keep them available for further work.

As our progress reports have indicated, Project No. 3 under
the abar e contract is being driven southwest through the Miriam Claims
to crosscut the extension of fissures known to exist in this area.


At the time this project was started a small amount of water
was draining from the old crosscut face. As this has been advanced
additional fractures have been crossout and a sisable flow of water,
probably 500 to 800 gallons per minute, has been encountered.


The flow of water is so great and it is so cold that it is
difficult to advance this crossout. Furthermore,. we have completely
filled the existing ditch through most of the tunnel. We feel that
additional crossoutting without some type of exploration for additional
information on water flow may jeopardize the entire project, and also


complicate. the work of the Naildriver Company that îs ope ating in a
DMA project xkg through a section of our Star of Utah Tunnel.


Acco Aingly we believe ,it to be wise to drill several diamond
drill holes from the present face of the crosscut and test for additional
water flow, as well as to combine the present flow into two or three holes,
thereby enabling the crew to work to advantage.


We have our own diamond drill equipment capable of drilling to
the depth of 250 feet. We also have the labor available to operate this
equipment


It is difficult to give correct estimates of the cost of this
work, but I would suggest that we might possibly drill between 500 and .
750 feet of hole at an estimated direct cost for labor and materials of,
$3.50 per foot.







It is our considered opinion that this method of investigation
is the only orie feasible to obtain the necessary information to determine
our future plan of action. We request approval of this work.

We are submitting our application to the Defense Minerals Administration for
assistance under the Production Act of 1950 so that we may proceed wLth an exploration
program as outlined in the accompanying report.


We have three projects; two in the Mayflower mine and one in the Star of Utah
tunnel. These are properties of the-New Park Mining Company in the Park City mining
district at Keetley, Utah. The New Park Mining Company has been operating in the
District under its present management since incorporation in 1932. The Mayflower mine
is presenbly producing 6,000 tons of suiphide ore per month. There is no production
from the Star of Utah tunnel at the present time. .


Our e.xploration program suffered during World War II and has not been adequate
since that time as the general conditions of the mining industry have not enabled us to
have profits sufficient to re-irvest in this type of work. The proposed projects are
necessary to develop new ore reserves to replace those that have been depleted during
the past 10 years.


The accompanying report with maps describes the location, estimated costs and
extent of work to be done in these projects. Some new haulage and mucking equipment
will be needed as indicated, but present facilities will be adequate for the general
operation of this work:. ,


New Park Mining Company now has 224 employees; 158 are employed underground,
16 as mechanics, 24 as surface labor, and 26 as engineers, office and management. These
projects will require, 12 additional employees and if successful in developing ore reserves,
may mean an appreciable expansion in employment. Adequate labor is available due to our
location in an agricultural area, fair wage scale, our policy of training new miners
and fair and equitable associations with employees and the local Union.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .


(a) Form MF--104-Operato'r's Monthly Report and
Voucher.--This form details exþenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator sfor the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF--200 (Revised Februàry 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other,contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF--200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises:costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
msurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.--
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent"
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and

Preparation of Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost.and Progress Report.-Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. .There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases, which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable. basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington OfBce of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

The Monthly Jteport of Operator should be prepared'im-
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left' corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appeir
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in Feßorting
activities under other contract forms.

There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his .

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF--104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difBculties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Whereve,r possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sket'ches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted. .


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF--104-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in" reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and.technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes,the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liabihty insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be mcluded
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase 6rders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
"pertified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
prrafe signature. . If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project.

A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

(a) Form MF-104-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs; - ,


(b) Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
reas Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative descriptión of
progress made, results accomplished, and any un sual,
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketchese
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workingé. In '
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in '
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the ·
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), '
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting ,
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract.
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF--200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF--200 as though it were performed under an
independent . contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not e
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). . -


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under " Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under " Deprecia-
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc.•, which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. · There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a likrtictilar project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of- three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal .
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several.phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New BuildÍngs Irnprovements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

It was necessary to timber 15 feet, making a total of 436 feet


of timbering.


Twenty feet of the total advance was made in 801eA Crossout, thus


completing the total of 900 feet that this crossout was to be driven as the


first phase of the project. Advance for the month was in moderately altered


diorite. A sone of brecciated diorite was cut at 885 feet, striking N. 35o W.


and dipping 65° s.W. The breccia zone is 3 feet wide and contains a veinlet


of calcite up to 0.4 feet wide, as well as a few thin pyrite seams. The


breccia roughly parallels a similar structure cut last month at 870 feet.


A sample was taken across the breccia zone at 870 feet, and another sample


was taken of the calcite veinlet at 885 feet. Neither sample contained any


ore values.

The significance of the two breccia zones is not known. Their


northwest strike and southwest dip is different than that of any other fault


or vein structures in the mine area. Their general appearance and lack of


ore minerals suggest that they may be tension fractures, formed late in the


structural history of the district.


Work on the project was on a double shift basis during the month.


Two working shifts, or 4 man shifts, were lost because of bad air.
