I have received from your office a letter of November
6, 1950. It contained pertinent gquestions that, when answered,
would furnish the information necessary to determine whether
or not my mining property will qualify for a loan under the
Defense Act of 1950.

I have had offers. of sale, bond, and lease, etc., but I
have decided to apply hastily to see if I can save it for my
sons and myself to operate. It seems as though my main as-
sistance in my mining business is my younger son, who is a
geology student at the Brigham Young University. Being
eighteen years of age he will soon be called by the draft.

I will not be able to operate without him and I must prepare
for his deferment without delay. If you can offer a suggestion
I would appreciate it wery much.
