Previous DIVEA reports oii this property by U. S. Geological Survey and

Location and accessibility 


The Pacific Mine is on the Blue Rock claims in parts of sees. 30, 31, 


32, and 33 of T. 3 S •, R. 3 E •, SLB&M. The property may be reached by driving 


eastward on Utah Highway 80 from Its intersection with U. S. Highway 89 for 


approximately 17 miles up lAmsrican Fork Canyon.

Thin siliceous dikes and a pebble dike are also visible in the mine.







aE nErosrrs 


As described by Calkins and Butler (1943, pp. 135-136), the Pacific 


Nine workings are mainly in the Tintic quart zite and Ophir shale on the 


north side of the Mountain Deli fault. The Pacific fissure which strikes 


about N. 45 E • and dips about 50° northwest has been the principal ore-


bearing structure in the nine. The Lead fissure, about 60 feet northwest 


of the Pacific fissure, strikes parallel to the latter and dips about 


600 northwest • This fissure is also mineralized • Both are normal faults 


of rather smAll displacenEnt and when projected downward appear to 


intersect at about the 440.-foot level. 


The most important ore bodies of the mine were localized in the 


zone of crushed quart zite along the Pacific fissure. Chief ore minerals 


are pyrite and galena with soms sphalerite, cerussite, and tetrahedrite; 


gangue minerals are quartz and barite. 


Although there is soms ore throughout the Pacific fissure, it lies 


mainly in shoots having a flat southwesterly pitch and apparently enclosed 
in the Cambrian quartzite just beneath the Ophir shale. High grade ore 


forms small lenticular bodies within the larger shoots of lower grade ore. 


Ore previously mined has coms from an area 900 feet long along the strike 
of the vein and at least 350 feet along the dip above and below the 300-foot 


level. Soms of the larger shoots of ore were as much as 150 feet in strike 


length, 70 feet down dip, and as much as 18 feet wide; their average 


thickness may have been 5 feet. 


A new stops on the 415-foot level 50 feet northeast of the winze 


has been worked recently. The ore zone in this stops is about 2 feet wide







and consists mainly of galena stringers in crushed quartzite. The extent 


of the body has not been determined. A total of ill tons of ore was shipped 


from this stope which averaged 31.9 percent lead, 3.04 percent zinc, 7.93 


ounces silver, and 0.0075 ounces gold. This ore was hand sorted. 


C0MPITED EXPLORT ION 


It was proposed to deepen an existing 130-foot inclined winze in 


the hangingwall of the Lead fissure from the 300 .-foot level (Pacific Lower 


Tunnel level) an additional 50 feet to the projected intersection of the 


Lead fissure with the Pacific fissure. From the foot of the wi.nze it was 


proposed to drift along the zone of intersection for 200 feet northeasterly 


and 200 feet southwesterly. 


The winze was deepened 58 feet (8.-foot sump) and 24 feet of drift 


was driven to the northeast from its bottom (figs. 2 and 3). High costs 


caused by a large flow of water and bad ground resulted in the expenditure 


of all the project funds withoxb completing the remaining 376 feet of 


drift allowed under the contract. As shown on the company cross-section 


(fig. 3) what may be the Lead fissure flattened near the point of its 


projected intersection with the Pacific fissure and no intersection resulted. 


The Lead (?) fissure and the projected Pacific fissure lie 30 to 40 feet apart 


on the 440-foot level. Nevertheless, approximately 24 feet of drifting was 


completed to the northeast from the bottom of the winze along the slightly 


mineralized \L (?) fissure. This work revealed no encouraging lead-zinc 


mineralization.
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S. 
CONCLUSIONS D RECON?ENDAT IONS 


It is possible that the Icffic fissure might contain encouraging 


lead-zinc mineralization on the 440-foot level, but it is the opinion of 


the examining geologist that the high cost of exploration in this mine 


and the additional expense required to unwater and rehabilitate the winze 


make any further exploratory work with D'EA. funds unattractive at the 


present tima.

SUMMARY, CONCIZJSIONS AND RECONDTIO 


American Fork Consolidated Mines was granted a DI€A loan to explore 


for lead-zinc ores at its property (old Pacific mine) in American Fork 


Canyon, by sinking approximate]y 50 feet from the bottom of the inclined 


winze on the Lower Tunnel level to the projected intersection of the
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Lead or hanging wall fissure with the Pacific fissure, and then by 


drifting approximately . 400 feet northeasterly on this intersection. 


The long-form contract allows a total ma.x 1ln expenditure of $16,038.00, 


of which the Government 1s share, at 50 percent, is $8,019.00, The 


sinking phase of the project, started on March 28, 1953, followed what 


is believed to be the Pacific fissure. Weak suiphide mineralization, 


consisting of pyrite, galena, and sphalerite, was encountered in the 


fissure Rock on both sides of the fissure is quartzite, which is 


solid on the footwafl side and shattered and loose on the hanging wall 


side, The fissure flattens from a dip of about 50° to the northwest 


at the start of the project to about 30° at a point 58 feet below the


start, No intersection of the hanging wall fissure was made. After 


completion of only 20 feet of the proposed 400 feet of drifting 


northeasterly on the fissure from the bottom of the winze, the project 


funds were exhausted, and contract work was terminated, 


Loose, shattered rock requiring special care in timbering, in-


creased water flow with depth, power failures and flash floods were 


the principal reasons for the slow progress, and consequently, for the 


high costs per foot of advance in the winze and drift.

It Was apparent from the April voucher tMt the 
costs were runntng high, and we onnot nderstand wh they 
were aUosed to conttnue up to the date of yot erandt 
at steadily increasing higher rates, without making some 
tnveetigation as to the cause and the propriety of allowing 
them.

A total of $4329.32 was claimed for 25 feet of shaft sinking. 
This gives a rate per foot of advance of $173.17. Of the total amount 
claimed, $828.08 was disallowed, which reduces the rate per foot to $140.05. 
Payment was made on this report as it was considered that the excessive 
costs were due to the beginning of operations, etc., and that the overall 
rate would show a decrease from this initial claim. 


May 195


Operator's revised report for May makes claim for $3482.38 for 
15 feet of shaft sinking. Rate for this month is $232.16 per foot. 


June 1953


June claims total $3392.88 for 10 feet of shaft, or at a rate of 
$339.29 per foot. A total of 130 man shifts of labor was charged to this 
10 feet, which gives a rate of .077 feet per shift. This rate is exclusive 
of supervision. 


Considerable difficulty has been experienced on this operation, 
mainly water and bad ground, but the costs to date are considered to be 
very excessive. We are withholding processing of accounts for May and 
June 1953 pending advice from you as to the proper procedure.

OnDecember 3, 1951, this office received copies of the 
Iandlord ts Subordination Agreement and a map limiting the block of 
ground covered. A copy of this map is enclosed. Limiting the ground 
in this nmnner conflicts with Article 15 "Repayiaent by Operator, Form 
W-200,


The contract could be amended to provide for a limitation of 
the area involved in the repayment, but this office believes that the 
block should be . considerably larger than the one shown on the enclosed 
map. The block of ground should extend at least 500 feet beyond each• 
end of the proposed drift, arid it should extend at least 100 feet below 
the proposed work. 


The authority for an amendment such as that described above - 
is not included in Order No. 2653. If it is considered advisable to 
permit the repayment of royalties to be Thn1ted to a reasonable block 
of ground, we would like to have the dimensions of the minimum block of 
ground acceptable so that we flt see if it is agreeable to the landlord.

30, 31, 32, and 33 of T 3 S., 1?, 3 E, S•L• B.M.	 An oiled surface


road extends from the valley up American Fork Canyon. Seventeen 


miles of graded road connects the mine to this oiled highway.
