INTRODUCTION

Application for a DMA exploratory loan was znadé by Dell and George
Steele to aid in driving two adits, one 240 fest in length, and the other
200 feet, to explore manganese deposits on the Ace Manganese property,

The property is in Sec. 21, T, 7 S,, R. 1V,., 5.L.B,M,, on the
west slope of the Lake Mountains, approximately 9 miles southeasterly
from Fairfield, Uteh, the nearest railroad shipping point, Ores are
trucked to the Geneva Steel Company, a distance of 25 miles, 10 miles
of which 1s fair country road end the other hard surfaced.

Wildcat property. It was reported that ore 2 feet thick in the shaft
bottom continues downward, Although thin sesms of menganese mineralize-
tion extend outward along the sides of this pipe, almost the total dis-
tance in the shaft, little or no exploration was done laterally.

Tests made on a 2-ton ssmple from the Wildcat mine by the Salt Lake
Bxperiment Station, Metallurgicel Division, Bureau of Mines, published
in R,I. 4466, show that the ore is readily amenable to concentration ty
simple ore-dressing methods, and that a high-grade product comperatively
free of impurities can be made, yith good recovery,

It is questionable that
sufficient ore would be found to pay the cost of exploration. It appears
that & more suitable plan for exploring this deposit is to firat strip
- the overburden ty means of a bulldoser along the zone of mineralization,
and then, if satisfactory results are obtained, to sink en inclined
shaft on the most favorable ého#i‘ng.

On the Mangenesse Ace No, 3 c¢laim, where the applicant proposes to
drive a 200-foot adit, it is believed that tulldoger stripping will
uncover the mineralizstion along ﬁae strike and for at least gome dis-
tance down dip, es the deposit dips only slightly greater than the slope
of the hill,






CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMENDATIONS

The thin, erratic deposition of the menganese oxide ores on the
Wildcat properiy indicates that vhile the quality of the ore can be
expected to be good, the reserves on the ice Manganese deposits will
probably be small,

(g) The operating experience and
background of the applicant.

SEc. 8. Definitions. As used in these,
regulations: ..

(a) “Exploration project” means the
search for unknown or undeveloped
sources of strategic or, critical metals or
minerals within a specified area or par-
cel of ground in the United States, its
territories or possessions, whether con-
ducted from the surface or underground,
including recognized and sound proce-
dures for obtaining pertinent geological,
geophysical, and geochemical informa-
tion. The work shall not go beyond a
reasonable delineation and sampling of
the ore, and shall not include work pros-
ecuted primarily for mining or prepara-
tion for mining.

(b) “Operator’’ means a person, firm,
partnership, corporation, association, or
other legal entity by whom or for whose
account and interest an exploration
project is to be carried out.

(¢) “Administrator” means the Ad-
ministrator of Defense Minerals Admin-
istration or his representative author-
ized in writing.
