We are enclosing four copies of Forms MF-103 covering prospective exploration
of our mangenese properties located in Garfield, County, Utah aproximately
two miles South and 19 miles East of Escalante, Utah and known and described
as Dual Nos. 1 to 14 inclusive and Harris Wash No. 1.

I operate as an individual in the name of Fred Hinds d.b.a. Hinds Uranium

Mining and Rare Metals having no partners or stockholders. Attached is a

summary of my education, mining and business experience. Also attached is
a financial statement of my assets and lisbilities.

The properties we propose to exploreare owned by LerinWGriffin of Escalante
and held by me under lease dated March 3, 1951 for a period of twenty years
with an option to buy at any time during that period for a cost not to exceed
$1000.00 per claim. A copy of said lease is herewith attached.

I am prepared to invest $10,000.00 in the mineral exploration of this property
providing that the Defense Minerals Administration or the proper government
agency matches it with an additional $30,000.00 on the 75% participation

basis allocated to manganese.

There are several mejor outcropping of manganese on this property which seem
to lie on two axis. One North to South approximetely 2% miles long and the
other Northeast to Southwest approximately four miles long. Both axis join
each other at their Northern extremities. Assays teken from these outcrop-
pings show mangenese values on the surface ranging from 2% to 35% end have
a fairly consistant average at each location. The fifteen claims under our
control are situated on these axis. It is impossible to give an exact legal
description of the location of these properties other than described above
as they are situated on unsurveyed Government land.

To date there has been no production from these mining claims or within theéir

It is our proposal to spend aproximately three months on this exploration
project teking a minimum of 200 ore samples both by core drilling, bulldozing
and surface of outcroppings. In order to do this it will be necessary to

labor available. Atteched is an estimate of the distribution of expenses
that would be incurred on such a project.

We trust that you will give this matter your immediate attention. If more
data is required we will endevor to furnich it promptly upon your advise.
As indicated above, it is not possible to supply geological maps or
surveys on this project at this time &s it is a new discovery. However,
recent estimates by two engineers disclose in excess of 500,000 tons of
ore on the surface that assays from 2% to 35%. From the alignment of
the structures of the outcroppings they have estimated that the total
reserves will run meny times this amount under the surface.. We believe
that such indications justify many times this amount contemplated for
exploration. "

Upon release from the army entered the Rolla School of }ines majoring in
in Mining Engineering and Geology. Graduated in 1925 with M.A. in Mining
Engineering and Geology.

In May 1926 went with the Anaconde Copper Co. at Lima, Peru as Superinten-
dent of Production and Engineering opening their operation in that area.
Remained with them until 1930.

We are enclosing four copies of Forms MF-103 covering prospective exploration
of our manganese properties located in Garfield County, Utah, anproximately
two miles south and 19 miles east of Escalante, Utah and known and described
as Dual Nos. 1 to 14 inclusive and Harris Wash No. 1.

I operate as an individual in the name of Fred Hinds d.b.a. Hinds Uranium
Mining and Rare Metals, having no partmeers or stockholders. Attached is a
summary of my education, mining and business experience. Also attached is
a finencial statement of my assets and liabilities.

The properties we propose to explore are owned by Lorrin W. Griffin of Escalante
and held by me under lease dated March 3, 1951 for a period of twenty years
with an option to buy at any time during that period for a cost not to exceed
$1000.00 per claim. A copy of said lease is herewith attached.

I am prepared to invest $10,000.00 in the mineral exploration of this property
providing that the Defense Minerals Administration or the propergovernment
agency matches it with an additional $30,000.00 on the 75% participation

basis allocated to manganese.

There are several major outcroppings of manganese on this property which seem
to lie on two axis. One North to South approximately 2% miles long and the
other Northeast to Southwest approximately four miles long. Both axis join
each other at their Northern extremities. Assays taken from these outcroppings
show manganese values on the surface ranging from 24% to 35% and have a fairly
consistant ave-age at each location. The fifteen claims under out’ control are
situated on thess axis. It is impossihle to give an exact legal description
of the location of these properties other than described above as they are
situated on unsurveyed government land.

To date there has been no production from these mining claims or within thier
immediate vicinity and we believe that this constitutes a msjor new discovery

It is our proposal to spend approximately three months on this exploration

project taking a minimum of 200 ore samples both by core drilling, bulldozing
and from surface of .outcroppings. In order to do this it will be necessary to
set up a semi-permenent camp at the base of operations to best utilize

labor available. Attached is an estimate of the distribution of expenses

that would be incurred on such a project. '

We trust that you will give this matter your immediate attention. If more

data is required, we will endevor to furnish it to you promptly upon your advise.
As indicated above it is not possible to supply geological meps of surveys

on this project at this time as it is a new discovery. However, recent

estimates by two engineers disclose in excess of 500,000 tons of ore on the
surface that assays from 24% to 35%. From the allignment of the structures

of the outcroppings, they have estimated that the total reserves will run meny
times this amount contemplated for exploration.

Born in the Cherokee Strip of Oklahoma, June 22, 1900. Received education in
Kansas City, Kansas public schools, graduating from Wyandotte High School

in June 1915. Attended Kandas University from 1916 to 1918 majoring in law.
Received B.A. degree in Law upon entrance into the United States Army in 1918.
Served eighteen months as private in the 85th Division of the Missouri National

Guard.

Upon release from the army entered the Rolla School of Mines majoring in
Mining Engineering and Geology.
